Tbe large property occupied by the Pacino
Mail Steamship Company tor nearly a quarter
of a century as coal-yards, niactflne-sliops, etc.,
back of the Mall Dock at First mid Iliaiinan
streets, has been given up, the lease having ex-
pired. Tills proierty belongs toJ. L. Flood.

The company has secured a huudrcd-vara lot
on the norm side of Brannan stieet. west of
First. Tue pro.erty lias been graded and
planked and for over a mouth from twenty to
thirty teams have been eui;aged carting the coal
fiorn the old yard to the uew.

The elevated railroad that bas been used to
transport coal fiom the ships to tbe bunkers has
been extended to the new yard by means of a
biidge spanning Ilraunan street. Thcuew quar-
ters were occupied yesterday.
