THEY RESIGN.

Republican County Committee-

men Retire,

An Harmonious Meeting, With a Slight Con-
test Over the Plan to Fill the Vacan-
cies by a Body of Citizens.

The first meeting of the Republican
County Committee since the Presidential
campaign was held last evening at the
rooms of the State Committee on California
street. The attendance of members and
politicians was very large.

1t provided that a
committee of seventeen citizens be ap-
pointed, with full power to fill the vacancies
with Repnblicans reslding in the district
which they will represent in the County
Committee, and such appointment shali
make them members of the committea. The
persons named for this purpose were W. F.

Vhittier, T. A. C. Dorland, Evan S. Pills-
bury, F.S. Chadbourne, Abner Doble, P.
Beamish, M. Ehrman, George H. Sander-
son, Joseph Wagner, John 1.

Levi, J. C. Bates, 1. Bien and John Ruggles.

The point was here made that there had
been no vacancies aeclared, whereupon the
Chairman announced that there were va-
cancies in the Thirty-third, Thirty-fourth,
Thirty-fifth, Thirty-sixth, Thirty-seventh,
Forty-first, Forty-secoud, Forty-third, For-
ty-fourth, Forty-sixth, Forty-seventh and
Forty-eighth districts.

SELECTING NEW MEN.

Mr. Jacobs then renewed his resolution,
saying that much had been urged against
the County Committee, but unjustly, It
desired to act egnitably and for the Lest in-
terests of the party. Here was a proposi-
tion to place the selection of the new com-
mitteemen in the hands of a number of the
most prominent and influential men in the
party and city.

Dr. F. W. Harris opposed the resolution
believing the committee respectable enough
to iill its own vacancies. He urged the
members to proceed cautiously, as upon
their action depended the future success of
the party here and in the State. There was
no need to precipitate matters, and he
thought a better plan than Mr. Jacobs’
could be formulated. He then presented a
substitute, providing for a delay of two
weeks, during which time a plan for or-
ganizing the party and filling vacancies
could be devised.

IMMEDIATE ACTION DESIRED.

Mr. Jacobs replied that tha Republican
party should act in an uoright and pure man-
ner and present a pure ticket. There were
many Republicans and Demoerats who
would not submit to the dictates of a boss
and they would vote the Republican ticket
if it was a good oune and put out by an hon-
estcommittee. That planshould be adopted
which wonld bring the greatest wisdom into
the committee. The committee was crip-
pled, yet Dr. Harris wanted delay, while
there were many districts unrepresented.
Mr. Jacobs thought the committee should
get to work at once,

Dr. Harris asked if a erippled committee
should appointacommittee to fill vacancies.
He believed that the districts should have
some voice in the selection of their repre-
sentatives.

A vote was then tal pon the substi-
tute, and it was lost by 15 to 9. The reso-
lution was then adopted by a vote of 18 to
6, and the Secretary was directed to notify
the gentlemen selected. The Chairman
was allowed further time to appoint the
Executive and other sub-committees, owing
to the numerous vacancies in the com-
mittee.

An Appeal to the Sympathies of Those Whom
Fcrtune Has Favored for the Relief
of Homeless Children.

The appearance of Union-square Hall at

o’clock yesterday afternoon, was a magical
transformation scene.
