CAPRIATI'S BAD BREAK.

The new head of the German Government,
General yon Caprivi, inaugurates his as-
sumption of office by prohibiting public
officials from giving any information to
newspapers. This is precisely what might
have been expected from a military marti-
net. An army in the field cannot afford to
have its movements predicted by newspa-
pers, and generals always conceal their pur-
poses iloin newspaper correspondents.

Bismarck's successor sees no reason why
the same ruie should not apply in civil
matters.

There is, however, an excellent reason,
whichhe willlearn before he is much older.
Tlie public of every country believe that
they are entitled to know what tlieirser-
vants, whom they pay, and for whose acts
they are ultimately responsible, aro doing;

sand they buy newspapers to get the infor-
mation they want. Ifthe newspapers can
get correct information from headquarters,
they publish that in preference to other
information. Bat if they cannot get that
reporters willguess at the facts, and the
papers willpublish the guesses. Thus, in
the course of a year, a vast amount of false
information gets afloat, and the interests of
the nation and the Government suffer in
consequence.
Itis always best for a Government to

have no secrets. The old-time diplomacy,
in which cne statesman tried to outwit an-
other by fraud and falsehood, is dead as

--Julius Caesar. Nowadays the foreign as
well as the domestic policy of Govern-
ments is governed by public opinion, as

\u25a0 expressed in the press, and every detail
thereof is fully and openly discussed iv the

.- light of day before action is taken. A
Minister who undertook to adopt a line of
policy in opposition to the general consen-
sus of public opinion would have a short
(shift. Ifthere were no constitutional ma-
chinery to upset him peacefully he would-
be overthrown by a revolution.

Of course a General, fresh from the
camp, where there is no public opinion
and no freedom of thought, does not under-
stand this higher law of modern political
science. General yon Caprivi is a soldier,
and proposes to run the German Empire as

"he would drive an army corps. He will not
be long inreaching the end of his tether.

tor would have regarded the prediction as
impossible of fulfillment But the North
and South have been coming together in
this way ever since the war ended.

The latest report is that raw sugar is to
be put on the free listand a "bounty of two
cents a pound paid on all the sugar produced
In the United States, whether of cane, sor-
ghum or beet. Helmed sugar orsugar above
No. 10,Dutch standard, willlie subject to a
•duty of four tenths of a cent a pound.
The committee have had a pretty hard light
over this free-sugar proposition, and no de-
cision itcould possibly como to would' please
all the parties Interested. The bounty of
two cents a pound would answer about the
same purpose as a duty to the same amount
if there could bo any assurance that the
next Congress would net tepeal the bounty
clause. Itis not probable that sugar-beet
factories willbebuilt until there is some
better assurance- than this, that free sugar
willnot be admitted to destroy the beet-sugar
industry. Under the billas now proposed
alarge proportion of the sugar consumed in
the country willbe of the grades below No.
10, which arc admitted free.

hi F.KKEK KEED'S KDLIXG.

The Alia says in reference tothe failure of
the Democrats to test the constitutionality of
Speaker Reed's decision on the quorum prop-
osition: "Reed Himself saved the Democrats
the trouble of construing the constitutional
point, for, when in the minority, he de-
clared 'the constitutional theory of a quo-
rum' to be 'not the physical presence of a
majority, but its presence and participation
in the business of the House.'

"
Admit-

ting that Mr. Reed advanced this theory it
does not follow that itis binding upon Con-
gress. Mr. Reed is not the Supreme Court.
The Democrats announced their intention to
appeal from Mr. Keed's decision as a
speaker, not to Mr.Keed as a member of
Congress, but to the Supreme Court. Their
failure to prepare a case for submission is
an indication at least that they are not cer-
tain of the ground on which they proposed
to stand. Quoting Mr.Keed against him-
self does not establish either opinion which
Mr. Seed may have expressed. In regard
to constitutional authority the first clause
of the fifth section of the first article of
the Constitution says that "a majority of
each (House) shall constitute a quorum to
do business; but a smaller number may ad-
journ from day to day, and nay be author-
ized to compel the attendance of absent
members, in such manner and under such
penalties as such House may provide."
Ifthis is not giving the Speaker power to

force the attendance of members of the
House itcertainly authorizes the House to
give him such power. The Ac says that
instead of establishing majority rule iv the
House Mr.Reed and his party have estab-
lished minority rule. This position is based
on the fact that measures nave been passed
which did not receive the votes of a ma-
jority of the House. When a legislative
body is nearly evenly divided into two par-
ties a measure rarely receives a majority of
the whole. If the minority in such cases
vote solid the majority must have about
every man in his seat to pas?, a bill. This,
we know, is impracticable. If the House
must wait for a quorum composed of one
party itmight do nothing but adjourn from
day to day during an entire session. But if
a minority is as constant in attendance as
our contemporary held that the majority
should be, no bill could become a law with-
out receiving very nearly the entire ma-
jority vote. if two .State, have been ad-
mitted by 129 votes of the 350 which com-
pose the House it is because so many Demo-
crats were absent or refused to vote that
129 was a majority of those voting.

FROM Tillll: STANDPOINT.

liireference to the action of the Method-
ist Episcopal Church in the East in con-
demning as unchristian and impolitic the
Chinese Exclusion Act, a New York con-
temporary says that from their standpoint
the Methodists are entirely right. It is
worth while now to inquire if the Method-
ist point of view is right. That they sin-
cerely regard it so willhe admitted. The
question is if they have the fullcomprehen-
sion of the subject which enables them to
come to a just conclusion. The Methodist
Missionary Society has in China seventy-
five missionaries and several hundred thou-
sand dollars' worth of property in the form
of churches, school

-
houses, furniture,

books, etc. They say that if the Chinese
Government should retaliate the missionar-
ies Would be driven out and the property
confiscated. The question may be relieved
at once of its property complication. Itits
property were ten times what it is it would
not enter into a comprehensive considera-
tion of the case. Tho Chinese in the
United States earn somewhere from
$2"),OCO.0C0 to .30.000,000 a year. They do
no work that would not be as well done
by our people if the Chinese were not here.
They establish no new industries, but
simply take such places in the lie.'.l of
labor as they ran gel on -J«v.mt~oi"t"*eir
cheapness. I* is not known exactly what
proportion of their earnings they send
home, but as they make no investments in
this country of a permanent character, it is
fair to consider that their entire savings
are sent out of the country. This can
hardly be less than one-third of their earn-

--. ad is probably mure. They conse-
quently constitute a drain on Use country
of from --, ,000 to 610,000,000 a year.
There are more than 100,000 of these people
in the United States, but veV few' become
Christians. Vet it willbe admitted that if
we cannot convert a considerable pro-
portion of those subject to our in-
fluence the results of missionary la-
bors in China are likely to be meager. We
give all possible consideration to the be-
lief on the part of the Eastern Methodists
that tin- Exclusion Act stands in the way
of their work in China. But inview of the
fact that the Chinese in the. United States
are the disseminators of immorality
and crime, and that they are actually de-
bauching thousands, yes hundreds of thou-
sand-, of the rising generation, their pres-
ence must be an injury to the country.
All residents in California realize that
with the unrestricted entrance of Chinese
into the United Males, they would soon
establish sinks of iniquity in our cities
and towns which would eventuate in the
ruinof vast numbers of the rising genera-
tion. In a religious point of view itdoes not
seem advantageous to permit such a state
of degradation and crime as these people
have brought to obtain any stronger foot-
hold than ithas already secured.
Itis probable also that ourEastern Meth-

odist friends take an alarmist view of the
possible results of Chinese exclusion.
There are a thousand Chinese in this coun-
try to one American in China. The' Amer-
ican Government secures to these Chinese
residents all the rights of other residents
except that of naturalization. The Chinese
are protected in life, property and the pur-
suit of wealth. If there were a disposi-
tion op the part of any considerable num-
ber of our people to deny Chinese these
privileges, the Government would protect
them. In the few cases where their prop-
erty has been destroyed by lawless action
ithas been paid for three times over. A
Government which is so scrupulous in its
protection of Chinese in this country will
require the Chinese Government to exer-
cise a like protection over Americans in
China.

POT ITOES.

There is a lesson for farmers in the past
and present condition of the potato market
A few weeks ago itwas discovered, rather
to the inconvenience of consumers, that the
supply of potatoes was exhausted. Prices

rose until the best quality of potatoes sold
at retail at 4 cents and insome instances as
high as 5 cents a pound. They became a
luxury which very poor people could not
afford. This, ofcourse, did uot last long.

As soon as regular transportation was re-
sumed on the railroads potatoes began to
pour In from Utah nnd sections still further
east, and in a few days there was a col-
lapse In the market Prices fell as rapidly
as they had risen. At the present time
they are about .steady, a further decline

ingarrested by the tardiness of the crop
of new potatoes.

Ifpeople willeat a tuber which contains
7", per cent of water and no nitrogen or fat
they ought to grow it if they can. Soil
which will not yield over 29 bushels of
wheat to the acre willgrow 300 or 400 bush-
els of potatoes with proper cultivation, and
it rarely happens that a potato crop fails.
Itis inexcusable that a fertile State like
California should be dependent on other
localities for its supply ofa vegetable that
is seen on every dinner table. Itseems
ludicrous to watch freight-cars going east
from San Francisco laden with cabbages
and returning home loaded with potatoes.
There has been more money perhaps this
year in potatoes than in all other garden
truck.

Writers on dietetics are not agreed as tothe value of the potato as an article of food.
Like oatmeal, it satisfies the appetite by
distending tho stomaoh, but the largo quan-
tity of water which i.contains causes it to
be quickly taken up, leaving a void in the
alimentary system. People who live on
potatoes require at least three meals a day,
whereas those who live on meat or wheaten
flour can get along with two. Consumed in
Combination with articles carrying a large
proportion of nitrogen and carbon, it is use-
ful by reason of the proportion of starch
which it contains, but it cannot safely be
adopted as a chief article of diet unless it is
eaten in conjunction with milk or some
other fatty substance.
Itwas hard work to persuade our ances-

tors to eat the potato when itwas first in-
troduced Into Europe, and it would proba-
bly be still harder to induce their descend-
ants to discard itnow. Hut if we must eatpotatoes wo ought to grow enough of themfor our own consumption.

TOO MUCH FAT.

Grorer Cleveland and John L.Sullivan
are alike afflicted. Both have developed an
unpleasant tendency to accumulate more
flesh than is consistent withphysical health.
Neither seems tohave an abnormal tendency
to brain development. Nature has not
made them that way. Both aro readily
distinguished from ordinary men. but the
marks of distinction are clearly physical.
Mr.Sullivan recently had to decline a fistic
encounter witha young man whom lie de-
clares is not inhis class as a pugilist be-
cause of an abnormal stomach development.
Itis now said that Mr.Cleveland is going
into training, though the name of the an-
tagonist be proposes to meet is not men-
tioned. He probably wants to be in lighting
trim on general principles. There is a man
in New Tork named Hillwho is always in
condition and always ready for a set-to.
Possibly Mr. Cleveland regards Mr.Hillas
bis Corbett. The public will watch the
progress of these distinguished Democrats
in getting themselves into fighting condi-
tion withinterest. May the best man win.

ItniTlSH SEALERS.

The British Columbia sealers are said to
ridicule the action of the American Gov-
eminent in sending a force to Behring Sea
sufficient to accomplish its avowed purpose.
They say they willpay no attention to any
action on the part of our Government to re-
strict their sealing until negotiations now
pending decide the question whether
Behring Sea is an open or closed sea. They
propose to send their sealing schooners to
the sealing grounds as usual and take the
chances. Itis to be hoped that there will
be no repetition of last year's proceedings
on the part of the American Government.
Iffores is used in the capture of sealers,
enough force should be employed to make
the capture effective. Taking a sealer, put-
ting a man aboard of her and letting the
captain sail into a British port and there re-
main without being called to account is
enough to provoke the ridicule of ournorth-
ern neighbors. The President has declared
sealing illegal and a sufficient force should
be employed to make the proclamation good.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The Senate, after amending the Chinese
Enumeration Bill,laid it on the table by a
vote of 51 to 2 ou tho representation that it
would do more harm than good.

The Senate has, as expected, disposed of
the Montana Senatorial contest in favor of
Sanders and Dowers by a parly vote. The
whole case turned upon the question
whether five Democrats or five Republicans
were entitled to participate in the organiza-
tion of the Montana House of Representa-
tives. The prospects of the Democrats se-
curing control of tin- Senate are manifestly
growing more and more remote.

Quite an animated debate occurred in
Congress yesterday over the bill amending
the alien land law so as to permit the in-
vestment of foreign capital in mines of
gold, silver, lead, tin, cinnabar and copper.
While the representatives of the mineral
regions are in favor of the change, there
are quite a number in Congress who are in-
clined to jealously guard against the evils
of "absenteeism.'' These apparently had
the floor yesterday.

Commissioner Groff of the General Land
Office is making a record in the disposition
ofland claims that will be appreciated by
settlers on the Pacific Coast. When be
entered office inSeptember there were peud-
ing !,886 final entries, of which G\u25a0, 188 have
since been passed to patent, or about 10,000
cases a mouth in addition to the current
work of the office.

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, u> to "aye a new Custom-
house, and San Francisco, every one will
admit, is badly in need of one. The Bouse
Committee on Public Buildings is in favor
of the Lansing measure appropriating
33,000,000 to construct the New York Cus-
tom-bouse an.l g.3,000.000 mure for the Cus-
tom-house and Appraiser's store sites. The
Custom-house is tv be located on Bowling
Green and the Appraiser's stores further
uptown, $050,000 having already been ap-
propriated for the latter, the total cost of
the two edifices being limited to $8,050,000.
The old Custom-house is to be sold for not
less than 54.000.000.

The majority and minority reports of the
Ways and Means Committee on the Tariff
Billhave been presented to the House. It
is estimated in the former that the billwill
effect a reduction of $00,937,000 and proba-
ably more incustoms, and about $10,328,000
in internal revenue, something like £71,-
--264,1 "si altogether. A marked feature of the
report is the section relating to wool. It
declares that in the past fiscal year under-
valued invoices showed an importation of
woolen manufactures amounting to 532,-
--081,000, the real value being nearer 890,000,-
--000. The billby increasing the duty on fine
wools will,itis estimated, transfer to this
country $15,000,000 to $20,000,000 iv woolen
manufactures.

visit his father in New York. The appear-
ance of the body was carefully described ina letter to Chief Crowley, and itcorresponds
with that of the bakery watch Fullerparticulars from Kansas tire awaited, how-
ever, before the identification can be ac-cepted as positive.

Ameeting of the VictoriaHospital Asso-

ciation was held on Tuesday evening at 307
Sansome street, James McXabb in the
chair, P. T. Hollings Secretary.

Very little business was transacted, the
time being consumed by a discussion which
arose over the loss of S3OO deposited by two
of the Directors, Messrs. Pope and Fuller,
on a lot.
It transpired that the two gentlemen

named, having in hand some of the associa-
tion's funds, paid the §300 to secure the
right to purchase a piece of property which
they deemed it advantageous for the asso-
ciation to invest its funds in, thinking
thereby to make more rapid accumulation
than could be done by leaving the money on
interest in a savings bank.

When the matter was brought to the
notice of the Board of Directors and inves-
tigation had the board refused to have any-
thing to do with the purchase, finding the
property was not worth more than half themoney asked.

The question then arose in the meeting
of the association, as to who should bear
the loss, many holding that a3 the two Di-
rectors acted without authority of the board
they are personally responsible, which lia-
bilitythe two Directors desire to avoid.
