Among other suggestions which the Pan-
American Congress makes Is that the
American nations shall conclude mutual
treaties binding all of them to submit to
arbitration all controversies which may
arise out of disputes over boundaries, ter-
ritory and the interpretation of treaties.
We call the resolution on the subject a
"suggestion," because, while some of the
South and Central American delegates

ere clothed with power to bind their re-
spective nations, no such authority was
confided to the American members of the
Congress. Their powers expired when
they had recommended to Congress the
adoption ofmeasures of legislation.
,There sin. uld be no objection to the pro-

posed arbitration treaty. Arbitration is
Jar preferable to war—more logical, less
expensive and less liable to leave scars be-

. hind. Twice at least we have escaped a
war with England by a resort to arbltra-

. - tion, and oilier nations have been equally
"fortunate. With nations as with individ-
ual, it is always best to call in an im-
partial third party before resorting to
hostilities.

But if any one supposes that the con-
clusion of arbitration treaties willput an

Iend to wars he displays equal ignorance of
history --ha human nature. As a general
rule wars do not grow out of clean-cut
controversies with well-defined issues.
Tlrt-y more frequently arise from outbursts
of temper consequent upon some petty
quarrel or some fancied indignity. Our
war of the rebellion was caused by an
apprehension

—
which was natural, but

jWhich was still a mere apprehension— that
the growing power of the North would en-'danger the peculiar institution of theSouth.
The' Franco-Genran war was begotten of
feeling;the twonations hated each other and

, li.ii.cd to get at each other; they went to
war. .No one lias ever been able to find out
the cause of the Crimean war. There was

.a
—

apprehension in England that
Intended to conquer Turkey, end

there was' a strong desiie on the part of the
[venturer who was in power inFrance to

strengthen himself by association with En-
gland. But there was nothing to arbitrate
between tile belligerents. Our war Of1812
had a specific cause, which might perhaps
have been left to a third party; but
neither nation was iv the temper to arbi-
trate. Even the Napoleonic wars were de-

.' c.sired and waged lor conquests. At no
time, however, from the peace of Amiens

'•.' to the battle of Waterloo could an arbi-
trator have stepped in and rendered an. award that would have Induced the bei-
ligereuts to lay down their arms.

Where a question of boundary causes. strained relations, the arbitrator may ap-
pear on the scene to advantage. Boundary
disputes turn on questions of measurement
and surveys; they involve something tangi-
ble which may be decided positively one
way or the other by competent engineers.
Again, where "international controversies
Involve questions of law, as in the dispute
whether England was responsible for the
depredations of the Alabama, itis feasible
to submit the controversy tocounsel learned
in the law. So now, the pending boundary
dispute between Great Britain and Vene-
zuela, and tbe unsettled questions arising
out of lite treaty of peace between Chile
and Peru mightproperly be left to arbitra-
tion. But, if a war should break out be-
tween Mexico and Central America, or be-
tween Central America aud Colombia, in

'consequence of encroachments upon Cen-
tral American territory by neighbors north
and south, itis at least doubtful whether. either of the parties to the controversy

. would tie able to control popular fury suf-
ficiently to avoid an appeal to arms.

Wars are less frequently tho work of•-:

rulers and statesmen than people imagine.
They generally spring out of sudden aud
ungovernable bursts of popular fury and
race prejudice. Statesmen know what war
mi-sins and shrink from it. But the popu-
lace, which never heard the whistle of a
rifleball, and whi.h counts an enemy it
does not see as non-existpnt, is often ram-
pant for i)Iood and bailie, and it coerces
rulers with a stress not to be resisted.

THE SUOAK SCHEDULE.

In considering the tariff bill which the
Ways and Menus Committee have reported
to the House, the friends of a protective
policy willmake due allowance for the con-
iliitinginterests which the committee tried
to conciliate. With a singular unmindful-
ness of what we conceive to be their true
interests, the farmers of the Northwest
made an importunate demand for free
sugar. They evidently do not realize the
value of the sugar-beet industry. They
have also conceived an idea that the in-
creased cost of sugar on account of the
duty is greater than it is. The committee
in their report show that this increased
cost is about $1 for each man, woman and
child in the United States.

'
Assuming a

family to consist of five persons, the North-
western farmer insists upon selling his
chances to profitby the sugar-beet indus-
try for 85 a year. This absurd conclusion
is arrived at doubtless through the teach-
ings of free-traders whose stock in trade
lies hi exaggerating the burdens imposed
upon the people through the operations of
a protective tariff. The committee in its
report says that itbelieves the assumption
that the United States will eventually be
able to produce all or nearly nil tho sugar
required for the consumption of our people,
to be sustained by many tact.-, but instead
of applying the policy of protect!) to
sugar, it proposes to admit that product
free, and place American sugar-producers
in the odious position of receivers of public
bounty. Itproposes to take 2cents out of
the public treasury for each pound of sugar
produced in the country. it attempts to
bind this policy upon the country for the
term of fifteen years, with singular disre-
gard ofthe probability that the first Dem-
ocratic House elected will repeal the
bounty. The duties being removed by a
Republican Congress, the Democrats would
only have to repeal the bounty clause to ex-
pose the whole industry to foreign compe-
tition. Whatever unpopularity may attach
to the ks'.liug of this important industry
will then have to borne by the party that
admitted sugar free— the party that de-
clares itself in favor of protection for other
products. Itis much to be regretted that
the committee did not present a bill that is
consistent with the policy of protection,
and stand or fall in its defense. Nothing
is to be gained by going half way to the
ground of an opponent. If the policy of
protection is sound when applied to wool
and other products which are partly of
home and partly of foreign production, itis
sound when applied lo sugar. Wliile it is
true th.it ihe present domestic product of
sugar is less inproportion to the entire con-
sumption than in the case of some other
articles, the conditions under which the in-
dustry is now being prosecuted are new and
entirely favorable. Tne action of the com-
mittee iv regard to this product effects a
breach In the protective line of defense.
which the opponents of the policy could
never have made. Itis, in fact, an admis-
sion that the protective policy is right ouly
where the especial interest to be protectod
is stronger than the interest to be sacri-
ficed.

COLONEL NEWS MISTAKE.

Colonel New, the United States Consul to
London, lately delivered an address at a
public banquet, in which he took occasion
to observe:
IfEngland ever cot Into diniculty, America

wonld ally to the support of the old mother
country, for Use English-Speaking people domi-
nated the world. There was not In the (Tutted
States si well-Uituktog man who did not believe
In the lutegniy ot Ureal Britain, and who was
not in favor or maintaining the ascendancy of
Ureal Britain in loose parts that she claimed.-

After-dinner speeches are not always fair
subjects for criticism, and this observation
would not call for comment ifithad not
been littered by a gentleman who is very
prominent and who tills the most lucrative
office in the diplomatic and consular service.
These circumstances give it an importance
which renders it not improper to remark
that Colonel New misunderstand*, the tem-
per of bis fellow-countrymen, and if bis
speech is regarded as a true Index to Ameri-
can feeling, it will mislead Englishmen,
There is no imaginable circumstance in
which "America would rally to the support
of England in case of trouble," nor is there
any class of people in this country

—
well-

thinking or otherwise
—

which concerns
itself about "maintaining the ascendancy
of Great Britain in those parts which she
claims." That is not our business.

The American people, as a rule, cherish a
friendly feeling toward Great Britain, as
they do to all foreign countries. They are
pleased to hear of her prosperity, and they
sympathize with her in her troubles. But
the feeling is didactic rather than senti-
mental: it springs from reasoning rather
than passion. Nations do not fall iv love
with each other, as boys and girls do.
When they conclude alliances, they do so
from considerations of self-interest. We
have such an alliance withGreat Britain, and
Americans hope that itwillbe maintained ;
but that is because Great Britain consumes
half our exports, and sends us nearly one-
fourth of our total imports. Loveand affec-
tion cut no figure in the case. They would
be out of place in international relations.

Wbethet Great Britain "maintains her
ascendancy in those parts which she
claims" or not is a matter of indifference
to us, except so far as changes of condition
or nationality might affect our material in-
terests. No American would lift a hand
either to uphold or to overthrow British
dominion in Canada or in Australia or any-
where else. We have neither rightnor in-
clination to do so. As to what we should
do if the national existence of the British
Empire were threatened by a combination
of enemies, the attitude of the American
people during the Crimean war affords
some clew. Our sympathies during that
conflict were decidedly with Kussia. Nut
that We loved Kussia more— for that em-
pire was an unknown country to Ameri-
cans generally— but that we hated her less.
The memories of the Revolutionary war
and the war of 1812 were still lively enough
to influence a large number of people. Our
ruling class— the slave-owners— saw a bond
ot union between ourselves and the Rus-
sians in slavery. The British press had
for years goaded us nnd ridiculed us and
kept alive our bitterness toward the mother
country. For these reasons Americans as
a people rejoiced over Russian successes,
and were sorry when Sevastopol fell.

How they would feel now ifEngland fell
into trouble it is not easy to determine.
England's open sympathy with the Confed-
erates during, the war of the rebellion
would undoubtedly operate to incline many
minds toward the side of her adversary.
Inobedience to a well-known law our very
close relations with England would have a
similar tendency— on the principle which
makes a man secretly rejoice over the sot-

rows of his near neighbor. But much
would depend on the nature of the conflict
and on its cause. If a new Napoleon
should revive the scheme for the suppres-
sion of England as the home of constitu-
tional liberty, we could hardly help sym-
pathizing with tho mother country ; but if
England went to war with Kussia over ter-
ritory in India we should at first be indif-
ferent; and then, as in1855, we might side
with the Muscovite. The Freuch in 1870
thought we were unnatural and ungrateful
in not giving ihem our sympathies, consid-
ering the help France gave us in the revo-
lutionary struggle. But nations are not
sentimental, and rarely Indulge in grati-
tude. \u25a0 We forgot all about Vergennes and
only remembered Maximilian. So far as
Americans showed any leaning it was to-
ward the Germans.

But whichever way our feelings might
incline in the event of future European
complications, it is impossible that we
could take a hand in them. No party in
this country would ever dare to go before
the people with a proposition to adventure
American blood and American treasure in
European wars. aHH—IBBHBBPHB

Tho silver outlook is good. The prospects
now* are that the Senate bill requiring the-
coinage of 34,5500,000 worth of silver a month
will become a law.

This is the simplest

and most effective way of restoring, the
double standard in fact as well as in theory.
Tho Eastern gold men are giving way to
the force of public opinion. Predictions of
evil results to arise from this increase in
the silver coinage are not so numerous nor
so positive as were heard when the bill to
coin $3,000,000 was passed. In fact the
failure of the gold advocates to estimate
with an approach to accuracy the effect of
the Silver Coinage Act ha- greatly impaired
their prestige. It has been found that
financiers by profession and occupation do
not know more about finance than other
people. The Harrison administration is

Ing pretty well. Its recent action in the
matter of Chinese in transit indicates that
itwillkeep its pledges to the people on that
question, aud now the practical indorse-
ment of the Senate Silver Rill settles the
standing of the Administration on the silver
question.

A TKAITOK IN CAMP.

Chairman McKinley has good reasons to
apply to himself and committee the well-
known objurgation "Save me from my
fiiends." Pressed by the demands of West-
ern farmers for free sugar, he naturally
looked to the newspapers of the section
which would from its interest naturally be
opposed to a removal of the present duty
for an expression of opinion, and he found
one journal, claiming to be Republican and
protectionist, declaring that the sugar in-
dustry in that section was not worth pre-
serving. Ifthis expression of opinion had
come from a Democratic organ it would
have passed without much consideration,
but coming from a journal that makes pre-
tensions of supporting the protection policy
of the country itnaturally had some weight.
The perplexed Chairman could at least
plead inexcuse of his action that there was
a diversity of opinion in the Republican
party In the State as to the prospective
value of the beet-sugar industry. Ifsugar
is inside free and the beet-sugar Industry
thereby ruined, our farmers may thank the
Chronicle fur it

The Imperial -Palace at Oranlenbanm.

just destroyed by the Nihilist torch, was
located on the south coast of Finland, op-
posite Cronstadt The site was presented
by Peter the Great, in 1714, to Slorshikoff,
who erected the country seat of Oranieu-
baiiin. .Itwas confiscated, like the rest of
his estates, in 1727, and became an imperial

residence. The town is a favorite summer
resort for the inhabitants of St. Petersburg.
The destruction of tho palace recalls the
story of Alexander Danilovieh ifershlkoff,
the son of a poor man, who employed him
to -cli cakes about the streets of Moscow.
Peter the Great made him his page, and he
afterward* won lame and fortune as a Gen-
eral. lits hi ise was a magnificent one,
and lie entertained Embassadors in regal
style. During tiie reign of Catherine Ihe
virtually governed the country, and subse-
quently irieU to secure the marriage of the
young Czar, Peter, to bis daughter, Alary.
His downfall resulted, aud he and his
family were banished to Siberia, where he
died.

To make the World's Fair the greatest
show on earth the residents of Chicago con-
tinue to suggest original features on a
grand scale. Among the latest suggestions
are the Hanging Gardens of Babylon, cov-
ering about ten acres, rising in six or eight
successive terraces resting on solid iron or
marble piers; a gigantic, amphitheater simi-
lar to the Colosseum of Vespasian and Ti-
tus, but larger, capable of accommodating

100,000 spectators ; a big iron pyramid HO
feet high;an enchanted park with minia-
ture lake and enchanted islands; a mam-
moth monument to Lincoln, the pedestal a
thousand feet high with a colossal statue of"
the martyr President 200 feet high; a huge
globe representing the earth on a scale of
one inch, and bridling the Niagara Palls to
supply power for the machinery and the
electric lights. _

An effort is being made at Washington to
place the funds for the irrigation survey
under the control of the Agricultural De-
partment. The Committee on Agriculture
has been investigating the matter, Itis
said that of the quarter of a million ap-
propriated last year only $110,000 was spent
on the irrigation surveys proper, the re-
mainder being used for topographic sur-
veys fur irrigation p urposes. Friends of
irrigation claim that the latter work is not
necessary, and insist that the appropria-
tion sho uld be used for tho purpose Con-
gress intended.

Recent investigations showed that more
ithan one-third of a Congressman's time was
spent in securing offices lor his constitu-
ents. The interests of the people conse-
quently suffer. Out of the 17,000 measures
introduced in the last Congress, more than
11,000 were never reported from tha com-
mittee, about 1400 were reported but never
acted upon, while less than 3500 were finally
disposed of in the House or Senate.

The River and Harbor Appropriation
Bill,as completed by the House committee,
appropriates a little over twenty million
dollars. Among the California appropria-
tions Oakland heads the list with $250,000,
Then come Humboldt with 980,000; San
Diego, Sf'io,s3oo; Wilmington, 534,000; the
San Joaquin River, $75,000, and the Sacra-
mento and Feather rivers So-,000.

When the Army Appropriation Billcomes
up in the Senate Senator Hale willmake an
effort to amend the section relative to army
canteens by providing that no alcoholic
liquors shall be sold or supplied to enlisted
men in any canteen, or in any room or
building at any garrison or military post,
an amendment the House rejected.

SEIZURE OF OPIUM.
Eighty-two Tins Fonnd on the

Hayliau Republic. .

Captain Holmes and Inspectors .-hern
and Atkinson of the searching force of.the
Custom-house made a clever capture of
opium on board the steamer Haytian Re-
public yesterday afternoon.

VITICULTURAL.

The Commission Wants to Have
a Fair Showing.

Charges Hade That the State Board of Trade
Savors the Wine-Dealers to the Ex.

elusion of the Producers.

There was to have been a meeting of the
State Board of Viticulture yesterday, but
for lack of a quorum no business was trans-
acted.

To-morrow President Wetinore's term of
office willexpire, and the newlyappointed
executive officer, Mr. Bundschu, will take
tho seat of President. Mr. Bundschu is a
member of the Wine-dealers' Association,
while Mr. Wetmore is devoted exclusively
to the interests of tbe wine-producers.

In his official capacity, and witha view to
lay the matter before the meeting which
was to have been held, Mr. Wetmore ad-
dressed the following letter to General
Manager J. Q. Brown of the California
State Board of Trade:

TIIE WINE EXHIBIT.
Mr. Brown says that it was with the

greatest difficulty that a representation of
the wine interest was obtained for the ex-
hibit, and a portion of it had to be pur-
chased with t_te funds of the State Board"
of Trade. Moreover, the exhibits have to
be secured in such a manner as to insure,
their safety while the cars are In motion.
This could only have been done while the
goods were being arranged here in the yard
at the corner of Fourth and Townsend.
But if the Mate Vit,cultural Commission
willsend its exhibits, he willsee that they
shall be made as public as possible.

The law with regard to the appointment
of Commissioners Is explicit. The ap-
pointee must be a le.s'ulent of the district
which he is appointed to represent. For
this reason, Mr. YVetmore says that Mr.

MRS. BALDWIN'S CHARGE,

Conspiracy to Defraud Her of Valuable" I'roiierty.. Jmlin F. Ilurris was charged withcon-pir-
acy by LyditiA. Baldwin in Judge Hone's
depart— yesterday. The complaint was
filed May 25, 1888, and sets forth that plaint-
iffowned the property on the southwesterly
corner of Hayes and I'olk streets, valued at
S<M.OOO. On March 13, 1888, lluiris, her
dauchter, Adella Petitpirre, and Jacob J.
lisiuer conspired to defraud her out of a
hall Interest in said property. Under
threat! and misrepresentations she deeded
her half interest to Adella aud one-fourth
interest to Kauer, without any considera-
tion.

On March 2Mb Adella and I'suier deeded
one-half the property to Durris, and on
Aprilod Hums conveyed a half interest to
Baner. On March 25, 1839, Karris mort-
faged a half Interest in tho property to the

libernia Bank for $.4,000.
The plaintiff was persuaded by defendant

to sign an agreement with Gustave 11. Ums-
diii to sell the property and authorizing
liiinto collect the rents.

The Court is asked to adjudge that all of
the above-mentioned deeds are fraudulent

aud void, that Kauer be required to recon-

the cruelties which are currently reported
to be practiced on helpless victims under
the Siberian exile system with the hope and
expectation that his attention, so pointedly
ana urgently invoked, may lead to a revision
and reformation of that system. The form
of petition has been drawn up with the
greatest possible care under the supervision
and correction of those who are well versed
indiplomatic and Russian affairs, and is be-
lieved to be one which willcommand the
widest indorsement here and the best'
chance of reception and respectful atten-
tion on the part of the Czar and his Govern-
ment.
