A fullattendance of the Joint Committee
appointed at the last meeting of the Cali-
fornia State Floral Society and the Cali-
fornia .State Horticultural Society was pres-
ent at tins rooms of the State Board of Hor-
ticulture, 220 Sutter street, yesterday after-
noon.

The object of the meeting was to elect an
Executive Committee and form some defin-
ite plan of action. Ex-Governor George L".
Perkins having been called to the chair,
George Bice was elected Secretary.

The Chairman stated the great impor-
tance of this work as originated by A. L.
Bancroft and how it should be recognized
as such, Immense good could bo done if
members would go about it ln the right
way. An Executive Committee should be
appointed, tvreport from time to lime.

A. L.Bancroft, in speaking of tho Im-
portance of a system of national registra-
tion, said that itconcerned the practical as
much as the scientific class.

The Secretary here read a large num-
ber of letters from nil parts of the State
from persons who recognized the import-
ance of Mr.Bancroft's system.

Charles 11. Shinn suggested commencing
with fruits, then taking vegetables, etc.
The principle involved was the same as in
au international copyright law, and he in-
sisted on the registration of fruits as a
bread and butter proposition. ft was nec-
essary to break down the great flood of re-
duplication of the same plants under dif-
ferent names.

After some remarks by Dr.H. W. nark-
ness on behalf of the Academy of Sciences
on varieties of appli. in different States,
etc., and the qtiastion of fresh nomencla-
ture. A. L.Bancroft said he thought tliit
the Department of Agriculture at Washing-
ton should register -All existing plants, and
after that all new ones should come under
the new registration.

C. 11. fchinu considered that only valuable
fruits should be registered, the same dis-
tinction holding as between thoroughbred
and ordinary cattle.

E. li. Smith, as a California fruit-grower,
thought that for the future botany niiglitbs'
taken for wliat it was worth, but no more.
Lie believes in going in for the nineties':
part of the business. Local societies with
local sales were at loggerheads and some
national standard was badly needed by
which the public would know the different
varieties and save confusion.

11. M.Lelong, inspeaking on the proposed
three years' term of protection to the intro-
ducer of new species, as in the case of a
patent, mentioned cases where a variety of
new seedless grape and of an Australian
peach were in a short time in everybody's
orchard and vineyard except the originator's.

.Messrs. A. L.Bancroft, C. H.Sliinu, John
_. Sievers, Leonard Coates and E. E.
Smith were appointed a committee to draw-
up plans of operation and to report in full
under the respective heads of fruits, veget-
ables, flowers.

On ihe Callfornian Committee of National
Registration C. V. Perkins was elected
President, C. 11. Shtnn Vice-President,
John Isaacs Secretary, Leonard Coates
Treasurer, and Fred C. Mills,G. P. Rixford
and A.L.Bancroft an Executive Commit-
tee, the latter-named gentleman as Chair-
man.
