PRETTY—ATTRACTIVE

One of Those Homes Which Looks
Well When It Is

Souggled Down Among the Green Trees and

Interior Arrangement.

URELY pretty and at-
tractive homes are the
rula rather than the ex-
ception throughout the
country in these en-
lightened days of mod-
ern art culture, and
there seems little if any
excuse for the many un-
sightly structures that
still exist and are con-
stantly intruding them-
selves as *“blots upon
the face of the land.”
Pretty homes are with-
in the reach of veople of small incomes, as
well as the man of wealth, for the daily and

el .u?\i

weekly papers furnish suggestions and
ideas to the many readers at a small out-
lay—the paper only—and to a great extent
may well be termed the people’s architect.

Our sketch in this issue shows a simple
and attractive little cottage of moderate
cost—one of those homes that look so well
snuggled down among the green trees and
verdure of a suburban village.

The plan is compact and roomy, allowing
a hallway, dining-room —that answers for
living-room as well—parlor and kitchen on
the first floor, with five bed-rooms above
and ample attic acecommodations.

The piazza is wide and roomy, allowing
of plenty of outdoor space in the summer

time, when the warm and long evenings
make out of doors attractive: the little
cubby hole under the roof answers the same
purpose and gives additional airiness and
light to the rooms within.

Supposing our house to snuggle down
amid the green and varied foliage, as has
been suggested, to paint or stain in har-
mony should be the aim. Red roofs—al-
though a little out of date—would be at-
tractive under the cireumstances as the
contrast would be marked. The body of
the house might be painted a deep warm
brownish yellow, with trimmings of dark
cool brown.

From the cool seclusion of the piazza we

with stained-glass panels in quaint design
and soft, delicate coloring.

The two wings of the over-mantel come
outside the line of the mantel-piece and are
supported by delicate brackets extending
down to the cap molding of the dado.

The whole effect of this is light and
charming.

On the other side of the entry we find &
pleasant dining room, and this should, if
possible, have a westerly light.

Here the wood-work i3 oak, slightly dark-
ened with ammonia, and the mantle-piece
and furniture is the same finish ; all to have
a slight gloss, 3

The walls are a cool sage green, either
paper or water color as the taste dictates,
and if paper is used with a pattern this
th;s should be a darker tone of the same
color. -

The frieze isa guiet red with patterns of
olive and gold, and the ceiling is a quiet
buff tone, relieved, if required, with a few
soft lines of red or olive and gold. The
small sketch of a mantle-piece shown here
Is in this room, and is sufliciently gquaint
and simple to satisfy an artistic eye. This
is shown with a little open grate for burn-
ing coal. The tiles may be either an olive
green or peacock blue, as desired.

A hard wood floor, oak preferred, is de-
sirable here, with a large “crumb cloth,” a
dark sage green and brown in color, to pro-
tect it in the center,

There is still another sketch here that is
worthy of notice, that should have been no-
ticed before, as it is part of the parlor’s at-
tractive furnishing, namely, the simple lit-
tle pedestal with its extra stand and pot of
growing plants.

This is delicate and dainty in structuse,
and simple in design, and should be finished

in cream white enamel color to match the

room. To make all things agreeable and
harmonize, the vases should be of the
delicate blue and white pottery, and the
plant glossy leaved and delicate.

The chambers above are the next con-
sideration, and here things may be a little
ess conservative, and in fact home talent
may come well into play, to bring abouta
pretty ana comfortable consummation.

The wood work throughout is pine or
white wood all painted an even cool shade
of olive green, as it stands the wear and
tear better than any other color; paint or
neper the wills as taste dictates, preserving
a harmony in all things.

There is much that ean be done at home,
in the way of decoration of these rvoms,
and with the simplest material ; besides the
mere question of expense, there is & satis-
faction in having about us the productions
of our own skill; we are interested in
making them; we are naturally interested
in them after they are completed, and so it
comes that every lady who has some spare
time to herself after the duties of her
household, seeks rest and amusement in
the devising and carrying out of pleasant
schemes for the improvement of her home,
the embeilishment of her walls, or the
decoration of odd coruners.

Corners, by the way, are always delight-
ful in the heads of those who know how to
use them, and take away the look of mathe-
matical precision so fatal to poetry ani
grace,

Fans are ever usefu) in the home adorn-
ment, quaint and artistic arrangement of
them are possible in an infinite variety of
forms and colors.

There are many things around us, and
many that we destroy daily that might be
| turned to good accountin knick-knacks and
I {rifles,

Fer instance, a pretty flower stand may
be made from a broken demijohn—the bot-
tom part only—the neck being cut off just
ah]\une where the slope begins from the
sides,

The wicker work is gilded and bows of
appropriate ribbon attached to the sides.
The demijohn is then filled with earth ang
the plant of flowers set into it.

The stand supporting the pot can be made
of simple pine wood, a circular piece for
the top, covered with plush with fringe to

enter a pretty little hall of modest dimen-
sions with a square stairway, communicat-
ing with the chambers above. This is fin-
ished in ash, light anda dainty, with walls
tinted or papered a soft Pompeiian red, a
frieze of quiet sage green and a soft buff
ceiling; of course, those may Dbe as elabo-
rate in detail of color as the owner may
wish, but bere simplicity is desirable.

To the right is the parlor—see the interior
sketch—this is finished in soft effects.

The woodwork is all of one even tone, a
creamy buflf of ivory tone heing preferable.
‘The walls are finished a clear, soft tone of
yellowish white, plain and simple, the
frieze is a little more elaborate; the back-
ground being a low-toned gold of a pebbly
texture, with a running pattern over it of
soft buffs and peacock blue in several
shades.

The ceiling is a soft delicate rose color,
with & few delicate gold lines following the
c(l)]n:lice molding a few inches iuside on the
filled.

The mantel-piece as shown in the sketch,
is simple in style and painted to mateh the
woodwork, but in this case enamel paint is
lﬁu:di as it allows of a highly polishea

nish.

The center cabinet is carried on delicate
columns of turned wood, with wrought iron
hinges and lock-plates, and the doors filled

match, the legs being whittled in shape
like a cane or club, with the heaviest part
at the boltom and fastened to the top piece
like a three-legged stool or a tripod. Wind
this around with split reed, gild it like the
demijohn, and the whole effect, if welldone,
of course, will be pretty and unique and of
the cheapest and most every-day material
possible.

| DUKE DE POLIGNAC.

Death of the Man Who It Is Said
Rid France of Monarchy.

The Minister Who Was One of the Chief
Elements in the Fell of Charles X,
An Edict Against Cremation,

Special Paris Letter to THE CALL.

PAR1s, March 28.—The Duke de Polignac,
who hias just died, was son of Charles X’s
wonderful Minister, the one who is. said to
have forever ridden France of a morarchial
form of government.

Certainly this Minister was one of the
chief elements in the fall of Charles X, for
he owned the King, body and soul. Charles
X never ecalled Polignac by any other name
than “my dear Jules.” Monarch and Min-
ister prayed together, and one day the Duke
dé Guiche entering the King’s stady found
Charles X and M. de Polignac kneeling side
by side, so absorbeéd that they heard no one
enter. Some think that fanaticism and
mysticism were the foundation of the July
coup d’etat, and in reality the stupidity that
Jed to the overthrow of legitimism was
due to the Duke de Polignac. * Our cause
is God’s cause,” said Charlés X. *““Wehave
on our siue the Holy Virgin,”” repliea
Tolignac. The famous ‘*‘Ordonnances”
were the work of Polignac. When they
were signed, Charles signed first, then
Polignae. “The Minister of Public Instruc-
tion Tuade objections, but sigued; the Min-
ister of Finance had scruples, but signed;
the DMinister of Justice sigued, but re-
marked, “I am staking my life.” The
other Ministers signed in silence, but Polig-
nac said, **These are great measures, and
we need courage and firmness for success.
I count on you—you may rely upon me, for
our cause is ecommon.”

Not long after, an inn-keeper received a

visit from a lady, who hired a room for
herself

. and another for her ser-
vaut, She siguned her name Madame
42 Samnt-Fargean, went away, and in

the widdle of the night returned in a
carringe, The man-servant sat beside the
coachmman, and late though it was, the inn-
keeper made mistress and servant comfort,
able. The next day, the servant went out
before sunrise, and returned late.

*What a strange servant,” said the inn-

keeper. *“Ile has aristocratic hands, and
he puts on gioves when he cleans his mis-
tress’ boots.”
But the ino-keeper was not the only one
who had noticed this strange servant.
About midnight thirty National Guards
went to the inn, aud a Police Commissioner
ordercd the doors of the rooms opened,
Mine. de Saint-Fargean showed her pass-
| port, and was astonished when asked if her
dowestic were really a domestie.

When the servant was questioned as to
his name, he replied, ** My name is Pierre
Pierrot, and I am really a servant.”

** Very possible,” answered the detective,
"but”ns you have no papers, I must arrest
you.

The domestic was led to the police
station and Mme. de Saint-Fargean was
piaced under surveillance in the inn. When
questioned separately, their answers were
entirely at variance.

The domestic svas sent to Saint Lo’, ac-
companied by gendarmes, and there he was
brought before a high court. At firs: he
said he was a domestic, then confessed he
was Prinee de Polignac. The prisoner sent
for his friends, who told him Charles X had
left France and that only imprisonment
would save him, the hated Minister, from
the fury of the people.

*“What have 1 dooe to merit this hatred ?”
exclaimed the imbecile.

All the Ministers who had signed the or-
dounances were imprisoned ; they were con-
demuned to prison for life and to loss of
titles, grades and orders. Prince de Polig-
nac was cendemned to loss of civil rights,
but the menarchy was condemned to death.
Louis Philippe tried to establish a pseudeo-
monarchy, but this soon died the death of
its predecessor.

After the banishment of Charles X the
Polignacs went to Bavaria. The late Duke
leaves four children, but he is chietly re-
membered for a cruel method of affiliation.
A young man, a real or supposed son, in
revenge for shights, ete., tried to burn the
apartment of the Duke, and was punished
accordingly. The inceundiary is probably a
true Polignac, and is known as a talented
journalist. "o has more brilliancy than
any other member of his family, for the
Polignaes have never done anything but
cling to a dead and buried monarehy.

"‘

Cardinal Richara, Archbishop of Paris,
forbids Catholics in his diocese to burn their
dead, also forbids them wmembership in so-
cieties for cremation. Funeral rites and
burial in consecrated ground will be denied
all those who request that their bodies be
burned after death.

The vensrable Cardinal believes that
cremation denotes the triumph of materizal-
1sm over religion, and to encourage material-
istic doctrines means to destroy the security
of a country. The Cardinal’s ideas are in
harmony with the Holy See, and with all
the traditions of the Catholic Church,

1t seems bardly possible that the ques-
tion of cremation, so little advanced to-day,
in reality dates from the end of the last
century. As early &5 1765 the Freneh people
considered the guestion of cemeteries in the
center of cities, and only a few years later
a law was made proclaiming liberty for
crewation. But eremation, as a hyglenic
measure, met with much opposition, and
the subject was almost forgotten, to be
revivad at the present day., The law of
April 27, 1889, reguiates cremation in Paris.

At Pere-la-Chaise there are two crema-
tory furnaces. Oune, with wood fire, is only a
copy of a furnace installed in Italy ten
years ago; the cther is a warm-air appa-
ratus that requires about one hour for the
complete incineration of a body. The monu-
ment at Pere-la-Chaise has the appearance
of a chapel, with waiting-rooms and rooms
for cremation. The apparatus consists of
a sarcophagus, in which is placed the body ;
underneath is the furnace. The sarcoph-
agus is hermetically sealed by iwo double
iron doors, so that there can be. neither
smoke nor emanation of any character.
The body, placed on a zine slab, slides into
its place, air-currents surround it with
flames, and in a short time only grayish,
wlite asues remain on the zine slab. A
funeral urn, bearing the name and age of
the dead, is ready to receive these ashes,
and friends remain during the entire trans-
formation because the apparatus is in the
center of alarge room with stained glass
windows.

FIELD OF LABOR.

Trouble Between a Policeman
and a Union Molder.

Denial of the Reports About a Proposed Con-
ference—More Men Expected From
the East.

The only exciting phase of the fron-
molders’ strike yesterday occurred last
evening on Beale street. One of the strikers
had an argument with a policeman, and ae-
cording to his statement was knocked down
and roughly handled by the officer.

It appears that about eight o’clock two of
the workmen in the Risdon Iron Works
came out under escort of two police officers
and started to walk toward Market street.

Two of the molders’ pickets, Robert
Davidson and Alex Robertson, were on
duty near the works, and Davidson recog-
nized one of the Risdon men as a friend he
had known in Scotland.

“Hello, Wilson,” he called out, and the
Risdon man turned.

“I want to speak with you,” continued
the picket.

Wilson made a movement in his direc-
tion when one of the officers drew him back.

*You wasn’t used to police escort in
Arbroath, Scotland, Wilson,” Davidson
said. “If you want to go to the theater I'll
take you.”

THE PICKETS FOLLOWED.

Wilson, however, went off with the officer
and the pickets followeda. One ot the offi-
cers turned to the men and told them they
had better not follow, baut they continued to
do so, saying they had a right to go along
the street. P

Finally, the molders say, the officer who
had spaken to them turned as Davidson
again spoke to Wilson and struck him a
blow on the back of the head which caused
him to fall. He then appiied a vile term to
him and would have struck him when he
was down, but that the other molder told
him to stop.

There was much indignation expressed
among the molders at their headquarters
when they learned of the officer’s acts.
President Valentine said he would swear
out a warraut this morning for the arrest of
the officer, whose name, he said, was Roy-
ston.

NO EFFORT AT ARBITRATION.

During the past two days it has been re-
ported that there was a possibility of a con-
ference between the strikers and the
foundrymen, and that an amicable arrange-
ment might be arrived at which would end
the strike. Investigation yesterday failed
to show that there was any foundation for
these reports.

President Valentine said he had thought
of the matter, but as there did not seem to
be any disposition on the other side to
make any overtures, the molders were not
going to do it. They were very well satis-
fied, and the strike was not costing them
as much as it is the manufacturers, who
arg losing money aver{ day on account of
lack of competent labor and damage done
by the inexperienced men whom they have
in their employ.

EVERYTHING IS SATISFACTORY.

On the other haud, Manager Moore of the
Risdon and Mr. Cantrell of the National
Works and others say that everything is
golng on in a very satisfactory way, and
that there is no reason why they should
confer or d@rbitrate with the molders. The
wen in their employ, they say, are good
molders.

A new arrival of molders from the East
is expected before next Monday. How they
are coming or how many are in the party is
kept secret.

Four men employed in the City Foundry
had some trouble on Wednesday and re-
fused to work. After a talk with Mr.
Hendy, the proprietor, they returned to
work. The strikers say that Mr. Hendy
passed an envelope to exch of the four men
just before they went to work.

One of the molders employed in the Ris-
don Works disappeared yesterday, and all
efforts to find him were in vain. He did not
juin the strikers.
