- Tie New England Pioneers at-*

San Bernardino.

in Enthusiastic Reception Tendered the
Argonauts ot '49.

InEntertainment Terminated bj the Sudden

Death of General Cbapin, One
of the Ylsitors.

San* Bernard ixo,April 18.—The New
England Society of California Pioneers ar-
rived here this afternoon at G o'clock, four
hours late, the delay being caused by a
broken rail on the Atlantic and Pacific road
which damaged the dining-car. A most
hearty welcome was tendered the pioneers
by the society here. Five hundred school
children were inline at the depot, each car-
rying a bouquet, besides the local Society of
Pioneers, Native Sons and Daughters of the
Golden West and about a thousand citizens
'
with the Ninth Regiment Band. The Na-
tive Daughters had provided an abundance
of flowers, including many orange blossoms,
which were presented to the pioneers and
ladies.

The speech of welcome was delivered by
President Lord, who is 'JO years of age, and
responded to by Captain Thomas of Bos-
ton. Au adjournment was then taken to
the Opera House, where a good time was
had and an Interesting programme, con-
sisting of addresses, music and poems, was
rendered, old acquaintanceships renewed,
and the days of '49 discussed by the argo-
nauts, reminiscences of the past coming
back forcibly to their minds.

The excursion consists of twelve Pullman
.estibule-cars. Including two dining-cars,
and is well equipped. There are about 150
passengers in all, seme sixty being ladies.
When the train arrived at the depot itwas
stormed by hundreds of bouquets, and the
pioneers were presented with a dozen boxes
of oranges and a large amount of wine.
The excursionists leave Inthe morning for
Riverside and Redlauds.

The pioneers were loud in their exclama-
tions of delight and wonder at the re-
markable changes in the country. The
transition from the familiar barren waste
of a desert in the days of '49 to the lovely
orange groves and vineyards of to-day is to
them like a fairy tale, aud they are lost in
admiration of the beauties of the Golden
State.

SUDDEN DEATH.

Genera's S. A. Ch»pin, One of the Hew Eng-
land Pioneers, Stricken With Apoplexy.

San Bernardino, April 17.—General
Samuel A, Chapin, one of the New Eng-
land pioneers, died of apoplexy at 9:15
o'clock to-night, at the Opera House, just
after making a very short but feeling
speech. General Chapin was one of the
heroes In the Black Hawk war, was a Cali-
fornia pioneer, and served in the war of the
Rebellion. He was enjoying the tripgreatly,
was in excellent health and anticipated a
pleasant visit with his daughter in San
Franc \u25a0. He is ae-onipa*-'.-.-,uy his son,
Samuel Ha'CJi*pis,- who is connected with
the -Century Company, He will have the
remains embalmed and taken East. Gen-
eral Chapin was 73 years of age. His
death is a severe blow to the New England
pioneers on the excursion.

CHAKGED WITH SMUGGLING.

A Store on the Boundary Slide d and Contra-
band Goods Seiz-d.

San Diego, April 17.—Joe Messenger
and his partuer, WilliamLane, merchants
of Tia Jliana, were arrested last evening by
Deputy United States Marshals Jenkins
and Marsh, of Los Angeles, on a charge of
smuggling. Messenger's place has been a
landmark at the boundary line for the past
eight years, and Joe has the reputation of

.having handled merchandise much to his
pecuniary profit during the time, doing
business on both sides of the line. On ac-
count of these reports and to satisfy the
authorities if there was any truth in them.
Messenger's place was raided by officers,
who seized several hundred contraband
cigars and a quantity of mescal. At another
time Inspector Montgomery searched Mes-
senger's premises and discovered 600 con-
traband cigars insome hay; and again, not
ionic ago-. Messenger was overhauled early
ODe morning as he was driving to San
Diego, and lvhis wagon contraband cigars
were found neatly stowed away lvshirt-
boxes. These seizures indicated that they
were doing a steady business with Mexico,
regardless of the customs laws, and a war-
rant was issued for the arrest of Messenger
and his partner. They were taken to Los
Augeles this morning by the arresting offi-
cers to be arraigned before the United
States Commissioner in that city.

TOOK POISON.

A Frenzied Farmer Ends a Protracted Spree
by Committing Suicide.

Santa Rosa, April 17.—John Krapf, a
German farmer livingnear Occidental, was
brought to this city yesterday and examined
on a charge of insanity. He was adjudged
insane by physicians. Last night about 12
o'clock he was arrested on a charge of be-
ing drunlc and taken to the CityPrison.
While on the way to prison Krapf told the
arresting officer that he had taken poison.
The officer thought it was the whim of a
drunken man, and locked him in the cell.
About 5 o'clock this morning lie was discov-
ered inconvulsions, and before medical as-
sistance reached him he died. Deceased
had been drinking excessively for the past
week. He owned a fatm of 140 acres, and
leaves a family.

JAILED.

Los Angeles Salvationists Arrested for Viola-
tion of a City Ordinance.

Los Angeles, Aprill".—Some time since
the council passed an ordinance prohibit-
ing the beating of drums and tamborines
or the blowing of wind instruments in the
streets without a permit from the Chief of
Police. The Mayor signed the ordinance
to-day, and to-night the entire Salvation
Army was run in by the police, the army
having failed to obtain the necessary per-
mit After a consultation Chief Glass
allowed them to depart, after obtaining a
promise that they would refrain from beat-
ing their drums to-night. A permit will
not be issued to-morrow, and a repetition of
the scene is expected, only it will not beallowed,to go without prosecution.

JEALOUSY THE CAUSE.

A Mulatto at Tacoma Shot and Killed by a
Woman.

Tacoma, April 17.—William Scott, a
mulatto, was shot and killed a few minutes
before noon to-day by Mattie Scott, his
companion. Jealousy was the cause. For
several weeks they have been quarreling
almost continually. Some time ago Mattie
was told that Scott was paying attentions
to a white woman. She became angry and
accused him of infidelity. He denied the
accusation. Later developments have
seemed to confirm her suspicions, bcott
and the woman came here from Duluth last
summer, previous to which Scott was em-
ployed as a piano-player at a resort In St.
Paul. The woman has not yet been ar-
rested.

CONVICT KILLED.•
A Folsom Prisoner Shot by Guards While At-

tempting to Escape.
Folsom, April.17. —Karl Weber, serving

ten years, from Kern County for forgery,
was killed while attempting to swim the
river at 1 o'clock to-day. Weber recently
came here from San Queutin and has fre-
quently threatened to commit suicide. As
the line came out from dinner to work on
the canal, be deliberately jumped into the
river about 100 yards below the dam and
made for the opposite shore. Two guards
opened fire on him. He was seen to rise
out of the water and then sink, leaving a
trail of blood behind him. The body has
not been recovered.

WOUNDED AND UNCONSCIOUS.

A Prominent Citif_*n of M-reed Found in tha
Bead Insensible.

Merced, April17.— As E. J. Olds was
driving on the Lone-tree road yesterday
afternoon, and when about three miles
west of Merced, he.' met one of Jeff
Trull's line stallions hitched to a sulky

without a driver. 'He tied the horse to the
back of his wagon and proceeded on to-
ward Merced. About half a mile from
where he captured the horse he found Mr.
Trult lying In tho road, horribly wounded
and in an insensible condition. Ho put the
wounded man in his carriage .laid brought
him to town. Medical aid was called, but
up to noon to-day he was still unconscious.

BEYOND CONTUOIj.

A Portion of an Express Train Derailed on
the Tehachapi Grade.

Tehachapi, April Express No. 20,
Conductor Fillmoreand Enginoer Clifford,
left Tehachapi Station at 6:30 o'clock this
morning, bound north with fourteen cars,
consisting of express, baggage, Pullman
sleepers and eight conches and emigrant
cars. The engineer soon found that the
air-brake did not work and that the train
was beyond his control, and whistled down
brakes. The brakeniau had already noticed
the speed of the train nnd was applying the
brakes. Conductor Fillmore attempted to
apply the air-brake, but found It would not
work. Two men- were placed at the hand-
brakes, but the train could not be checked
lv its speed, which was still increasing.

After racing for two miles and a half and
when within '200 feet of the point of the old
Tehachapi wreck, in a shallow cut, which
prevented the cars rolling down the bank,
the train left the track, with the exception
of the engine, mail, express and baggage
cars and one sleeper, which broke loose and
ran some distance before they could be con-
trolled.

No one was seriously Injured except Mrs.
Thompson, a passenger from Los Angeles
to Denver, who seems to have been injured
internally. She was brought hero and is
under the best medical care. Mrs. Sanford
of l'rescott, Ariz., had her f.tce bruised.

The principal injury to the train was the
displacement of the trucks.

The passengers were promptly forwarded
by Superintendent Urquhart (who was on
hand witha wrecking train from Mojave),
lv box-cars fitted up for the occasion, to
meet a train which had been started from
Bakersfield for them.

There appears to be no doubt that every
train-hand did his duty promptly and fear-
lessly, but the train was beyond control
with its hundreds of passengers, and to
look at the wreck it seems a miracle how
anybody escaped.

ST.ATE MEDICAL SOCIETY.

Charges Against Dr. McAllister Referred to
a Board of Censors.

Los Angeles, April 17.— the State
Medical Convention to-day charges were
preferred against ex-Quarantine Officer
McAllister of San Francisco by Dr. Law-
ler, his successor, of unprofessional con-
duct in violating the code of medical ethics.
Dr. Lawler filed a large amount of docu-
mentary evidence, consisting of correspon-
dence with ships' captains. From these it
appears that as soon as he retired from office
Dr. McAllister offered to render medical
services to ships for oue-half the price they
had paid bim while he was Quarantine Offi-
cer. These have always been regarded as
the Quarantine Officer's perquisites. Dr.
McAllister is also charged with using old
letter-heads of the Quarantine Office in cor-
respondence. The charges were referred
to a Board of Censors.

DRUGGED AND BOBBED.

Development of a Strange Affair at a Sacra-
mento Lod**icfr-Houi3

Sacramento, April17.— A curious case
was developed here to-day. A woman
named Annie Lopez informed the police
that while asleep in a lodging-house the
other night she was robbed of 525 and re-
moved to another room. Itturns out that
while the woman was asleep parties entered
and repainted all the woodwork, changing
the color from white to blue, bo that the
woman did not recognize it when she
awoke, which was not until the afternoon.
The police think she was drugged and
iuiibed by unknown parties.

Welcome Showers.
GiLiiov, April 17.—There was a light

sprinkle of rain this afternoon with sonic
prospects of it heavier shower during the
night A little rain is badly needed to
loosen the top crust of the grouud and
facilitate the growth of crops. Fruits, ex-
cepting apricots and peaches, are looking
splendid. Of these the crop willbe less
than last year.

Santa Rosa, April17.— slight shower
of rain fell last night, and to-day at noon it
commenced raining again, and still con-
tinues. About 0.30 of an inch fell. The
rain Is beneficial, as the surface of the
ground was baked from the last few days'
hot weather.

Sacramento, April 17.—There was a
light shower of rain here this evening, but
hardly enough to lay the dust.

Woodland, April17.—Bain commenced
falling this afternoon and the prospects for
its continuing are good.

HO-UUBLY MANGLED.

Probably Fatal Fall of a Workman From a
Bridge in Oregon.

Eugene, April 17.— A workman named
Allen, engaged In rebuilding the Eugene
bridge, fell to-day a distance of about thirty
feet below the bridge among the rocks and
gravel and was horribly mangled. His
head is smashed so that his recovery is not
deemed possible.

Accident to a School-Teacher.
Madera, April17.—Miss Stella Bagnelle,

teacher Inthe intermediate department of
the Madera School, was seriously injured
yesterday. She was on her way to school,
and when driving across a bridge over a
flume the horse became frightened and ran
down the incline. Tly. young lady was
thrown out, her head struck a heavy tim-
ber with great force, and a deep gash was
cut in her forehead, Itis feared she has
sustained a severe concussion of the brain.

An Appointment end a Pnrd.n.
Sacramento, April 17.—The Governor

to-day appointed It.D. Stephens of Sacra-
mento a member of the Board of Viticul-
tural Commission, vice William S. Man-love, term expired.

A pardon has been granted to Patrick
Morrisey, convicted of assault to murder in
Humboldt County in February, 1886, aud
sentenced for eleven years.

An Unfortunate Kick.
Cnico, April 17.—Joseph Silva, a Portu-

guese farmer near Chico, while working
two of his horses yesterday, became angered
nt one animal and kicked it in the flank.
The horse kicked back, mashing Silva's
face, tearing off his nose and knocking out
a piece of his skull, from which his brains
ouzed. He was brought to Chico for treat-
ment. Kecuvery is almost impossible.

Population of T-Coma.
Tacoma, April17.— census of Tacoma,

taken to determine the right of the city to
form a new charter, was completed to-day,
and shows a total population of 28,481
within the present limits. The United
States census in June will embrace some
adjoining territory and will probably show
a total population of 30,981, or an increase
of 6791 since 1869.

Feather River Freighting.

Martsville,April 17.— E. Knight
has sold or leased to the Southern Pacific
Company the barge fitted up by him last
year with a paddle-wheel, boiler and engine
for use in the freighting of wood upon
Feather Kiver. This leaves the railroadcompany in complete control of the freight-
ing business on the river.

ROBBED THEM ALL.

A Pennsylvania Lawyer's Wide
• Swath.

Unsavory Record of Shellenberger, the
Doylestown Fugitive.

Widows and Orphans Hade to Suffer as
Well as Bankers and Merchants.

On His Trail.

Tacoma, April17.—1n the press reports
yesterday was a telegram from Doylestown,
Pa., to the effect that a man named Sbellen-
berger, a noted fugitive lawyer of that city,

had been seen In Tacoma. The person
who is alleged to have seen him is a young
man named Howard Fries, who has his eve
on the $1000 reward offered for Shellen-
berger's arrest, and who wired the Doyles-
town authorities the information. Tele-
grams have since been pouring in upon
Fries from Doylestown, and he is acting as
an amateur detective on the trail of Shell-
enberger. Fries preserves a mysterious
silence concerning the case. lie was in
consultation withcertain police authorities
of Tacoma last night, and at the present
time is raising a good deal of dust on Shell-
enberger's trail. A special from Doyles-
town says that Shellonberger is wanted
there for forgery. He has defrauded citi-
zens of Bucks County out of from $125,000
to $:200,000 and robbed widows and orphans
of every cent they had. Even the blind
wore not spared, their small earnings hav-
ing been stolen by him. All classes are
affected ;fnrmers, lawyers, butchers, bakers,
hotel-keepers, tradesmen, bank officers and
even servants suffered alike. As a lawyer
settling up estates, or when acting In some
merely nominal capacity, he was always
urging investments. He is now a member
of the State Board of Charities, as well as
a Director in Bucks County Trust Com-
pany. Not only are his victims numbered
by hundreds, some losing their all. but he
has done the community and especially the
bar of Doylestown incalculable Injury,
from which it will take a long time to re-
cover. Itis considered one of the boldest
steals of the lime.

Enthusiastic Reception of Veterans and Their
Friends at Bed Bluff

Red Bluff.April17.— first day of
the Grand Army of the Republic reunion
opened very favorably, but about noon the
sky clouded, and at 3 o'clock rain began to
fall and destroyed all the decorations ln
the town. At night it was still clou but
hopes are entertained of clear weather to-
morrow. The town is rapidly filling with
visitors.

Bust night Governor Waterman and staff
arrived aud were given au informal recep-
tion at the pavilion. The address of wel-
come was made by District Attorney Mc-
Coy and responded to by the Governor,
who thanked tho people for the honor
shown him and addressed some laudable
words to the Grand Army. The pavilion
was filled with people.

This morning the Bedding delegation ar-
rived with a band of music, and this after-
noon a special train from Woodland came
in. The day was generally spent in receiv-
ing the various societies and guests arriving
and assigning them to quarters. Most of
the visiting veterans are accompanied with
ladies. This evening the Marysville freight
train brought a special car from that city,
filled with Grand Armymen. The streets
are fullof blue uniforms, and brass bands
are parading everywhere. The old boys are
imbued with the spirit of having a good
time. To-morrow there willbe an excur-
sion to Vina, but those who prefer will be
driven about this city.

To-night a grand ball is being given,
which will be repeated to-morrow night.

"Everything is free, and, if the weather clears
up, the veterans will have a very enjoyable
reunion.

There are three candidates for Governor
here: General N. P. Chapman, Governor
Waterman and John Boggs. The latter is
a Democrat.

Delegations have been arriving all day,
the first being Wlnslow Post and Company
E, accompanied by their baud from Bed-
ding, who were received by Sher-
man Post of Orovillo and Mansfield
Post and Company D of this place,
followed by a reception and address of
welcome by L. V. Hitchcock in the Kings-
lev House. Governor Waterman and staff
occupied seats ou the stage, and California's
Chief Executive responded briefly to calls
for a speech. He said lie was no speaker,
but a plain common-sense business man,
ana he came here to see and get acquainted
with the people of this beautiful town.

The band discoursed music for half an
hour, when the assemblage gradually dis-
persed to their respective places ofabode.

The Woodland delegation arrived iv spe-
cial cars on the afternoon train, 150 strong,
and were welcomed in the rain. Dozens of
carriages were in waiting and carried the
visitors to headquarters, where they were
assigned quarters for ttt _ reunion.

Marysville Post arrived Ina special sleep-
ing-car to-night, bringing with them their
cannon, which willsend forth its salutes
morning aud evening. Large delegations
arrived from Chico to-night, but Company
A, with its__band, will not arrive until to-
morrow night. The ball is a grand affair
anil has quite a military aspect.

The citizens are extending every courtesy
to the visitors and are doing everything in
their power to make the reunion a memora-
ble occasion, though the rain has interfered
to a great extent. Governor Waterman,
Adjutant-General Orton, Colonel Kewen,
Colonel Trumbo and Major Jones were
driven about lvcarriages to-day and shown
the beauties and resources of the town and
surroundings.

To-morrow's programme includes ameet-
ing of the Northern California Association
in the morning, and an address by General
Barnes in the evening in connection with a
grand concert.

WATER FROM TAHOE.

Yon Schmidt Explains His Flan
to the Supervisors.

Atthe meeting of the Supervisors' Water
Committee yesterday afternoon, A. W. yon
Schmidt, President ot theSan Francisco and
Lake Tahoe Water Company, explained his
plan for supplying this city with water from
Lake Tahoe. He described the source of
supply, and stated that the lake could be
raised six feet, or a foot above high-water
mark, by a dam.

The lake would give 136,000,000 gallons a
day without interfering with the flow of the
Truckee River when the water has been
raised by a dam. It is intended to take
136,000,000 gallons daily to Auburn, the
scheme being practicable, aud the company
willingto do the work. There is noground
for objection from the State of Nevada, and
it would not interfere with tho taking of
water from the lake.
Ifthe plans were adopted the city would

obtain 100,000,000 gallons a day from the
lake without lowering it one loot a year.
He had made nil the surveys and knew that
the works could be builtfor $15,000,000. Hewas willing to give guarantee bonds to de-
liver water here for that sum.

In response to a question, '
Mr. yon

Schmidt stated that the company is com-
posed of A. P. Hotaling, Robert Simpson,
Nathaniel Holland, Mr. Breed and him-
self, all of whom are responsible. The de-
livery of the water at the bay did not in-
clude distributing reservoirs, which would
cost $3,000,000. This would make the entire
cost of the works $18,000,0-0. His suuply
would give the city 30,000,000 gallons daily
and the city would save at the prevailing
rates $763,000 a year.

A saving of 50 per cent would be afforded
the people for a supply equal to that now
being obtained. If necessary a Sinking
Fund could be established from the profits
of the works and iv twenty years they
would be paid for. Any pressure desiredup to 300 feet would be afforded. The water
is superior to any other system mentioned
and the right to take it unquestioned, the
com winyacting under an act.

Over $10,000 worth of work has already
beeu done. There is no law that can pre-
vent the company from taking the water
and lt is ready to go ahead whenever the
Supervisors give them the contract. In
concluding Mr. yon Schmidt said the com-
pany would be able to put 5000 men to
work within a short time and that all the
pipe would be made here. The pipe would
be steel fifty-lour inches indiameter.

The matter was laid over for one week to
enable Mr.yon Schmidt to make a schedule
of the cost of the work.

FOX HER HEATH.
Mrs. Ranker's Husband 'and Dr. Sweany

Are Held.
Solomon Basker and Dr. F. L. Sweany

were held yesterday by Judge Bix on
bonds of $15,000 each for trial in the Supe-
rior Court on a charge of murder. They
are accused of having caused the death of
Mrs. Tameuy Basker, wife of Solomon
Basker, by a criminal operation about two
weeks ago at her house on Taylor street,
near Turk.

The testimony adduced at the preliminary
examination was similar to that given at
the Coroner's inquest, only the defense had
new witnesses on the stand to prove that
the woman had performed the operation
herself with the assistance of another doc-
tor. One of these, Mr.Flood, a real estate
agent from Los Angeles aud a friend of Dr.
Sweeny, testified that he had accompanied
the doctor to the sick woman's bedside, aud
though an entire stranger to the Basker
family she had told him about her case.

According to the witness she made to
him a full confession, implicating the doc-
tor who subsequently reported her death to
the police and city authorities and also her-
self ina great measure. •

The Judge would not take this into con-sideration, itseemed so unusual on Its face,
and leftitfor a jury to decide.

The.' Mission Idmltig—An Exorbitant

Bid liejocted.
At the meeting of the Supervisors Street

Committee yesterday the protest of prop-
erty-owners against paving the crossing of
Twenty-sixth and Valencia streets withba-
salt blocks was overruled, as it had not
been filed in time. _sj__^-t__

The committee referred the petition to
change the grade of Mission street, from
Napa toButte, to the City Surveyor for his
opinion as to its advisability and its effect
upon contiguous property.
It was decided to report In favor of

awarding a contract for constructing a
sewer in Green street, from Hyde to Leav-
enworth, to J. A- Owen at $1000.

Bids for paving with basalt Eighteenth
street, from Noe to Castro, and Prescott,
from Pacific to Broadway, were rejected on
the grouud that the price bid (__ cents a
square foot) is exorbitant, as the blocks are
not on a concrete foundation.

After hearing property-owners pro and
con the committee resolved toreport against
expunging Rose nveuue from the official
map.

The resolution ofintention to grade ana
macadamize Point l_obos avenue, from First
to Twelfthavenues, was acted ou adversely,
as the property-owners interested also wish
to provide for a sewer antl perform allthe
work in one job.

Acceptance of the streets in the Park
Lane Tract was deferred lor one week, to
enable the club to file a description of them
by metes and bounds.

At tho request of Joseph Naphtaly the
Commissioners agreed to report in favor of
reconsidering and Postponing further actionon the resolution to open Amityalley, and
referred the matter again to the City and
County Attorney, to whom Mr. Naphtaly
agreed to submit evidence that thealley has
not lor thirty years been a public street.

A delegation of Mission-street property-
owners appeared and asked that the sur-
veyor be required to run the lines of thenew stiect as widened west of Twenty-sixth
street. Allthe property, except four pieces,
necessary for the widening has been ac-
quired. The Commissioners decided to re-
port in favor of directing the surveyor to
make the necessary surveys and report the
lines and grades to the board.
