She gave the
following account of her caieer up to the lime of
the iutei view, which, we presume, may be ac-
cepted as correct in he main facts:

"1 began as an actiess," sam she, "when 1v.-as only live years old, as Ltiile Eva in 'Uncle
loin's Cabin,' Iplayed several subsequent
years, always being known, however, as a childactrea*. and iheu 1 became what you may call a
Mar—that Is 10 say. Iwas the principal artiste
of the company; and, moreover, most of theplays In winch 1 appeared weie my own pron-
erly, 1 was then known as •Little Nell, ihe
California Diamond, 1and 1am proud to say that
1met with artistic and financial success through-
out the I'iiiieil States. Then, accompanied bymy mother, Iwent to Australia, where 1made agood deal of money. One day, however, it
dawned on me that what Imost needed was an
education: so 1 left the staiie and began my
studies. 1 worked hard and got on very well m-deed, but that is not surprising, for 1have loved
books ever suite 1was big enough to hold oneon my lap.""How long did your studies continue?''

"Well, tons enough for me 10 lind out that
sensible people can leani something new every
day ot their lives. 1 studied for several years
and whenIhad educated myself 1 was at once
seized with a determination 10 return to the
Wage. 1 was also equally deteimined that it
should not be through tiny ordinary but in room
original way. and it was not until after consider-
able thought th.it 1decided it should be through .
a French theater. At that time Iknew nothing
whatever of the French language with excep-
tion, 01 course, 01 the few uackuevea phrases
that line is ioiever running across in English
literature, Fifteen mouths ago 1 came to Paris,
where 1 was lortunate enough 10 secure the boi
vices of Mile. E. Hiuard as my teacher, and 1
have studud diligentlyunder her tuition ever
since."

"Doyou mean to say th it you hive been study-
ing French only fifteen months."'

"Yes, thai is all;but lug the whole of that
time 1 woiked on an average seven toeight hours
every day. 1 worked day and night until the
difficulties of the Hnguage and all its Idioms be-
come as familiar to me as verbs and other parts
of speech."

Miss Dauvray after a worldof trouble secured
an engagement at tl:a Folies-Dramatiques in a
comedy-vaudeville called \u25a0•Miss Maggie" written
lor her by M. I'an; Ferrier. .She made a satis-
factory debut. Her name has been a good deal
before iho American public since, not so much
in the role of a successful actress as In that of
au unsuccessful wife.

to the violator. 'iliese. laws were made before
inau was created, and he must be subservient to
them or take the consequences.

(3) If otherwise available or de-
sirable, almost any journal willaccept and
publish an article when no charge is made
for it by the author, likewise as regards
translations from a foreign language. (4)
No newspaper in America has the legal or
moral right topublish an article copyrighted
in America without the permission of the
author or the owner ot the copyright.
There is no international copyright, so that
there is no law to prevent an American
paper from stealing a copyrighted work
from a European paper, or vice versa.
