only reached by men of means. The State fish
hatchery at Lake Tahoe and the Shovel Creek
batchery at Siskiyou are full of trout, which, it
seems, are retained more for ornament than use.
Such streams as the American aud Truckee riv-
ers have been stocked time and again, while
other stieams close (o the metropolis of the State
are not given even a thought by Superintendent
Woodbury. 3

Recent advices from Lake Tahoe state that
matters will be In sueh shape at the State fish
hatehery 1o about four months ibat young trout
can be shipped tovarious rivers and lake waters,
It 1s hoped by the angiing fraternliy of San
Francisco that an atiempt wili be made, at least,
to stock a few of the streams close by. It is
quite aggravaling to learn here that magnificent
sport can be had in the northern rivers ot the
State, which have Dbeen stocked by the State
Commission rs.

These rivers are so far distant from this eity
that only a privileged class of sportsmen who
have a fancy for tue pastiine can enjoy the far-
away sport. For the good it affords the majority
of the San Franelscans the Commissioneis might

| as well stoek rivers in Scotland or Africa, as In

dreams only they are thought of.

verythiug wiiich adds to our Knowledge of
the salino salar alter it leaves the rivers of its
birth Is of interest, says Shooling and klshing;
and It is sald that mauy salmon of the rivers of
Fluland are caught coutaining copper hooks of
pecultar form. These hooks are used in the
north of G: rimany, so that the salmon of Finnish
rivers must desceud In winter and visit the Bal
tic coasts of G=rmany. This entails a journey
from the head of the Gull of Botlinia to the coast
of Prussia of about 1000 miles, and upsets the
theory that salmon descend to the sea and re-
waln off the mouths of the rivers ln wuich they
velong.

A writer gives the following hints on cooking
fish: Io bolliug a saimon or tiout, cook him as
soon after leaving his native element as the fates
will permit. After cleaning, pluuge the fish into
boiling water to which a Iilitle salt has been
added. Wbny? Slmply because the curd or ilch,
creamy substance beiween the flakes, and which
consists largely of albumen, Is thereby quickly
coagulated and remains upon the fish instead of
being dissolved aud lost, as it would were the
salmon placed in cold water., Never fry fish;
make this one of your canons. The gridiron 1s a
much vobler utensil thau the frying-pan—though
not so good, I admit, for cooking flapjacks upon.

A large reservoir at Dunsmulr, Siskiyou
County, was clean+~d out last week and the trout
were fonnd to be in peifeet coundition, though
they were not fed [ur six weeks during the heavy
Snow-storms.

About iwenty-two miles from Santa Cruz, on
what 1s kKnown as the Waddell Creek, 1s what
may be termed the ‘‘Home of the Angler.” Its
waters are as clear as crystal, and the true fish-
erman at the present time could easily fiil his
baskel with salinon trout. The creek runs from
the heart of the Santa Cruz Mountains to the
ocean. Salmon In great nuwmber may be seen
sporting thewmselves on their way back to the
ocean, but, line all streams which are distant
from easy access by the Fish Commissioners, the
salmon are speared by the few boys wlo live In
the neighborhood.

Fishing with flies 1s the best method at the
present time. Bait of ail kKinds was tried but
without success. Finally, becoming weary, flies
(artificlal) were trted and found successful.
The best place to fish on the cieek is atl a place
called “‘the forks.”” It 1s about four miles from
the moutl of the creek.

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THE CARE
OF HANDS.

-How a Lady May Do Her House-
work and Keep Them Soft.

The Different Styles of Hands and What They
Signify—The Name That Is Given to
Each Finger—Palmistry.

= HE human hand is a marvelous piece
" v of mechanism, whose design and per-
5_?(, fect completeness is a subject of won-
der and admiration to the student of anat-
omy —a docile and willing agent t!lat
executes the will of its master, the brain,
with faithful untiring zeal and unerring ex-
actness. The vast prodigies accomplished
by the agencies of the hand cannot but be
a source of wonderment, mixed with awe,
in the reveried speculations of the thought-
fal philosopher. .

Man alone is the only created being with
two hands. Monkeys, apes and their spe-
cies are classified among the quadramana
man alone is placed among bimana. Cuvier
says: “That which constitutes the lm_nd,
properly so called, is the faculty of opposing
the thumb to the other fingers so as to seize
upon the most minute object—a faculty
which 1is carried to its highest degree of
perfection in man, in whom the whole ante-
rior extremity is free and can be empleyed
in prehension,” The peculiar power of
prehension depends to a very great extent
upon the length, strength and flexibility of
the thumb. There is a striking and strange
similarity between the extremities of the
upper limbs—the hands—and those of the
lower limbs—the feet. So closely do they
resemble each other that physiologists often
employ the same word—digit—to the toes
as well as the fingers. Each toe having
three phalanges, the same as the fingers, and
the big toe, like the thumb, being composed
of but two. The carpel or wrist bones, like
the tarsal bones ot the foot, are seven in
number. It is a strange and mysterious
plan of pature that the mechanism of mo-
tion and locomotion shouid be designed so
similarly and appear to be so closely allied.
Although so wonderfully alike in their
component parts, yet the hands excel in
power and mobility. No part of the human
frame is more larcely endowed with
nerves and minute blood-vessels than the
hand. The sense of touch i3 most keenly
sensitive and acute at the finger-tips; the
electric current passes along these delicate
coiluluctors and issues through the finger
ends.

BEAUTY OF THE HANDS,
From the contemplation of the con-
struction of the hands we pass quite nat-

urally to their beauty, utility and char-
acter. Besides being undoubted agents

of the highest, most thorough utility, these
wonderful bits of the Creator’s handi-
craft combine in themselves the conguer-
ing power of perfect beautvand the pro-
phetic gift of revelation. Here, as in all
the vast domain of creation, beauty is
considered an essential of perfection.
Nature may be a wise utilitarian, but she
never carries her doctrine to excess. Every
piece of work finished by her hands, albeit
designed to fuifill the utmost destiny of
rosaic utility, combines some beauty in
ts composition. Ponder on this, ye toilers
who know no virtue but utilitarianism!

That the beauty of the hands is an essen-
tial consideration among the better class of
society in this city is made quite evident
when one visits the different manicure es-
tablishments in our midst. These parlors
are decorated in the latest style of fashion,
and are patronized very liberally by our
people.

The hands are scoured, rubbed, oiled,
polished and powdered until they gleam like
the heart of a sea shell. An impousiug array
of varied instruments are in sight, as if the
operation was as lportant and delicate as
that of dental surgery. Luckily, the mani-
cure chair is without the disagreeable
features and agonies of the dentist’s. Yet,
were it fully as painful the devotees of
beauty would still defy the pain to feast
their souls on beautiful hands. There is a
file for filing the rough and jagged nails; a
cuticle knife for removing the surplus
skin around them; an ivory instrument
for removing foreign substances from
underneath  and also  for pushing
back the cuticle, so0 as to fully
uncover the crescent at the root of the
nail, a cuticle scissors for removing excres-
cences, and a number of other odd-shaped
tools. Afterendless and repeated secraping
and powdering the nails are rubbed with a
cliamols polisher, until they fairly shine
like a mirror. The process occupies nearly
an hour and the operator has to work all that
time. The charge is only 50 cents, and con-
sidering the labor and time and satisfactory
result, it is certainly very small, But as
those who can afford the luxury are few in
com; arison to the vast multitude who earn
their ilving and are compelled by dire ne-
cessity to forego this pleasure, the mill-
ionare manicures are not multiplying with
startliing ra idity.

Altnough not rich enough to iavish money
on the care of the hands, yet every one
should, as a matter of personal obligation,
take all possible care of his hands. Man-
ual iabor is, to a certain extent, incom-
patible with tine, white hands; yet even the
toiler owes to his associates a debt of con-
slderation, and to repay it should attend to
his toilet In this particular to the best of
his ability. With wowmen, soft bhands are
absolutely necessary. They are needed to
soothe the sick, to do fiue sewing, to serve
at table and to ereet her friends. House-
hold labor tends to make the hands large,
rough and uusightly. A little extra care
exercised by the women who have all their
own work to do will keep the hands in a
very acceptable condition, and efface the
marks of their daily toil. Gloves should be
worn when sweeping, as this labor, more
than all the rest leaves its trace upon the
hands in ugly callousness.

TO MAKE THEM SOFT.

After a heavy day’s work if the hands are
gently rubbed with a 2cream or soothing
salve and au old pair of gloves worn during
the night, all bad effects would be removed.
The working girl who does all the house-
hold work and takes care of her hanas in
this way will have softer, whiter hands than
the idle mistress who neglects hers. A
cheap and eflicacions salve can be made by
any woman at a trifling cost, and it is equal
to anything bougit in the druggist’s at
fancy prices. Take common beeswax, cut
it into a cup, and pour over it a little cocoa-
nut oil—sweet or olive oii will do—set in a
tin of boiling water until dissolved, adding
some tincture benzoin (about a dessert-
spoonful); if on cooling it is too soft,
remelt and add more beeswax; if too
hard, a little more oil. This is most
excellent for all purposes where salves
or creams are needed. Stains can be
removed with pumice-stone. A few drops
of hydrochloric acid in water will remove
the very worst of stains, but it is danger-
ous to keep around and should not be used
too frequently. The pumice-stone is safer
and better.  With this salye and a pair of
old gloves a woman can do all of her house-
work and still have nice soft hands. Good
s0ap is a necessary housshold article and
nothing is more ruinous to the hands than
bad soap and common washing soda, both
so much used by housewives. Ammonia
or borax alone should be used. They are
not so injurious, although a little more ex-
pensive. It1s a very poor economy to save
a tritle of money at the expense of one’s
own self.

The hands are prophets that not only
foretell the future Ly the lines traced in
their palms, but reveal the individual char-
acter by their peculiar form. Those who
have made this subject a study divide the
hands into four general divisions. The
square, tapering, round and spade-shaped
or spatulate. I'ne square hand is rather
short, thick and somewhat stumpy, indicat-
ing a practical, common-sense character,
not given to wasting time or energy on
sentimental sighing after the unattainable.
Such a hand is the hand of honest toil, and
is net fastidious in the choice of
work, but philosophically takes what
is offered, and is happy. The spade-
shaped'hand denotes an active, restless,
energetic disposition, that does not sit
down in useless repining, nor yet rest satis-
fied with the first thing presented to it.
I'ne possession of such a hand does not
wait for sumething to turn up, but rushes
around and turns up something for itself.
Micawber did not possess a hand of this
stampitis notgiven to display of sentiment,
but capable of a deep and lusting affection,
truoi and constant, though not at all ethe-
rea

A TAPERING HAND.

The tapering hand is aiways associated
with people of a dreamy, careless nalure,
much given to weaving glowing day-
dreams, whose radiant intangible creations
veople a world all their own. Full of senti-
weit of the gushing sort, impractical, easily
moved and impressionable, but not very
deep nor lasting; fond of luxury and ease,
inclined to consider themselves before any-
thing else, and highly idealistic,

The round or conical hand is the best
type of hand combining ail the desirable
qualities of the others with keen artistic
taste and originality of conception. Itis
such a hand we could expect to find in a
leader, statesman or philosopher. Some
persons possess hands that are a combina-
tion of these; in such a case the individual

15 supposed to be a mixture of the attributes
ot each, swayed of course by the one which
seems to predominate.

The length of each phalange or finger-
Joint is said to have its signification. The
first governs the body, or sensual instinets
of the individual, and if this joint is the
longest the person would be judged o e
governed by a love for all the good things
of earth and inclined to put bodily comfort
before everything else.

AN OLD-TIME
MURDER

Recalled by a Paper Recently
Written by General Sherman.

A Story That Was Told by the Widow of the
Late Dr, Isaac C. Isbell, Who Lived on &
Ranch Eight Miles Above Stuckton.

Written for THE SUNDAY CALL.

[3Y attention has been recently called
(¥/8 to an article in the “North Ameri-
A%CR can Review” for March, 1889, by
General William T. Sherman, entitled,
* Old Times in California.”

If not too late, the following additional
facts of the murder of the Reed family at
the San Miguel Mission may be of interest
to old Californians. These facts were given
me by Mrs, Olive M. Isbell, widow of the

late Dr. Isaac C. Isbell, who with her
husband came overland to this Coast
in 1846,

A short time previous to the events re-
lated by General Sherman, Lynch, the
leader of the small band of desperadoes,
had camped about two hundred yards from
Dr. Isbell’s ranch, eight mmiles north of
where Stockton now stands. He frequently
came to the ranch house for his meals, as
was the custom of the country, there

being no hotels nor eating-houses. He
was what was then known as a
“Sydney duck,” one of a class of

bad characters from Australia, who flocked
into California after the discovery of gold.
He was generally regarded with suspicion
and closely watched, as he was supposed
to be lurking around seeking an opportunity
for robbery.

Dr. Isbell was one of the company oper-
ating the mines at ‘““Angels.” In his ab-
sence his wife managed the stock ranch,
and fed the hundreds of gold-seekers going
to and returning from the mices. This was
well known through the sparsely settled
couuntry, and it was surmised by the people
at the ranch that Lynch had been attracted
there by the hope of finding gold concealed
about the premises. One day at the table a
robbery recently committed was under dis
cussion, when Mrs. Isbell, with malice
aforethought, sharply watching Lynch, re-
marked: * Well, it serves them right.
‘I'hey have no business to keep gold in the
house when there is no place to conceal it.
Why don’t they send it to Stockton?”” Her
purpose was to mislead, in case the surmises
concerning Lynch were correct, for under
the floor where they sat stood a pailful of
gold and in various places, under the same
cover, were hidden bags of the precious
metal under old rags, on one of which a
motherly hen was hatching out a brood of
chicks. About $§3000 worth in all was con-
cealed, the property of Dr. 1sbell and part-
ners,

It-was noticed that very soon after this
conversation cccurred, Lynch left for the
mining camp at Angels, where he was both
disliked and distrusted. One of the miners,
aman from Oregon, was getting ready to
g0 to Stockton, the nearest outfiitting point,
for supplies, intending to take with him a
boy who had earned some $2000 and desired
to send ithome to his grandmother in New
Jersey. Lynch asked permission to accom-
pany them also to buy supplies, which
was readily granted. While camping
for the night within sixteen miles
of the Isbell ranch, Lynch took the
niner’s ritle, blew his brains out and cut
the boy’s head 1rom his body with an old
sword some one had given him. Angel re-
turning from Stockton the next morning
found the murdered pair lying in bed to-
gether. He at once suspected Lynch of the
crime and proceeding further to find help
met & man named Frazier coming with a
team. Angel told him of his gbastly dis-
covery and instructed Frazier to go on to
the ranch and tell Mrs. Isbell to send an
Indian to_Stockton for a posse of men to
overtake Lynch before he could get to the
San Joaquin River, in which oase it would
be impossible to find him. Instead of fol-
lowing directions and going to the ranch as
speedily as possible, fruzxur went to the
Mokelumne River for whisky, staid all
night and did not reach Isbeli’s until the
following morning. Mrs. Isbell at once
sent an Indian messenger to Stockton, from
where a posse set out In pursuit of Lynech,
but without success as he had by that time
reached the San Joaquin River couutry.

Angel went to camp for assistance and
returning with others, the unfortunate vic-
tims were rolled in their blankets and
buried where they were found.

It was learned subsequently that Lynch
fell in on the San Joaquin with the three
men who had deserted from the Warren, a:
Monterey. The four then made their way
south to San Miguel as General Sherman
describes. Lynch was fully informed of
Reed’s selling the sheep at the mines, and
went down there with the intention of
robbing him, having at the time about $3000
worth of gold stolen from the man and boy
he had murdered. They stayed one night
at the Mission, talked about the mines and
showed Reed this gold, saying they had
brought it from Angels. They left in the
morning, but returned in three or four days
afterward and that time the dreadful crime
was committed. Mrs. Reed was lying in
bed with an infant but a few
hours old, and the husband begged
pitevusly for the life of his wife, saying
that she had already suffered enough,
but no mercy was shown bher nor the child.
The Indian nurse, in some way, made bher
escape, and it was {rom her that the details
of the murder were learned. When the
desperadoes were pursued by the soldiers
Lynch threw his gold into the sea, jumped
in after it and was shot in the water. After
severe storms, for many years, the natives
would search in their crude way for the
bag of gold, but it has never been found.
The son of the only soldier who was killed
in the aftray, Ignacio Roderigues, is now
living in San Buenaventura. The horses
the murderers traveled with were stolen
from the Livermore ranch, on the San

Joaquin River. MARY M. BOWMAN,
Santa Pauwla, Cal.
