The Portland Oregonian argues against
free silver coinage on the ground that the
eiil-et of such a law willbe cheaper money.
There are people, it says, who want to get
a cheap form of money to pay debt* with,
_uJ other people who imagine that the

S wealth of tiie rich counts chiefly inmoney,
and that if the value of money can be re-
iluci-d a part of the, wealth of the rich will
Ijt: lak n from them. Tha movement in
favor of the double standard of goM and
biiviT la not a cheap-money movement. It
ll agaiust an effort to make money dear.
The wealth of the rich consists lamely not
in ensh, but in securities. For example, a
lich man has a mortgage on a poor man's
farm. The mortgage calls for so many dol-
lan in lawfulmoney, not for so much farm
produce of any kiud. If, therefore, the
purchasing power of money can be in-
creased, in other words, ifmoney can be !
made d< ar, the value of the mortgage is
made greater, v the dollars the mortgage
must be paid in will buy more of the com-
modities in common use. There is no move- |
meat at present to make nioaey cheaper,
but a very energetic movement against tho
schemes of the holders of securities tv mako
nioney dearer.

TVATEI! FUOII THE MOUNTAINS.

There is a proposition before the Board of
Supervisors to bring a 30,000, 000-gallon
supply of water from Lake Tahoe for the
sum of 5i.1.000.000. The party making this
proposition says it will secure the city
against litigation as to the right of the com-
pany to make the use of water proposed.
When the Spring Valley Company was
going through the form of convincing the
Supervisors that the present Spring Valley-
rates are moderate it claimed the right to
value its property at the cost of bringing
an equal supply of equally good water.
The Yon Schmidt Company proposed to
bring more water of a better quality for
815.000,000, the city, of course, being at the
expense ol distributing works to consumers.
There seems to he n profit to the city iuttn3
proposition. The Spring Valley want in-
terest at the rate of (', or 7 per cent on prop-
erty inone form or another valued at about
525,000,000. linnds to the amount proposed
for the Lake Tahoe system could probably
be floated at from 3to 4 per cent. Having
no debt, the credit of San Francisco should
i>e as gi>od as that of any Eastern city.
Spring Valley owners will say that there
ard equities to be considered in this matter.
The company has always held itself ex-
posed to private competition, but has nut
calculated that the city would furnish
money for a wort that would greatly im-
pair the value of Spring Valley stocs. The
city has at times, been thoroughly out of
patience with the Spring Valley Company.
Its chances have been excessive and ad-
vantage has been taken of every oppor-
tunity to make money out of the city. The
management has been fertile in expedients
to extract the largest sum possible from tlie
1üblic. On the other hand, the company
has incurred expenses in extending its
facilities for water catchment in order to
supply tfce wants of a growing city. Ulti-
mately the city willgo to the mountains for
water. Corporations at best afford but an
indifferent quality of water. How to har-
monize the interest of the city with the
equities the Spring Valley Company may
fairly plead is one of the problems now be-
fore the public.

A FKIKNW NKAR IH£ fHEONE.
The national banks have always had

friends in the Treasury Department, and in
the .'-euiite time after time these serviceable
friends have urged the acceptance of new
lornis of securities as a basis for the na-
tioual bank currency, but so far without
success. Senator Hiscock of New York
now comes forward with the broadest basis
yet offered. He proposes to take almost
anything that an ordinary money-lender
would not turn his hack upon. Xot content
with railway and municipal bonds, he pro-
poses th;;t circulations may Ije secured by
u'rst-nioriga?L' loans on improved real estate,
storage warrants, warehouse receipts for
pig-iron, cotton and wheat insured in relia-
ble insurance companies. Some weeks ago
the financial lights of .New York were
shocked at a proposition to loan money di-
rect on real estate, but these same jujjulors
In finance perceive nodanger to the Govern-
ment in accepting the same kind of security
from tho banks, permitting the banks to
have the profits of circulation. Itis fortu-
nate, in one respect, that all the wildcat
schemes do not come fioru tli£ West. The
principal difference is that the West pro-
poses measures for the relief of producers,
while the East proposes equally as objec-
tionable measures for the benefit of money-
lenders. ___________

GKOIING IN THE DAICK.

Elizabeth Cady btantou lias come out in '
favorof free divorces. "The interests of
the State," says Mrs. Stanton, "and the in-
tarests of the individual demand that all
unions in which the real object of marriage
is defeated be legally dissolved." The lady
adds:

There might tie some ceremony and witnesses
to add to (lie dignity and solemnity of the occa-
sion. I.lke the Quaker mairiage, which the par-
tles conduct themselves, so in this case, without
any matement of llielrdisagreements, tlieparties
might simply declare that after living together
for several years, the; found themselves still 1111-
--btilti-d to each other anil iuc>pabie c.l making a
hapuy home.

This wouldbring divorce up to the level,
in point of respectability, with marriage.
The niarriafzo ceremony would be the be-
gimiinc of an experiment, the divorce the
end. Whenever there should be a mutual
agreement between the two parties that
they would be happier apari, they could in-
vite in a few friends and publicly declare
tho union between them at an end. The
provision for children is a matter for second
consideration. When there is property the
presumption is that the parents will make
tome arrangements by which their offspring
shall be fed, clothed and educated. But in
very many cases the support of the family
depends upon the father. What is to be
done in such cases? Will he voluntarily
burden himself with the care of children
after their mother has separated from him,
even ifhe makes a money provision? Can
he give the -child the benefit of a home?
These women seem to be groping in the
dark. They see evils and to guard against
them invite evils that, so far as we can
judge from what weknow of human nature,
will be far greater. The surprising feature

| of the business is that women noted for the
blameiesicess of their lives and for intel-
lectual force .of character should take the

| side in this discussion that we would expect
Ithe most profligate and unprincipled of the
Iother sex to take.

GlKkS' VOICES.

The New York Sim. which lias always
demoted space to social and domestic topics,
proposes a crusnile against what itterms
the shrill and inharmonious voices of
American women. This defect iv many of
our countrywomen lias been frequently
noticed by foreigners, who say that they
can pick out an American girl In a Paris
salon by the screechiness of her voice.
Things are not as bad as that. I?ut thcr6 is
no doubt that many American girls do talk
siirilly,indistinctly, from the head and not
from the chest, and with false modulation
and incorrect emphasis, while an English
or a French girl eenerally charms a hearer
by her sweet, low, melodious tones.
It is all a matter of education. Ithas

chanced that it lias rarely occurred to the
conductors of our female academics to lay
stress on the cultivation of the voice. If
they had, their pupils would '.lot havo been
subject to criticism on that head. Female
voices in California are the same originally
as female voices in London, and are capable

of the same training. But while in the
British metropolis the schoolmistress de-
votes hours to teaching her pupils to modu-
late their organ, to speak in low, gentle
tones, from the chest and not from tlio head,

our teachers have considered such matters
as scarcely worth atteution, and have con-
centrated their efforts on making their
scholars proficient in algebra and the use of
the piano. Yet now, as in the days of King
Lear, a gentle and low voice was ever
an excellent thins in woman—like sweet
music to the e.ir.

Correct pronunciation is almost as im-
portant as a sweet voice, and that also Is a
branch of culture which is not as much
studied as itshould be. We have in out
language no absolute standard of pro-

nunciation, such as the French have in the
Dictionnaire de l'Academie— but Webster
is generally, though not always, a safe
guide. The best rule of all is to pronounce
as other people do. To deviate from gen-
eral custom is proof either of want of
U3age, or of priggishness. When a young
lady observes that she went to the"theayter," we infer that her social ex-
perience has been limited: but when she
tells us that she expects to go to "l'aree,"
we set her down as an interesting variety
of the genus snob. An eminent judge was
so great a stickler for etymology that ho
always pronounced "interference" with the
accent on the second syllable, because the
c in the root fero is short; his dissent from
common practice added little to his reputa-
tion as a scholar, though it suggested the
notion that he wished every one to realize
that he was a latiuist. The, best rule for
people who have not learned the true pro-
nunciation of foreign or proper names
Is to avoid them m conversation. It is no
crime in a man not to be familiar with the
name of Socrates, but he can hardly avoid
provoking a laugh if he tells us that he and
his wife spent a pleasant even ing in listen-
ing to a littlecomedy called "the wifo of
Zograates."

THE SILVKK lUIIKET.

The 412%-grain silver dollar is now wortli
78 cents as bullion. The probability that
the Senate silver bill wouid become a law
added 6 cents to the market value of the
bullion in a silver dollar in three days.
This is very nearly a quarter ol the ad-
vance that most be made to place iton an
equality with gold at the ratio oi 16.988 to 1.
It appears that while the market value ol
silver Is recorded in London it is deter-
mined inWashington. If there should bo
no silver legislation this session of Con-
gress silver would probably fall back to its
old price. Legislative enactment, it is
often said, cannot prevail against the natu-
ral law of demand and supply. Legisla-
tive enactment cau, however, either in-
crease or diminish the demand, aud thus
affect the result of the operation of the
natural law. The demonetization of silver
by England and Germany diminished the
demand for silver, with the unavoidable
result of depreciation. Legislation now
proposes to undo what legislation has done.
Some of our Democratic contemporaries
affect to believe that Congress will not
agree upon the Senate bill, ar;d that in con-
sequence of siu-h failure the Democrats
and silver Republicans will join iv framing
a free-coinage bill. Itdoes not appear,
however, that the Republicans inthe House
have entirely lost their senses.

TOO MANY FAKMKIIS.

A Kansas farmer named ('. Wood Davis |
explains in the Forum why farmers are not
more prosperous. He linds tlse principal
cause in the fact that there are too many
farmers. Too many farmers means of
course too many in proportion to the entire
population. To quote Mr. Davis: "The
troubles of the farmer are due to the fact
that thera are altogether too many farms,
too many cattle and swine, ton many bushels
ofcorn, wheat, rye, barley, buckwheat and
potatoes, and too great a production of
nearly all other farm products for the num-
ber of consumers." Admitting this to bi>
true, what is the remedy? Is itto increase
the number of producers or to add to the
number of consumers? The latter is the
natural remedy. It is the remedy pre-
scribed by the friends of the protective tar-
iff. The larger proportion of our own man-
ufacturing we do, the larger will be tho
army of consumers. We inioort one year
with another about as much as we export.
But the bulk of our imports are finished
goods upon which the laborers of other
countries have been employed, while our
exports have been raw material upon which
litile labor had been expended. Let us in-
crease the number of consumers of farm
products by doing our own work.
