THE DASIiKIt FROM CHINA.

The Chicago Tribune ventures the re-
mark that "there is no danger to this
country from China or from auy other out-
side source." 'Ihere is no danger from
China so long as it remains an outside
source. The danger is from Cliiucso who
come to this . ntry and in the industrial
field t.ike the place of citizens of the

(country. At the m ,ders' mass-meeting on
Saturday night one of the speakers de-
fended the limitation of apprentices by the
Molders' Union on the ground that if ap-
prentices were taught the trade in num-
bers beyond the proportion to journeymen
allowed, there would be no steady employ-
ment for men. Inother words, there would
bit more laborers than labor. The same
trouble exists Inether branches of industry.
Farm produce is cheap because there are
too many farmers. Turn which way we
will, we Cud production in excess of con-
sumption. The natural remedy would be
to increase consumption. This remedy may

be made possible by paying the laborers
wages which enable them to become more
liberal consumers. There would not be
too much production ifevery one could pur-
chase as much as "be could consume.
The Chinese come into this country
inured to hardships and privations. They
are accustomed to long hours of work and
small wages. Their capacity to work and
their habit of abstinence enable them to
produce out of proportion to their habit of
consumption. Consequently they add to
the forces of producers without adding cor-
respondingly to the force of consumers.
They thus make worse a condition that was
already a cause of anxiety. Our protective
Policy rests upon its claim to keep work at
home that would otherwise be done abroad.
But the rule which justifies us in keeping
the products of the cheaper labor of other
countries out requires us to keep the
cheaper laborer out also. As we have said,
there isno dauger from China; Itis from the"
Chinese. There is no danger from Chinese
while they remain an outside source. But
ifallowed to come to this country in large
numbers they willin timereduce the Amer-
ican workiugmen to their own condition.

"GOOD WILL."

English investors inAmerican properties
are in the way to give some valuable in-
formation as to what constitutes the "good
will"which is supposed to be transferred
witha piece of property. A member of the
English Parliament, who had invested con-
siderable money in an American brewery,
has sold out to the original owners at a loss.
Ue discovered after a few months of expe-
rience that the "good will"had nit been
transferred to any considerable extent.
Yet he had bought more

than

anything else. In other words the pur-
chase price was greater by more than one-
half than the actual property represented.
It is not unlikely that other English invest-
ors iv American properties willmake simi-
lar discoveries. In many cases it is not
possible to transfer the "good will." What
is termed the "good will"is the result of a
business system which may or may not be
continued under the new management In
the case under consideration four Detroit
breweries were sold to an English syndicate
for the sum of 8800,003. The actual property
was valued at §274,000. It had stood on
the Assessor's books at 8141,050. But itwas

."wit that the business had paid G per cent
on the price asked, SSoO.OOO, and English
capitalists were eager for investments that
would pay much less. There is no charge
that the books did not fairly represent the
business of the company, but after six
months one of the original owners, who had
been retained as general manager, said that
after the transfer the business did not make

thing to signify over and above running
expenses. Whether the experience of the
English purchasers of the Detroit brewer-
ies willbe found to be exceptional is a mat-
ter at present for conjecture. In this case'
there was more waste than ordinary legit-
imate business can stand. The promoters
received the sum of 82.15,000 for effecting
the sale, over and above expenses, which
became a part of the capital slock upon
which interest was expected. When a man
or a syndicate pays $800,000 for $274,000 of
property and the "good will"that can be
transferred with it there is a chance for
loss.

.lie Pan-American Conference has ad-

orned without day. The address of Mr.
.-.laiiie after the motion toadjourn had been
carried expresses the profound satisfaction
Willi which the Government of the United
States regards the results of the conference.
First among these results is the acceptance
of the principle cf arbitration by the
nations represented. Air. Blame says:
"He hold up this, new magna charts, which
abolishes war and substitutes arbitration
between American republics as the first
great fruit nf the International American
Conference." Ifthe action of the conference
does not exactly abolish war on the Conti-
nent, It will bring tbe force of public
opinion to bear upon any question that
may arise between, two nations. A way of
settlement will be pointed out, and the
Government that persists in war in the face
of an offer of settlement that the other
nations regard as just and honorable will
incur whatever odium is attached to
aggression and unnecessary war. In'this
period, when public opinion reaches even
Into-Siberia, rulers will avoid setting them-
selves against it.

UNION FOKEVKK.

In the abstract of the new Brazilian Con-
stitution that has been cabled to this coun-
try there is evident a purpose onthe part of
Brazilians to start from a point which-
Americans only reached after seventy-five
years of experience. The first paragraph
in the Constitution declares the fatherland
to bo one and indivisible. The American
Constitution did not lay down that princi-
ple until an appeal to the law of force had
established it. Itmight be interesting to

speculate as to what would have been the
course of the pro-slavery leader* had our
Constitution declared that the United
States was one and indivisible. The war
might have come in suite of this declara-
tion. Brazil has, however, given her Gov-
ernment the constitutional right to do what
our Government did in 1861, upon the as-
sumption that the people would sustain it.
Th« people did sustain the course pursued,
nnd in consequence the idea of secession
would only be tolerated again as the only
method of relief from intolerable op-
pression.

THE GROWTH OF POPULATION.

The preliminary work which tbe census-
takers are blocking out is raising some in-
teresting questions. During the early dec-
ades of the century, the population of tbe
United States increased at the rate of 2.4
and 3 per cent per annum. During the dec-
ade 1860-70, which included tbe war period,
the increase was at the rate of 2.04 per
annum, and during the decade 1870-60, it
was nt the rate of 2.61. The birth and
death rates having been, as is supposed,
pretty nearly the same throughout these
periods, the variations were caused by
fluctuations in the volume of foreign
immigration. if the increase from 1880 to
1890 was the same as that of the decade
1870-80, the census of this year will show
an segregate population of about 05,000,000,
which corresponds pretty closely with the
popular estimate.
Itis to be noted that there are but two

other countries in the world whose popula-
tion is increasing in anything like the ratio
of this country. These are Australia and
th«r Argentine Republic. In the former
country, population is Increasing at the rate
of :ir_. per cent per annum, and in the
latter at the rate of 4 per cent. In both
countries, as here, the abnormal growth is
the fruit of immigration, and not natural
increase. In thecountries ofEurope, popu-
lation is either stationary, or increases very
slowly, there being little or no immigration,
InFrance, the birth rate is 2.58; and the
death rate 2.40; statisticians figure the
annual increase of population at .71 per
ceut per annum, which supposes a small
amount of immigration. In England and
Wales, the birth rate is 3.50, and the death
rate 2.20; the reported annual increase is
1.24, which nearly corresponds with the
difference between the two- Prussia and
Italyreport a birth rate of about 3.75, and
a death rate of about 2.83: this would give
a yearly rate of increase equal to .92; it is
reported in the blue-books at .78. In fact,
the normal rate of Increase in these
countries is so small that whenever a war
takes place, or a pestilence rages, there is
no increase at all, and there is sometimes a
decrease of population, as was the case in
France during the first fifteen years of this
century. ,

When statisticians turn prophets, and un-
dertake to discount the future, they begin
to tread on uncertain ground. We have be-
fore us sin official document from Australia
on the subject of Colonial confederation, in
which the prediction is made that the peo-
ple of Australasia will, in the year 2000,
number 190,000.000. This is taking a good
deal for granted. The rule is invariable
that population flo-vs from regions where
life is arduous, labor ill-paid and taxation
heavy, to regions where subsistence is easy-
taxation light and the rewards of labor lib-
eral. In Australasia wages tare high, and it
has been, in times past, easy to earn a liv-
ing; but it is hardly as easy now as itwas,
and the burden of taxation is severe. In
Victoria the taxes are $14 50 per head per
year, in New Zealand Sir. 50 and in New
Eolith Wales $42. Labor and industry are
heavily handicapped by such burdens as
these, and sooner or later they must tell
upon immigration.

Sanguine writers, forecasting the future
of the Pampa country of South America,
predict that Argentine willcontain 20,000,-
--000 people by the end of the century. It
now contains about 7,500,000, having fully
doubled in numbers In the past two dec-
ades. The increase has been chiefly due to
the copious flowing immigration from
Spain and Italy, induced by bonuses offered
by the Argentine Government to new set-
tlers. Argentine certainly offers us promis-
ing a field for labor as any country in the
world; itmay become the future granary of
the civilized nations.
It is difficult to forecast the flow of im-

migration to this country, and we have no
statistics which enable us to determine our
national birth nnd death rates. The migra-
tion of the Eurorean people to the United
States is governed chiefly by the rate of
wages here and in Europe; and that is
regulated by the value of arable land in
this country. For the last forty-five years
wages have not only ruled uniformly
higher here than in Europe— they
always did, even in colonial times; but
owing to the large area of fertile land
which was offered for a trifle to the settlers,
there has always been a demand for labor
at the high prices. Hence emigration from
Europe to America has been simply limited
by the capacity of Europeans to pay their
passage to this country. Itmust be ex-
pected that the diminution of the area of
the public domain will have a tendency to
check the movement it is not by any
means as easy as itwas for a European im-
migrant to find a home on Government
land on which he can raise a family. In
consequence wages are gradually falling In
the Eastern States, while owing to the
depletion of the labor supply they are tend-
ing upward in many parts of Europe.
Should they be equalized, the supply of
population from foreign sources will be cut
off,, and we shall have to rely for our
grewth on natural increase. Itwill, how-
ever, be many years before our unimproved
lands will be brought under cultivation,
hence there are bright prospects lor the
present. \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0-\u25a0' -"•

BERLIN NOW COMPLAINS.

The tariff bill of the Ways and Means
Committee is not popular in Berlin. Our
readers will not be surprised to learn that
many Berlin merchants interested in the
exportation of goods to the United States
are bringing their influence to bear either
to have the billwithdrawn or greatly mod-
ified. The provisions in the bill which are
especially unpopular in Berlin are those
which increase the duties on woolen manu-
factures. The Berlin merchants and the
American free-traders agree indenouncing
this feature of the bill. The motives of the
Berlin merchants can be easily compre-
hended. They perceive that an increase in
the tariff od woolen goods will enable
American manufacturers to compete in
grades of goods that European mills have
hitherto had a monopoly of. Germany
naturally wants to sell the United States
all the goods it can, but why any portion of
tbe American people should take up the
fight of the German merchants is what no
one but free-traders understand.

SAI.AKIES IN PLACE OF FEES.

Sheriff Daniel E. Sickles of Xew York
has prepared a. bill to be submitted to the
Legislature for the better regulation of the
Sheriff's office. Lie proposes to give the
Sheriff and 9his deputies fixed salaries, and
to regulate fees in such a manner that they
willmeet the expense of the oflice. Salaries
are to be sufficiently liberal to induce
capable and honest men to take the offices.
The salary system is preferable to the fee
system. Under the former the public know
what the Sheriff and his deputies are enti-
tled toand can make extra charge dangerous.
Under the fee system it can always be as-
serted that the regular fees do not compen-
sate for the service, and consequently that'
irregular charges are resorted to to eke out
a living. Under the fee system the office
was much like private property, which the
managers were at liberty to turn to the best
account. Hence the speculations and ex-
tortions which attended every department
of the service.

I.nilm.iM. NOTES.

Parnell is expected to .make a savage
attack on the Land-purchase Bill. The
absence of all local control over the admin-
istration of the money he looks upon as
quite intolerable. These thirty-three mill-
ions, be argues, would have been a most
valuable fund if the Irish had home rule.
They could settle the land question with It,
but under Balfour's system it would go no-
where toward that end.

About the same time that Leo XIIIwas
advocating the distirmanie nt of Europe, as
its vast standing armies are Impoverishing
the people, the French were regaled with a
review of the garrison of Paris at Via-
cenuos. The display was pronounced su-

perb by those who witnessed it, there being
12,000 men of the infantry, artillery and
cavalry in Hue. "So long as Europe is filled
withsoldiers, so long will all this labor be
withdrawn from the soil and the poor will
be overburdened withtaxes to support the
system," said the Pope in the course of his
recent interview.

Secretary Windom in answering a query
of a Western newspaper correspondent,
has reviewed the silver legislation under
consideration by Congress, and points out
that for the concessions made to the silver
interests the only privilege demanded in
return is that of protecting the honor and
credit of the nation by a grant of power to
redeem its notes in either gold or in its
equivalent of silver bullion.

The British House of Commons has re-
jected the proposition in favor of a confer-
ence on bimetalistn. During the debate
Goscheu, th« Chancellor of the Exchequer,
said he was inclined to favor bimetalistn,
provided all the countries would perma-
nently maintain it under an international
agreement _

Japan has been recently visited by a cou-
ple of very bad tires, five hundred houses
and a hopital having been destroyed at
Yoshishiro-ch'), Yamamoto, while the fire at
Asakusa, Tokyo, made 639 families of 2321
persons homeless.

Three Europeans and a servant were re-
cently rescued from a band ol Hai-Phong
pirates by the payment ol $..0,000 in silver,
a hundred pieces of silk and twelve
