O'Uonnell'a Suudny Speech.

Dr. O'Donnell spoke yesterday- afternoon •
at the Sand' Lots to a gathering of about
150 of bis closest adherents. The doctor
was a little out of voice, but by a strong
effort managed to make himself heard. Ha
launched out witha characteristic declama-
tion against the encroachments ofmonopoly
and the systematic usurpation of the peo-
ple's rights, and ended by declaring that
the "Chinese must go." He referred to his
record as Coroner and claimed that he was
the only honest man that had ever occupied
tbat position In San Francisco, urging as
an argument that during his two years of
office he bad saved the city $10,000. . Draw-
ing from his pocket a bundle of papers -bo -
read a declaration of his principles, chief
among which was tbat if elected Mayor—
and he was confident he would \u25a0 be—he
would proceed at once to move the Chinese
outside the city limits. He paused several
times to rest bis voice and in the intervals
thus occurring a number of songs that had
been evidently written for the occasion
were sung.

According to
his own story lie was a passenger on a
Howard-street cable-car, off which he de-
elded to get at Fourth street.
