Whenever there Is a sudden and Inexplicable
falllng-off In the attendance at the base-ball
grounds there Is sure to be splendid games
played and the absent crank has a kick* coming.
Yesterday afteruoou the audience was much
smaller than Is usually seen at the grounds Sun-
day allernoons and the contesting clubs fur-
nished an exhibition thoroughly enjoyable to
everybody present. Errors were scarce, fielding
was sharp and hitting lively,and the game was
never uneven enough todeprive It ofinterest.

The Oakland?, minus their noisy coacher,
made a gallant cilort to stein the tide of defeat,
but the lads from Hie Slough City came down to
"do" the Colonels and accomplished their pur-
pose. Botchers was the chief obstacle to victory
the champions encountered. Big George was In
a tricky humor and played upon the gullibilityof
tlie opposing hitters so successfully that ton of
them succumbed lo his drops— three to a dose.
Six scattered bits were made oil his delivery, C.
O'Neill and McDonald being the only men in the
team from the town over the bay who could find
the ball safely more than once. Borchers, how.

scored.

Swan hit hard every lime he had a chance at tlieball, and succeeded lv placing the sphere for
three safeties.

LEAGUE LINERS.

Current Gossip From California Dia-
monds.

Ban Francisco still leads Inthe pennant race,
with Stockton a veryclose second. The Colonels
are still tv tbe thiid place and Sacramento main-
tains a strong hold on the tail end.

The California League Is playing under the
National League rules, and there Is probably not
another organization la the country where the
same are so frequently violated or disregarded,
Kule 1.l says both captains shall submit the bat-
tingorder of their teams to the umpire before
game commences and the list must be approved
by him. Kule 20, Section 1, provides that play-
ers of the aide at bat must seat themselves on
the players' bench and remain there until the
side Is out unless they are batsmen, base-runners
orcoachers; that all bats not lv use must be
kept in the bat-racks, and the two players next
succeeding the batsman must be ready, bat In
hand, topromptly step to the plate. It Is fre-
quently a source of annoyance and delay when
the game Iskept waiting while men are hunting
for their, sticks. Kule 28 says each team shall be
required to have present on the field, In uniform,
at least two or more substitute players. Kule GO
declares that Ibe Captains and coachers are re-
stricted In coaching to ths base-runner
only,aud are not allowed to address any remarks
except to the base- runner and then only In words
of necessary direction, and no player shall use
language which willlv any manner refer to or re-
flect upon a player of Hie oppposlng side or au-
dience. This rule has been a dead letter Inthe
league this year and coachers talked directly to
the batsmen. Kule 52, Section, 2 says the
master of the field must be invariably addressed
as "Mr.Umpire." Notwithstanding the wholesale

Ban Francisco flubs Want Half the Re-
ceipts nt Interior GrrneSa

Theßurllngtons or tbe Amateur League did not
put In an appearance yesterday at Vallejo, and
forfeited the game by a score of9to 0. Under
the rules oi the amateur organization the Bur*
llngioiisaie liable to expulsion from the league
unless they can make a satisfactory explanation.
The trouble I? piobably explained lv the follow-
ing clipping, taken liom (be Vallejo Chronicle of
last Saturday:

Ran Francisco has again shown her rapacity In
the ilttlo matter of the Amateur Base-ball League.
When this league was formed the conditions were
fully considered and satisfactorily agreed upon.
Vallejodepended upon the good faith of the city
clubs, and leased grounds at a high rent, made
Improvements at considerable cost, hired
players at respectable salaries. and thusbrought mnch expense upon the home team
that they otherwise would not have dared to carry.
Enthusiasm •was worked up by local pride, anil theVallejogames have been better attended than tbeleague games at any other place. Seeing this, the
San Iranclseo club manager, got together and drewup aresolution requiring Vallejo to band over halfthe gate receipts to the visiting club, after paying
tbo club's expenses. As acceptance of tucb a propo-
sition means bankruptcy for the town clubtbe only answer Is no, and the city
clubs may act ac*.nlliigly. There aremore clubs Inthe State thau th -> half-dozen com-prising the Amateur League, an.Ianother league
can easily De formed. (lames can be arranged andby good financial management the local groundsmay be made to pay. Wo do not Intend to crawl outhe ground before combinations of base-ball players
simply because they come from San Francisco. TheVallejoClub c..v beat any of them In a straightgame, aud the people of this town willsupport them

TURF NOTES.

A Review of Blood-Horse Spring

.Running Meeting.

Homer Thought to Bathe Best of the Two-
Year-Olds— Flambeau's Condition—Gen-

eral Track Items.

The Blood-horse Association's spring running
meeting which closed last Satuiday may be
fall called one of the most aucessf ul ever held
at the Bay District Tiack. When the books are
all balanced there is no doubt but that the asso-
ciation willhave an encouraging credit to the
good.

Compared with the association's past half-
dozen meetings, the attendance this spring has
been much tbe largest, and now that the public
confidence is fullyrestored in racing at the track,
a coustantly.increasing patronage may be confi-
dently expected. At the same time It wouldonly take about two flagrant robberies like last
spring's AlFarrow affair to utterly destroy all
faith on the part of the public and make ItIm-
possible to get a paying attendance under no
matter what conditions.

Except on the last day the track and weather
have been all that could be desired, and even on
Saturday the heavy condition of the track only
made the racing more exciting and gave outsid-ers a chance to beat the favorites.

SHE ONLY CONTRETEMPS.
The only contretemps of the moeilug was the

starling on Saturday and Tuesday and this wasspeedily iemedied by a change lv the handling
of the flag. No one can say that the starts werenot fair after the chauge was made, though Itmust be admitted that there were even then loug
waits at tne post, due entliely, however, to the
willfuldisobedience of the starter's orders by the
Jockeys, for which ihey were most deservedly
punished.
Itis a most satisfactory thing to be able to say

that not one case of trickery came up, either
before the Judges or was publiclynoticed durlug
the meeting, and uot the slightest suspicion at-
taches eveu to the worst of the poor marling on
the two first days. ItIs,of course, Impossible tosay what private understanding existed betweenowners of horses in any one race, but If therewere auy such, it was uot possible to detect itla
the running.

DISAPPOINTING YOUNGSTERS.
From a regular racegoer's point of view, thedisappointment of the meeting was the poor

showing made In the three-year-old stake racesby the opponents of Hie two Palo Alto cracks.
Outside of these two, not a stake three-year-old
ran that displayed even third-class form.

Another disappointment was the fallingoff in
point of equality In the entries for the two-year-
old events. some time before the meeting it wasthought thai the contests between llieKose, FaioAlto, Undiue, Thornton, |Shipp c, Heaist, Murry
and other two-year-olds would prove the events
of the meeting. This hope was not fulfilled.The Hearst, Thornton and Marry stables did uot
have a two year-old that came up to anything
like Its supposed true form, though they are all
of the best breeding. Their lallure to distin-guish themselves may be In all probability at-
tributed to the trouble In fitting the colts In limefor tbe meeting alter havingbeen kept back allwinter by tbe rains. The Shippee colts did notcome down, presumably because they too were
backward.

THE BEST COLTS.
The best two-year-old tbat showed up Is, In theopinion of good judges, the Oudiue stable's Ho-mer, next J. L. Hose's Fairy, aad then Alulkey's

Smlax. The hitter's game run at six furlongs
with 100 up in the heavy going was quite credit-
able. Falo Aliobas not shown, so far, a really
first-class two-year-old. for ltlnfax cannot be
called that. He bas had plenty of work aud wona race at Sao Jose.

The Orange Grove stable's colt Joe Woolmau
Is only secombclass. Judging liom what he baadone so far. llieie is this, however, tobeie-uiembered, tbat the weather lias been very muchagainst all the two-year-olds, and given a chauce
to get into condition a reversal of the formshownby them at the meeting is most probable.

SIN AND UETKIBUTION,

Iter. J* A*Crozan Discourses on Jonah's
-\u25a0"light to Tarahig b. ,

Rev. J. A. Cruzan, pastor of the Third
Congregational Church, chose for his text
last night that portion of the third verse of
the first chapter of Jonah which reads :
"So he paid the fare thereof," and which
refers to the prophet's flight to Tarshish.
The minister stated that there was not an
infidel In the entire city who was not famil-
iar with the book of Jonah; that they had
allmade a study of it,and that it was im-
possible to engage one of that class of
thinkers in conversation for five minutes
without his referring to the story of Jonah,

and that portion of it in particular which
refers to his connection with the whale. Of
that, however, itwas not his intention to
speak, but lie endeavored to draw from the
account of the prophet's flight the lesson
that the attempt of a man to fly from God
always ended ina dismal failure."

Men may sin," continued the speaker,
but God invariably hunts them down.

The sleuth hounds of the law are not one
half so relentless in their pursuit of acriminal, as is God in hunting down a sin-
ner. The young man who sins should bear
in mind that retribution is certain to over-
take him. Iflie does not know it now, he
willlearn sooner or later that a dishonest
dollar cannot be buried so deep but that it
willmake its way to the surface and cry
for justice. You can all remember when
the great city of New York was throttled
by the Tammany ring and her Treasury
robbed of millions, and yet, with a single
exception, every one of the fortunes thus
amassed were wasted away.
"1say to you now that God never forgets

these tilings, and no man can escape Him.
This Is tho lesson which1would draw from
the story of Jonah's sin and subsequent
flight."

MBS. COUPEU'S CLASS.
Frcebel's Birthday to Be Observed In

tile Kindergartens.

The introductory remarks at the opening
of the Bible class in the First Congrega-
tional Church yesterday were devoted to
the kindergarten work, in which this class
is so deeply interested. Mrs. Cooper said
that the birthday of Friedrich Frcebel, the
founder of the kindergarten system, will
be observed in all the Ireo kindergartens
to-day.

The subject of the lesson was "Forgive-
ness and Love," and it was based upon the
woman who broke the alabaster box of
precious ointment and anointed the Sa-
vior's feet. The Pharisees said: "Ifthis
man were a prophet, lie would have known
that this woman is a sinner." Jesus did
know, far better than Simon knew, said the
teacher, and he was not defiled by her
touch, but she was recovered to a true life
by his love and forgiveness. There are toomany nowadays who, like this Pharisee,
would bar the return of prodigals to a
better life. There is too littlemercy shown
to the wayward, even with the teachings of
this incident before the world for eighteen
centuries. That Pharisee, with his pride
and self-conceit, was no nearer heaven than
the poor woman whom he so quickly con-
demned. The discussion of the lesson on
the suiject of faith and love was very
earnest and interesting.
