A HEAVY LOS

Q

Flames Discovered by a Clerk in |

the Williams Block.

Nevills & Co’s Establishment Damaged to the
Extent of $50,000—A Lerge Qnantity
of Tea Spoiled by Water.

The Fire Department was called out at
8:15 o’clock last night to battle against one
of the hardest fires they have had to con-
tend with in some time,

The flames originated in the operatives’
room of J. Neville & Cc.’s bag and tent
making establishment, on the third floor of

the Williams Block, on the southeast cor-
ner of California and Davis streets, and
among some of the material used for

making bags. The fire laddies worked hard
for two hours before the fire was finally
subdued.

The building is a three-storied brick
structure, covering about 160 feet, both on
California and Davis streets, and is occu-
pied mainly by Neville & Co., who make
use of the entire top floor and one-third of
the ground and second floors. The other
portions of the building are occupied by
the John T. Cutting Company, commission
merchants, and as a store-room by Well-
mann, Peck & Co., wholesale grocers.

DISCOVERED BY A BOOK-KEEPER.

The fire was discovered by G. Knudson,
the book-keeper for the Cutting Company,
who was engaged in some late work. He
noticed the suspicions smell of smoke, and
immediately ran upstairs, to find the second
floor full ot smoke, wherenpon he ranein
for the. Fire Patrol. As soon as Captain
White arrived he made a thorou gh search,
but failed to discover the seat ot the fire.

Engine 12 was notified and immediately
responded and then waz turned in the alarm
from Box 264. The rm was responded to
by Engines 9, 4, 2, 5 and 17 and Truck Com-
panies 1 and 2. Eight streams were turned
on the fire until the entire building was lit-
erally flooded. The smoke burst throngh the
windows in great volumes, but there was
not even aspark to show where the fire
originated.

One thing with which the firemen had to
contend was the inferior quality of the
liose or the connections. During the time
the men were wo g there were no less
than eight breaks in the hose. Attempts
were made to repair them, but nothing
could be done with them. Several web-
work lines of telegraph wires and two flag-
staffs from the windows of Neville & Co.
also proved a hindrance to the department
in raising the extension ladders.

ESTIMATED LOSS OF & (

The loss is estimated at $75,000, and is
thought to be covered fully by insurance.
Neville & Co.’s stoek and machinery is
roughiy valued at $130,000. The machinery

is nea ud several of
the machines are very vwv: le, for the
reason that they will be difficult to dupli-
cate. The loss of this firm alone is esti-
mated at £50,000.

George W. Bryant, one of the principal
niembers of the firm, was apprised of the
fire, and he called immediately at the store.
He was very reticent regarding his loss or
insurance, and would give no definite an-
swers to questions regarding the loss. The
first and second flours of Neville's estab-
lishment are used principally as storage
roon aud the loss to the material therein
ed will have been caused by smoke
and water.

Wellman, Peck & Co. had alarge quantity
of tea stored in the second floor of the build-
ing, and this will be entirely destroyed.
The senior member of the firm resides in
Oakland, and could not come to the store,
80 that no estlmate could be made of the
value of the tea. The loss is said to be
considerable, however. Nothing is known
of the insurance.

OPERATIVES OUT OF WORK.

The store of the John T. Cutting Com-
pany is filled principaliy with canned goods,
and the only damage sustained is by water.
The loss is considered by General Cutting
to be slight and fully covered by insurance,

Mrs. Maria €oleman, mother of J. V.
Coleman and sister of the late William
O’Brien, is the owner of the building, and
the loss to it will amount to fully $10,000.

While the fire was in progress all the car-
lines leading to the ferries were blocked,
and passengers going to and coming from
Oakland were greatly inconvenienced.

Frank Maguire of Truck 1 drove his right
hand through one of the lLeavy panes of
plate glass, while bursting it open, and sus-
tained an ugly gash on the wrist,

The City Council held its stated meeting
last evening at which a large amount of
routine business was transacted.

A petition fiom residents of East Oak-
land for the improvement of Independence
square was referred to the Board of Public
Works.

A communication from the Board of Pub-
lic Works for permission to set ninety more
men at work on the streets was referred to
the Finance Committee and Auditor.

Mayor Glascock sent in his approval of
the ordinance approvriating $2700 for the
construction of a culvert on Broadway, and
Contractor Palmer was granted an exten-
sion of forty days on the contract for grad-
ing Broadway.

Auditor Snow presented a statement of
the financial condition of the city, showing
a probable surplus at the end of the fiscal
vear of $45,000, The report also showed
that an increase of $20,000 had been made
by the increase of saloon licenses. 1Itis
estimated that the assessment-roil will be
inereased $2,000,000 in the next fiscal year.

A communication from Frank J. Moilitt,
manager of the Times, in reply to the
statement of Councilman Brosnahan at a
prévious meeting and criticising members
of thie council, was presented, but the re ad-
ing was objected to and it was referred to a
special commirttee consisting of Councilmen
Evans, Camron and McAvoy, who reported
that it be filed without reading, as it was
highly disrespectiul to members of the
council. The report was adopted.

A DANGEROUS CRANK,

**Are you a private detective?” asked a
wild-eyed, ecccentric-looking individual of
Jos Bardelini, whom he accosted at the
Free Reading-room yesterday afternoon.
Bardelini, who is a copyist in the County
Recorder’s gtlice, of ecourse denied that he is
a Hawkihaw in disguise.

A few hours later, about 6:50 o’clock in
the evening, Bardelini was standing on
Broadway, near Twelith street, when the
saiue stranger appeared, and pulling out a
Smith & Wesson revoiver, hegan firing at
him. Four shots were fired 1n quick suec-
cession, one of which, passing between
Bardelini’s right arm and body, grazed the
skin. The bystanders seized the shooter,
and Ofiicer Curtiss, who was near by, took
the prisoner to the City Hall, where he was
bovked for an assault to murder and for
carrying a weapon concealed.

The man gave his name as George Stokes,
and said he was 32 years of age, but talked
in an incoberent manner about people put-
ting poison into his food. Several days ago
Stokes called on the Chief of Police and
complained that people were trying to poi-
son him, atthe same time demarding pro-
tection. He was apparently outof his head,
but he was set down as a harmless crank.

Bardelini was removed to a physician’s
office and found to be more frightened than
injured. He says that he does nol know
Stokes, but has seen him eying him on sev-
eral occasions, and on one Stokes followed

him some distance. There is no reason al-
leged for the shooting except Stokes is

laboring under a delusion.
EXPERT BURGLARS AT WORK.

A bold burglary has come to light, al-
though the police authorities have been
keeping the matter durk on the theory that
secrecy may assist them in apprehending
the criminals. On Monday morning, about
2 o’clock, Mrs. Mary Chapman, residing at
120 East Fourteenth street, was awakened
Ly a flash from a dark lantern and discoyv-
ered two masked men in her bed-roomwm.

She was greatly frightened, but remained
quiet, while the burglars ransacked the
bureau drawers and secured a gold watch
and chain, a diamound ring, several brace-
lets and some other trinkets, to the value
of about $600.
