TROUBLED LABOR.

J. B. Stetson Encourages tlio
Striking Holders.

O'Kane's Harness-Makers Will Quit Work To-
Day—Cigar-Makers' Boycotts— Another

Strike Imminent.

"There are just six competent molders in
the employ of the Manufacturers' and En-
gineers' Association, and Iwould like to
capture thejn," said President Valentino of
the Molders' Union yesterday.

"1 have no doubt that iho Risdon and
the Fulton and the City Woafcs have a big
squad of men; but they would not like to
have one of them publicly tested as to his
ability to mold iron. Iwill no longer say
wo are winning the strike. We have
won it.

"Competent molders cannot be obtained
in the East, because all Eastern molders
who are competent are at work. The man-
ufacturers may obtain the 'scrubs,' and
they are welcome to them, and the fact that
they have been employing 'scrubs' shows
why the agents of Eastern firms who em-
ploy none but union molders are gathering
in contracts by the wholesale in this city."

The California Railroad Company is
about to extend its system of roads, and
"illbo obliged to have over 8100,000 of
machinery and casting done at an early
date. The molders were informed of tin
company's necessity yesterday, and at once
sent the Executive Committee of the Iron
Trades' Conference to interview President
Stetson.

SHALL BE MADE IN CALIFOr.SI.V,

.Mr. Stetson told them that ins company
required 9100,000 worth of machinery and
castings, He declared that the patrons of
the road are California^, who prosper as
the city and State prosper, and that he, as
a Califoruian, had decided that all the work
for the extension should be made In Cali-
fornia. "Strike or no strike," lie said,
"our iron shall be made In California, and
ifpossible in this city."

lie asked why the strike had been or-
dered, and being informed said that public
welfare demanded a settlement Bat a
settlement appears to be as tar away as
ever.

The members of the union say that the
manufacturers were not willingto pay! the
minimum rate of 53 50 per day, which the
union demanded, yet they have published
the following advertisements iv the St.
Louis Globe-Democrat:

Wanted— lrou-molders; wages S3 50 per day,
and steady Hoik guaranteed; cost ol trausnoita-
llon it-iu:,ueo to steady and Rood men. Union
Iron Works, San fraucisco.—

iron-oiolders; wages S3 50 per day,
and steady workguaranteed; cost ol transporta-
tion reluuded to steady and good men. Kisdon
Iron Works, Sau Francisco.

Similar advertisements are published in
the same paper by the Fulton and National
works. Yet the manager of the Kisdon
works bas repeatedly told the representa-
tives of the press that they have all the
men they require.

Mil. KEHP. SHOWS 111- BOOKS.
J. W. Kerr of the Occidental Iron Works

was shown these advertisements yesterday
afternoon, lie denied thai the Manufac-
turers' Association designed to reduce
wages, but admitted that they had designed
to lower the minimum compensation given
to molders from §350 to S3 per day."

THE -\MKillCAN* .MECHANIC.
He Is Compared Will. Those or Europe

l>y a Muster Builder.
Mr. George Watson, First Vice-President

of the Master Builders' Exchange, Phila-
delphia, Fa., returned home in the early
part of the year from a nine months' so-
journ in foreign countries. During his ah-
seuce be visited the principal cities of in-
terest upon the other side of the water,
and made investigations which are of value
not only to builders but to all interested in
the industrial education of the American
youth. The following, says Carpentry and
Building, Is the picture which Mr. Watson
draws of the European mechanic:

The mechanic of Europe is a laborer; lie
looks like a laborer, and 1 certainly felt
proud of being an American mechanic
when Iunderstood bis condition. The
methods of European workmen are some-
times different from those of workmen
here. Inmany trades they are artists. The
stone-masons and plasteters. Inparticular,
are artists, but in Salzburg Isaw them
trudging along, wheeling their tools in
handcarts.

In San Bemo 1saw them handle stone in
a curious way. Four men would lifta
stone of great weight and set it on the head
of a fifth man, who would carry it to thepoint on a level, or to the floor of a build-
ing where itwas to be laid, and then four
other men would remove it from the head
of the carrier and set it in its place. All
through Germany and Austria 1 saw
women mixing and carrying mortar for themasons and brick-layers.

They do not use hods, but a kind of tray
winch they carry on their heads. InZurich
1saw a peculiar style of pile-driving. The
weight was hauled up by a rope drawn
baud over hand by a gang of men, who
would let go the rope when they wantedthe weight to drop. This method did notwork as well a*, ours. InMunich Ivisitedone of the beer gardens frequented by
workmen and talked with an intelligent

'-cutter, lie said the workmen rarely
had meat to eat more than once a week.

Their dinner consisted of their beer, alittle brown bread and sausage. The jeer

cost them 2 cent.-, a gallon, and they drank
itquietly at work or at dinner. Isaw no
disorder whatever among them, and, infact, saw but three drunken men during
the whole time Iwas in Europe.

During the past month 2,'..0_ cigars
made by white labor have been sold, asagainst 2,680,400 for the same month lastyear.

license by peddlers of meat, fish, vegetables,
etc., being an enactment of the board is
subject to alteration and amendment by the
same legislative body which passed it. The
question whether an ordinance regulating
the sale of tho articles mentioned and fixing
a rate of license conflicts withSection 3381
of the Political Code has been settled nega-
tively by the Supreme Court. Mr.Flour-
noy believes, therefore, that the board lias
the power to increase the license upon a
particular article or business withoutneces-
sarily raising any other rate.

The document was referred to the License
Committee.

l-KOTECTIXO STRIPED IJASS.
A communication was read from the Fish

Commissioners, submitting an order pro-
hibiting the sale in the markets and else-
where of striped bass less than eight pounds
in weight, and asking its adoption.
