San* Jose, April 21.—The twenty-third
annual encampment of the Department of
California, Grand Army of the Kepublici
met in Turner's Uall at 11 o'clock this fore-
noon, with George E. Gard of Los Angeles,
Department Commander, in the chair. The
encampment opened iv duo form.

A resolution presented on behalf of the

comrades of San Jose posts indorsing the
billto appropriate £200,000 by Congress for
a public building at Sau Jose was unani-
mously adopted.

A resolution reinstating four past post
commanders of the post at Watsonville,
which surrendered its charter in ISS7, and
who were out of the organization long
enough to lose their honors, was unani-
mously adopted and they were admitted to
•eats in the encamiment. They are now
members of posts at San Jose.

A sub-committee of the Council of Ad-
ministr f.ti. presented to the encampment
a series of resolutions to the memory of
Francis H. Bacon, late Assistant Adjutant-
General. The resolutions were unanimously
adopted by a rising vote, and the encamp-
ment adjourned until 2 o'clock out of re-
spect to the deceased Assistant Adjutant-
General.

At2 o'clock the Department Encampment
reassembled, with the Department Com-
mander presiding and 200 members present
The reports of the various officers were pre-
sented, and their leading occupied the
greater part of tne afternoon. The reports
of the Department Commander, Assistant
Adjutant-General Will 11. Voorbees and
Quartermaster-General L. S. Butler show
that at the commencement of the year there
was an indebtedness of $1300, with less
than S-'OO in cash and supplies on hand,
and the supplemental report of the Quar-tenuaster-Geucial shows the indebtedness
to have been entirely paid up, a cash bal-
ance of $450 and supplies on hand of the
value of S.._*o 03— a total of $8.8 03, against
an indebtedness of more than SHOO at the
beginning of the term.
The report of the Adjutant-General shows

a membership of 6484 on April Ist in USposts. The net loss inmembership, accord-
ing to the books, during the year was
eighteen. Tbo Adjutant-General reports
that the actual membership December,

1888, was only 6422, instead 9. 6502.
A motion tendering the thanks of theDepartment Encampment to the Depart-

ment Commander and his staff for the suc-cessful administration of the financial af-
fairs of the department during the past
year was unanimously aud enthusiasticallyadopted.

A LIVELY CAUCUS.

The Silver Question Causes a
Long Discussion.

Republican Members of the House at Work
on the Problem.

The Risdon Iron Works to Enter Into Cora-

petltlo^for the Construction of

War Vessels.

Special by the California Associated Press.

Washington (D. C), April 21.—Lively
interest was manifested by the Republican
members of the House in the caucus on the
silver question at the Capitol to-night. The
great importance of the question at issue
was recognized by all who were in attend-
ance. Mr. Henderson of Illinois,the Per-
manent Chairman of the Republican cau-
cus, presided. Mr. Conger of lowa pre-
sented the House caucus committee report

and explained why the committee failed to
agree with the caucus committee on the sil-
ver question.

Conger said that nine out of the fifteen
members on the committee favored the
Windom billas modified by the Committee
on Coinage, Weights and Measures. The
nine members referred to are McKinley,
Bayne, Walker, Knapp, McKenna, Corn-
stock, McComas, Cannon aud Conger.

He argued that the bill made great con-
cessions to the extreme silver men and
urged its passage because itwas sanctioned
by the Administration.

Perkins presented the views of the
minority of the committee. He made a
lengthy argument favoring the Senate hill
with the modifications suggested by the mi-
nority.

One change provided that the Secretary
of the Treasury shall purchase 4,500,000
ounces of silver bullion each mouth instead
of so many dollars. He said this plan had
been couceded by the Senato Caucus Com-
mittee.

Perkins said: "The minority wanted to
strike out from the Senate bill that clause
reading as follows: 'and also to purchase
such gold bullion as may be offered at the
Treasury or any Sub-Treasury at a price not
exceeding Sl for twenty-three grains of
pure gold,' and to add the words 'provided
that in no event shall less than 2,000,000
ounces of pure silver be purchased in any
one month, and further provided that this
shall nut be construed to modify or repeal
the provisions of the existing law, author-
izing the issue of gold or certificates on tbedeposit of gold or silver coin.'

"
The minority also wanted to strike out the

sentence that "the notes issued shall be re-
deemable on demand in lawful money of
the United States, and that when so re-
deemed it shall be canceled, aud such
treasury notes shall be receivable for all
public dues, and when so received shall be
reissued." In place of this the minority
wants to Insert after the words "shall bo"
the words "a legal tender at their nominal
value for all dues, public and private, ex-cept otherwise expressly stipulated in' the
contract heretofore made, and when suchtreasury notes are received for public dues
they shall be reissued."

To the billthe minority added an amend-
ment providing that the act shall take effect
thirty days after Its passage. The minority
had also agreed to stiike out from the Sen-
ate bill in nearly every instance the words
"gold and silver," whenever they preceded
the worn "bullion."

The minority report was agreed to by
Henderson, Partine, Wickham, Carter,
Taylor and Perkins.

After Perkins aud others had spoken,
Cannon moved that the caucus adopt the
House billpresented by the majority of the
committee. The motion was opposed by
Buchanan, Sweeny, Kerr, Payson, Sander-
sou, Kowell, Bayne, Walker and Dnrsey, the
last of whom made a political speech predict-
ing the defeat of the Kepublican party ifa
free coinage bill was not passed. On mo-
tion of Perkins itwas agreed to recommendthe matter to the Caucus Committee, which
meets again next Weduesday night. Itwas developed during the discussion that alarge majority of the members present were
opposed to the Wiudom bill.

NEAV CKUISEHS.
The Kisdon Iron Works Will Bid for the

Construction of Two of Them.
Washington, April 21.—The Post to-

day says that James Guiler, representing
the Kisdon Iron Works of San Francisco,
and formerly of the Union Iron Works,
has been in the East for some time in the
interest of his company. He has been in
Washington for several days past, and has
put in a good deal of his time at the Navy
Department interviewing Secretary Tracy,
Commodore Melville, Chief of Ordnance,
and Naval Constructor Hichborn in regard
to the feasibility of his firm entering bids
for the proposed new cruisers, Nos. 2 and
6, advertisements for which willsoon be
Issued. Mr.Guiler, as a result of his inter-view, has notified Secretary Tracy that the
Kisdon Iron Works will submit bids on
both cruisers. It is thought at the Navy
Department that surely one, and possibly
both, of the vessels willhe built on the Pa-
cific Coast. While in the Fast Mr. Guiler
has visited the most noted ship-yards, with
the view of improving, if possible, the
ship-building plant of his works.
