A Review by Commander-in-Chief Alger
and the Governor.

Judge A. J. Buckles of Vallejo Elected De-
partment Commander—A Sumptu-
ous Banquet.

SAN Josg, April 22.—General Alger and
party arrived this morning at 9:45 o’clock
and were escorted by the Veteran Guard
Thomas Post and the First U. S. Artillery
Band to the Hotel Vendome. They were
metat the depot by Commander Gard and
the Reception Committee. At the Vendome
General Alger held a reception for an hour.

Generai Alger and Governor Waterman,
accompanied by Captain Seamans of
Alger’s stoff, Colonel Trumbo of Water-
man’s and the ladies of the party, were then
escorted to the rendezvous. The parade of
the Grand Army was a sucecess, about 1200
veterans being in line. The San Jose Com-
pany of the National Guard and members
of the local posts had the head of the line.
The Veteran Guard of California, G. A. R.,
followed, as escort to General Alger, Com-
mander-in-Chief, who was accompanied by
Governor Waterman and staff. Next came
the members of the Department Encamp-
ment and other posts of San Francisco and
Alameda counties. They made a good
showing. The streets of the city along the
line of march were decorated with flags and
streamers.

General Alger and Governor Waterman
and staffs reviewed the procession from the
steps of the Court-house.

The encampment met at 2:30 o’clock,
Commander Gard In tne chair. The elee-
tion of officers was first taken up. For
Commander H. T. Smith of Oakland was
first nominated, but declined, and Judge
A. J. Buckles of Fairfield, a men.ber of
Farragut Post, No. 4, of Vallejo, and J. B.
Fuller of Corinth Post, No. 80, of Marys-
ville, were nominated. Judge Buckles was
elected on the first ballot by a vote of 213 to
130, and on motion of Mr. Fuller the elec-
tion was made unanimous. During the
election General Alger, the Commander-in-
Chief, was admitted, amid the enthusiaslic
cheers of the comrades. He made an ad-
dress which conveyed the greetings of the
Eastern Department Encampments to Cali-
fornia in wemery of the reception tendered
them in 1886. He gave & review of the pen-
sion legislation, stating that the Pension
Committee and Limself had done every-
thing that could be done. He denied that
he was against the pension bills, as had
been said, but he was willlng to accept
what would do good to 20,000 old soldiers
and their families rather than get nothing,
believing that in a short time there would
be a change in the sentiment of Congress
on the matter. The boys would cast their
votes formen for Congress who would see
them righted.

A delegation of ladies asked admission
during the progress of the election, and
a recess was declared. Mrs. Gard, wife of
the Department Commander, accompanied
by several other members of the Woman’s
Relief Corps, were escorted to the platform.
Mrs. Charles A. Bicknell of Carson, Ney.,
in a most eloquent address, presented, in
behalf of the old scldiers of Nevada, to the
encampment a gavel made from portions of

a tree from the battle-field at Gettysburg, a
tree from Spottsylvania, from the stockade
at Aundersonville and from the timbers of
the Hartford, Farragut’s flagship. A re-
sponse was made by R. S. Johnson, Senior
Vice Department Commander.

The election then proceeded, and A. E.
Mintie of Dix Post, San Jose, was elected
Senior Vice Department Commander; W.
H. Wharff of Lincoln Post, San Francisco,
Junior Vice Department (‘ommander; Dr.
M. T. Price of Colton, San Bernardino
County, Medlcal Director; Rev. J. A, Cru-
zan of Thomas Post, San Franciseo, De-
partment Chaplain; S. S. Pettit, Oakland,
Charles B. Grass and W. F. Randall, San
Francisco, S. G. Whipple, Eureka, Nev..
and W. II. Seamans were elected Council
of Administration, and W, H, L. Barnes
Delegate-at-Large to the Natianal Encamp-
ment. They were all elected without op-
position.

Pending the counting of the ballots for
the six delegates for the National Encamp-
ment and the six alternates an adjourn-
mwent was taken until to-immerrow morning.

Company E, Nineteenth Regiment Iudiana In-
fantry, June, 1861. This regiment becamne a
patt of the *lIron Bilgade,” First Division First
Army Corps, Aimy of the Potomae. fe was
with the regiment at the front in all the great
campaigns of that army, except the Peninsula.
At the second Bull Kun baitie he was shot
through the right thigh and taken prisoner, but
eflected his escape soon after, Prior 1o the Gellys-
burg eampalgn Lie had been detatied, at his own
request, as one of the color guard, and during
the Geilyvsburg battie be rescued thé flag of his
regiment, but was soon after struek in the right
shoulder with a rifie ball, which so disabled him
that he could pever after carry a Kuapsack.
When sufliclently recovered, altbough the
wound was not healed, he returned to
his regiment, and was at once made the
color-bearer thereof, a position he long had
sought. At the batile of the Wilderness, while
caniying ilie flag he was shot thiough the body,
and when carried to the rear he was informed by
the surgeon that he must die as Lis wound was a
fatal one, and for this reason ang owing to the
great number of wounded who would in all
probabliity recover, but lttle attention was pala
to him. 8o certain were all that he would not
recover the report went forth * Killed in the
Wilcerness” In 1886 hie recovered a small Bi-
ble, carried by him 1o that battle and lost there,
which on the fly-leaf bore the words * Kill ain
the Wilderness. However, being of a strong
coustitution and possessed of an iron will he re-
covered sufficiently to return to the frout, where
he found bis reglment so depleted In numbers
that it had beeu covsolidated with the Tweutieth
Indiana, and lo this reglinent he was given a

commission as Second Lleutenant. At the be

BERLIN, Avpril 22. — The Freisinnige
Zeitung publishes an account of alleged re-
marks made by Bismarck to a deputation
from the Manufaclurers’ Association of the
16th inst. Bismarck, it is said, declared
with emption that he would gladly
have remained in office if the Emperor
had so desired. He attributed his re-
moval to the intrigue of his opponeuts,
especially of a Minister who owed his posi-
tion to him. He admitted that he differed
with the Empseror on the labor question.
“The Goverament’s present policy,” he
said, “must entail harsh dealing with the
Socialists.” Count Bismarck said he was
glad to leave the treadmill of office, but was

sorry for his father, who wanted to remain.

A Fete, Luncheor, Dinner and Ball Tendered
Him at Brussels.

BrusserLs, April 22.—The Societiy of En-
gineers gave a grand fete on the bourse in
honor of Stanley to-day. An address was
presented to the explorer. The King,
addressing the society, said he was
glad of the founding of the
Congo  Free State, for it had
already Dbeen  productive of useful
results as regards national activity. The
commmand of the resources of the Congo
country opened up a new career to Belgian
commerce promising a prosperous future.
An address with 40,000 signatures, convey-
ing the thanks of the community for Leo-
pold’s work in Africa, was presented to the
King.

Stanley was banqueted this evening by
American Minister Terrill. The Congo
Committee gave him a ball, and the Anti-
Slavery Society tendered him a luncheon.

PACIFIC MAIL TERMINUS.

Efforts of Competing Roads to Secure the
Oriental Trade.

NEw Yorg, April 22.—The Mail and Ex-
press says: The personal feelings of Mr.
Gould are complicating the affairs of the
Pacific Mail. The Northern Pacific is
anxious to compete with the Canadian Pa-
cific in the China and Japan trade by se-
curing the Pacific Mail terminus at Tacoma.
Gould is only too willing to make Tacoma
the only terminus, while Huntington’s in-
terests in the Central Pacific will not per-
mit him to take the other line entirely away
from San Francisco. Gould’s object is to
take away business from the Union Pacifie
and the Northern Pacific is ready to guar-
autee the steamship company 875,000 a
month if it will make Tacoma its terminus.
Nothing is settled §et.

The Commercial Advertiser on the same
subject says: The buying of Northern Pa-
cific_stock to-day was done by the strong
parties., The point on which the stock was
bulled was the proposed contract with the
Pacific Mail for the Tacoma terminus. The
story in the street was that the Northern
Pacific authorities have offered to guaran-
tee the Pacific Mail Company $75,000 per
month in consideration of the change. The
sum named is higher than will be seriously
considered. The guarantee of a smaller
sum will, however, undoubtedly be offered,
together with terminal facilities for the ves-
sels. It may be stated on excellent author-
ity that Villard and Huntington are much
nearer together in the matter than has been
supposed. If Huntington withdraws his
opposition the change may be made.

LOOKED LIKE EYRAUD.

Belief That Gouff:’s Murderer Committed

THE CLAYTON MURDER.

The House Committee en Route to Arkansas
to Bogin the Inquiry.

LirtLE Rock, April 22.—The impending
inquiry into the Clayton-Breckinridge
contest by a committee from the House has
occasioned the greatest interest here. The
city is over-run with witnesses, over 1300 in
all having been summoned from the counties
in the Secoud Congressional District. Mr.
McClure, who will conduct the inquiry into
Clayton’s assassination in behalf of the

Govern=+ent, in & private conversation to-

night said that he would produce testimony
before the committee not heretofore made
publie, pointing directly to two men as the
assassins of Clayton. One was a Deputy
Sheriff and the other a saloon-keeper, both
of Conway County at the time the terrible
deed was committed. Mr. Breckinridee
left Washington with the committee, and
he and the party are expected to arrive
here to-morrow night.

THE MISSISSIPPI FLOOD.

Bayou Sara Entirely Inundated, and Imme-
diate Relief Asked For.

Bavou SARA (La.), April 22.—The levee
gave way at the foot of Fountaln street at
an early hour this morning. A general
alarm was sounded, and all the people
turned out, and after hard work closed the
break. It was soon found, however, that
the rising river was running over the front
of the levee, and nothing could be done to
check it. Tremendous econfusion ensueq.
Every boat and raft was brought into requi-
sition. Lanterns could be seen every-
where, and the ecries and shouts of men,
women and children, working to save their
effects, could be heard in every direction.
Not a house in town has escaped iuuud:}-
tion, and from daybreak until e\'eni.ng it
has been raining hard. The loss will be
considerable, as flood and destruetion meet
the eye at every poiut. Two other cre-
vasses developed during the day, and alto-
gether the prospects for Bayou Sara are not
encouraging for early relief from the flood.

NEW ORLEANS, April 22 — Governor
Nictols has received the following dispatch
from Bayou Sara:

“We have been overwhelmed by storm
and rain. Crevasses are numerous along
the front. The old Morganza levee is
broken. Send boat at once to save the
people or there may be a great loss "ol
life. Mayor GLYNN.

A gale has drlven the gulf waters into
Lake Pontchartrain to such an extent that
tide water has covered the shell roads lead-
ing to Spanish Fort and West End, and also
submerged the sparsely settied seciions of
the northeastern suburbs of the city, doing
much damage to gardens, ete.

About novon to-day the levee gave way
just above the sugar-tiouse on T. S. Wilkin-
son’s Myrtle Grove plantation on the Mis-
sissippi. In twenty mioutes the break was
fifty feet wide and the water was pouring
through in an irresistible torrent. The
levee at that point is some thirty miles
below the cily., ‘T'he right bank was pretty
high and much damage will result from the
crevasse.

Reports from the lake this morning say
the water rose eighteen inches during the
night, and places that have never before
been overflowed were submerged this
morning. Reports from various points in
the rear of the city show the water still ris~
ing, and that part of the city is now sub-
merged. In the Fourth District the fluod is
said to have extended itself as far as
Franklin street. In the Second and
Third districts, all back of Clairborne street,
are flooded, and houses are said to be float-
ing away. In London avenue atdark the
wind was still blowing strongly from the
east, and the back-water was rising fast.
Gentilly Ridge is overflowing and the baau-
tiful Metarie Cemetery is a lake of water.
The mound that shelters the remains of
Jeff Davis is an island in this sea, while the
tomb is upder several feet of water.

This afternoon grave apprehensions were
caused by the receipt of a dispateh from
Governor Nichols, stating that a crevasse
had occurred at Morganza in Point Coupee.
At dark the break was 400 feet wide and
12 feet deep and spreading. This will in-
undate the richest sngar-growing parish in
the State. Further details are awaited with
eagerness,

The protection levee in front of Vidalia,
opposite Nuatchez, Miss,, broke this morn-
ing, but the whole town responded to the
alarm and turned out and raised the em-
bankment, stopping the dow of water into
the town.

At 10 o’clock Lake Coneordia levee broke,
and at dark the break was 200 feet wide, and
the water was running through it like a miil
ace,

NEW ORLEANS, April 23.—At1 o’clock this
morning a crevasse occurred at the Mar-
tinez Place, ten miles below Baton Rouge,
fifty feet wide and eight feet deep. There
are vague charges that the levee was cut by
men from the opposite side of the river.

THEIR LAST SHIFT.

——

A Rock Springs Coal Mine
on Fire,

Between Thirty and Forty Micers Perish
in the Flames.

The Work of Rescue Completely Stopped
Owing to Frequent Explosions
of Fire-Damp.

Bpeclal by the California Associated Press,

CHEYENNE, April 22—A fierce fire is in
progress in No. 4 Mine at Rock Springs.
It is valued at §1,000,000 and is the Union
Pacific’s best fuel property. Its average
output is 500 cars a day in winter and one-
half that number in summer. The fire was
started through the carelessness of some
Chinamen who were cooking their lunch in
fa room. It started in an entry through
which there was a continual draft, and
spread rapidly.

The alarm was sounded at 9:30 o’clock
this morning. Whites and Chinese swarmed
from the shafts, but many were cut off.
There is no way of ascertaining the number
of men in the mine when the fire started.

At 10:30 o’clock a terrific explosion of fire-
damp made the earthi tremble and loosened
coal in the other mines. Allthe men in the
camp, and women and children, as well,
gathered at the entrance to No. 4 and a dis-
tressing din was raised by their eries and
shrieks. :

Ifa husband or son left the side of a
woman she immediately cried that he was
dying io the mine, and implored those
about her to save her dear one.

A rescuing party was finally organized.
They had lett the surface but a few min-
utes when the thunder of a second explo-
sion reached the ears of the crowd at the
tunnel’s mouth. A wild tumult followed,
and only subsided somewhat when one dead
and half a dozen disabled men were brought
out,

Another searching squad descended in
half an hour and brought back, in a shert
time, four insensible Chinamen, with the
information that several others were dead
or dying in the rooms from which their
burdens were brought,

The report of a third explosion, the loud-
est yet, followed the rescuers to the surface
and immense volumes of smoke began to
issue from the shafts, discouraging the or-
ganization of another searching party, and
settling the fate of at least thirty or forty
men in the mine, mostly Chinese. The
mine is operated through tunnels driven
into the hillside. Most of these have been
closed. The fight against the fire is being
made with water, but orders have been re-
ceived from the Superintendent in Cheyenne

to try to smother it. The mine will be
closed up.

A CALIFORNIAN'S BEQUESTS.

Provisions of the Will of the Late Francis G.
Cunningham.

NEW YORE, April 22.—QOgden, Beckman
& Ogden yesterday filed the will of Francis
G. Cupningham, who died March 24th at
Nice. Cunuinghaw was a brother-in-law
uf D. O. Mills, and left a sister, Mrs. Mary
C. Bishop, and severalnephews and nieces.
The will names as trustees and executors
D. O. Mills, Heber R. Bishop, James and
Frank Cunningham anda Ogden Mills, but
the indorsement on the petition states that
only Frank Cunningham will qualify. The
bulk of the will is taken up with provisions
regarding a trust of $360,000 for thie benefit
of Marie R. Filippini of Paris and daughter,
Gabrielle Francoise. The will concludes:

*I authorize by this, my last will and tes-
tameunt, said Gabrielle Francoise, tc assume
and take and use the name of Gabrielle F.
Cunninghem.” The will directs the trus-
tees to found the trust with the real estate
in this city and his bonds and personal se-
curities. If this be not sufficient they are
to make up the deficiency by taking so
much of his real estate in San Francisco
as willj be necessary. Mme. Filippini is
to have £3000 a year for her life. She is
also to receive $4000 a year for the main-
tenance and education of Gabrielle. After
Gabrielle attains the age of 23 years she is
to receive $60,000 of the principal of the
trust, or if she marries before, with the
ﬁunsuut of her mother, she is to have $60,000

The will further directs that one-fifth of
the income of the residuary estate be paid
to the oldest son of the late William Cuyp-
ningham, living at San Francisco, upon the
death of Francis G. Cunningham, and the
remainder of the income of the residuary
estate be divided equally amoug other
nejhews and nieces of decedent. Their
children are to have the principal. These
are Ogden Mills, Mrs.Whitelaw Reid, James
and John M. Canningham of San Frauncisco,
William Cunningham, Frederick G. Cun-
ningham, Elizabeth G., Mary M. and
Frank Cunningham. One of the heirs said
last evening that none of the family had a
personal acquaintanca with Mrs. Filippini
or Gabrielle, but there would certainly be
no contest of her rights,

CATLETTSBURG (Ky.), April 22.—Frank
Phillips, who figured prominently as an
officer during the Hatfield-McCoy feud, has
been killed on Peter Creek, Pike County,
by Colonel W. S. Smith. Phillips was a
young man of undoubted bravery, and it was
through his efforts that the Hatfields
were returned to Kentucky for the killing
of the McCoys, where five of the gang are
in the Denilentialr?y, and one, Elias Mounts,
was hanged, in February, through his ef-
forts. He killed two men in Logan County,
West Virginia, lngettinz the Hatfields, and
for this he was indicted there.

IRISH NATIONAL LEAGUE.

Resignation of the Vice-President of the
American Branch.

BosTtoN, April 22.—Rev. P. A. Mackenna,
the Vice-President of the Irish National
League, sends a communication to the
press resigning his position. He assigns
several reasons for his action, He de-
nounces a letter sent by Dr. O’Rielly of St.
Louis to Dillon, M.P., and says O’Rielly’s
statement is false about delegates last week
assembling from ‘“every State in the United
States.” He says the National League has
no existence in this country at the present
time.

case of O’Reilly vs. Grant. 1In to-morrow’s
issue of the Inter Ocean Grant reiterates his
startling charges against what he calls the
inner circle of the National League. The
article is a scathing attack on the recent
change of policy to a total separation, at
which O’Reilly hinted in his reply to the
address of the Mayor of St. Louis last
week.

OHIO MURDERERS.

S:ay of Execution Granted—Motion for a New
Trial Overruled.

CoruMBUS (Ohio), April 22.—The Cireunit
Court to-day granted a stay of execution to
Otto Leuthe, the Clevelaud boy murderer, to
June 20th.

The Supreme Court overruled the motion
for a new trial for Blythe, the murderer of
Colonel Jones of Cincinnati, and fixed the
date of execution as May 23d.

GuTHRIE, April 22,—Captain W. L. Couch
was buried at 2 o’clock to-day from the M,
E. Church of Oklahoma City. There was
an immense attendance at the funeral.

THE CHICAGO STRIKE.

Desperate Encounter Bstween Non-Union
Carpenters and Strikers,

CHICAGO, April 22—The ecarpenterd
strike presented an unchanged appearance
to-day. The same sporadic attempts on the
vart of the bosses to resume work were
made with the usual uncertain results, The
Carpenters’ Council held a conference this
afterncon with President Gompers of the
American Federation of Labor, at which
the strike in all its relations was discussed.

The labor situation this afterncon pre-
sents a more serious aspect. Itis believed
that by the 1st of May tiadesmen number-
ing 25,000, belonging to the Federation of
Labor, will quit work Tn sympathy with the
eight-hour movement. Should such be the
case the interests of the city will be badly
demoralized.

Wiile a number of non-union carpenters
were engaged in erecting a building this
morning a large crowd of union men gath-
ered and demanded of them to cease work.
Their request was refused, when the strik-
ers resorted to violence, using clubs. They
were only quelled by the presence of the
police after a terrible battle on both sides.
The police succeeded in arresting fifty of
the rioters, who were locked up in the
police station.

Vice-President and General Manager C.
H. Crosby of the United States Express
Company returned here this morning. He
declared that the company would not re-
cede from its position on cutting down sal-
aries. The probable result, if this is ef-
fected, will be a general strike throughout
the entire system in all cities of the United
States.

All the brick-makers in the northern and
northwestern portion of the city, to the
number of 1200, went out on a strike this
evening, They demaud 7000 bricks instead
of 8000 with the same pay. The bosses are
not troubled over the situation, but grave
trouble is feared to-morrow.

NEW YORK, April 22.—The Local Knights
of Labor empioyes on the New York Cen-
tral are disaffected. A bill of grievances
has been drawn and the discharge of
Superintendent Voorhees, who has been
cutting down the force I1s demanded. If
this is refused a strike is threatened. Depew
denlies the allegations of the malcontents.

PrrrsBure, April 22.—All classes of yard
employes of the Pennsylvania Railroad this
morning asked for an advance in wages.

INDIANAPOLIS, April 22.—The striking
carpenters and the bosses compromised
their differences to-night on the basis of 30
cents per hour, eight hours constituting a
day’s work, and there is no longer any dau-
ger of a general strike in the building trades.

PORTLAND, April 22.—There 1s no change
in the situation of the strike. A dispatch
has been received from the Brotherhood
joiners in New York saying: “Stand firm,
Do not be afraid of coming to grief as
financial aid is now on the way to you.”
Aunother dispatch, similar in nature, came
from Philadelphia, while scores of congrat-
ulatory telegrams are comingin from all
over the United States.

HELENA, April 22.—Information from
Cokedale states that the strike among the
coal-miners is still on. The company sent
new men to the mines to-day, but they
stopped work on learning the cause of the
strike and refused 10 go in unless the old
men were reinstated. No trouble is antici-
pated.

DENVER, April 22—In the Western
League series to-day the Denver Club won
over Sioux City by a score of 20 to 1.

-
A COLORED CADET.

Probability of One Being App-inted to ths
Naval Acsdemy.

WASHINGTON, April 22. — The appoint-
ments of naval cadets are beginning to flow
into the Navy Department to fill vacancies
that will be caused by the graduation of the
class in June, but there is one vacancy al-
ready existing that is not yet filled, and
that atiracts soms attention among the offi-
cers. This vacancy is to the credit of Rep-
resentative Cheatham of the Second Dis-
trict of North Carolina, the only colored
man in Congress, and it therefore becomes
a direct probabiiity that the new eadet will
be of the dark race. This will be the sec-
ond instance of the kind, and the outcome
will be noted with intense interest by
every man in the service. But Cheatham
is holding off without giving any indica-
tion of what he intends to do, and probably
will not ann unce his appointment until
late in the season.

VISITING PIONLERS.

Old Californians From New England
Comlng on a Trip.

The Directors of the Society of California
Pioneers met last evening to arrange for
the reception of the excursion of the Cali-
fornia pioneers, residents of New England,
which is expected to arrive in this city from
Southern California on Monday next.

The Directors will recommend at the
meeting of the society to-morrow evening
that a committee of five from the society
meet the excursionists at Sacramento and
escort them to this city, and that the Board
of Directors meet the party at Port Costa,

On their arrival here the pioncer excur-
sionists, who number two hundred, will be

Favorable Report Ordered on
the Wheeler Bill

—_—

The Artillery Branch to Be Increased to
Seven Regiments.

K New Formation by Battalions—Promo-
tions According to Seniority—Trans-
ferring the Weather Bureau.

Bpecial by the Californla Associated Press.

WASHINGTON, April 22.—The House Com-
mittee on Military Affairs to-day directed a

[favorable report on the Wheeler bill to de-

fine the line of the army, and increase its
efficiency. With certain amendments, the
bill provides that the line of the army shall
consist of twenty-five regiments of infantry,
ten of cavalry, seven of artillery, ona of
engineers and the officers of the corps of
engineers detailed for duty with that regi-
ment. The regiments are to consist of
three battalions and twelve companies.
The President is authorized to consolidate
the enlisted men assigued to a regiment into
such numbers of companies as can be fully
officered by the number of officers usually
on duty.

The Cutcheon bill requiring promotions
below the grade of Brigadier-General to bLe
made according to seniority was included
as an amendment to the bill,

The committee also ordered a favorable
report on the Cutcheon bill providing for
the transfer of the Weather Bureau to the
Department of Agriculture, and agreed to
report a substitute for the Cummings bill
to fix the status of contract surgeons in the
army.

FARM PRODUCE,

Vance’s Bill Providing for a System of Ware-
houses Threughout the Country.

WASHINGTON, April 22.—The Senate
Committee on Agriculture and Forestry to-
day had under consideration Senator
Vance’s bill to provide for a system of
warehouses for farm produce throughout
the country to be operated by the Govern-
ment, which is to issue notes on deposits of
grain therein.

Colonel Polk, President of the National
Farmers’ Alliance, read a long argument in
support of the measure, and sketched the
decline in agricultural values in face of the
marvelous progress and development of
other industries and interests during the
past two decades, and insisted that some-
thing should be done for the farmer. He

blamed the financial system of the®
Government for this condition of
affairs which resulted in high-

priced money and low-priced products.
T'he remedies Colonel Polk suggested were:
First, to restore silver to its dignity and
piace as a money metal, with all the rights
of coinage and all the qualities of a legal
tender which gold possesses; seeond, to is-
sue sufficient amounts of currency direct
to the people, at a low rate of interest, to
meet the legitimate demands of the busi-
ness of the country, and which shall be
legal tender for all debts, public and pri-
vate; and third, to secure to such issues
equal dignity with money*%netals by basing
it on real, tangible, substantial values.

Colonel Polk was followed by Dr. C. W.
McCune, Chairman of the National Com-
mittee on Legislation of the Alliance, who
asserted that merchandise thus stored
would not deteriorate below the market
standard, and that the system had proved
feasible and practicable in California,
where the Grangers’ Bank in 1889 loaned
§3,000,000 on certificates issued to farmers
on wheat deposited in warehouses owned
and controlled by them.

STRAINED RELATIONS.

Poesibility of Trouble With Guatemala Over
the Hollander Case.
WASHINGTON, April 22.—The relations
between the Government and that of Guate-
mala have Dbecome somewhat strained by
reason of the efforts of Secretary Blaine to
obtain justice for J. H. Hollander, an Amer-
ican citizen, who, as editor of the Guatemala
Star, has been twice imprisoned and finally
expelled from the country, besides suffering
the confiscation of his newspaper property.
Since the expelling of Hollander Secretary
Blaine has been persistent in his efforts to
obtain permission for Hollander to retura
to settle up his estate. After repeated re-
fusals on the part of the Barillas Gouvern-
ment Secretary Blaine has at last instructed
Minister Mizuer to notify the Guatemalan
Government that a continuance of its un-
just treatment would imperii the friend-
ly relations between Guatemala and the
United States. This means that Guatemala
must adhere to the treaty stipulations of
1849. In case she declines a serious rupture
canuot be averted. There is a feeling in
the State Department that Guatemala has
reached her limit in this, and that only en-
ergetic measures will meet the situation,

NAVAL AFKRAIRS.
Remitting the Penalty on the Charleston.
Naming Men-of-War,

WASHINGTON, April 22—The House
Committee on Naval Affairs to-day ordered
a favorable report on the bill refunding the
penalties exacted from the Columbian Iron
Works of Baltimore for fallure to finish the
gun-boat Petre!, and from the Union Iron
Works of San Francisco for failure to finish
the cruiser Charleston within the contract
time.

The committee also ordered a favorable
report ou the bill which has passed the
Senate to amend the Revised Statutes in re-
«ard to the naming of naval vessels. The
committee amended the Senate bill. As
amended the bill provides that all vessels
of the navy shall be divided into four
classes, and shall be commanded as nearly
as possible as follows: First and second
rate by captains, third rate by command-
ers, and fourth rate by lieutenant-com-
manders and lieutenants. It also provides
that vessels of the first rate shall be named
after the States of the Union, the second
rate after cities, the third rate after im-
portant naval events and the fourth rate
after lakes and rivers of the United States.

THE BALTIMORE.

Afier an Inspection Trip She Will Proceed to
Mary.ard's Metropolis.
WASHINGTON, April 22.—Orders have
been issued at the Navy Department, direct-
ing that the United States sieamer Balti-
more, now at Norfolk, proceed to sea on
Saturday next on an inspection trip. She
will remain at sea several days, and on May
10th will arrive at Baltimore, i.[d., where a
celebration in her honor will be given by
the city authorities. The Baltimore is now
fully manned and equipped, with the excep-
tion of having on board two of her comple-
ment of four S-inch guns.

THE NIPSIC'S CREW.

Clamoring to Be Reimbursed for the Loss of
Their Effects,

WasHINGTON, April 22.—The craw of the
unfortunate man-of-war Nipsie, which was
wrecked in the Samoan hurricane, are
clamoring at the doors of the Treasury for
the money for the loss of their personal
effects allowed them by an act of Congress.
John C. Moore has been engaged in prose-
cuting some of these claims during the past
few days. He was Paymaster’s clerk on
the Nipsic when she was blown ashore.

SILVER COMMITTEE.
Two of the Caucus Propositions Finally
Agreed Upon.

WasHiNGTON, April 22.—The House
Silver Caucus Committee met this after-
noon and spent an hour endeavoring t{o
reach an agreement. The committee united
on the proposition offered at last night’s
meeting as an amendment to the bill pro-
viding for the purchase of 2,000,000 ounces
of silver per month. An agreement was
reached on the question of allowing the
Secretary of the Treasury to use his option
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in the redemption of buliion certificates,
they agréeing on the provision giving him
the discretion of redeeming them in lawful
money or coin. The committee meets
the Senate sub-committee to-morrow.

MIND-READING BY WIRE.

A Difficult Test Given Before a Party of Con-

WASHINGTON, April 22.—A mind-reading
test was given by J. Randall Brown last
night in the presence of a large party of
Congressmen and others. An insulated

One end of it was
placed by Brown across the forehead. The
other end was taken possession of by a gen-
tleman selected from the party, and a
stranger to Brown. At a signal this gen-

tleman placed the end of the wire upon his -

own forehead, orened his wateh and looked
at the number engraved upon it. Brown,
at the end of the wire, and, with his eyes
blindfolded, wrote the number, figure by
figure, upon a blackboard.

A resolution was adopted authorizing ten
more employes for the Senate.

Cockrell offered a resolution, which was
agreed to, directing that the Superintendent
of Census communicate to the Senate the
forms of the rules and regulations adopted
by him for obtaining statistics as to farm
mortgages.

At 12:40 o’clock Plumb ealled up his con-
current resolution as follows:

“That the Secretary of the Treasury be
directed to increase the Treasury purchase
and coinage of silver bullion to the maxi-
mum amount authorizea by the act to au-
thorize the coinage of standard silver dollars
and restore their legal-tender character,
which act was passed over the veto of the
Presi'dent and became a law February 28,
1878.°

Eustis offered as an amendment an addi-
tional resolution reciting that the country
demanded the free coinage of silver, and
that therefore all acts restricting silver
coinage should be repealed.

Without taking action on the resolution,
Plumb gave way in order to allow Mitchel
to address the Senate on his resolution pro-
viding for an ameundment to the Constitu-
tion authorizing the election of United
States Senators Dy the peopls.

Mitchell took the floor and spoke for over
an hour, in which time he reviewed the
history of the country and made forecible
arguments for his resolution.

After Mitchell concluded, the District of
Columbia Appropriation Bill occupied the
remainder of the day.

The Senate went into executive sessicn
at 5:40 o’clock and soon after adjourned.
