COMIC RECEPTIONS.

Alphonse Daudet Deseribes Some
in Bonrgeois Paris.

Bound to Have Soirees at All Hazards—Dane-
ing in Entries—Girls in Faded Toi-
lets and False Jewels.

\_‘ F all the follies of the time there is
15 nothing more amusing, more strange
&\ or more fertile in whimsieal surprises
than that rage for soirees, teas and danc-
ing-parties which runs from ()vtnbgr' to
April in all the houses of the Parisian
bourgeoisie. Even in the most modest
housebolds in the most retired corners of
the Batignolies or of Levallois-Perret they
wish to receive—to have a salon—a day. 1
know unfortunates who go every Monday
to take tea in the Rue du Terrier-aux-
Lapins.

1 will pass those who have a certain in-
tersst in these little fetes, as, for instance,
physicians who are establishing themselves
and desire to make themselves known in
the quarter; parents without fortune who
are seeking to marry off their daughters;
the professors of declamation and the mis-
tresses of the piano, receiving once a week
the families of their pupils. These scirees
always smack of competition and the elass.
There are bave walls, uncomfortable chairs,
carpetless, waxed floors, conventionai
gayety and such attentive silence when
the professor announces: * M. Edmond
will now recite for us a scene from * The
Misanthrope,” " or, * Mlle. Elisa will play a
polonaise by Weber.”

RIDICULOUS RECEPTIONS.

But alengside of these, how many unfor-
tunates are there who receive without rea-
son, without profit, simply for the pleasure
of receiving, of embarrassing themselves
once a week and of gathering in apartments
fifty or more persons who goaway sneering.
There we find too small parlors, making up
in length what they lack in width
where the guests, seated and chatiing, are
packed like passengers in an omunibusg rooms
transformed, turned upside down, with
surprising entries, portieres and screens,
while the frightened mistress of the mansion
cries out to” you, **Don’t go in there!”
Sometimes an indiscreet door partially
opens and lets you see, in the depths of the
kitchen, Monsieur, who has corue home har-
rassed to death with errands and soaked
with rain, wiping his hat with a handker-
chief, or hastily devouring a bit of cold
meat at a table incumbered with plates.
The guests dance in the entries, in the bed-
chambers from which all the Iurniture has
been removed, and, seeing around them
only gaslights, bronze arms, hangings and
a piano, they ask themselves in wouder:
*“Where are the family going to sleep to-
night 2"

MONSIEUR THE WAITER,

I once knew of a house, where receptions
of this kind were given, which was very
singularly arranged. The chambers, which
were in a file, separated from each other by
two or three steps, looked like the landings
of a stalrway, so that the guests in the
back room seemed to have climbed upon a
tage and from there to be humiliating the
iast arrivals, who were plunged to the chin
in the depths of the first apartment. You
can imagine 1f this arrangement was con-
venient for dancing. DBut that didn’t
prevent the family from giving a grara
sciree there once a month. They procured
divans from a little cafe opposite, and, with
the divans, a waiter in low shoes and a
white cravat, who was the only one of those
present who wore a gold watch and chain.
It was a sight to see the mistress of the
wmansion, excited, her hair disarranged, red
as a beet from so many preparations, run
after this man, pursue him from room to
roem, cailing out to him: *“Monsieur, the
waiter! Monsieur, the waiter!”

Aud the people who attend tglee soirees!
They are always the same and ¥e met with
everywhere; they know each other, seek
other and attract each othier. 71hey
are a collection of old women and young
girls with ambitious but faded toilets; the
velvet is velveteen, sateen does duty for
silk.

IT WONT SHOW AT NIGHT.
Oue feals that all those aged fringes,
those rumpiled flowers and those passe rib-
bons have been put on with that audacious

| expression, ** Bah! it wont show at night!”

The girls cover their faces with poudre de
riz, put on false jewels and imitation lace.
“Balh! it wont show at pight!” The eur-
taius have no longer any color, the furni-
ture is scratched, the ecarpets are thread-
bare, but—* Bah! it wont show at night!”
And it is thus that one can give fetes and
have the glory, at 3 o’clock in the morning,
of seeing four fiacres, attracted by the
brilliancy of the lignts, stop before the
door, whieh, however, is of no great use,
for in general all the guests depart on faot,
walking, at impossible hours, over the en-
tire long route of the absent owmnibus, the
young girls on their fathers’ arwms, their
satiu shoses plunged into rubbers.

Oh! how many of those comic salons
have I seen! At what fantastic soirees did
1 display my first dress coat, when, an in-
necent provincial, knowing life only
through the medium of Balzac, I deemed it
iny duty to go into society! One must have
roamed as 1 did, for two consecutive win-
ters, to the tour corners of bourgeocis Paris
in order to learn to what a length this mad-
ness for receptions, no matter under what
circumstances, may be carried. It is all
somewhat vague in my memory, but I recol-
lect an employe's cramped apartment, a
very odd parlor, in which to gain space they
were obliged to put the piano before the
kitchen deor. They placed the cordial
glasses on the music-books, and when
tender romances were sung the servant-girl
came and leauzd on the piano to listen,

COAL AND MUSIC,

As this unfortunate servant-zirl was a
prisoner in the kitchen, it was Meoensieur
who did the outside work. I can see him
yet, as, on one occasion, all of a shiver in
his black dress coat, he came up from the
cellar with sonie enormous lumps of coal
wrapped in a newspaper. The paper burst,
the coal rolled over the floor, and all the
while they continued to sing 4t the piano:

Ilove to hear the oar at night
Beating against the waves!

And that other suite of apartments, that
fantastic fourth story, where the landing
served for a wardrobe and the stair-rail for
pegs ; where the furniture, no two pieces of

hich matched, was all crowded into a
sinzle room, the only one they could light
and heat, which did not prevent it from
being dark and icy In spite of everything,
because of the abandoument and poverty
which one felt reigned supreme in the
desert of empty chambers. Poor peopie!
Toward 11 o'clock they asked you
very innocently: * Are you too warm?
Would you like to refresh yourself?”
And they threw the windows wide
open to let in the air from without in guise
of refreshment! After all, though, that was
much better than the cordials with poison-
ous colors and the dusty little cakes pre-
served so carefully from one week to aun-
other! I was acquainted with the mistress
of a house wiio, every Tuesday morning,
put to dry on her window-sill little bunches
of wet tea-leaves, which siie made do duty
two or tiree Mondays in sueccession! On!
when the bourgeoises take a hand in being
lantastic, there is no telling where they will
stop.

ODD TYPES OF PEOPLE.

Nowhere, not even in the midst of literary
and artistic Boliemia, have I encountered
types of people so odd as in bourgeois Paris.

1 recall a woman in white, whom we
used to eall “La Dame aux Gringuenotes,”
because she always complained with a sigh
that she had gringuenotes in her stomacl.
Nobody ever knew what she meant.

And that other woman, married to a law
tutor, who always Dbrought with her, to
teach thew to dance, some of her husband’s
pupils, all foreigners—a Moldavian,wrapped
in furs; a Persian in a big skirt.

Aud that gentleman who put on his cards,
“Touriste du Monde,” to tell that he had
been arcund the world!

And, in a salon of parvenus, that old
peasant woman, three-quarters deaf and
idiotic, all tricked out in a silk dress, to
whom her daughter would say affectedly:
“Mamma, M. So-and-so is going to recite
something for us.” Then the poor old
woman would shake herself on her chair
without comprehending aud would reply,
with a startled, foolish smile: “Ah! well,
well!” It was in the same house that they
had the specialty of tlie relatives of great
wen. ’l‘he{' would announce to you very
gravely: *We shall have the brother of
Ambroise Thomas with us this evening,”
or, again, it was “a cousin of Guonod,” or,
“the aunt of Gambetta.”” Never Gambetta
or Gounod. It was there also—but I shall

SELLING POLL TAXES.

A Chinese Detected Disposing of Marin
County Receipts.

Early yesterday afternoon Deputy As-
sessor J. L. Fichthaler, whose particular
duty it is to see that no Chinese enter or
leave the city without paying their poll tax,
perceived a Chinaman on the Washington-
street Wharf doling out documents of sowe
sort to anumber of his countrymen, for
which he was being paid.

On investigating, the zealous officer ascer-
tained thut the Celestial was selling poll-tax
receipts. He immediately mnade a grab tor
the book and a hively tussle ensued during
which the deputy was covered by a dozen
pistols and knives in the hands of the Cli-
ne Fichthaler succeeded in getting the
ants of a book showing that it had been
a poll-tax book, and then placed the offend-
ing cooly under arrest. e had some trouble
getting the fellow away from his compa-
triots, who were en route to brick-yards in
Marin County.

At the Assessor’s office the Chinaman
said his name was Ah Sing, and that he had
vrocured the book from Assessor Vander-
bilt of Marin County, and bad been buying
them for over three years. He admitted
having sold the receipts, and was accord-
ingly booked at the New City Hall Station
on charges of felony and misdemeanor, for
baving poli-tax receipts in his possession
with intent to dispose of them, and for un-
lawfully using them.

The Assessor stated that the Chiraman
had undoubtedly obtained them at a reduc-
tion, and was making meney for both him-
self and the party furnishing them. He
added that if outsiders were permitted to
come here aund seli their receipts there
would be no incentive for the local Assessor
to do such work.

THE NEXT ELECTION.

Maps and Ballot-Boxes Ordered
by the Commission.

The Increase in Precincts Will Cost the City
840,000—Soms of the Main Features
of the New Election Law.

The Board of Election Commissioners met
yesterday morning and listened to a suggestion
of Registrar Smiley that ballot-boxes would be
required at the next election for the new pre-
cincts created by the present iaw increasing the
number of polimg-places to 310,

It was finally decided to direct the Registrar to
advertise for bids to furnish about 100 boxes,
similar to the old ones, except that the top shall

be furnisbed with a slot instead of an oval
aperture.

At the suggestion also of the Registrar, Audi-
tor Strother moved that he obtain, at a cost of
$750, twenty larger maps from the Surveyor,
representing each Assembly District, the same
being required to simplify registration.

A long discussion ensued over the selection of
places for preciuct registration and voting.

PORTABLE BOOTHS.

City and County Attorney Flourney did not
think the Commissioners would be able to find a
sullicient number of piaces, and Registrar Smiley
sugpested that the problem might be solved by
the purchase of some of the portable booths now
used 10 Eastern eities. He said the purchase of
100 bootls would serve also totry the experimeunt
of using them here.

On motion Mr. Smiley was directed to corre-
spoud with the Eastern manufacturers, ascertalin
prices, elc., aud submit the information at the
next neeting,

The proper accommodation of citizens while
registéring at the new City Hall was, on motion,
lell to the Mayor and Registrar,

INCREASE IN PRECINCTS.

Under section 1127 of the political code as
amended by the Lezislature recently, the num-
ber of voles in any one election precinet must be
us near 200 as is possibie to ascertain. This law
accordingly inercased the number of pre-
cluets In this city from 176 to 310, or 134 iore
than last year,

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The additional precinets will create an increase
in the expense for precinet regisiration and elec-
tion boairds of $30,740, calculited ou the basis
of the cost of the last election.

Tue Increase in printing and binding the pre-
cinet regisiers, printing, stationery, reut ot quar-
ters for precinet registration and election boards,
priuting avd posting maps, suiveying the 100-
foot radius, ereciing flags, bulletin boa:ds, ete.,
will cause an lucrease of §10,000, making the
total cosl of the next election at least $130,000.

THE ADDITIONAL COST.

All this money is in addition to what may be
expended [or voling boolhs as coulempiated, and
will be wrung from the puises of the citlzens to
be diverted toto tl:e pockets of the proteges of
the Losses.

Under the new election law no voting place
can be In a saloon nor in any room counected
therewith, nor in any place where liquors are
sold or dispensed, All election officers must
heiealter be selected from the assessiment-roll of
the county, and alt persons who have held office
w i»hlm uluely days pilor to an election are non-
elizibie.

All persons may ba compelled to serve or be
punished tor misdemeanor and thereupon fined
$500, and, ou fallure, imprisouved oue day for
each dollar of the fine. The poils will open at
sunrise and close at 5 v’clock in the alteruoon.

Under the Story systemn, wheu a name 1s erased
from a ballot and another substituted other than
by lead-pencil or ink, ihe substitulion must be
rejected and the name erased must be counted.

A voler whoe erases a name on a ballot ana sub-
stitutes no name therefor must write the words
“No vote” after the erasure, olherwise tue nawme
will be counted.
