Assassination of Napoleon III at
the Opera House,

Paris, April 5—0One of the most con-
spicuous persons at the fetes given last
week by the German Emperor in honor of
the Prince of Wales was the uncle of the
Prince, Ernest 1I, Duke of Saxe-Cobourg
and Gotha. His Royal Highness announces
the coming appearance of another volume
of ** Memoirs; or My Life and Times.”
The two volumes already published are in-
tensely interesting, but most unreliable.
For instance, the chapter relating to Or-
sini’s attempt on the life of Napoleon 111 is
very curious, and a transiation of some
passages will give an idea of Duke Ernest’s
vivid imagination.

The day of the attempted assassination,
according to his story, Duke Ernest was
hunting with the Emperor at Fontaine-
bleau, and here is his account of the start-
ling experiences: I lived on the Quai
Malaquais and the Ewmperor insisted on
driving me home from Fontainebleau.
When we passed before the statue of Henri
1V, Napoleon said: *Of all species of
assassination there is only one really
dangerous for a sovereign—that in which
the assassin uses a poniard. There, only,
the assassin stakes his life, for he himself
acts. In all other cases the criminal hopes
always to take refuge in flight,””

One can easily understand the impression
made upon me by these remarks, After
Orsini’s attempt they seemed like a miracu-
lous presentiment. All day the Emperor
had been gay, and I was more than aston-
ished to hear afterward that he had been
warned that very morning by the Prefect of
Police to * look out for danger.”

Then the author describes the opera
house in Rue la Peletier, the precautions
taken by the police, ete. In a court car-
riage the Duke drove to the opera, and
in the Rue la Peletier, at the moment of en-
tering the reserved allee, so great was the
crowd that the horses were forming line so
that the carriage might pass, when the Duke
saw an individual seize the bridle of his
herses and heard others pronounce his
name.

What fuarther happened is related as
follows: 1 paid no atiention, but stepped
out of my carriage and was received
at the door of the opera house by
General Fleury. Smoking a cigar, T
walked up and down the vestibule, quietly
awaiting the Emperor’s arrival. General
Fleury and 1 talked of the new measures
for protection at the opera house entrance,
and the General said that the safety of the
Ewmperor was combpletely assured—an at-
tempt on his life was impossible,

Suddenly was heard the cry, “Vive
I’Empereur!” and drums were beaten as
we awaited the arrival of the sovereigns.
Ithrew away my cigar, and justas l en-
tered the second vestibule I heard an ex-
plosion. Rushing to the door, 1 saw thata
second bomb had burst under the Em-
peror’s carriage, and coachman, footmen,
escorts, all were thrown to the ground.
Cries were heard everywhere—calls for aid
and groans ol the wounded.

A PANIC.

I was standing riveted to the spot by the
horror of the scene, when the Emperor and
Ewmpress rushed into the vestibule. Both
were ready to fall, ana the Empress, seiz-
ing me by the arm, shrieked, * Save me!”
The Emperor seemed petrified, and I
thought him wounded. His hat was
slightly crushed, and in reality he had been
grazed by a ball.

Before 1 had recovered my presence of
mind there was a third explosion, more ter-
rible than the preceding ones. ‘I'he bomb
must have been anmed at the vestibele door,
for windows were broken and the ceiling
seriously damaged.

The Ewpress leaned upon my arm and I
led her to the imperial box. At first the
Emperor was undecided what to do, but at
last he followed us, and when we reached
our places the curtain had already risen.
William Tell was singing his grand air, but
the representation was to consist of scenes
from various operas and to conclude with
the death of Mary Stuart, played by Ris-
tori.

The Emperor and Empress took their
places in the front of the box, but no one
applauded; there seemed to be no emotion.
The Emperor, who always spoke German
with me, said in that language, “ You see
what these Parisians are; they have never
been sufliciently crushed.”

THE EMPEROR EXCITED,

When the Empress was convinced that
neither she nor the Emperor was woundea,
she became calm. He, on the contrary, was
terribly excited, pale as deathi; he trembled
like an aspen leat. Our pesition was very
disagreeable, for not one of us knew what
was passing in the street.

When Marechal Vaillant arrived the Em-
peror told him to act as in time of insurrec-
tion, Two more bombs were discovered
near the building, and balls were scattered
about in all directions. The first public
functionary who entered the loge was
Pietri, Prefect of Police.

“ Well,” said the Emperor, to this pale,
frightened, little man, “we know nothing,
absolutely nothing.””

Napoleon was so annoved that he said to
me in German, “There is a specimen of our
famous Napoleonic police.”

Pietri was sentaway, but at the end of an
hour he returned, when he made the follow-
ing remarks, which I remember verfectly,
and they are more firmly impressed upon
my mind because they in no way agree with
the official story published later:

** We have arrested some persons, but we
are no more advanced than before.”

NAPOLEON CONGRATULATED.

** No names,” said the Emperor?

““ None,”answered Pietri.

At different times during the evening all
the members of the imperial family called
upon the Ewmperor. Marecial Canrobert
wept like a child, and Princess Mathiide
alimost became hysterical,

Late in the evening came Prince Napo-
leon, and when he approached their Majes-
ties the Emoress turned her back upon him.
Before the Prinve counld utter a word the
Emperorexclaimed, “Very well, very well.””
and the unwelcome visitor leftthe box with-
out even a shake of the hand.

It was said that the Prince had returned
from a banquet given by members of the
Opposition.

It seems to me that a thick veil has been
thrown over the circumstances of this
crime. When I visited their Majesties some
weeks later no one aliuded to this tragic
event. This fact seems to me more extra-
ordinary, because I left for London imme-
diately after the attack, and had not seen
the Emperor since this famous evening,
Never did he speak to me of Orsini, and I
always thought he did not like to recall an
event that had been explained tg the public
with singular inaccuracy.

DUKE ERNEST WAS NOT THERE,

It is a very interesting account, but I
know from good authority that at the time
of the attempt on Napoleouw’s life, Duke
Ernest was not in Paris, but wasat home in
Cobourg composing sonatas, for his Royal
Highoess is a celebrated musician. Of his
five operas, oue, “Sainte Claire,” was pro-
duced in Paris in 1865, and another, “Zaire,”
has made the tour of Germany. it is sald
that if Ernest of Saxe-Cobourg had not
been born on the steps of a throne he would
have Leen numbered umong the greatest
composers of this century.

As a writer Duke Ernes$ is remarkable in
style, but his observations on Egypt may be
aslimagitnaillve;s his souvenirs,

‘rnes uguste Charles s
pold Alexanare Edward, DukeJ%t}n SI;;?;%.
Cobourg and Gotha, Duke of Juliers, of
Cleves, of Berg, of Engern and of Westpha-
lia, Landgrave of Thuringia, Margrave of
Meissen, Count of Henunenberg, Cou
La Marche and of Ravensberg, Seigneu
Ravenstein and Tonna, leads g very quiet,
uneventful life at Cobourg, with his wife,
daughter of & Grand Duke of Baden. In
spite of the friendship he professed for Na-
poleon in 1859 he made strong efforts to de-
cide Prussia to lake the part of Austria
against France,

[* “To Ernest 11 the duchy owes many liberal

Institutions, and the revolution of 1848
found him rather an accomplice than an
enemy. With all his energies he con-
tributed to the foundation of German unity.
In spite of his Ministers he gave his peo ¥e
political liberty, and his eﬂgorts for unity
were crowned by the treaty of Frankfort.

The members of the Englneers’ and Iron-
founders’ Association sank into the fleecy folds
of thelr virtuous couches last night and fell
asleep, well pleased with their success in secur-
ing another bateh of noa-anion molders from the
East.

It was a little batch, and it came late in the
evening, eluding the sirikers’ pleckets who
guarded its route. One autliority states that
there were eleven men in the gang—anodler that
there were but eight,

The Executive Commiitee of the Molders’
Union was aporised of the coming of the men at
6 o’clock In the evening. Th-y were informed
by oue of their pickets that the men had come as
far as Rocklin on a reguiar Central Pacific train,
and had there been transferred to a special,

WHIRLED THROUGH SACRAMENTO,

They were whirled through Sacramento at the
rate of forty miles, and, 1t is said, lay down
upon the floor of the car, fearing that they would
be shot at by the truculent molaers of the Cap-
ital City.

At Port Costa the new comers went on board a
tug and were conveyed to the Union Iron Works,
where they were putinto the iitile buuks pre-
pared for them. 1t is stated that the artival of
another baieh of men inay be expected to-day.
Those who came last night are from Wiimlng-
ton, Del.

Piesident Valentine has been busily employed
durlng the last week in an attempt to cut off the
City Iron Works’ meaus of nblumluf food for
the non-uniou moliders they employ. He learned
that the food was cooked 1u a little house, near
the mill, which is leased by a tamily of Itallans.

VALENTINE RENTED THE PLACE.

He managed to rent the place, aud caused the
Ciiy’s food purveyors to remove. They have
now taken up their quarters in the foundry, and
there prepare the food for the workmen. Con-
cerning these, it is said that 2500 pounds of
metal cast by them on Monday evening was
broken up yesterday moruning,

The strikers are greatly encouraged by the ac-
tion of Presideut Stetson of the Californla-street
Ratlroad in declaring that the machinery for the
new branch will be made in this city. Tuey
think that it canuot be done in any of the
association foundries unless the union men are
taken back.

They are also encouraged by the knowledge
thatl two other street rallioads will soon require
a large amount of casting aud believe that the
association will have to succumb to the con-
tinued assault of public opinion and the rail-
roads’ cash.
