THE PUBLIC MONEYS.

Thomas B. Shannon Appointed Receiver
in San Francisco.

Thomas B. Shannon of this city was
ated yesterday by the President to be
Receiver of Public Moneys.

Mr. Shannon came to California in 1849,
and since that early date has been promi-
nently identified with the growth of the

State. He was Speaker of the Assembly in
1861. In 1863 he occupied a seat in the
Thirty-eighth Congress from California,

and subsequently in the State Senate. In
San Francisco he is one of the best known
publie citizens. He held the position of
“oilector of the Port from 1872 to 1880, and
s a candidate for the office against T'imo-
y Guy Pnelps, who was successful in se-
curing the office.

J. W. Leigh is the present Receiver of
ublic Moneys of the San Francisco Land

to which he was appointed by
President Cleveland in 1855.

Dr. Harcourt Resigns to
Enter a New Field.

His Prasent Church Not Large Enough—Hs
Will Take the Metropolitan Temple,
Wants a Gymnasium.

Rev. Dr. R. Harcourt
Metnodist Eplscopal Church

of the Howard-street
has resigned his

| pastorate, to tike eflect on the 1st of September.

The resignation was presented at an official
meeting of the church officials last Tuesday
evening and (he congregation was greatly sur-
prised at the action.

Ia the document the doctor stated that his
action was the result of much thought. He dld
not want to leave the chureh without a pastor,
and be belleved that the four months iutervening
between now and the time hiy resignation would
take eff-ct awmiple to provide for
cessor 1o the pulpit.

Dr. Harconrt gave as his maln reason for re-
signing that the ehurch building lacRed room
enough to seat those deslrous of bhearing him
preach. He sald that the chureh was one of the
most popular and prosperous in this city. He
bhas been econnected with it for unearly three
years, and Le Lthought the large auditorium too
smali for the accommodation of the congregation
aitending. He has pointed out this fact for over
two years, and has advised purchasiug the prop-
erty adjoining the preseut structure, once owned
by the chureb. This was to be done in order to
enlarge the ehurch and furuish facilitles.

A GYMNASIUM WANTED.

Dr. Hareourt thought that parlors should ba
addeq, a reading-room opened aud a gymnasium
established. These he counsidered essential to
any well-ordered chureh.

Owing to the fact that Dr. Harcourt would re-
main but a few mountbs more, the officials of the
churelr would not give their consent to the pur-
chase of the property or to make any further im-
provements. The doctor has urged the matter
before the church officials and has finally fixed
biis mind ana heart on another field in which he
considers ke will bave more scope to give his
views and a large audience to speak toand a
betier opportunity te wmature aond perlect his
ldea of 4 modern aud ideal church.

Itis stated on good authority that a wealtby
member of Dr. Harcourt’s congregation has se-
cured Melropolitan Temple, and the hall will be
transformed and reiiut SO as (o preseut the

Thecrown prosecutor
haviog closed bis ,, the counsel for the de-
fendant is nevertheless cut short Ly his cross
Cxamination whenever he Ieels inclined to do so;
the judge delivers uis charge standing. and the
aefendant’s counsel challenges nis eonelusions
from the evidence theu and there, and is arrested
for comiempi; but when Jem Reilly. an tin-
poriant wiluess, arrives in the nick of time, he
takes a hand in the allair as if Le bad not been
put uunder closure by the court. It Is a most
farcical mezclada for the sakeof dramatic effect.

“Zig-Lag.
