WOMAN SUFFRAGE.
The Views That Were Expressed by
Senator Palmmer In the Year 1885.

Editor Woman’s Column, Morning Call :
In view of .the fact that the subject of
woman suffrage is occupying a great deal of
attention at this time, the words that were
spoken by the Hon., Thomas Palmer in the
Senate on the 6th of February, 1885, while
advocating a proposition to amend the Con-
stitution, which was that ‘“‘the rights of
citizens shall not be abridged on account of
sex,”” cannot but prove interesting. The
Senator said:

The time which I may occupy In advocacy of
this measure will not admit of even a cursory re- J
view of the history and progiess of the movement
whose ultimate is before ux,

Like Iif~ insurance and the man who carried
the first umbrella, its inception was greeted with
derision. Boin of an apparently Lopeless revolt
agalusi unjust diserimination, upequal statutes,
and ciuel coustructions of courts, it has pressed
on and over ridicule, malice, ludifference, and
conservalism, until 1t stands in the gray dawn
before the most powerful legislative body on
earth and challenges final consideration,

In its progress it has benefited all and injured
pone. It has created a public sentiment before
wihich legislatures have beut and courts have
bowed.

The laws which degraded our wives have been
everywlere 1epealed or modified, aud our
ehildren may now be bornp of free woinen,

Our sisters have been recognized as having
braius as well as hearts, and as capable of trans-
acting thelr own business affairs.

New avenues of sell-support have been found
and profitably entered upon, and the doors of
our colleges have ceased Lo cieak thelr dismay
at the approach of women,

Twelve States have extended unlimited suf-
Irage through théir Legislatures, ana three Ter-
ritories admit all citizens of suitable age Lo the
ballot-box, while from no stugle localily in which
It bas been tried comes any word but that of sat-
Islaction concerning the experiment.

The spirit of Inguiry atiendant upon the agita-
tion and discussion of this question hus perme-
aled every neighborbood In the laud, and none
can be 5o blind as 1o miss the universal develo p-
ment In sell-respect, sell-reliance, general fnte]-
ligence and inereased capaeily among our young
women, ‘I'hey have lost uone of tue womanly
graces, but by fitting themselves for counselors
and mental companions bave beuefited men
more, perhaps, than themselves,

THE FOLLOWING PATHETIC STORY.

She said: “*1 was in the habit of going to
the woman’s prison of St. Lazare every
Sunday and holding a service of prayer for
the benefit of the abaudoned inmates. They
are not all, however, ot the unfortunate
class, as women are sometimes incarcerated
here for no other reason than that of being
destitute and friendless. It was in this
same prison that Lord Colin Campbell
confine his young wifle, in order to
disgrace her beyond recall. 1 conducted
the religious ceremonies as usual, and at
their conclusion 1 noticed a young and re-
fined-looking woman who was weeping bit-
terly. I endeavored to soothe the unhappy
creature, and, kneeling again, offered to
say a speclal prayer in her behalf, asking
what it was shie most desired.

** ‘Nothing,” she replied in despairing ac-
cents. ‘I want nothing. God has forgotten

’
me.

fter a while she became calmer, and
between her sobs recounted her sad history
in the following words:

‘I am a native of England, and was
reared in affluence; when I came of age I
foand myself possessed of considerable
property in my own right, and about this
time 1 became acquainted with a young
Frenchman who was residing in England.
Everything seemeu satisfactory, and we
were married in London. We came over to
Paris on our bridal tour and stopped at the
Grand Hotel du Louvre. For the first few
weeks my husband was all devotion, and I
considered myself the most blessed of
women. One day he informed me that busi-
ness called him to London, and that he in-
tended going alone. I begged to be allowed
to accompany him, but Le refused, saying
that it would be better for me to remain
where I was, as he expected to return in a
few days. The first week I received any
number of letters and telegrams, and then
came a period of

CHILLING SILENCE

On his part, and horrible suspense en mine.
I was convinced he was dead, and I wrote
to my solicitors in Grey’s Inn asking for
particulars. I received a letter in reply in-
forming me that my unprincipled husband
hiad drawn every shiiiling of iny money, and
had left England ostensibly to join me in
Paris, This unexpected revelation nearly
drove me frantic; and I alincst believe
myselfl the vietim of some dreadful halluci-
pation. It was not so muech the loss of the
money tkat affected me, but the utter heart-
lessness of the villain who had abandoned
me so cruelly.

** Finally, worn

out with watching and
waiting, I fell ill, and for weeks hovered
between life and death. I recovered at
last, and one morning found myself strong
enough to creep about the corridors of the
hotel for a little exercise, wearing only my
robe de chambre and slippers. 1 passed the
door of the restaurant, and looking in, fan-
cied [ should like some oysters, so I sat
down and ordered them; when I had fin-
ished the garcon brought the bill, aud on
putting my hand in my pocket, I discovered
that 1 had left my purse behind.

“*I went to my rocom to getthe money,

.

and found the door of wmy apartment
locked. Oun inquiring the reason the land-
lord informed me that owed him 300

francs, and that I could no longer remain
in the hotel. The restaurant-keeper also
became clamorous for his paltry six fraucs,
and finally sent for a gendarme, who
dragged me half-clad as I was into a cab,
and in less time than it has taken to tell it
1 found myself behind these prison-bars.
They said 1 had been guilty of escroquerie
—swindling—and I was sentenced to six
weeks’ confinement. I am compelled to
associate with the worst of my sex, and is
it any wonder I believed that God had for-

gotten me? And to think 1 loved that

man.’

““A FLOOD OF TEARS CHECKED HER UTTER-
ANCE,"

Continued Miss Leigh, “and she would say
no more. 1 did all I could to consoie her,
and finally left her with the assurance that
I should do everything to assist her. I suc-
ceeded in obtaining a commutation of her
sentence and in three weeks she was free,
and I placed her in a temporary home until
I could communicate with her relatives,
who sent her enough money to return to
England. She discovered that under the
Euoglish marriage laws there was no re-
dress possible, and that her husband had a

legal right to her entire property.
Not long after a relative died, leav-
ing her a few thousand pounds, %ud
as soon as the insatiate fiend -of a

husband heard of it he forced her to give
it up. Penniless, despondent and ill, she
again sought me out. I was in England,
but she did not know my address, and al-
most in a fainting condition she reached the
Charing Cross station. The cabman found
her speechless and took her to a hospital,
She was once more thrown among strangers,
but this time they were compassionate
human betngs. She was undressed and put
in bed, but never again recovered con-
sciousness, and died ina short time. The
only clew to her identity was a letter from
me which they found in bher pocket. The
physician declared that she had died of a
broken heart. She was interred in Kensal
Green Cemetery and ler resting-place
marked with a simple slub of marble in-
iscribteg”wnh these words, *Died of a broken
ieart,

This fresh young life was wrecked by the
misunderstauding of the laws of marriage;
and the records show probably as many just
such heart-rending instances under our own
laws as uunder the laws of foreign coun-
tries. The first duty young women owe to
thewmnselves is to find out before they take
the fatal plunge whether the laws protect
them against unprincipled men, and just
how far that protection extends.

REDFERN FASHIONS.

One of the Very Latest Ideas in
Yachting Gowns.

A Very Elegant Spring Coat of Prume and
Helictrope—A Striking'y Becoming Hat
in Fine Black Strsw.

NEw York, April 19.—This craze for un-
duly rushing the season which seems prev-
alent among all the larger shop-keepers
has forced Redfern against his own inclina-
tion and judgment, and simply to prove
himself an originator and not a copyist, to
prematurely produce a few models of
yachting gowns. And such being the case,
we herewith present one nf the prettiest
of those early sketches.
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A Yachting Gown.,

It is made of the only stuff appropriate to
such a purpsse—the famous Isle of Wight
serge, which is thoroughly shrunk, and is
color proof against all expesure to the
weather or the waves. Navy blue is the
color, and the skirt is very simple, with a
tiny foot pleatling and a becoming arrange-
ment of pleats just back of the hips. The
bodice, which is cut on to the skirt in
polonaise fashion, opens to below the bust
line in a deep V, to show a shirt front of
white with wide stripes of blue. The
sleeves of this shirt show on the inside of
the arm through the opening in the draped
blue sleeve, and also beneath the laiter,
which is quite short. This shirt may be of
striped linen or flannel, of serge with wide
bands of braid, or of the pretty wash silks.

Indeed, half a dozen different kinds may
accompany the one costume and give it a
pleasing variety of effects. The much

rolled lapels have small anchors embroid-
ered as a border all along their edges. The
cap is of striped silk of the Neapolitan
fisherman shape. Compare this jaunty, be-
coming costume with the dingy nonde-
script dresses which did duty as boating
gowns a decade ago, and tell me if all femi-
rine yacliters should not rise up as one

The second figure is attired in a Redfern
spring coat, and a very elegant cne it is.
Tue material is a dark prune-faced cloth,

made extra long in the back and sides, and
opening in loose, flaiing fronts to show a
waisteoat of pale heliotrope, braided from
collar to belt in gold and silver tubular
braid. The plain, high collar has widely
rolled points, which show the bratded
under collar. A braided strap encircles the
arm a few inches below the shoulder, and
fastens with an antique gold and silver
clasp a size smaller than the one at the
waist. The bonnet is unique in being
nothing more than a rosette of long prune-
velvet loops, surmounted where the crown
should be by a panache of ostrich tips,
which shade from darkest prune to a helio-
trope which has but the wmesrest hint of
purple.

The Toreador Hat.

The above is another pretty sketeh which
shows a strikingly becoming hat in fine,
black straw, the brim of which is trimmea
with scarlet velvet, over which is an edge
of jet: ascarlet velvet bow is artistically tied
on the crown, and black ostrich feathers
and ponpons give a pretty effect. This

little hat is generally worn with the torea-

dor coat, which is now such a universal
favorite, both being desigued by Redfern
for the coming season.

The sealing schooner E. B. Marvin of
Victorla, B. C., has so far caught 366 seals,
the best record of the season.

It isa good local news-
paper for that section of Nevada.

All building operations at Portland, Ore-
gon, have been stopped owing to the strike
of the brick-layers and plasterers.

Mayor Scott of Salt Lake City has ordered
all saloons to be closed from 11 o’clock
Saturday night till Monday morning.

Ten freight cars were precipitated into
the Yakima River, Wash., last Monday by
an accident. No one was hurt on the train.

A small boy named Arrellones, fell over a
bluff at Santa Cruz on Sunday afternoon
aud fractured his skull. He is not expected
to recover.

EL TEMBLOR.

A Sharp Earthquake Shock Shakes
Up the City.

Beyond Breaking Crockery, Stopping Clocks
ard Frightening the Sleeping Thou-
sands, No Damage Is Done.

A regular old-fashioned ’49 style of “temblor,”
or earthquake, shook up San Francisco and
quite alarge radius of surrounding country at
3:37 o’clock yesterdAy morning. .

It was so violent that the soundest sleepers
were awakened in a second and fully alive to the
situation. There was a sharp apparent upheaval
of their appartmeuts, followed by astrong lateral
motion and then by a seeming Inclining move-
ment of the walls, the entire disturbanee lasting
about twenty seconds.

In almost every tesidence in the clity crockery
Wwas thrown down from the shelves, clocks
stopped and bric-a-brac displaced. Beyond this

trifling damage no injury of any consequence is
reported.

The only bulldings in the city that show any
effects of the quake are the Unitea States Ap-
praiser’s Buliding, which had some of the cracks
that mark its sides considerably widened and a
settlement of the edifice in the cen:er, and the
old Postoffice, which was shaken up counsider-
ably, much of the plastering falling down and a
number of loose bricks in the walls, from which
the mortar had long departed, dropping out of
their places.

Professor Davidson of the United States Coast
and Geodetic Survey, who Is the local authority
on earthquakes, states that there were two
shocks. One, a very faint one, at 3:36:18 o’¢clock,
with east to west vibration. It was just strong
enough to be notcied,

THE MAIN SHOCK.

Within a secona or two followed the genulne
The second shock was countinuous, com-
mencing at 3:37:03 and lasting 10 3:37:23. It
was accompanied by slight vibrations, which in-
creased in strength and ended in a violent twist-
Ing motioun. Two of the professor’s assistants,
who noted the vibration of the second shock, aif-
fer as to its dircetion—one making it from east to
west aud the other from northeast to southwest.

In East OaKiand the shock was felt at 3:37:40
o'clock, showing that it took seventeen secouds
for the temblor wave to travel across the bay.
According to the selsmograph in East Oaxland
the shake of May 19, 1889, was more severe than
that of yesterday. It occurred atabout the same
hour and lastea just as long as yesterday’s. This
last shake's motions, however, were more rapid
and Intricate than ilie May quake, according to
the selsmogiaph.

The United states Sigunal Obsrver in the Mer-
chants’ Exchange ugrees with Professor David-
Son as to the wumber aod time of commence-
meut of the shocks, but differs as to the duration
of Lhe last, which he gives as 12 seconds, S sec-
ouds sliorter than the professor's observations.
The vibration of the last shock also was given as
noirth to south. It is s=ala at the Signal Office to
be oue of the most seveie on record. On the
same authority it is sald tbhat the last shoek felt
in this eity, before yesterday’s, was on January
23, 18900, a1 4:15 A. M. 1t was not severe,

CLOCKS STOPPED.

Al the Signal Office the large clock stopped at
3:37 A. M. The Coast Survey Oftice clock also
slopped, as did the timers in the Grand Hotel.

From reports, es) ecially about cruckery
broken, the Western Addition seems to have ex-
perienced a more severe shock than the down-
town sections of the eity. Over Professor David-
sou’s bed at his residence, 1117 Hyde street, a
large bell was rung and awakeued the learned
seismograplist in time 10 fully note the disiurb-
ance.

A gentleman residing tn San Jose who arrlved
eually yesterday morning states that the shock
was very violent there, throwing down articles,
ringlug Lells and stopping clocks.

Two clocks were stopped in the Custom-house
here and Knocked off their stands by the strong
vibrations. Tue general jarring had tts e¢ftect on
the watchman whose nerves were cousiderably
affecied.

There were the usual earthquake scenes
around the hoteis and lodging-Louses, roomers in
all sorts of faucy deshabiile scurrying around the
halls and stairways fu great agitation, aud some
ludicrous tableatix were presented. A few of
the more superstitious erled out that Erickson’s
prophecy was being fulfilied and that the tireat-
ened Lidal wav: had come.

After a wnile quiet was restored and the
alaimed crowds huried back to bed.

ON THE WATER FRONT.

The earthquake shocks were felt very plainly
along the wharves and on the cily fiout yen-
erally, and caused considerable alarm among
those whose duty called them out at that early
hour. No damage is reported. The people who
were In the saloons and restaurauts were visibly
alarmed and ran out into the street thinkiog the
tidal wave was coming sure.

At Goodall, Perklus & Co.’s freight office, foot
o! I;m;nlway. the clock stopped preclsely at 3:40
O'ClocK.,

On Broadway Wharf 2 a number of planos
were stored awaiting shipment Ly  steamer,
When 1he shock came the pianos began to sway
and rattle, ana the night watchman aud Custom-
liouse officer ran on board the Newbern for
safety, thinking the shed was about to fall.

Men who were on board the Charleston and
othier ships at auchor in the bay, and captains of
tug-boals who weie out at the time, stated that
the waters of the bay were not disturbed, and
that no shoek was felt on the vessels,

At the North Harbor ana Soutn Harbor Police
Stations the smoke-glasses over the chandeliers
swaved visibly for some seconds, and the pictures
In Captain Dunleavy’s private oftice were out of
piumb when be went on duty later in the morn.
ing.

Iw fact it has been far more exclusive
than the Art Gallery. Mr. Perkins has
changed all that, and in addition has inau-
gurated an innovation therein which meets
with the hearticst support of the Bee, and
one for which the working people of Sacra-
mento and the State at large should thank

himself and his assistants.

Hereafter, commencing on next Sunday,
the State Library will be open from 9
o’clock in the morning to 5 o’clock in the
evening. An assistant will be on each
floor, and the public are eordially welcome
to peruse the books, which are their prop-
erty.

The innovation is one which should have
been made long ago, and Mr. Perkins is on-
titled to all credit for inaugurating it.—Sac-
ramento Bee, April 24th.
