Commissioners Decide to

Push All the Work.

In response to a request of the Laborers’
Denevolent and D’roteclive Association the
New City Hall C decided to in-
sert a hereafter in all contracts
compelling coutractors to employ so far as
practicable residents of this city.

Architect Petton reported that the work
on the plans for finishing the interior of the
wing, now in course of erection,
is hed and will be ready by the
time the wa d roof are compieted.

The board after considerable demur
granted M. J. Healy & Co., contractors for
building the stone fenee on the southern
siae of the hall, sixty days’ further time in
which to cowmplete their contract, on the
understanding 1at no more extensions
should be granted.

A resolution was presented by Auditor
Strother directing the arehitect to prepare
plans, to be ready by May 15th, for finish-
ing throughout, fit for occupauncy, the west
wing, inciuding the heating and ventilating,
the work on the roof of the northeast wing,
and also for all work heretofore projected,
i ng four groups of statuary on the

11 of Reecords.

He expiained that his object is to have
the plaus ready so that the commission
may advertise before July 1st, when the
appropriation for next year will be availa-
ble, and thus force the work on the build-
ing very fast. He said there were com-
plaints from the public at the delay of the
work.

Mayor Pond said the public had no just
cause of complaint. The work has gone on
as fast as possible. commission is not
responsible for the loss of the plans of the
northwest wing, and he felt that the board
had done its full duty in pushing the work
since that loss had been repaired. He had
no objection to the resolution, however, and
it was adopted.

We
respectfully ask that this be definitely un-
derstood before the final award of this con-
tract, as two previous cor cts have been
placed in the hands of Eastern manufac-
turers, in direct violation of the above
quoted clause of your specifications, and it
lies with you, gentiemen of the New City
Hall Commission, to see the above condi-
tions, to which we would respectfully call
your attention, are strictly enforced, or that
we be allowed the privilege of rebidding.

“This is not requested in a spirit of ani-
mosity to any person or firin, but in justice
to ourselves, prepared and anxious to do
this work here aud according to the speci-
fications and to the workmen whom we
seek to employ.”

After some discussion relative to whether
the comuiunication is desigued to affect the
contract already awarded to Calvin Nutting
& Son, the letter was filed, on Mr. Nutting’s
assurance that he would comply with this
provission of the s i jons.

HORTICULTURE.

Leonard Coates on Sumimer Spray-
ing of Fruit Trees.

An Interesting Meeting Covering a Wide
Rang: of Discus:icn on the Diseases
of Trees and Their Remedies.

The Horticultural Society met yesterday
afternoon at the rooms of the State Bcard
of Trade, Professor Hilgard in the chair
and Professor C. G. Wickam Secretary.

Leonard Ceates of Naja read a paper on
“Spraying Deciduous Trees in May.” He
thought Hilgard’s formula the best, taking
all things into consideration, particularly
for scale, and should be applied early in
May. The “Bean’” pump is, in his estima-
tion, the best to apply the compounds with.
The following are the component parts of
the material to be used.

TWO RECIPES GIVEN.

of Soda Wash — Dissolve thirty
pounds of whale-oll soap In sixty gallons
of water., Boll three pounds of American cou-
centrated lye with six pounds of sulphur and two
gallons of water. MIx the two—the soap and the
them to boii half an
hour. Add ninety galions of water, and apply the
same by means of the spray pump whille warm.

Resin wash for the same purpose, ingredients
for a barrel of 50 gallons—10 pounds of caustic
soda, U8 per cent strength; 10 pounds of potash,
40 pounds of taliow, 40 pounds of resin. Flrst
dissolve the potash and soda in 10 gallons of
water. Dissolve the tallow and resin together
and add it to the potash and soda in the barrel,
stirring them all together. Leave standing for
about two hours; then fill up slowly with water,
stirring all the time. Use Lue foliowing day in
the proportion of one pound 1o a gallon of water,

For red spider or mites give the trees a
thorough drenching with any weak soap
wash, following immediately with dry sul-
phur (sublime) blown into the trees with
bellows. The trees should first be examined
with a strong glass to see that all the eggs
are hatched. 1f they are apply the remedy
at once. As a general thing this would be
sometime in May.

THE SHOT-HOLE FUNGUS.

1f diabroticas, caterpillar, saw-fly worm,
peach moth,gr any leaf-eating insects are
prevalent with scale, add half an ounce of
Paris green to the sulphide of soda wash,
The wash must then be kept stirred all the
time while rising. If there is no scale, then
it is recommended to incorporate Paris
green with some fungicide.

The “shot-hole” fungus is spreading on
nearly all varicties of fruit-trees almost all
over the State. As a remedy he recom-
mends the Bordeaux mixture.

As applied in winter it Is as follows: Six
pounds of sulphate of copper to 16 gallous of
water; 4 pounds of fresh lime to 6 gailous of
water.

This must be diluted upon application so
as not to injure the foliage, and the Paris
green not in stronger proportions in sum-
mer than one ounce to 200 gallons of water.
Peach trees especially are liable to be in-
jured if it is too strong. Sulphaur, though a
panacea for most fungoid discases, does not
seem to reach this one—the *‘shot-hole”’—
and it is a serious troubie. For peach moth
the first wash ne should be applied as
soon as the buds are opening.

OTHER REMEDIES SUGGESTED.

The members discuss ed the merits of the
paper at length, Othier remedies were sug-
gested, and the value of other spray-pumps
were brought inte question. The applica-
tion of coal-oil, London purple and other
substances was fully discussed. One mem-
ber said that » female ladv-bug destroy
the seale. her suggested as a remedy

Mr. Hateh said he had sprayed his cherry
trees with Paris green, and it did not hurt
them, but it killed oune of his calves that
ate some of the leaves of the tree. He also
said that in the ] whete rains are fre-
quent during the sumwer, the arsenical
effects are carried into the ground, but
here, where ere are no rains, the danger
remained. Yo this he was sustained by
Professor Hilgard.

Mr. Klee suid that in the destruction of
fungoids the action of sulpbur is too slow,
unless used as a suipbide. Moisture and
warmth ar ; the first of failure,
the latter of The surplus
densation of atmosphers is bud where
Paris green is used, but the same trouble
does not follow in the dry districts.

A member suggested that a mixture of
lime, sulphur and salt made a goed wash,
and this brought up the question as to what
is the Lest spray for peach trees during the
summer months. Mr. Kiee said there is
danger in spraying fruit at this time be-
cause it i so tender, but after the fruit is
developed, or just before picking, spraying
could be done advantageously,

EFFECTS OF THE WET WINTER.

Secretary Wickam read a letter from C.
G. Dwinelle on the effects of the unusually
wet winter on fruit. H2 thought that the
result was sour sap or fermentation of the
sap, the early rains, followed by mild
weather, having kept the trees in a soft
condition at a time when they should have
been dormant. Some trees which had
been killed to the ground are sending up
shoots. fe suggested that a committee be
appointed to investigate the matter and
that it be given until Noyvember to report.

HEALTH AND POLICE.

Proposed Removal of a Cemetery—Alarm
Systems.

The committee finally decided to adopt
the Municival system, subject to the ap-
proval of the Police Commissioners.
