ANCIENT LEGENDS.

Dr. Johnston on Evolation at‘ the
Cooper College.

The usual large audlence gathered at Cooper
Medlecal College last nigbt to listen to Dr. Will-
fam D. Johvston’s lecture In the Lane course,
The speaker’s subject was “From the Simple to
the Complex,” and was a brief exposition of the
theory of evolution.

Spencer’s definition of evolution was given,
but Dr. Johnston satd that it was too compli-
cated for every-day use, and asked the audience
to remember that iils text was “‘From the Stmple
to the Complex.”

A number of ancient legends relating o the
creatiou of the worla weie cited by the speaker.
Tue Babylonians believed that at one ume all
was darkness ana waler, out of which cane
hideous ereatuies, nged men with horns and
legs of goats, bulls with human heads and other
monsters strangely formed, The chief of ihese
was a woman, whom Beius, the most powerful
of the gods, eut in lwo, makiug of one Lalfl the
earth aud of the otber half the sky.

The hight thus produced caused the monsters
Lo dle, upon svelng which Belus cut off his own
head, and the other godas, taking the blood that
gushed forth, mixed It with the dust of the earth
aud formed man.

Iu the aneient religion of the Egyptians there
Is a legend that the sun \\uuudul himself, and
that from the siream of Lis blood hic created all
beings.

The Brahman religion states that the universe
was in darkness, when Brahma disp-iled the
gloom aud produced the waters, which be
caused to become possessed of movement. From
d seed placed in the water came forih a golden

egg resplendent with beams of ligut, aud in this
ege Brahma in some m)\XL‘HulH IHJIlH(‘l gave
birth to himseif. After awelling there awhitle he
at last split the egg in halves, one of which be-
came the heavens and the oiher the earth.

The theory that our solar system had its origin
in a unebulous mass of maiter and that it at-

talued 1ts present condition of a ceutral orb sur-
rounded by planets was tirst suggested by l\.m.
and elaborated and demonsirated by the Freue
liatbematician, Laplace.

The speaker then went on to give the history
of the various discoveries In science which go
Lo prove that the earth and man Limsell have
becn evolved from this nebulous mass. The
lecture was Jllustrated and was very instructive
aud thorougbly appreciated by all those preseut.
