
IN TROUBLE AGAIN.

Mrs. Terry Has a Fight With
a Fresno Attorney.

She Strikes I,C. Coldwell in the Face
and Kicks His Shins.

Ejected From His Office by Force She Threat-

ens to Go on a Gunning Expedition.

Talk of a Marriage ContracL

Fresno, April _.*>.—At about 12 o'clock
to-day Mrs. Terry went to the law office of
N.C. Coldwell and soon the two got into an
altercation. Finally Coldwell ejected her
from the room by force, and in the scuffle
she broke the glass in the door and dealt
him some vicious blows in the face and
ticks on the shins. After her ejectment
•he was frantic, and declared she would get

a pistol and shoot him down like a dog.

"Ihave a marriage contract with you," she
loudly proclaimed, "andIwillsee that you

abide by its terms."
Colliwell coolly told her to get tier gun as

soon as convenient and went downstairs,
with Mrs. Terry following close on his
heels. He then went home and she in an-
other direction.
Itis alleged that she went to Coldwell's

house on two occasions after night, and on
one of them Mrs. Coldwell weut out and
remonstrated with her. "He is my only
friend on earth, and Iwant him all my
own," said Mrs. Terry.

"But he Is my husband," replied Mrs.
Coldwell.

"Yes, but you can keep the children,"
answered Mrs. Terry.

Coldwell has a wife and twochildren, and
is counsel for C. G. Sayle, administrator of
the Terry estate, also land partner of the
lame gentleman.

The scene between Mrs. Terry and Attor-
ney Coldwell was the talk of tho town to-
day and reports of all kinds are current.
Many of them are most preposterous, and
others contain grains tf truth. ACalifornia
Associated Press representative called on
Coldwell, who said: "Idecline to be inter-
viewed. Ihave nothing to say. Iam not
only willing,but anxious, that Mrs. Terry
should make any statement to the public
•he chooses. This whole affair forces upon
my mind the old couplet, 'He tbat willkiss
and then willtell,' etc."

The reporter this evening visited Mrs.
Terry at her home. She seemed greatly
worried over the turn affairs have taken
and kept repeating: "I don't know. I
don't know. Ican't tell." She said:
"Whether it is a scheme planned by theEharons, or tbe administrators of the estate

She was questioned very closely in regard
to the alleged marriage contract between
herself and Coldwell.

No victor returning from the
field of battle lever received a more hearty
welcome by his people than that tendered
this evening by husbands, wives and chil-
dren of this city to the distinguished gen-
tleman aud lady who dwelt among them in
the years gone by.

train at midnight and he resumed his jour-
ney to Washington.

T. Gage accompanied the Governor as far
as this city aud will return to San Frau-
ciaco Sunday morning.

CAME OVEII THE BORDER.

Six Chinese and Their Guides Arrested in San
Diego Coutity.

San Diego, April25.— fifteen Chi-
namen who have been camping on the Mex-
ican side of the line for several days went
some distance up the line last midnight
and made a break to enter the United
States where the Cottonwood River empties
iuto the Tia Juana Biver. All got across
and hid in the brush but six, who were
captured by General Coon's deputies. Er-
win Bough and E. Walker, the Americans
who had freighted the coolies up from
Ensenada at to each, were guiding the
party, and were abo captured. The eight
were brought up to jail this morning.

Five more Chinese were caught this even-
ing. They had been skulking in the brush
all day, and made an attemut to get to San
Diego this evening, but were nipped by the
vigilant officers. They will be imprisoned
one night at Tia Juana, and then brought
up to-morrow morning to appear before the
Commissioners.

SANTA MARIA.

Banks Consolidated and Incorporated With
Heavy Capital.

Sasta Maria, April25.— branch of
the Commercial Bank and Bauk of .Santa
Maria have been consolidated and incor-
porated with heavy capital. Santa Maria
is now the financial center of the country
lying between San Luis Obispo and SantaBarbara.

There willbe good average crops in this
section and immense quantities of assorted
fruits, especially apricots and prunes. Wal-
nut and olive trees are very thrifty. Feed
is abundant everywhere. Fa» cattle are
being shipped from all quarters, also first-
class hogs. Butter shipments are large.
Large quantities of beans are being planted
this season.

Oflicers have been
elected for the ensuing year for the associ-
ation, aud everything indicates great suc-
cess for this section. *>

WASHINGTON'S REFORMATORY.

Lewis Connty Selected as the Site for a School
for Incorrigible Children.

Olysitia (Wash.), April25.— Com-
missioners appointed to select a location for
the Reform School for Incorrigible Chil-
dren selected Lewis County. The Governor
willnow appoint three Trustees for a term
of twoyears. Their first duty will be to
select a site of forty acres in a suitable part
of that county. This is done under the
Enabling Act of 1889, which sets apart
200,000 acres of Government lands for the
purpose of aiding State, charitable, educa-
tional, penal and reform institutions.

The Stockton and San Francisco teams played
at the Oakland grounds yesterday afternoon be-
foie an audience of about 500 people. The game
was a close oue up to the eighth Inning, with the
score against the couutry gentlemen. The lead
of the home team, however, was a slight one, and
the Stocktons had hopes or making another
brilliant and victorious finish, but the string was
Dulled tbe oilier way. Frisco had not been able
to secuie more than one run after tbe first tun-
ing, but the ball was set rolling again In the
ninth inning and the hopes ot Stockton were ex-
llnguished. The score when the Gas City nine
went tobat in their last turn was 10 to 2 against
them, and the side was retired without a man
reaching lirst base.

The grouuds were in better condition than
when pievious games were played, and lew of
the errors made were caused by roughness of the
field. Parrott, * the uew twirler signed by Stock-
ton, made his appearance and did some effective
pitching considering It was his first game. He
has a wide, floating-like outcurve, and a good
iuslioot aud a lair drop-ball. Ills work was lack-
ing m steadiness yesterday, but this drawback
was probably due to lack of practice. He sent
three men to bases on balls and struck five bai-
ters. Tbe Frisco men did not have much trouble
In hitting him, but succeeded In placing only
eight of their shots in safe territory. Young was
the ouly man who could not connect with the
sphere, and he struck cut three times. A slow,
wide outcurve did the work.

THE MURDERS. OF A DECADE.
England and Wales Iteport 17CG for tbe

r.,-1 Tell Years.
By collating the annually issued "Judicial

Statistics" for the decade of 1879 to1888 In-
clusive it is seen that during that period
072 persons were committed for trial in
England and Wales for the crime of willful
murder. Of these 299 wero sentenced to
death, while 373 were either acquitted or
fouud insane, namely, 231 acquitted and 142
found insane. Of the 299 condemned to
death nearly one-half, or 14*5, had their sen-
tences commuted, while 154 were executed.
Of the 299 sentenced capitally 60 were
women, of whom 9 were hanged.

During the bame decade there were 1706
verdicts of "willfulmurder" returned by the
juries at coroners' inquests in England and
Wales. Hence rather more than one-third
of the known murders resulted In arrests.
In the above ten years the convictions re-
sulting from all cases of legal procedure,
including summary convictions ana fines,
averaged 70 per cent on committals, while
the convictions arising from criminal trials
or indictable offenses only averaged 77 per
cent. The capital convictions averaged 45
per cent; but the actual infliction of the
punishment of death was under 23 per cent.
In the first year of the decade. 1879. there
were 60 persons committed for trial for
willfulmurder, of whom 34 were condemned
and 10 hanged. In the last year of that
period, 1888, there were 90 persons com-
mitted, of whom 36 were condemned and 22
executed.— London Times.

HAVE NO RIGHTS.

The Chinese in Idaho Dealt a
Crashing Blow.

Judge Sweet Decides They Cannot Legally
Hold Mining Claims.

A Lease to a Mongolian Is Invalid Unless It
Is Shown Tbat He Is Actually Em-

ployed to Hold the Ground.

Special by tlie California Associated Press.

Walla Walla, April 25.—Judge Willis
Sweet, in the District Court at Mount
Idaho, has decided that Chinese have no
rights whatever on mining lands in the
United States. The decision was rendered
In a suit brought by Chinese against
I'atrick Flynn et al., who last summer
jumped claims on the Moose Creek, in the
Elk City Mining District, held by the
Chinese for many years under a bill of sale
given to the Chinese by white men.

Inanother decision, involving the Buffalo
Hillclaims In the Elk City District, white
men having leased the said claims to
Chinese and being jumped by whites, the
Judge held that a lease of mining ground to
Chinese was invalid and amounted to the
abandonment of their claim, unless the
plaintiff proves that the Chine se lessees
were actually employed to hold and work
said ground on behalf of the plaintiffs.
The suit for ejectment was therefore
denied.

Upon the announcement of the decisions
parties were immediately organized to oust
Chinese miners in Pierce City, Elk City and
other mining camps in Northern Idaho,
which are Chinese strongholds. The deci-
sions are far-reaching in their effects and
will lead to the abandonment of much
ground where Chinese made a livelihood.

COKCKALKD IDENTITY.

Dealings In Live Alligators.

The demand for full-grown alligators for
Northern museums and aquariums begins
with the warm days of the spring, and
many an alligator's retreat has been care-
fullymarked by the alligator catchers, who,
when the signs are ripe, willdig the sau-
rlans out and sell them at $1 to 82 per foot,
according to the length of the animals. The
negroes loop ropes around the big alligators
and drag them out in triumph.

Mr. Gugie Bourquin, who is an authority
in such matters, says that he 'has known$25 to be offered for a twelve-foot alligator.
The colored men on his place have two big
fellows "holed," and wlien the weather is
warmer they willbe dug out. He gives the
negroes the alligators and they give him all
the terrapins found in the holes.

Queerly enough, the alligator and the ter-
rapin livein the same domicile, and upon
terms ot the utmost harmony. This may
be due to the fact that tho swallowing ca-
pacity of the alligator is not equal to the
occasion, as only small particles can be
swallowed by the saurlans, the gullet being
dispruportioned to the anatomy of the alli-
gator's mouth, as a result of which when
alligators kill such animals as dogs and
hogs, it is said they guard their prey until
decomposition sets it, so that the food may
be insuch a condition as to make degluti-
tion easy.

The alligators are said to be getting fewer
in the waters of this section, ns they are
continually being hunted and killed from
the time they come out until until they linup again for the winter. Hundreds of
them are shot for the mere sport of shooting,
and no effort is made to find them after
they ara shot Itis only in unfrequented
streams and along marshes and impene-
trable swamps where they are now numer-
ous.Savannah News.
