Fertile Districts in Idaho Soiled by New York
Speculators.

Boise Citt,April26.— Wllbin the past week
a strong loice of uon-resideut laud grabbers
balling Irom New York,bave seized upon some
16,000 aetes Inihu layeiie Valley, one of the
uium fertile aud productive agricultural districts
in Idaho. The land thus taken Is held for Ihe
time being under the unwise provisions of the
Desert Laud Act, wliidi allows the fairest por-
tions ot tbe public domain to be appropriated
and held almost Indefinitely by speculators, to
the exclusion or hona-ti.ie settlers, who willsoon
be liere Id ibouaaads seekniKior places whereon
to build homes, iiiese non-resident speculators
bavingaecotnplished their purpose.bave reuinied
to then ills.nut hiimes in the Bast, wheie, like
Ibe tplder alter building up us web, they will
await the development of the country by real
seitleis. Inthe uieatiitnie settlement wilfbe re-
larded, as tbese lands willbe held Idle as lougaa
Uie c :s auy piosieci tuat they will iucrease lv
value.
ihe above Is but a single Instance among many

of similar attempts to toiestall the real home
buildi r. it is the plain duty ol Ihe Government
to Interpose whatever obstacles may be possible
to prevent the consummation ol the schemes of
wholesale laud robbery aud to provide against
their recuiieuce by the repeal of Hie desert
laud law.

Her Majesty Said to Be in a
Precarious State.

The Aix-les-Bains Trip Proves to Have
Been of No Benefit.

London, April20.—1t Is well known Incourt
circles here that Queen Victoria's health Is se-
rlously imperiled. Her Majesty's visit to Alx-
les-Baiu;, whither she went for the cure of a per-
sistent attack of acute Inflammation of the
muscles of one leg, has been invain and the Kn-
gllshpapers report that she Is unable to walk
and Is assisted out of her carriage. Sue is very
ill and weak, and Is suffering from incurable
diopsy, which Is only prevented from taking a
malignant form by the highest medical skill and
the greatest precaution. Her Majesty Is much
depressed iv spirits and will return to London
Tuesday.

should do If1kept store."

Her listener at once took occasion to as-
sure her of the closest attention, and upon
that the lady began.

"Of course Iknow that it has passed
into a proverb that those who have been 1

merely dabsters at anything feel better
able to formulate rules of conduct than.
those who haveg'.v?n a lifetimeto the prac-
tice of what with them is only an ill-con-
sidered theory. Itis a well-known fact that
no children are. so well brought up as those
who have been so fortunate as to have some
old maid or an old bachelor for a trainer.
Therefore, reasoning from that line of
thought, perhaps what 1think on the sub-
ject of store-keeping may be very pre-
sumptuous, but, at the same time, it is how
it Is viewed by many a woman besides my-
self.

"To do that," interrupted her interestedlistener, "wouldn't you have to revolution-
ize human nature? In fact, to make it allover again?"

"Well,1hardly think that Iwish to be
quite so radical as all that," was the reply,
given witha hearty laugh. "Isee 1 shall
have to explain myself further. Itis very
exasperating to me to be kept waiting when
Iam in a hurry

be kept waiting while

a couple of clerks finish their flirtation. It
is deeply interesting, no doubt, and 1wish
itevery success, butImust confess Idon't
enjoy being regarded as a disagreeable in-
terruption to be disposed of with scaut
ceremony.

VAnd right here Ithink Imight say
something about the air that so many clerks
put on, women clerks Imean, when they
happen to be waiting upon a woman. There
is a happy medium between servile atten-
tion and discourteous brusqueness. Ido
feel so kindly disposed toward tlio girls
but, can you believe it,Ihardly dare to say
one word to them for fear of a snub, and soIdo my errand in silence and pass out."

"Again, as a store-keeper, 1 should im-
press itupon allmy clerks to show apropor
interest In a customer's wants and not give
a decided answer on any subject without

careful search for the article desired. Tho
other day Iaccompanied a country friend
on a shopping tour. At the ticst couuter
we met quite a rebuff. The girl said, 'Wo
haven't got it.' and turned away. Nuw I
knew that what we wanted was to be had
at that store. The proprietor caw us gping
out and askeu if we had been suited. I
was mad, and said :

nized the article at once, by name, made the
indolent clerk hunt it uv, and before we
left he had sold us a bill to the amount of
$15.

"As for that horrid habit of CHlling one
clerk after another to wait upon a customer,
I'd stop that at once. Itis exasperating to
be shifted off, as ifnot worth the trouble to
attend to. In some stores it is simply dis-
graceful how the clerks are allowed actually
to fight with each other before their
patrons. They give each other the li»
direct, quarrel over trifles, and their absurd
'Excush mcV would be ridiculous were
they not so exasperating to the one who is
kept waiting while they reconcile their
differences.
