From the reports of the grand officers Itwill

He suggests that the
laws relative 10 assistance to distressed mem-
ben I) enlaiged, under the plan adopted by the
him Irauclsco JJuaid sf Belief.

Ann.lit: tlie notable decisions of the Grand
President during the year were two relative to
eligibility. In one the question was whether ayoung man born on the Pacific Ocean one day
out of Sau Fiancl'co was eligible to membership
and the other whether a person born on the Pa-
cific Ocean, oft the coast of Panama, on an
American ship bound for California, his parents
laving ten New York with the intention of be-
coming residents of tuts St.ne. can join the
order. Ineach Instance a negative decision 'was
rendered on the ground that the constitution re-
quites applicants to have been born within the
State. In all, thlrly-two decisions were reu-
ilered duringthe term.

He was a charier
member of Sacramento I'arlor. No. 3. liy virtue
of lils position lie i« a life Member of the tirand
I'arlor, and lias attended e*eiy session slucu Its
institution.

Among the pattlaielis of tne order stands Joun

H. Grndv, who bears itie proud distinction of
being a Fast tirand President He Joined Cali-
fornia li.- i when It was the whole order,
and loug befoie the fondest dreamer dared to
presume that the club would ever become a ereat
fraternity. He lias in consequence >h:ired tlie
buide.ua uf the taily oigaulzation. Mr.(jiady

was tiie third Grand President of the incorno
rated society, and held nftic at a limewben
Work was imperatively demanded of Ihe incum-
bent. That hi« work was well done theeaily
records fully atie-t. Mr. Grady has held ultlre
lv oilier societies and fur two years served as
Tax Collector of tola City,and later served two
years as Deputy sute Treasurer. He still re-
taius his old love for the order, and regulaily
attends all the sessions and celebrations.

Alhi-rt F. Jitnes.
The Pacific Coast has reaied a generation of

men and women physically .and mentally the
peers ofauy people. The chivalric blood of ad-
venturous pioneers has be^n perpetuated. Al-
bert F. Jones is a good type of the ;tuidy Argo-
naut*, He was born In Coiu?a County February
14, 1858, and completed his education at Vale
College lv1879. The same year he was admitted
to practice Inthe Supreme Courts of Connecticut
and California, and in 1882 he was elected Dis-
trict Attorney of Butte County, where he baa re-
sided since 1880. In1880 he was elected Sena-
tor fiom the Fourth District, serving two ses-
flons.durlng which he passed the bill creating a
Normal School for Northern California, which
was located In Uilco. He hid the distinguished

honor of belne the youngest man who ever filled
the position of Chan man of the Judiciary Com-
mittee of the State Senate.

He was appointed Lieutenant Colonel and
Alde-de-Camu on the Mat! of Governor Bartlrtt,
and was retained in the same position under
Governor Waterman. ii«has taken great inter-
est In fraternal societies, having served as Grand
Lecturer of the Native Sons in1881, aud in1883
he was elected Giand President of the order.
Mr.Jones has also been prominent In Masonry
and Odd Fellowship. He lias a pleasant address,
tine physique and a happy faculty of Impressing
his associates. In enterprises connected with
the development of the northern poitiou of the
State aud inpolitics he has been foremost as a
leader.
