ST. VINCENT'S SONS.

Demonstrative Meeting at tbe
San Rafael Asylum.

Archbishop Riorden Presides Over an Assem-
blage of Prominent Catholic Laymen.

The Orphans' Heme.

St. Vincent's Orphan Asylum, beyond
San Rafael, never looked more cheerful and
inviting than itdid yesterday in tho warm
sunshine and nestling amid picturesque
hills clad with springtide leafage and
verdure; nor did the charitable sons of St.
Vincent de Paul in this city ever feel better
pleased, compensated for their labors and
encouraged for future work among stray
orphan little ones than when they entered
the portals of that Institution on the oc-
casion of a quarterly meeting shortly before
10 o'clock in the morning.

Rev. W. D. McKinnon, President of the
asylum, received the visitors, welcoming
them to the boys' home, which he has made
so happy and comfortable during his brief
protectorate. The meeting was without ex-
ception the pleasantest one In the history
of the society.

As early as 8 o'clock in the morning
nearly 300 prominent Catholics wereaboard
the ferry steamer Tlburon on their way to
the orphan home among the .Marin hills,
whither the large party was taken from
Tiburou in three special cars. Arrivingat
the asylum at 10 o'clock they walked in
procession into the pretty church and
assisted at high mass.

The altar was beautifully decorated with
big clusters of calla lilies and bouquets of
exquisite white and red spring roses that
filled the sanctuary with their odorous in-
cense; and there were many wax lights
burning softly around the tabernacle. Key.
Father Cottle of St. Bridget's Church cele- .
brated the mass and was attended by three
bright acolytes of the asylum. A choir of
boys sang the mass very creditably, putting
remarkable feeling and sweetness into some
of the devotional compositions. At the
conclusion of the service his Grace, Arch-
bishop Riordan, gave his blessing upon the
kneeling congregation.

THE AItCHBISnOI* SPEAKS.
His grace read the gospel of the day from

the altar, after which lie announced the pro-
gramme arranged for the guests' pleasure.

The gathering was one to which he had
looked forward to for many months and hewas glad that so many prominent Catholics
had come together In St. Vincent's Asylum
to discuss the wants of the poor. For in
his opinion benevolence or charity is an at-
mosphere in which tho human race should
live; yet, viewed from a historical point-
men do not live in harmony with each
other. Man lias always been man's enemy.
In early years tlie warrior was the ideal
man and ail the poetry of the ancient world
but the spies of hero conquerors.
In the time of pagan Home there was not

an asylum, a home for the sick, the weary
or the destitute, and strange as it may
seem, in the language that has been handed
down in the church, there is no such word
as "charity," no such word synonymous in
Latin. •To be happy in pagan times was to
be rich, great anil respected for power.
Giving charity did not constitute an iota
toward happiness.

Strange, too, that no nation has ever
been able to conceive other conditions
suitable to man than Christian nations.
The Idea that there is a God in heaven and
all men are his subjects, who should live in
unity on earth, Is only Christian. Looking
at human life as Itis now, every monument
that was raised in the interest of humanity
to aid the distressed is Christian only. Not
one can be pointed out which is inlidel or
atheist. Every such monument iv the
world to-day is the product of Christianity.

WHY CHIiIST CAME.
The good brothers of St. Vincent de Paul

are banded together in the interest of char-
ity. Christ said that the poor man should
have the gospel preached to him. It was
for this reason he came down to aid the
great mass of people who were suffering.
He came to make men feel that they were
all brothers, with a common inheritance,
made by God into his image and likeness,
destined to be with him in his own home
after their earthly life.

Our charity must be inspired by a higher

motive than nature is able to give us; and
this motive is divine grace and love of God.
Naturally men are impelled from one an-
other, but through God they love one an-
other, for he has told men that they are like
to His own image. We, treat the beggar,
because we think of him who had no place
to lay his head ;we go to the bedside of the
sick, because we think of Ihim who was a
man of sorrow, and in this way our minis-
tration of charity comes easy, for we are
doing it for him.

DISCUSSED BY HIS GRACE.
Before the meeting adjourned the Arch-

bishop spoke about the reports submitted,
lie said he was glad to see that each confer-

ence had a balance in band after the hard
winter; but lie was sorry to see that the
visits were comparatively few and im-
pressed upon the members the importance
of paying frequent calls upon the sick and
suffering peor. From priests who visit sick
people be had itthat those stricken ones
lyingupon sick beds suffer from loneliness.
The members of the society, then, should
increase the number of their visits to
their more unfortunate fellows who are
confined to weary, painful beds, groaning
under the tedium of illness.

Then changing his theme to the asylum,
lie said :

"We do pretend, and we challenge in-
vestigation, that the boys are as well
treated as in any public institution. The
food 1eat myself when here is the same
food that the hoys have. The bread, which
is the mainstay of a boy's life, is as good
as any to be found in the city, and meats
nnd all supplies are invariably ordered of
the best quality." . .

Since the recent fire $00,000 has been
expended on the new asylum. Atechnical
school has just been established, and in it
the older boys were learning useful trades,
although this department is in its infancy
at present.

A collection was taken up for tho society
fund, and $103 so received from the con-
gregation.

THE ORPHANS' WELCOME.
The party withdrew to the assembly hall

and were entertained quite pleasantly by
the little fellows. About one hundred lads
sang a glad welcome chorus which received
rounds of applause, after which a manly
hoy rend the snlutory address, as follows:

Most Kav. Archbishop, kind President,
friends and members of St. Vluceul'sSociety: Welcome 10 our orphan home
to participate with us In the joyous
relaxation of which we are assured by your pres-ence to-day :and itnow becomes our pleasure toreciprocate by ottering our nutted endeavors tomage the occasion even more pleasing and mem-
orable.

To-day we would not cause you to feel that weare orphans, children of earth's teats; we stand
Inno need of sympathy while the fostering care
of our most reverend Archbishop, kind President
and friends surround us, while we are shelteredby the hallowed precincts of St. Vincent's Or-
phanage; but torus there 13 an evilday. the day
on which weshall bid adieu to our secure refuge
to seek a livelihood amid the world's applause orcensure. It requires little reasoning and fewexamples to prove that our strength Is weak,
that temptations are strong, ItIs then we would
ask you toremember that we are orphans and lv
assist us Inthe great strife, that our names may
be beteafter mentioned lvobedleuce and defense
of just principles Instilled by those who have
striven to Implant deep inour minds the essen-
tials of duty and huuor. We may not, as a
rule, occupy ihe highest walks of life, whichare
trodden by the chosen lew, requiring iulliieuceor princely patronage, but there is within our
reach a power, the highest In man's pos-
session and on* which angels might sloop
to enjoy—the power of doing good to man-
kind which all may possess, which requires no
passport but of Heaven, and to ibis power and
greatness weaspire. ItIs said that the youth ofour laud are lis hope and Us promise, as their
fathers are Its strength and support.

To us, who have beeu so early deprived of

Eareata! care, let us look to you, aud on our
lightest tablets of record, among Us best de-

fenders, may weever tiud inscribed the friends
and members of SL Vincent de Paul.

CX-EVKB BOYS.
The boys amused their guests with a

clever flag-drill, choruses, songs and recita-
tions, nil of which proved most enjoyable.
The affair was directed by Miss L. McKin-
non, Miss M. McCue and Miss A. livers,
who played the accompaniments to the
musical numbers.

Lunch was served in a refectory immedi-
ately after the entertainment. The Arch-
bishop here occupied the position of genial
host, forgetful of his dignity, and was most
cordial to the lowliest visitor. He stood at
the head of the table and said the grace be-
fore and after lunch.

The bigbuildings were then thrown open
for inspection. On every side could be
seen the results of father McKtnnon's care
aud the evidences of his radical changes.
Mr. Maslin of the State Board of Exam-
iners was present, and said the institution
was better kept than any of its kind in this
State, and superior to all. Walls, floors,
class-rooms, dormitories, etc., were all
scrupulously clean, and nowhere conlil beseen in an asylum of its kind more comfort-
able and cleanly beds than those set out in
snowy linen at SL Vincent's; and the boys
themselves looked the picture of health,
well fed, dressed and cared for. Only one
little fellow lay sick iv the hospital, and he
had fallen over a fence and hurt himself.

TEACHING ORPHANS TRADES.
The technical school recently established

was inspected withevident interest. Itis
still a new venture, but quite successful,
and the boys givepromise of becoming good
mechanics in the shops.

There were thirty-nine pairs of shoes
ready made on a bench for the boys. Very
soon the shoe department willsupply both
the asylum and the Orphan Home inSouth

San Francisco. The trades now taught are
shoemaklng, tailoring, harness-making, sad-
dlery, cooking and baking, but it
is expected that all the useful trades
willbe taught before another year elapses.
Some very line sets of harness hive boon:
made by the young orphans and are in the
shops for sale. Mr. McLarnsy ordered
three sets yesterday on seeing them. Many
of the lads are made familiar with farm
work on the asylum ranch, several acres of
which were planted In fruit trees last year
by the present President. In time Father
McKinnon willbuild a cannery and drying
rooms and teach his wards how to cultivate
and preserve California fruits. There are
545 boys in the asylum now.

Regarding the Dominican Sisters, who
recently succeeded the male teachers. Iter.
W. D. McKinnon says:

"Many of our boys never knew the
blessed associations of home nor the tender
minlsterings of a mother's love. To such
the geutle method of the sisters, their
skill, their exhaustless patience and forbear-
ance have gone straight to the heart, inspir-
ing confidence and love. The result of
these influences is to be seeu to-day in the
Improved obedience, discipline and morale
of the school; and it has been established
that pupils who were inalmost open rebel-
lion against their male teachers have, under
the rule of the sisters, teen rendered docile
in an incredibly short time."
