SEA AND SHORE.

The Yacht White Wings Run Into
by a River Steamer.

Arrival of the Bark Southern Chief From San
Pedro in Tow — Jack-Tars Achore on
Liberty—Movements of Ships,

On Sunday the yacht White Wings, Cap-
tain Chittenden, went on a cruise around
the bay having a large pleasure party on
board. She returned to her berth at Clay-
street Wharf, made fast and disembarked
her passengers about 6 o’clock in the even-
ing. Shortly afterward the T. C. Walker,
Captain Tyler, entered the slips from a trip
to Martinez.

T he stern-wheeler backed and filled and
yawed around in the slip to the great dan-
ger of the small craft. Finally her stern
swung around and crashed against the
White Wings, carrying away her main
boom and causing her to part her stern
lines. The yacht’s bow swung into the
wharf and her bowsprit was carried away.
The bulwa rks were also considerably dam-
aged.

The White Wings belongs to the San
Francisco Yacht Club and Captain Chitten-
den reported the matier to Commodore
Gutte, who will take steps to have what is
considered a gross act of carelessness on
the steamer’s part thoroughly investigated
by the Government local Inspectors.

THE SOUTHERN CHIEF ARRIVES.

The bark Southern Chief, which left here
on the 15th inst. for Nanaimo in ballast and
met with heavy gales outside, sprang a
leak and had to put into San Pedro, where
she was beached. At the time she had
seven feet of water in her hold. A hole
was fouud in her bottom, and was plugged
up and the bark was hauled off, and the
tug Vigilant went down to tow her to this
port.

The weather was cloady at Point Lobos
yesterday and the wind all day from the
southwest, blowing in the afternoon six-
teen miles an hour. The barometer read:
8 o’clock in the morning 29.98, noon 29.98, 5
o’clock in the afternoon 29.9.

He Testifles That He Was at o Theater
When Logan Was Killed.

The trial of C. E. Clark for the murder of
Captain Duncan Logan was resumed yes-
terday before Judge Murphy and a jury.

Joseph Scheidler testified that Oscanyon,
who was in the prisoner’s company on the
night of the shooting, left a valise at his
bouse, but on the following day tock it
away.

Joseph Dixon, a peddler, the next wit-
ness, testified that at the hour when the
murder was committed he was talking
with Clark in a variety theater on Howard
street.

Clark was next called in his own behalf,
and stated that on the night that Captain
Logan was killed he attended a perform-
ance in a Howard-street variety theater,
and thav after the place closed he passed
the night in the Branch Lodging-house.
He described all his movements on that
evening up to the time that he went to
sleep.

His testimony was corroborated as re-
gards his abiding place that night by the
clerk of the lodging-house, who remem-
berea him, but Captain Lees gave in evi-
dence that when Clark was arrested he
stated that he had slept that night at the
Lindell House on Howard street.

On being recalled, Clark said Le never
carried or owned a pistol, except a few
years ago, when he purchased a $1 toy pis-
tol with which to amuse himself on the
Fourth of July.

At 2:30 o’clock in the afternoon an ad-
journment was taken uutil this morning at
10 o’clock.
