well which had compromised her. Those
in the best position to judge say that there
was no grovud for the report, for, putting
aside all other considerations, the lady was
a confirmed invalid, and constantly under
the care cf physicians. However, smarting
under a sense of fancied wrong, he enterea
the office on the date mentioned and with-
out warning shot his friend, inflicting seri-
ous wounds.

The day in court was spent in obtaining
& jury to try the case, and at adjournment
nine jurors had been passed, leaving three
more to be obtained.
