then organized, asked for aconfeience wiin the

They appointed a committee to wait upon the as-
sociation, but the latter declined to confer with
the wotkinsmen, b. cause they held then, as they
now hold, that they could notafford to reduce the
hours of their workmen to eight per day and
compete with millers whose hands work ten
hours per day.

Upon receiving this Information steps were
: taken toward the formation of a union of all the. men lv the inillii, whether carpenters or assist-. ants. Ibelr purpose was accomplished a few= weeks ago and the following self-explanatory

tion.
Ameeting of the Iroquois Club was held

Chairman C. Metzger of the Board of
Trustee-* introduced a motion to rent an of-
fice on Mnrkot street to be used as head-
quarters for the club, which was curried.

Centralization has always been the
cause of national disaster, aud caused the
downfall of one of the grandest empires
the world has ever seen.

FOR CHINESE COIN.

What an Attorney Has Done to
Win His Cases.

Howard Veriton, tke Official Police Court Re-

porter, Testifies Regarding the Gaston
Strauss Bribery.

The preliminary examination ot Gaston
Strauss, an attorney, and Wong Kane, a Chluese
client of lilt, was held yesterday at ernooa In
i'olice Judge Klx's court.

The defendants are accused of bribing How-
ard Venion, Hie oQJcial stenographer of the
court, to mutilate trauscripts of appeal lv tbe
cases of teu convicted Chinese gamblers Inorder
that the Superior Court might reverse the de-
cision upon tbe falsified testimony, George A.
Knight appeared for the defendants aud Prose-
cuting Attorney Dunne conducted the prosecu-
tion.

Considerable Interest In the case was mani-
fested by habitues of the old City Hall and
others who have connection with the Chinese
criminals. The court-room was crowded. Among
those present were several attorneys and
shysters, and Chief Crowley occupied a seat be-
side Attorney Dutine during the proceeding*.

John J. Kenny, clerk of the court, was called
to testify to the records of the cases In which
Strauss had been engaged. The records showed
that the ten Chinese had been convicted and
sentenced to pay a fine of $300 each, or be Im-
prisoned for 300 days iv the County Jail.

HOWABD VEHNOVS STOKY.

Howard Vernon. the official reporter of Judge
Rlx's court, testified that be has known Wong
Kane for a year, and Strauss a littlelonger. His
relations with the Chinese were very slight;
with the 'attorney friendly, lie was asked by
Mr. Reirensburirer to report these cases and
make out the transcript. Itthere was a convic-
tion he would be paid for the transcript, Ifan
acquittal he would receive no payment. After
these cases had been tried lie was approached
byUaston Strauss in the court-room.

Strauss said he wanted to see witness, who
thereupon went to the attorney's ollica. There
Strauss raid: "Vernon, Iwant the date left out
of the transcript In these cases."

Witness wrote up his notes at the request
of Strauss, and was paid for the transcript by
Wong Kane. When Strauss asked to have the
date leftout, Veruon leplled, '1do not think it
Is right, and Iwillnot do It."

"Well, if yon have any scruples about it, we
wont ask you to do It."replied Strauss.

Vernon replied that Attorney Dunne would
notice it In the tranacilpt, and It was not theright thing to do.

"Did the name of Judce Rix come up In that
Interview withStrauss'/" asked tlie Prosecuting
Attorney.

"Yes; Isaid It would place both Hie Judge and
Prosecuting Attorney Ina bad light,"replied the
witness.

Witness went tn the house ot the Chinese, ac-
coiticanted by Walter J. Wolf, Ktenogiapber lv
the United States courts. Wolf told Wong Kane
that Mr.Ve inon wanted to nee him. The Chi-
nese called Vernou aside, saying lie had been
told to pay $ir><> tormaking the change. Wong
Kane asked him to come back later for the
money. Again Wolf accompanied Vernou to the
Chinese place InChinatown.

The Chinese was told then that Well knew all
about it, and Wont; Kane allowed Wolf to go
back with Vernon and himsell to a cook-house
lv the rear. Wont; Kane paid the $150 to Ver-
non, who said:

"Yon make the chance all right now," said
W one Kane.

Veruon went back to Chief of Police Crowley
and gave him the Rcild lnite ol $150, which was
produced lvcourt aud orlered in evidence.

Then Veruon went to Strauss to receive In-
structions regaidine the proposed falsifylug of
the transcript. Strauss guve linn a paper con-
tainln^ written directions ahout the- ref|iilied mu-
tll.-ttlous. lio:h this and the appeal transcript
were Introduced In testimony.

THIC WITNESS TESTIFIES.
Attorney Ueorge A. Knight cross-examined

the witness tor the defense. Kotblng of import-
ance was brought out, and the examination was
very brief.

Walter J. Wolf, the official reporter or the
United States courts, took Hie witness-chair.
Ho bad known Wong Kane for two or three
years, and had ti loudly relations with liastoa
«tram«. He corroborated the testimony given
by Howard Veruon.

When Wone Kane banded the bribe In hispresence, the Chinese faid, "That's all right,
you do whatever Mr.Straus* tells you."

This closed the case for the prosecution. At-torney Knight made a motion to dismiss the
defendants on me ground that no crime had
been pioved against them. Inhis judgment the
matter did not coustitule a public oilen^e. He
claimed it,.it, to begin with, the changes were
Dot made by Howard Veruon as a ministerialofficer, because Vernon is not, ,-is he could show,
theoltlelal reporter of I'olico Court 1. Strauss
had a feet right to pay 1100 or $200. as any
attorney mlirhi do for papers tor a new trial.

Ihe case was set for argument next Monday.

CAUGHT IN A CEMETERY.
George tire Arrentud for Stealing VVii-\u25a0-\u25a0

Officers Scott and Gibson arrested George

Qee at about 7:^o o'clock last evening in the
Calvary Cemetery aud booked him at the
City Hal! Statiou on a charge of petty
larceny. The prisoner was in the act of
leaving the place, loaded down with wire
frames used by florists, and which had been
left on the graves uy friends of the dead.

Gee stated that hid business was that of
a seaman, but having been out of employ-
ment for some time, he took this means of
getting a little money. lie had visited the
cemetery five or six times within the past
two months, and each timo found no
trouble in disposing of the frames at
florists' stands along Market and Missionstreets, securing something like 00 cents for
the entire lot.

He says that his people are well-to-do,
and thnt he resides on Ellis street, but
family troubles caused him to leave home
and shift for himself. He is about 25 years
old. _

He has no desire to give up the office he
now holds, but believes that a President of
such an institution can best serve its
interests by livinuin San Francisco. lie
has not yet sent in his resignation, but has
intimated that should things take a certain
course, he willhave to consider the matter
and give itdue consideration.
