Hintit might be a pass-word toInduce the Israel-
ites to believe that be bad been really sent lor
their deliverance. This Incident is lypih'ed In
the Koyal Arch Degree, Him so on thioirgli the
various de^iees of Masonry. The formula, the
iangnaeu used iv conferring the degrees, the
legends and meaning of the ceremonies are all
obtained from the Jews. The Jews are a remark-
able reople. Scattered as they are all over the
wot Id. they never become Homogeneous with the*"
t eop'.« with whom they come iv contact, either
by matriage or otherwise. They remain
distinct in race and religion, and iv the. lului.t of the most fiery persecution, the
most cruel ostracism, ever remain faithful to
the religion of their ancestors. They do not,like'
other people, lose their identity by adopting thereligion mid customs ol the nations among whom
they dwell, but clingas tenaciously to their race
and religion as did their ancestors under the
uiagntliceut reign of King Solomon (ihe reputed
founder of Mftionry)over tbiee thousand years
ago. Is Itthen any wonder that a people who
an so devoted to Uteir race and religion, and
bold inshell loving veneration the traditions and
history of their people, should love aud support
au order based upon those traditions and that
history? From our standpoint all that Is of
r>ia«onry is found In the Erst Hired degrees. All
tie so-called high degrees are but the ice cream
nnd pie ot the order. The substantial? are found
iv tie Blue Lodge, and for that we are indebted
to KingBolomou, wbo, we aie told, after a retgn
of fmiy years died, and with him expired lor-
ever Uie gloryand power of the Hebrew Empire.

San Francisco, April29, 1890.

MR. FLAVIN
-

Dear Sir: You are a stranger to
me, although Ihave lived here some
years, but allow me as a citizen who
appreciates honesty and fair deal-
ing toCONGRATULATE you on your
honorable mode of conducting busi-
ness.
It is high time such men as you

Join hands withthe public and drive
out from their midst unprincipled
dealers who are fooling and hum-
bugging the people by their unprin-
cipled methods.
Ihave been in foreign lands, have

seen much of the wo*!c\ custojfSs'
and habits of various peopre, but
San Francisco clothiers with a few
honorable exceptions like yourself)
"takes the cake," to use a vulgar
phrase.

Two weeks ago Iwas attracted by
a "sign "Everything Must Co; Suits
at Your Owes Price." Iwijitinto the
store tobuy a pair of cheap pants ~X<j?~
wear as a change. I was shown'
some shoddy pants marked down
from $5 to $2 SO; they were not
worth SI. Iwent direct to IXLand
secured a pair for S2 I0 worth three
pairs of those offered at the other
store where they are "closing out"
at 5O cents on the dollar.

Last Friday one of these stores of-
fered littlesuits to fitboys from 4 to
12 years old at sOc per suit. Iwent
withmy twolittla boys, but they re-
fused to sell me the same at 50c as
they had "Just sold out," but IfI
came on Saturday morning at 9
o'clock they would have some in.

Of course Ihad no faith ofbeing
served, although they exhibited a
larga pileof those very suits at the
door labeled 50 cents.
iwent again on Saturday morning,

Just for fun, and asked for a suit to
fita boy of eight years of age. Was
shown them. They wrapped one up
and demanded SI. Irefused to pay
SI; refused to be imposed upon.
Whether the suit was worth a dollar
or not is not the question. They ad-
vertised all sizes, from 4 to I2 years,
at 50c per suit and my boy was only
the size of an 8 year old boy. They
had the cheek totell me again they
had "Just sold out" tha larger suits
forSOc; the only ones they had left
were fitfor babies 4 years old, but If
Icame on Monday morning at 9
o'clock they would have some ready,
as they put IOOC of the sOc suits on
sale every day. I said, "you have
hundreds of suits at the door at sOc;
why do you fool yourcustomers that
way?" "Oh!"they said, "we can-
not unpack them Just now; come
Monday at 9o'clock. Monday morn-
ingIwas there on time Just to see
how far they would carry their lies
and humbug. A new man was be-
hind the 50c counter and he had the
aucacity to tell me °'wa have Just
sold all the 50c suits; cleared them
out on Saturday," etc.

Just than a lady withher two boys
was giving them a bit of her mind.
They had got her down twice before
on a fool's errand. She had brought
two boys all the way from South San
Erancisco.
I told them what Ithought and

called their attention to two signs
they had at the door, which were lies
on the face. One sign said they
were selling off because of a hard
winter and bad outlook and over-
stock; the other sign said their
stock was a consignment which had
been sent to them to close offat 50c
on the dollar. So they made them-
selves out liars and were swindling
and humbugging and fooling the
people.

Every time Iwent somebody was
grumbling for the same reason as
myself and Ihold such rascals are
demoralizing the commercial life of
San Francisco and destroying pub-
lic confidence, Injuring the public
morals and ought tobe driven out of
society.

For obvious reasons Ido not wish
my name to appear inpublic on this
subject.
