ENIT GOCDs.

Under the present tariff knit goods have
been largely imported in the face of the
efforts of American knit-goods manufac-
turers to displace them. The McKinley
bill raises the duty to a point at which
American manufacturers can compete suc-
cessfully. Opponents of the McKinley
Tariff Bill object to the increased duties on
the ground that American manufacturers
will put the difference in their pockets.
‘I'bis objection has been wmade whenever a
sufficient duty has been laid on an article
of foreign production to cover the differ-
ence in the cost of production in this and
in foreign countries, The free-traders as-
snme that there can be bo competition
among American manufacturers. Experi-
ence shiows, however, that Americans are
quite ready to jump into a business as soon
as there isa profit in sight. 1f the pro-
vosed duties enable Americans now in the
business to make good profits there will be
no trouble about finding capital to invest
in new factories.

IN FULL UNIFORM.

The startling intelligence comes from
France that General Boulanger not only in-
tends to return to that country but proposes
to make his entry in full uniform. He
probably expects to strike terror into the
hegrt of President Carnot and his Republi-
can associates. What significance attaches
to the selection of military clothes on the
oocasion of his return is not known. Does
it mean that he intends to fight for what he
conceives to be his rights ? Does he go
back as a General inviting the army to join
in the excursion? The resolution Boulanger
has eome to is probably the result of a
chpice between two evils. He either had to
do something or cease to pretend to be any-
body. He has for some time been econdnet-
ing an expensive campaign with no definite
purpose in sight. The parties who have
supplied him with money insist upon a show
of courage on his part as a condition of fur-
ther advances. Hence the man on horse-
back in full uniform.

SENATOR BECK,

The sudden death of Senator Beck of
Kentucky is reported. Though death came
without warning at the moment there have
been intimations for some months that the
Senator’s days of usefulness were over.
He bas been in his seat but little during
this session, and has, consequently, not
maintained the prominence he at one time

" possessed. Perhaps the speech by which

Senator Beck made himself the best known
to the country was on the silver question in
the early years of Mr. Cleveland’s adminis-
tration. The speech was the more remark-
able as it traversed the lines Mr. Cleveland

had laid down in bis message. Senator
* Beck was a popular man in the Senate and

amiong the people in his State. He had just

- been elected to a full Senatorial term,

which expires in 1893,

IN TRANSIT.

Although the Chinaman that oﬁeret.i a
bribe to a Customs Inspector escapes pum_sh-
ment and has the bribe returned to him,
this affair will be likely to convinee Secre-
tary Windom that the in-transit business is
a fraud all through. It appears that sev-
eral Chinese were willing to pay from $50
to $100 each to be put on shore in this port
rather than make the trip to Mexico. That
point is made clear, but the public will not
so readily understand the law under which
a person can violate an American law in an
American port and escape punishment be-
eause he was on a British vessel. What is
to prevent murder being committed under
the same conditions and the murderer es-
cape harmless? Under the ruling which
Secretary Windon’s last order reversed the
208 coolies on the Gaelic were transferred to
the Colima, bound for a Mexican pert.

THE RISE IN WHEAT.

They are beginning to make up their
minds in Chicago that the wheat crop of
1890 is going to be short. The market is
jumping, though there is no corner and no
large short interest. Reports from the
*“Soo "’ country complain of continued
cold, dry weather, and say that the wheat
plant is suffering accordingly. These sto-
ries are always set on foot in the spring
months, and sometimes they prove to be
based on fact.

It would not be surprising if the crop this
year should show a falling off as compared
with that of 1889, that was the secend larg-
est, if not the largest, ever harvested, the
only crop which compared with it being
that of 1884, when the Department ot Agri-
culture reported a harvest of 512,763,000
bushels. In 1838 only 415,868,000 bushels
were harvested. It is believed in many
quarters that the department estimate for
1884 is not reliable ; indeed, it is known that
the returns frem several States, including
California, were mere guesses. Last year
at this season and for the ensuing two
months the weather in the grain-growing
States was all that could be wished., If
this year’s crop equals that of 1889, the
acreage must be tbe same and the weather
equally favorable. 1tis not at all sure that
as many acres as usual have been planted
to wheat in the river valleys of the center
of the continent. Wheat has ruled so low
that farmers are tryving diversified agricul-
ture. Noris it certain that there has been
the usual increase in wheat acreage in Min-
nesota and the Dakotas. Of the spring
weather, of course, no prognostication can
be formed. The department bulletins in-
dulge in no prediecti ons.

We can speak with some confidence for
this State. Throughout the Saeramento
Valley the tremendous rainfall of last
winter — about double the average—has
caused diminution of wheat acreage, and
will probably cause an iucreased yield per
acre. There is less land seeded with wheat
in Selano, Sacramento, Yolo, Colusa, Yuba,
Shasta, Butte, Tehama and Placer counties
than has been the case for mapy years, and
the increased yield per acre will not offset
the diminished acreage. On the other hand,
throughout the San Joaquin Valley, there
is an increased acreage, aud likewise an
increased yield per acre. The wheat crop
of San Joaquin, Stanislaus, Merced, Fresno,
Kern, Tulare, San Bernardino and San
Diego counties will probably be the heaviest
on record; although, in such counties as
Fresno, considerable land heretofore planted
in wheat was last winter planted in vines,
We notice that some of our southern con-
temporaries apprehend a cessation of wheat
culture in the counties whicl are drained
by tbe Southern Pacific from Lathrop south,
In consequence of the larger rewards offered
by fruit culture. But these authorities for-
get the enormous area of such counties as
Fresno, Kern, Tulare, San Bernardino and
San Diego. These counties can raise all
the fruitv they can get hands to pick, and
yet have room for grain enough to feed four
States as large as California.

Wheat is, and nas been for several years,
too low. It is too low relatively to the price
of iron, cotton, Dbeef, tobacco, whisky and
wool. It has been accidentally depressed
by the cultivation of new wheat fields in
the Dakotas and by the cheapening of
transportation from the central States to
the seaboard. For five or six years, except
under very exceptional circumstances, there
has been no money for the farmer in grow-
ing wheat. TlLess ancmetesalways correct
themselves in time. Cheap flour has led to
the -3ubstitution of wheaten bread for
coarser meals among classes to which the
former had been a luxury; and now con-
sumption is so close upon produetion that
cven a partial crop failure anywhere
would start the market. It is no wonder
there is a flurry in the **pit” at Chicago.

SLIPPING INTO DEBT.

Mr. H. T. Fairbanks of Petaluma, Cal.,,
has a financial problem under consideration
which is almost warranted to realize Bel-
lamy’s picture of social and industrial life
as described in “Looking Backward.”” The
proposition of Mr. Fairbanks is that the
Federal Government loan money to the
States on State bonds at 2 per cent per year.
The State in turn could loan money to
municipal corporations. The States counld
thus pay their present debts with bonds
bearing a low rate of interest, and to muni-
cipalities whieh desired to make improve-
ments the State could furnish the ready
money. All this volume of debt would be
represented by legal-tender notes issued by
the Government and payable in gold or
silver coin, or in Government bonds of the
United States, at the option of the Govern-
ment. The ““at the option of the Govern-
ment” provision empowers the Government
to pay its debts with its own notes, which
is the equivalent of authority to issue fiat
money. No Government needs to pay a
debt with coin when it has the option of
paying its notes of hand with a permanent
bond. Mr. Fairbanks’' financial scheme
seems to provide an easy way of getting
into debt combined with ability to stay in
debt. While running into debt the times
would be good. If a man who has 810,000
worth of real property is tempted by a low
rate of interest to incumber it with a mort-
gage for half its value, e has an easy and
perhaps jolly time while his money lasts,
but the period comes when, with no more
property than he had before, he has interest
to pay on the sum he had borrowed. All
experience teaches that debts, public or pri-
vate, should be made payable in lawful
mouey at a specified time. All Federal loans
are now payable at a fixed date. There is
but one kind of lawful mouey known to the
civilized world, and that is coin of standard
weight and fineness, either of gold and
silver. Government credits are tounded on
their ability to keep their promises to pay
in lawful money. Of course in a general
sense greenbacks are in this country lawful
money. In point of fact they are, however,
but the convenient representative of law-
ful money. They pass at par from hand to
hand because the Government that issued
them redeems them when presented with
coin. Our Petaluma financier will have to
try again. Making times good by running
into debt is not original with him. Govern-
ments have tried it and individuals have
tried it, but neither Government nor indi-
vidual has made it work for any consider-
able length of time.

INTERNATIONAL COPYRIGHT
FEATLED.

DE-

The decisive vote by which the Interna-
tional Copyright Bill was defeated in the
House should convince the clique of pub-
lishers and authors who were behind it that
they have miscaleculated the chancas of
success. It was confidently asserted that
the only trouble was to get the House to act.
The House has acted, and by a vote of 126
to 98 defeated the bill. A motion to recon-
sider will bardly prevail with 126 noes in so
small a vote. The principal objection to
the bill was that it opened the way to a gi-
gantic publishers’ trust. By limiting the
right of reprint to the publishers in both
countries with whom the author of a work
wade a contract, cost could be maintained
far beyond the price of publication. The
foreign author would have the same rights
in the United States as a native author, and
the American author have the same rights
abroad as authors of the several countries
included in the league. The bill was advo-
cated on the ground that when a man or a
woman had written a book their property
right in their own work could not be justly
taken from them. A man, they said, who
took a wateh or other tangible property
from one country to another did so without
prejudice to his ownership of it. There is
a certain equity in matters of property
which is difficult of explanation. A wrlter

is never the owner of a literary work in the
sense in which a person owns a watch. The
watch is a distinet tangible objeet which
may be duplicated but cannot be appropri-
ated, The material in it and the work of
putting the material into shape are insepa-
rable parts of a watch. But the writer
draws his facts and often his fancies from
writers who have gone before. Several of
the most popular writers of the day are de-
fending themselves with only partial suc-
cess from charges of plagiarism. Even
where catching an idea does not descend to
actual plagiarism the inspiration of the
work is ofter drawn from other and older
writers. Considering how deeply novelists
and playwrights are indebted to libraries for
what they call their work, there seems to
be no injustice in limiting their ownership
of the joint product of their own and some
other writer’s work to the country in which
the work is originally published.

BUTLER ON FARM MORTGAGES.

Ben Butler of Massachusets adopted as
his motto early in life the sentence, Parlez
de moi. His one idea has been to get him-
self talked of—to make a sensation which
shall startle the people and set their
tongues wagging. His latest effort in the
sensational line is to frighten the people
who have loaned money on Western land
by telling them that the mortgages will
never be paid nor even the interest they
bear. The reason is that farmers cannot
afford to pay them. y

We suspect that the keen ecapitalists of
Boston who have put out money on agricul-
tural land in the grain States know about
as much on the subject of investments as
Mr. Butler. They are not in the habit of
buying pigsin a poke. When a New En-
glander lends money on security the securi-
ty is generally good, though, of course,
there may be times when it may appear to
be doubtful. Thedoubts and dangers which
General Butler has just discovered have
never been a secret to the average money-
lender on farm mortgage. They were long
ago reckoned up and estimated at their true
value. They have never availed to check
the flow of capital from Eastern cities to
Western lands.

There is no better security in the world
than agricultural lands in course of tillage,
provided the amount advanced does not re-
quire an interest charge heavier than half
or two-thirds the average annual net prod-
uet of the land. Such security is better
than stocks, for it isnot liable to be jeopard-
ized by imbecile or knavish management;
better than évidences of municipal, or State
or national indebtedness, for it is not sub-
ject to depreciation through tricks of poli-
ticians; better than merchandise, for it
cannot perish, nor rot, nor rust, nor decay.
1t never disappears. It is always there, to
be seized and possessed by the unsatisfied
creditor. Whatever else may or may not be
property nothing but the final cataclysm
can destroy the property of the man who
owns, in his own right, a given number of
square feet or acres on the face of the earth.

There always have been, there always
will be times when the farmer finds it ditfi-
cult or even impossible to pay the interest
on the mortgage on his farms. Crops fail,
prices of produce fall, labor is unattainable,
droughts ana floods destroy harvests. When
these calamities befall, the farmer will be
delinquent, as the solvent merchant is
delinquent in a financial crisis when he has
a note to meet and can neither sell his
goods nor borrow money. But as it would
be absurd to denounce a merchant as in-
solvent because he has to lean on his bank
till the hurricane is over, so is it ridiculous
in General Butler to say that the farm
mortgages in the grain States will never be
lifted, because the present price of cereals
leaves the farmer nothing over the lare
cost of living. Time is long, men must eat;
when a staple article of food sells for less
than the cost of production, it ceases to be
produced; then & scarcity occurs, the
markets react, and the producer finds him-
self making money onece more and abund-
antly able to meet his obligations.

The embarrassment which just now ap-
pears for the first time to have attracted the
attention of the Essex philosopher is really
a very old story. Almost every one of the
grain States Lhas passed through the same
crisis and emerged from it triumphant.
Where the people have been wisely advised,
as in Illincis and Towa, and their ereditors
have been reasonable, no losses have oc-
currad, and farmers who would have goire
to the wall ten or fifteen years ago if they
had been pressed are now themselves lend-
ing money on farm mortgage; where they
have been ill-advised, as in Missouri, and
the Legislature has passed laws invalidat-
ing farm mortgages, general decay has
fallen upon the State, and people have
emigrated in consequence. DBut there is no
instance in our history where a community
of farmers, imbued with honest purposes,
and rightly minded, have failed to pay
their debts in full after a little forbearance
by creditors.

HOW MUCH?

The Farmers’ Leoan and Trust Company
have before them the question of the proper
allowance to make a young lady of 18 from
her deceased mother’s estate. The ques-
tion of how much she may properly spend
as it presents itself to the average girl of
that age is how much she can get hold of.
It does not often occur to one that there is
any other use for money than to spend it.
When Howell Osborne was before the court
in a petition to have his yearly allowance
of 830,000 increased, on the ground that
that sum was insufficient to support him in
the style becoming a gentleman, several
dudes appeared in court and testified’ that
they couid live on the sum young Osborne
thought insuflicient. There appears, there-
fore, to be a variety of opinion as to the
amount of money a young man should be
allowed from an inberited estate. Does a
youug lady who will take her place in so-
ciety need more or less than a young man
of like social position? Perhaps the readiest
way to find out how much a young lady
should be allowed would be to interview a
score or two of rich girls as to the amount
they manage to get rid of.

EDITORIAL NOTES,

The death of Senator Beck of Kan tucky
revives speculation regarding the advance-
ment of ex-Speaker Carlisle and the Demo-
cratic leadership of the House. It was but
recently announced that Senator Beck, ow-
ing to ill-health, intended to resign, in order
to give Carlisle an opportunity to enter the
Senate, but the Senator, for the time being,
settled the gossips by repudiating any such
intention. Now, however, Carlisle’s ambi-
tion can be gratified.

While diseouraging reports have been re-
ceived from some sections of California re-
garding the peach crop, they are nothing
like being as gloomy as the reports from
the peach beit of the Delaware-Maryland
veninsula. One grower and packer whose
orchard contained 7000 trees recently offered
to accept $10 for all the fine fruit grown
thereon this year. In the lower part of the
belt the finest peaches for market and can-
ning are gone.

Prohibitionists regard with dismay the
recent decision of the United States Su-
preme Court in the Iowa test case, holding
that liquors imported in original packages
cannot be seized, the State not having the
power to interfere with interstate com-
merce. Mr. Justice Gray, in the dissenting
opinion, pointed out that the effect of the
decision would be to exempt even single
bottles or flasks from seizure,

The Jong legal battle against the Dash-
away Association has been settled by the
Supreme Court, the result being apparently
a barren victory for Charles Ashton, as the
property of the association, Dashaway Hall,
has been disposed of, #id the proceeds, as
he has demonstrated, illegally divided
among the members.
