QOn his
left was Rear-Admiral Brown, in command of
the Pacific squadron, and on the right Mayor
Poud. Coionel W. R. Smedberg proposed the
toast “‘Our commander,” to which General Miles
responded and said: “1 cannot look upon this as
a farewell Lo myself, as I may be with you for
some months yet, but rather as a farewell to my
gallant companions of the artillery, cavalry and
the United States crulser Charleston. However,
I might say that I have been twenty-one years
wesl of the Missouri River and ten years on the
Pacific Coast, and 1 trust you will believe me
when I say that my departure will cause many a
pang of regret. 1 nave represented this com-
maudery of the Loyal Legion in Massachusetts,
New York, Nebraska and Pennsylvania, and
bave always found Callfornia well represented
everywhere, and 1 can tell tyou it is a cold day
wheunever Calitornia gets left.”

Rear-Admiral Brown responded, of course, 1o
the toast, **The Charleston and Her Officers.”
He sald: ‘*My squadion will soon sail for the
Southern Pacific Coast, wlib the Charleston as
the flagship, and you must believe me when I say
that we will not enter foreign ports as heretofore,
with a feeling of shame for the old wooden hulks
we brought along with us, but with pride as sail-
Ing in a ship like the Charleston, a fit mate for
any European squadron. Up till now officers of
the Unitea States Navy have actually preferred
to remain on shore (o sailing in suclitubs as we
bave been accustomed to, but now the Govern-
ment has commenced the building of a navy
which I trust will iu a few years be the cqual of
any in the world.”

States Cavaliy,” by Captaln G. 8. Doane (a
Callfornla Volunteer), aud other toasts by Mar-
cus D. Boruck, Mayor Poud and Captaln George
