A CENIRAL AMERICAN RAILROAD.

United States Engineer Isham has re-
turned to the City of Mexico, having com-
pleted a survey for a railroad from the
present southern extremity of the Mexican
system to the southern boundary of Costa
Hica. The Mexican system really does not
go further south than Orizaba. Bu: sur-
veys have been made and some grading
doue for aline from that town to Oaxaca,
and perhaps by this time a few miles of
road have been laid with rails. Atany
rate, the line has been traced to Oaxaca,
and it was at that point that Mr, Isham be-
gan his work.

He appears to have followed the valley of
the Tehuantepec to the town of that name.
From there a practicable dirt road leads
along the coast, at a few miles back from
the sands and swamps, to Ayatlan in
Guatemala. This road might be followed
without eucountering insurmeuntable ob-
stacles. In Guatemala and Salvador there
lies back of tne sea coast a mesa which is
very slightly cut up by rivers and monutains:
here again a railroad track might be laid
without extraordinary feats of enginesring
skill. It would cut the two Guatemalan
railroads at right angles, and would open
up a fire cuffee country which is now with-
out an outlet. From Fonseca Bay the line
would probably strike to the east of the
mountain range which separates the bulk
of Nicaragua from the Pacific and would
intersect the proposed Nicaraguan Canal
where it emerges from Lake Nicaragua.
On entering Costa Riea Mr. Isham suggests
that it would be well to join forces with the
company which is now grading a road up
the west slope of the Sierra from Alajucla
to San Jose, to connect with the line now
running between San Jose and Cartago,
and to consolidate with and complete Mr.
Keith’s line from the mountain plateau to
Limon on the Atlantic. Frcm thence to
Chiriqui the road could be built without
difficuity.

This is an excellent enterprise, and, re-
mote as the United States are from the
region to be traversed, there is no doubt but
we should be gainers by its construction.
Every extension of the American railroad
system is grist to our mill. But it may be
questioned whether our interest in the mat-
ter is large enough to warrant American
capitalists to build it. There seems to be a
vague idea that the Enpglish will build the
road. If so, well. They have more money
than they know what to de with.

A FINANCIAL SPECTER.

General Butler takes a pessimist’s view
of the condition of farmers in the Western
States. Taking a group of States he finds
farm mortgages to amount to the stupendous
sum of §3,450,000,000, which bears interest
at the rate of from 7 to 9 percent. General
Butler says the farmers cannot pay the in-
terest, because farming as a rule does not
pay much over 4 per cent on the money in-
vested. It is probable that the General got
his statistics from the county records in the
séveral States. If he did his statement is
misleading. The county records show the
orglnal amount of a mortzage, but not the
payments that have been made upon it.
Partial payments have doubtless been made
on nearly all the mortgazes. Possiblya por-
tion of them have been mnearly liquidated.
But there would be no record of payment
until the last dollar had been paid. There
is no data for conjectures as to the propor-
tion of the whole that has been paid, but it
would not be unreasonable to assume that
one-third of the original indebtedness has
been paid. This would reduce the total
now due to $2,200,000,000. Itshould be re-
membered also that property which ean be
mortgaged for $3,450,000,000 must have been
worth at the time the morigaga was given at
least $5,000,000,000. In mostcases the money
borrewed was expended on the property
mortgaged, thus adding to its value. The
optimist view of the situation would then
be something like this: Original value of
farms mortgaged $£5,000,000,000, original

~amount of mortgages $3,450,000,000, prob-
able amount of mortgages paid $1,110,-
000,000, leaving a present indebtedness
of about $2,200,000,000. To the original
value of the tarms, $5,000,000,000, there
should be added an indefinite value arising
from the expenditure of the borrowed
money upon them. Assuming that one-balf
the money borrowed was added to the orig-
inal value of thefarms, their present value
would be $5,000,000,000 plus one-half of
£3,450,000,000, which is $1,725,000,000. Ac-
cording to this calculation the present value
of the meortgaged farms wounld be £6,725,-
000,000 against an indebtedness of about

§2,200,000,000. Of course these figures are
estimates without much basis to go upon,
but they are not more wild than General
Butler’s assumption that nothing had been
paid on the mortgages. General Butler
does not think these mortgages will ever be
paid. Neither will the great national debts
of European nations ever be paid. There
is not money enough in the world to pay
the debts of the world. But the property
which is pledged to the payment of interest
is very much greater than the aggregate of
the debts.

OUR EASTERN

TOURISTS.

In these days the cities of Califoraia are
overrun by an interesting class of people,
nearly half of whom are females, who wan-
der up and down the streets with nose in
air, staring curiously around them as if
they were lost and wished that some one
would find them. These are Eastern tour-
ists, who are shipped in batches from East-
ern cities and are under contract to pay so
much money for so many miles of travel,
to sleep at such and such hotels, to
take such and such trains, and to put
up with the dangers and drawbacks of
adventure with such philosophy as they
may possess. They.come from all sorts of
curious places, The other day two pages
of the register of a leading hotel were filled
with the names of travelers from Ports-
mouth, Shade of Malte Brun! Where is
Portsmouth? They are sometimes cheer-
ful, as becomes peovle who have crossed a
continent without loss of life or limb; but,
again, they are often low-spirited, like
peopie who, having neglected to fee the
waiter in advauce, have had pot-luck for
dinner.

Observation of these tcurists leads to the
on that most of them are des-
perately in earnest in their work of sight-

eing. 1€} ome here to spy out
iand, and they are Going it thoroughly, ex-
haustively. When an old Californian meets
one of them after his return to his Eastern
Puacific Coaster is astonished to
that the Yankee knows more about
California than he does himself, having
used his eyes and his tongue to better pur-
pose. The tourists burrow down into the
subcellars of Chinatown and climb Tele-
graph Hill; they inspect Alcatraz and in-
vestigate San Quentin; they take trips to
Mount Hamilton, and count the seals on
the Farallones; they visit every suburban
resort, fish for salmon in the Sacramento
aud bathe in the surf near the Clifi House;
they minutely examiue the mineral collec-
tion in the Mining Bureau, spend a day in
the orchards of Alameda and anotber in
the vineyards of Yolo. Nor do they con-
sider their work done till they have seen
Mount Shasta and reveled in the balwy,
though monotonous, climate of San Diego.
When they leave here they are walking
cyclopedias on Pacitic Coast matters.

When these tourists are compared with
that other class of travelers who, under the
direection of Mr. Cook, execute contracts to
do Europe in periods varying from six
weeks to six months, the impartial observer
is bound to pronounce the former the more
sensible of the two. It is an excellent thing
strange countries for to go see, as the ballad
says; but some strange countries are better
worth seeing than others, and certainly an
American should ses his own before he goes
wandering off to foreign parts. There is
nothing in Europe more interesting than
the Pacific Coast; the Rocky Mountains are
away above the Alps; the Rhine will not
compare with the Columbia, nor the plains
of Burgundy with the valley of Santa Clarsa.
And delightful as Paris and Rome are, an
American is always a stranger in either of
them; surrounded by people who are for-
eign in speech, habits, dress, thought, mor-
als and purposes, he never succeeds in
feeling at home, and he always longs to be
among his own people once more. Here,
oun the contrary, there is nothing, except,
perhaps, the climate to remind him that he
is not in New England. Hae is blood ot our
bleod, bone of our bone. Itis odds that
every man he meets will coincide with him
in opiniop on the leading questions of the
day, and cn matters of morals and life-
aims they will agree. There is just that
difference between the American in Califor-
nia and tbhe American in New England
which longitude might be expected to pro-
duce; the New Englander-who returns from
Europe feeling that he has learned nothing
except that after ali this is the best country
to live in, returns from California with a
perception of the changes which locality
aay produce in the American mind.

AMERICAN SHIPS,

The bill authorizing the Postmaster-
General to contract with American citizens
for carrying mails on American steamships
for a term of not less tlian five years places
before thie people the only practical plan of
protecting the American ocean carrying
trade. The proposition in brief is to pay
vessels of four classes not only for carrying
the mails, but for construction according to
Government plans and being held for Gov-
ernment use when wanted. These vessels
will cost more than the same classes of
vessels would if bought in the cheapest
market. The advocates of the *‘cheap”
will protest against a policy which gives
the American shipper an advantage over
his foreign competitor. Admitting that it
is desirable te build up our merchant ma-
rine, there are adveocates of two different
ways by which that object may be accom-
plished. One is the way outlined in the re-
port of the Committee on Commerce author-
izing mail contracts, the other the repeal of
the clauses in the pavigation laws which
deny American register to foreign vessels.
One way will give us a number of the most
approved modern vessels, which may read-
ily be converted into war-vessels for Gov-
ernment use, and the cther will fly the
American flag from a fleet of foreign-built
ships. The portion of the people who want
& genuine American merchant marine will
prefer the way adopted by the Commititee
on Commerce.

EDITOEIAL NOTES,

The DBritish East African Gompany has
by following the policy advocated by Sir
Samuel Baker, the well-known explorer,
negotiated a treaty with King Mwanga,
which is a check upon Germany’s designs,
Uganda having been placed under British
protection, the British thereby gaining con-
trol of the Victoria Nyanza and securing a
route to the Albert Nyanza. An effort to
reconquer the Soudan will also be made by
the Nile route from Egypt.

The revelations of the asylum horrors at
Pressburg, the great Government institu-
tion for the insane in Austria, have created
a most painful sensation throughout the
empire, unfortunate patients of high social
rank and prominence having been num-
bered among the victims of criminal brutal-
ity. 1If half of what is reported is true, the
officials who have been placed under arrest
deserve prompt and rigorous punishment.

In his veto message on the Dallas Public
Building Bill, President Harrison declared
that the matter was one of lceal interest
and convenlence, while expenditures for
necessary coast defenses and for the ex-
tension of our commeree with other Ameri-
can States are of universal interest aud in-
volve considerations not of convenience but
of justice, hovor, safety and general pros-
perity.

Baltour’s Irish Land Puarchase Bill will
have to run the gauntlet of a great number
of amendments. Parnell’s criticisms and
suggestions were of such a convincing na-
ture that Balfour now urges his colleagues
to agree to the incorporation of the propo-
sition to give priority of purchase to smaller
boldings. The landlords object to this, pre-
ferring to dispose of their land in block.

The prospects are that by Wendesday the
great tariff debate will be under way in the
House. The Republicans talk of limiting
it to a week, while the Demoeratic Con-
gressmen generally demand an additional
one to discuss the bill. The least time that
can possibly be devoted to oratory will
please the country at large.

The incarceration of the Duke of Orleans
as a prisoner of state is likely to have a ro-
mantic sequel—his marriage to Princess
Marguerite, daughter of the Duc de Char-
tres, who has been a constant visitor since
his removal to his present guarters.

The day for meeting hereafter was brought
up and discussed and all thought it to the
best interests of the club to meet on a week
day evening. It was therefore changed to
Thursday night and Mr. Tabor authorized
to secure a vnlace of meeting in the neigh-
borhood of Twenty-fourth street and
Potrero avenue.

The meeting then adjourned subject to
call of the chair.
