THE ELIXIR AGAIN.

The Results Credited to One of
" Brown-Sequard’s Followers,

Hypnotism for the Purpose of Training Boys.
A Viennese Buddhist Who Is to Be
Suppressed by ths Police.

Special Paris Letter to THE MorNING CALL,

Panis, April 20.—Last June, when Dr.
Brown-Sequard explainea his method for
rejunevation to the Biological Society, the
learned and the unlearned were not only
skeptical, but unsparing in their criticisms.
To the oldest and the feeblest the doctor
promised vigor by means of subcutaneous
inoculations, but no one wished to believe

| in the efficacy of a remedy seemingly bor-

rowed from some old source. But from
present indications we shall be obliged to
give Dr. Brown-Sequard’s discovery seri-
ous consideration. One of the few French
physicians who tried experiments with this
discovery has had some startling results.
It will be remembered that Dr. Brown-
Sequard’s first trial was upon himself, and
from the day he made the first inoculation
a radical change occurred, his old strength
returned and he felt himself younger by
twenty years.

The eminent physician’s follower tried
the experiment upon three old men, almost
bedriddden. After the third inoculation
he helpless old men not only began to take
interest in everything about them, and to
regain their faculties, but they walked with
the light, elastic step of youth, Euacouraged
by this success, the physician continued in
his work and in nine cases out of ten he has
had wonderful success.

A pupil of Dr. Brown-Seq uard has told
me that the use of the liguid requires the
greatest precaution; for instance, it must
be taken from perfectly lLealthy animals
and must be {resh, because 1t becomes
quietly corrupt. Should the inoculation be
made under vad conditions, it may engender
serious diseases, and it is indispensable that
the system of the patient be enfeebled, not
Everywhere, except in France,
ex:eriments have been common. 1n Albury,
a little Australian village between Vlictoria
and New South Wales, a physician inocu-
lated a dying man with ram’s marrow and
the subject was cured completely.

The most wonderful case of which I aver
heard, and one that destroys the theory
that the system must not be vitiated
in order to assimilate the remedy, is
that of a man dying from tubercular lep-
rosy. He bad lost his nails, his hands and
fingers were rigid, ulcerated, bleeding. He
could neither eat nor sleep, and was barely
able to walk. The first inoculations pro-
duced but little effect, but those following
gave results. ‘I'he patient was able to write
a legible hand and twelve days after the
last inoculation he articulated perfectly,
walked a long distance, slept well and was
on the road to health. I could name other
instances, but I have mentioned enough to
show that if the Brown-Sequard discovery
be not infallible there are reasons why, in
scientific matters, we should never sp2ak of
absolute impossibility.

The other day 1 attended a lecture on
hypnotism or suggestion by Dr. Foreau de
Cormeilles. The most interesting portion
of bis remarks was thal referring to the
cure of hallucinations of sight, of hearing,
of taste, of general and special sensibility,
all by means of suggestion. The famous
physician cures children of these hallucina-
tions, and in the following manner:

‘*After having called the child into my
office, a place not at all familiar, therefore
making upon him a first impression, I take
an air, grave and resigned. The child is
seated before me, and taking his band,
looking dxedly in his eyes, I speak to him,
slowly, softly, but firmly, in an even tone,
without raising or lowering the voice, and
with this monotony prepare the chiid for
sleep.

"En this sleep the child’s will is en-
feebled; then I speak to him of his fanlt,
or of his bad habits, and make bhim feel the
inconveniences or the dangers, and show
him the consequences, making him feel that
faults or vices will diminish the affection of
his parents, weaken the confidence, esteem
and sympathy of his friends and teachers.
We inspire regrets, a desire for pardaon and
a resolution to reform. The child is asleep
and I deprive him of his elements of re-
sistance. 1 do not wish to substitute my
will for his, but to lead him to think as 1 do.
Without impatience, I try this again and
again, striving 'to conquer. Slowly the
child feels the gravity of its position, and
tries the remedy.

*In this way idle, turbulent, even wicked
children are completely subjugated, and if
the cure be slow it is none the less certain.
Sbould there be a relapse I do not hesitate
to recommence the treatment and continue
it until a complete cure be effected.”

A Rounte Chosen for the Rapid
Trausit Company.

County Supervisors’ Meeting—Arrival of the
First Cable Coil—Visiting the Charles-
ton—Alameda and Berkeley.

The Board of Supervisors of Alameda
County was asked yesterday by George F.
Gamble of Piedmont, and also by others, to
determine the value of the plant of the
Contra Costa Water Company, and fix the
rates for consumers outside of incorporated
cities and towns. Ex-Judge Lawton, J. E.
McEirath and J. K. Piersol represented the
petitioners. J. C. Martin, for the water
company, stated that the corporation is
willing to give the board any desired in-
formation when asked for, and the matter
was taken under advisement. An ordi-
nance prepared at request by the Distriet
Attorney, embodying the restrictions asked
for by residents outside of the corporate
limits of Oakland and Berkeley with refer-
ence to the issuance of liquor licenses in
that territory, was presented and taken
under advisement. A petition of the resi-
dents of the territory between Oakland and
Derkeley, with a population of between 600
and 700 persons, asking that the board form
a Sanitary Inspector District, with a Board
of Health, was presented and referred to
the Finance Committee and the District
Attorney.

The City Council last evening overruled
the appeal from the Nineteenth-aveuue
sewer assessment. ‘The protest against the
construction of a sewer in Eighth street,
recently bitumenized, was overruled.

RAPID TRANSIT COMPANY,

The Directors of the Oakland Rapid-tran-
sit Company vesterday determined upon the
following route: Starting at Second and
Broadway, along Second to Franklin, up
Franklin to Thirteenth, along Thirteenth
to Grove, and Grove to Forty-seventh,
across to the intersection of Adeline street
and Alcazar avenue, out Adeline to the con-
tinuation of Grove, and out the continua-
tion of Grove to North Berkeley. At Cen-
ter street, in Berkeley, a branch will be
run to the University grounds. This will
obviate the objeetions of the Lorin citizens
to the route being changed, so as to run on
Shattuck avenue from Forty-seventh street,
The track-layers arenow crossing the horse-
car lines. The Superintendent of the con-
tracting company has 500 men at work on
the uncompleted portion of the road, and
says that it will now be pushed to comple-
tion.

San Quentin prison, the last terin to com-
mence on the expiration of the first, was
brought to Oakland from San Quentin by
the Warden on a writ of habeas corpus
issued by the Superior Court, returnable
before Judge Gibson.

The section from the power-house to
town will be by separate cable, but will not
be completed for some months., The con-
nection will be made by San Pablo avenue,
and will soon be upon the newly macada-
mized portion of Grove street that has been
used by sports as a race-track. The laying
of the track will break up the fast driving,
and will be welcomed by many residents of
the street.

OLD NEW YOEK TAVERKS.

Many of the Signs Were of Engligh Ori-
gin, Some of Great Antiquity.

Many of thesigns which hung upon New
York taverns were of Epglish origin, some
of great antiquity. The White Lion—a
lion rampant, painted white, and set into
the wall at St. John’s, Clerkenwell—was a
noted resort of cattle-drovers. The Kin g’s
Head and the Queen’s Head, bearing the
image of the reigning sovereign, were com-
mon in all parts of the Kingdom. There
were numberless signs of the Coach and
Horses in London alone. The Three Pig-
eons is as old as Ben Jonson, and fre-
quently met with; so was the Fighting
Cocks at Staffordshire, where this sport was
in fashion. Dr. Samuel Johnson has made
the Pineapple famous. It was originally
used by confectioners, but later by inn-
keepers also. The Globe is familiar to all
literary men. The “Dog’s Head in the
Pot,” of great antiquity, had little to rec-
ommend it, save to the scum of society,
emblem as it was fiom early time of slov-
enly housewifery and mean accommoda-
tion. Strange to say, however, that while
there exist innumerable examples of the
White Horse in England, the recent ex-
haustive researches into the history of sign-
boards have not brought to light that of the
Black Horse, which was in frequent use in
the American Colonies,

He that would understand the story of
New York signs must not be misled by the
idea that they were fixtures. On the con-
trary, they were as much property as
trade marks are to-day, and migratory as
their owners, the inn-keepers, who must
bear the palm for restlessness. For illus-
tration: The King’s arms hung in 1753 from
a house in Broad street, near the London
Bridge, where Mrs. Lightfoot was the
hostess; in 1763 was taken by Mrs. Sarah
Steele to the lower end of Broadway, oppo-
site the fort; in 1764, by Edward Barden,
to the upper end of Broadway, facing the
Commous, who in turn ceded it in 1767 to
his successcr, De la Montagne, who held it
till the Revolution, in 1775, The Hano-
verian Kings were in small favor in the
city, and their image did not prove at-
tractive. lIn 1778, when the British were in
occupation, Loosely and Elms swune out
the head of obstinate George I11I on
Brownejohn’s Wharf, and recruited priva-
teers Lo prey on the commerce of the pa-
triots, and it crossed the river with them to
the Long Island side of the Brooklyn ferry
the year folldwing.—From *Old New York
Taverns,” by John Austin Stevens, in
Harper’s Magazine for May.

LUCK IN THE NEW MOON.

Curious Superstitions as to the Potency
of Lunar Influence.

The potency of lunar influence in worldly
matters was at one time alinost universally
acknowledged, and even now many of the
errors aund superstitions connected with the
moon still hold their ground among the
rustic population of the country. Not only
is the restless ocean governed by the pale
luminary of night, but a kind of tidal ar-
rangement was supposed to exisit in:the
bodies of animals, their marrow and brains
fluctuating with the increase and waning of
the moon. 1t is a popular belief that the
rays of the latter falling upona sleeping per-
son cause his face to become distorted, and,
as some aver, even deprive him of his
senses—in fact, lunaties were so named frem
their supposed susceptibility to lunar influ-
ence, and “moon-struck” is a common term
for a state of mental aberration bordering on
imbecility.

The phases of the moon are supposed to
exert a marked influence over the growth of
mushrooms, and formerly, in order that
their flesh might not waste in the cooking,
the best time for killing pigs was consid-
ered to be when the moon was on the in-
crease or near the full. One sometimes
meets with the superstition that when the
moon comes in and goes out on Sunday
seed planted during that month will not
grow. Hair, it is said, should be cut at the
new mocen, otherwise it is liable to fall off;
corns, on the other hand, should be cut
during the waning of the moon, in order
that they may gradually diminish and ulti-
mately disappear,

Itis customary with country people to
bow or courtesy to the new moon, and by
some it is also supposed thata wish made
at such a time will be gratified. Itis held,
too, that the money in one’s pockel should
be turned for luck. 7o see the new moon
through glass, however, is considered un-
lucky. When the moon is on its back, that
is to say with the horns of the crescent
pointing upward, it is thought by some to
indicate frost. Sharp horns of the new
moon are supposed to presage wind, and
when the outline of the entire planet can
be traced it was, in Scotland, looked upon
as a sign of bad weather.—Loundon Graphie.

The Bavarian Governinent proposes
to build one near Starenburg Lake as a
monument to Bismarck and also as an ob-
servatory.

The Swedish Ogyster-culture society is
trying to acclimatize American oysters from
Connecticut on the eoast of the province
of Bahus. The young oysters seem to
thrive well.

Tne biggest edible oysters in the world
are found at Port Lincoln, in South Aus-
tralia. They are sometimes more than a
foot across the shell, and the oyvster fits the
shell so well he does not leave much margin.

Jobn B. Parshall, a compositor in the

Delhi (N. Y.) Gazette office, recently set up
the notice of three golden weddings. He
set up the marriage notices of the same
couples fifty years before—a remarkable
coincidence.
