THE WEST INDIAN
PIONEER.

A BOMAXCE BY A. F.DUNLOP.

L
CTBi HE sturdy pioneers who a generation ago
t\'.i"went into ilia wildneiiiess and reclaimed
Kit? the prairies of the West are fastdlsap-

cJ*f<? peaiing. Scarce a day pauses by without
a report of the deal hof one ol these brawny lie;oes
who. through meal lMidsMps, dangers and toll,
accumulated wealth and wlin Itopened territory
for Hie advance of civilization. Heroes they were,
although rough both in manner and sueecli,
and their fame will undoubtedly last as lung as
American civilization. About the men who will)

the siime lullit and bravery sought homes In '.I.e.
West Indies as toon almost us It had been dis-
covered nothing has ever beeu written, and Hie
great work they performed in opening up and
cultivating:fields whose produce pave to the world
almost a new Hade lias been lost, partly because
their woik was dune on small islands Isolated
from the km of the world, and paillybecause
they lived in a nine when newspapers were
scarce. Vet every one of the beautiful and fer-
tileislands that dot the Caribbean Sea like a
necklace of emeralds from Antigua to iu.ikimll-
ceut ban Domingo could furnish good speci-
mens 01 pioneer* who at tint fought the Carlbs—
as blooathliMysavages as any of our Indians—
and then cultivated their Uriel's In a c.lin.ile lor
which they wereeullrely unprepared, and which
as arule lias paralyzed the ambition uud the ef-
forts of an white men.

The environs of these West Indian pioneers
were of course cnluely dlfteieot from their Ilkof
Norm America; they came also from an eutiiely
difleient race, ai.d had been fighting their way
Into the druse tiaidwood forest* before the Mis-
sissippi bad been reached aud crossed by adveu-
tuious husbandmen. As a rule, moieover. they
did not belopi: to v.hat lv Europe Is called the
common or middle class, but were members of
the best families of France and Spain, liwas
only after il:e-e cavalier* had made the way that
immigration by the woikintiiiKiubegan.

Many ot the smaller Inlands are yet unin-
habited, ur furnish transient homes for variant
negroes, who do uot cultivate the soil, but make
a livingby cutting wood to sell to the people of
Itie latter neighboring Islands, where the forests
nave louc since made room for sugar, cotton,
tobacco aud coffee field*.
ilie last of (he islands InHie West Indies to be

redeemed by the eilons of a single leaowte and
brave man was Vieques, a colony of the Spanish
Ctowo at piesent, but not many years mice
known as Crab Island, and, with Si. ilioiuas, St.
Crolx and St. John, the only possession of the
Danes inAmerica. It isbut a small, rock-bound
I'lat,not over Din en miles square, and divided
Irom the west side of I'orlo Klco by a sound at
ho point moie thau ten miles wide. Unlike the
rest uf the West limit's. it lias nohigh hills, and
the approaching manner olteu umtaked the
iucuutaius of l'orto llico ou the other side of the
eouod for the fertile glebeland of Hie liltItIsland.

Tiois t-'iciei I'rovvucuux lv the Hue dcs l'etits
Enlauli lv Paris. Ailhad beeu graduated from
the military academy at St. Cyr.

Three years later a sailor called on the (inv-
entor of Hie French Islaud of Martinique with a
strange request. lie had Carefully compiled a
list oi the Dames of the liegio niuidereis aud
oilier criminals on Hie island. :tnd me coil of
their annul, nance to the crown, lie also showed
that the prisons were overcrowded, aud re-
quested that the Uoverument would give him
permission to provide and care for all these
pilsouers during their teiui of incarceration, lie
also slated that lie purposed usiiu in coutiol of
an uulnbabiied island, at that time claimed bulti
by Spaniards aud by Danes, but winch could be
brought under the French ting if occupied by a
Frenchman. Ills request Was granted without
much trouble, and Captain Cbeiot soon sailed
from ibe beautiful bay at Martinique with sixty-
two desperate blacK convicts, the majority sen-
tenced for life, lie was the only while man on
board the schooner La Fontaine, and alone man-
aged the vessel as 11 gilded outof the harbor aud
sailed before the trade winds toward Vieques.
Dvilug the two days and nights of the voyage he
stood constantly at the wheel, never pcimuting
any of the shackled blacks Co gel near him. Nut
a morsel of food was taken by any one during
the voyage, aud wbeu the schooner put into the
roadstead of l'orto Mulas ten desperate negroes
made a dash at him with their bauacuri9. luiee
of them were killed.

Whs* the vessel was rounded Into the wind
and the sails flapped mi the mast ciieroi's only
servant boarded the schooner Ina small canoe
and at ouce went forward and dropped the
anchor, lie then lowered the sails, the convicts
luoklugat him, but none attempting to hurt him,
as be was quite as black as any of them. V. hen
everything was made shipshape Captain Uieiot
addressed the crew as follows:

"We are in shallow water. You can all wade
ashore. Your tee: are fiee. You are all iiungty.Weil, In youder hut on the hillside 1 have loud
tor you in plenty. Ishall not liberate your
bands. Wheu you get ashore come to tho hut
lor food and shelter. As soon as Ifeel 1 can
trust you you shall all be as free as air. At the
slightest attempt at levolt 1 willshoot you down
as 1 would dugs. 2s'ow take your choice, but
mark well what Isay: He that does nut sleep
under my rool-lree to-night, him 1shall hunt for
In the morning and killas suie as the suu rises!
That Is all."

the footsteps of Jean Hnptiste, CUerol bunging
up the rear. Nut one of the blacks made lor the.swamps. That night every one slept In the lame
but, and Cberol slumbered as peacefully us a
child, guaided by me faithful Jean Ijaplisie. At
daybicik Cheroi again addressed them.

In less than three mouths all were free and

In 1866 Cheiui bad built a village which he
had called l'orto Mulas. He was an old man
then, clean shaveu and straight as au arrow.*
For some ieasou his face and bunds— the lallexalways covered with thick gloves— hud not be-come as red from exposure to the sun as those
of Eurui eaus geneiaily get, but bis complexion
was clear, and at times he blushed like a girl.
Hishair was like Oliver In color, and hung In
curls over bis shoulders and down over a widerolling collar, made of Ihe roughest of whitelinen, but scrupulously clean. Ills eyes weio
shaded by long, silky eyebrows, and a thick
growth of hair covered bis chest, which was al-
ways exposed. ludiesshe looKed like a cava-
lier cut out of an old Irencn picture, and, al-
though 111-made, bis old-fashioned clothing was
of the beslmaieiial. Inmanner he was as courtly
as a grandee, lifting Ins bombiero whenever be
rode into the sugar Held and passed by a gang of
negroes at their toll, lie knew scarcely anything
of the progress the worldhad made since he left
it,aud only lamented the fact that men did not
wear knee-breeches, is every gentleman should.
Illshome was commodious, wiihlarge verandasFUrroundlDg It, and ou these be remained all day

listening lo Ihe trade winds xiglnng through
palm tops, aud watching the woikinggangs. ills
ftuuiiuie was all antique and ot Fiencb. maun-facture, white enameled, with tiny golden
streaks. The whole establishment bore marksof the refinements of generations past.

During the last twenty yean the land on theIsland lias been taken up by wealthy sugar-
growers of the neighboring coloules, and acre
lor acre, the little spot of ground produces asmuch sugar us any in the West Judlas. OldCbeiot died a lew years ago, seated, as was hisdally worn, illbis comfortable arm-chair, over-looking tho Island w hie,i be had made prosper-ous, aud the bu»y mass of buinnuity around him,
for whom he bad created a borne aud a livingHut the last pioneer of the West Indies never
opened to (He world the sealed book of bis eaily
career. And no line from his pen remains be-
hind to throw strong light upon an expeilenco
which must have rivaled, in leal life, the must
tintiling effects of drama or romance.— From
Kate Field's Washington.

BLYTHE OH WILLIAMS.
Attorney Taylor trans Illythe'cCareer

From Ibe Crarllo.
Edward K. Taylor, attorney for the Will-

iams claimants to the Xilythe estate, re-
sumed his nreument yesterday, ana con-
tended that their case is the only one pre-
senting a familyBible with the date of birth
as given; also, tbe only original photograph

and the only original letters. The proof
shows that Thomas Williams and Thomas
Blythe were born on the same date.

He then traced Blythe's career from the
cradle up to the time he stood on the deck
of the Antelope, bound for America. The
counsel created unfeigned astonishment
among his fellow-attorneys by saying: "Our
case Is really so strong as to prove itself,
and itis only out of abundant caution and
out of a sense of duty to the Court
that we present argument in closing. Itis
so clear that the probation leaves not a
binge to hang a doubt upon. We desire to
so present our case as to furnish a ratio de-
cidendi for the Court."

BERNER'S DEATH.
The Reticent Saloon Man Cen-

sured—Doctors Quarrel.
Coroner Eaton held an inquest yesterday

on the body of Gustavo Berner, the shoe-
maker who was killed recently outside
Ilorstman's saloon, corner of Thirty-first
ana Mission streets, it is said, by Michael
Dolan and William Sullivan. Detective
Robert Hogan's story was made stronger
by the evidence, lierner went to the saloon
for beer, and, after leaving the place, was
struck on the head by Sullivau. He went
home, took sick and died shortly afterward.
Detective lioean was given the case for in-
vestigation and placed the accused young
men under arrest.

The followingverdict was returned:

.Ms rteatli on Hie mcl.i of April28tb, from a blow
on tin- head witli come liaid substance, given by
the hands of pailies unknown to us; and we
furllieimoie censuie Henry iiorstiuan lor keep-
ingbacK testimony believed to be. beneficial to
llio Coronet's jury.

Although Dr. Bates, the Coroner's assist-
ant, who made the autopsy, gave as the
cause of death meninuitis, from fracture of
the skull, Dr. li. 11. Uaumeister, who
attended Berner and signed the death cer-
tificate, firmly maintained yesterday that
the man died from pneumonia. liaumeister
furthermore gave cut at the Morgue that
the action of the Coroner's assistant was
an attempt to injure his reputation, lie
was satisfied that Berner suffered from
pneumonia.

The result of the autopsy was then stated
by Dr. Este«. A fracture, which could bo
felt without removing the scalp, was found
in the deceased's head. The lungs were
conceited, which was undoubtedly caused
from meningitis through failure of the
heart.

EPISCOPAL CHURCH.
Annual Convention of the Dio-

ceso of California.

The annual convention of the Protestant
Episcopal Church of the Diocese of Cali-
fornia assembled nt 11 o'clock yesterday
morning at Grace Church. The convention
was opened with religious services con-
ducted by Rev. W. W. Davis of St. Luke's.

Aletter was read from the wife of the
Bishop, Mrs. W. I. Kip, slating that the
condition of the Bishop's health would not
admit of his attendance, and asking that
Rev. W. 11. Hill of Berkeley preside in his
stead.

The latter was immediately and Inform-
ally called to the chair by his associates,
and having had a partial call of the roll of
delegates, enough to see that a quorum was
present, he adjourned the convention forlunch, which the ladies of Grace Church
had prepared in the basement.

At2 o'clock the convention reassembled,
and at the demands of the Chairman for a
formal vote he was elected to preside. In
returning thanks for the honor conferred
the ex-Chaplain of San Quentin alluded
feelingly to his long acquaintance with
Bishop Kip, recalling that just fiftyyears
ago they had first given each other the hand
of church fellowship.

The rolls of clergy and lay delegates werecalled separately. Itey. William 8. Neales
declined a renominatiou for Secretary;
Itev. 11. B. Lutlirop of Oakland was unani-
mously elected to the office, aud \,he Chair-
man appointed W. M. Cubery of San Fran-
cisco assistant. Hey. Mr. Holmes was ad-
mitted to membership.

A letter f rom Assistant Bishop Nichols

The Chairman announced that all mat-
ters relating to the revision of the constitu-
tion and canons should be referred to tho
committee under that head.

Boy. B. C. Foute announced that, in ac-
cordance with a canon which required one
day's notice, a new constitution and set ofcunous would be presented by that commit-
tee to-day. Itbeing generally known -that
these had been gotten up in a printed pam-
phlet by Rev. K. C. Foute and Key. C. M.Mlel, there was a general call for them to be
submitted to the house in Committee of the
Whole and then referred back to the com-
aiittee before presenting them for ballot.

The pamphlets were distributed aud read
aloud. Some slight changes were voted,
and it is tin tight that in their present shape
they willpass the house to-day, to go into
effect one yearjience.

Considerable" debate was had as to the
naming of the diocese, the objectionable
paragraph being: "The church shall be
known and distinguished as the "Diocese of
California.'" There was a motion to
amend the name to read, "Diocese of SanFrancisco"; another, "Diocese of CentralCalifornia"; but it was finally referred
back to the committee in its original shape.

Resolutions were adopted to prevent vot-
ing oil motions to appropriate funds beforereferring the same to tho Committee of Fi-
nance.

Ten o'clock was named by the Chairmanas the hour for beginning business this
morning. The members were invited to a
lunch and conference at St. Luke's Church
at 8 o'clock p. m. to-morrow aud also by the
lady manager! of St. Luke's Hospital came
an invitation to visit the Orphanage one
day this week.

The Hitter Curse of the PugtofHce Clerk
