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WILLIAIT'S WRATH.

Bismarck Threatened With Dire
Punishment,

The German Emperor Objects fo Having
Secrets Revealed.

The King of Dshomey Disgusted With the
Result of His War Against
the French.

Loxpoyn, May 9. — The announcement
that Bismarck is about to make public the
complete story of his dismissal from the
chauncellorship, together with the events
which led up to it, has greatly enraged the
Emperor. The Emperor sent a personal
letter reminding the Prince that he s liable
to severe punishment, under an amendment
to the penal code of his own making, if he
makes public his knowledge regarding
State matters gained by him during his offi-
cial life.

The Times publishes a dispateh saying
that Bismarck has received Despoux, the
French journalist, with whom he had a jong
talk. The dispatch adds that it is probable
that Despoux will write a sensational ac-
count of Bismarck’s dismissal from the

chancellorship.

TIRED OF WAR.
The Kipg of Dihomey Disgusted With His
Efforts to Crush thes French.
Loxpoy, May 9.—The Kiug of Dahomey
is very tired of his war against the French.
He expected tooverwhelm the small French
garrison on the coast at one blow. When
his troops returned discomfited from the
defense of Kotonou he was so enraged that

he beheaded the General in command.
This was followed with the sluu:htcf‘ of
several more officers the next day. This

had a contrary effect to what he expected.

Many of the troops deserted, some seeking
refuge within the French lines.

Several French Scldiers Hurt While Firing
Blapk Cartridges.

Naxcy, May 9.—While an artillery bat-
tery was practicing thismorning with blank
cartridges a dozen men were sent to pick up
some unfired cartridges.

The feast of dedication of the English
Lutheran Church, Geary and Gough streets,
will commence May 21st and continue to
May 25th, inclusive. The act of dedication,
according to the liturgy of the church, will
take place at3o’clock Sunday afternocen,
May 25th, in which a number of visiting
Lutheran clergvmen and invited city
pastors will participate.

T'he Methodist Episcopal Church (South)
reports the following statistics: 4562 itiner-
ant preachers; 6269 local preachers; 1,161,-
666 members (white), an increase of 38,1583
520 colored members, a decrease of 125, and
3833 Indian members, a decrease of 1125
The total number of preacher wnd members
is 1,177,150, showing a total net increase of
37,0533. ‘T'lie value of chureh edifices is re-
ported at nearly $17,000,000.

CATHOLIC NOTES.

Pope Leo has couferred the Order of
Christ upon Dr. Windthorst, the brainful
and courageous leader of the German
Catholic party.

There are 173 Catholic schools in Scot-
land, attended by 37,376 children.

The plans for the new St. Joseph’s Con-
vent at Milwaukee, Wis.,, have been com-
pleted. It will have a frontage of 218 feat
and will cost $75,000.

The Sisters of Mercy have bonght prop-
erty at Sioux City costing $11,000, which
they will utilize for hospital purposes.

The work of demolishing old St. Mary’s
Church, Washington, D. C., has begun.

Work has been started on the construetion
of the new Catholic Club-house in New
York City. The building will cost $185,000,
and will be located on Fifty-ninth street,
near Sixth avenue. It will be a handsome
structure of five stories in modern club-
house styie.

Bishop Fitzgerald of Little Rock, Ark.,
has five schoels for colored children, with a
daily attendance of 300 children. >

All the members of the new Ticino @%a-
ton Government are Cathalies. % .

There are about fifty branches of the Irish
Catholic Benevolent Union in Philadelphia,
with a membership of 5000, and throughout
the United States and Canada there are 500
branches, averaging 20,000 members.

One huudred acres of land have been pur-
chased between North Yakima and the Oid
Tower in Washington ‘lerritory, on which
it is proposed to build a Catholic Indian
training-school, where agriculture and other
useful arts will be taught.

The new Church of St. James of Com-
postella will be the finest Gothie church
in London—probably in England—balong-
ing to Catholics. T'he site cost £27,000, and
already £30,000 has been expended on the
building.

Since 1634 the parent house of the Ca-
puchin Fathers has stood beside the Church
of the Couception, on the Piazza Barberini,
Rome. The fathers recently received from
the Government an ultimatum ordering
them to quit the convent. Yielding to vio-
lence, the Capuchins departed from their
time-honored retreat, and are now in a new
house near the Church of St. Nicholas of
Tolintene.

THE HEBREW FAITH.

On the first day of the Passover Baron
George Anselm von Rothsehild, sun of the
Baron and Baroness Albert von Roths-
child, was Barmitzvah in one of the temples
of Vienna. He read the portion of the law
and the Haphtorah very well. Baron Al-
bert offered 2000 florins on the ocecasion.

The Jews of Tetuan, Morocco, are tak-
ing active steps for the improvement of the
Melilah or Jewish quarter.

Kaiser William seems rather friendly to
the Jews than otherwise. He frequently
invites an old friend, Dr. Sommer, to the
palace, and, as the latter is an orthodox
Jew, dinner for him has to be sent in from
a Kosher restaurant.

The deceased Empress Augusta be-
queatbed to the Home for Aged of the Jew-
Ish community of Berlin 5000 marks. For
many years she was a regular contributor
to that institution, as in matters of charity
she knew no difference of creed.

About 400 Czecbs living in Leopoldstadt,
Hungary, have leld a demonstration, at
which they resolved to unite in their efforts
to combat the spread of anti-Semitism,
which they said, was working the ruin of
the State.

WILY CHINESE.

Letters From Special Treasury
Agents,

Almost Impossible to Peevent Their Cross-
ing the Camadian Border.

The California Delegafion Besieged With
Applicants for the Registership
of the Land Office.

Bpeclal by the California Associated Press.

WAsHINGTON, May 9.—Following are the
reports of the Chinese Inspectors, which
Acting Secretary of the Treasury Batchal-
ler forwarded to the Senate to-day:

OFFICE SPECIAL AGENT TREASURY DE-
PARTMENT, SUSPENSION BRIDGE, NEW
YORrK, April 30, 1890.

Hon. William Windom, Secretary of the
Treasury—SiR: 1 have the honor to report that
special employe Lewis in this office arrested
lwo Chinamen yesterday who bad smuggled
themselves nto tiie Unlted States from Canada,
#ud tnat said Chinamen have beeu placed in the
custody of the United States Marshal pending
examination.

1 respecifully fovite attention to the fact that
according to my information ihere isa larﬁe
uumber of Chinese now In Toronto, Canada, who
recently arrived from Vietoria, B. C., who will,
It1s believed, find iheir way into the United
States. Wing Tal & Co. of 405 Yoqlg street, and
Lee Wing of 128 Queen street, Toronto, are
promiuvent leaders of their countrymen, and are
sald to recelve $30 per head for landing Chinese
across the line. The fact that a close walch is
kept on{ms port, thirteen arrests having been
made within the past three weeks, will doubtless
have a tendency to check the Immigration of
these persons, but there Is no reason to believe
that we can stop it altogethier. The arrest and
return to Canada of one of them seems to have
the eflect only of causing him (o seek some other
outlet, Indeed, there are some instances within
my knowledge where speclal employe Lewis has
Lwice arresied Chinamen aud returned them to
Cauapa, aud the same meu are LOW engaged in
bursulis peculiar to their people in the city of
New York.

Il the department should direet that every
Chinese perscn found uniawlully within the
United States be removed therefrom to China a
second attempt to come here would probabiy not

*be made; but, as [ bave indicated, the present

mode will not effectualiy exciude this undesira-
ble class.

Another phase of the subject that has caused
some embarrassment at this port and 18 likely to
become a more serious quesiion in the near tu-
ture is this: Chinese persons are found unlaw-
fully within the Uunited States smuggled from
China, and do not have certiticates showing they
have pald the Domiuton customs tax of $50 a
head. How are they to be returned? The Do-
minlon custome officials will certainly refuse to
admit such persons Into Canada without proper
certificates, and our officers must choose, in the
absence of further instructions, beiween smug-
gllug them back and placiug them on the bridges
connecilug the two couniries, where they are
ceilain to suffer much discomfiture before re-
lease, to say nothiog of the anooyance such ac-
tion will cause the officers of the bridge com-
panies,

&3 proof oFChinese right as a merchant to enier
the Uulted States, or what constitutes a ‘* mer-
chaut” nuder the Chinese Restriction Act. United
States Cousu! Pope is a fair representative of his
class of officials. He is able, intelligent, ete.,
but knows absolutely nothing concerning legisia-
tion aftecting the Chinese, uor has he been sup-
plied with a copy of any law restricting Chinese
immigration or excluding Chinese laborers.
Tbat more Chinese have not crossed the border
under cover of the seal of the Consulate must be
because they dia not seek to cross by that route.

The State Department canuot oo soon put
Into the hands of our consuls all along the
Canada border a copy of the jaws affecting Chi-
nese linmigration and excluston and the latest
decisious of the Treasury Department uuder
suid lawa, and I recommend that all our col-
lectors of cusioms, especially on the northern
border, be similarly provided.

Knowing that the Canadian Government will
not furnish the certificates required by Section 6
1 put the case of the Chinese merchant simply
thus: ** Belore his application for entry into the
United States can be cousidered he must produce
the certificate required by Section 6 of the act
from the Chinese Government or its duly anthor-
ized representative.” Because Ah Moy and
brother haa wot this certificate they were finaily
refused tiie papers they sought.

I am ciedibly informed from a Chinese source
that an organized effort in this city has, aurivg
the past year, unlawfully put into the United
States upward of 200 CLinese.

CONGRESS,
THE SENATE.

An Amendment to the Pension Appropriation
Bil Adopted.

WAsHINGTON, May 9.—Senator Gorman
to-day introduced a bill suspending for ten
years the section of the Revised Statutes
restricting in this country the sule of guano
to United States citizens.

A letter was received from the Acting
Secretary of the Treasury transmitting a
report of Chinese Inspectors relative to

evasions of the Exclusion Act on the Cana-
dian border.

Numerous petitions were received favor-
ing the free coinage of silver.

(At 12:20 o’clock the Pension Appropria-
tion Bill was called up and debate pro-
ceeded with. A vote being taken on the
amendment increasing the number of pen-
sion agents from eighteen to twenty it was
adopted—ayes 25, noes 19, Ingalls, Allison
and Plum voting with the Demoecrats in the
negative, and Payne and Bate with the Re-
publicans in the affirmative.

The bill was reported to the Senate and.
Cockrell demanded a separate vote on the
above amendment. He took the floor and
denounced this increase in offices. He said
they were useless and for the benefit of cer-
tain spoilsmen. He ridiculed this Adminis-
tration as a great reform and econom ical
cne. In reply to inquiries from Plumb aund
Blair he admitted he had been a spoilsman,
but he contended that, even if he had
been, or the Democratic party had been, it
was no reason why the Republican party
sheuld ve.

Sherman replied and showed that the in-
crease in offices was demanded by an in-
creass in the number of pensiouners.

Allison also opposed the amendment in a
short speech.

A vote being taken on the amendment
again, it was agreed to by 23 to 21. The bili
was then passed.

The Military Academy Appropriation Bill
was then called up and debated at length.
The bill was passed, and at 2 o’clock the
Army Appropriation Bill came up.

Hale offered an amendment, prohibiting
the sale of intoxicating liquors at army
posts.

Butler opposed the amendment and
fa'\"ored the canteen system.

The fact being disclosed that no quorum
was present to vote on the amendment, the
Senate at 5 o’clock adjourned.

THE HOUSE.

Another Day Spent in Dzbate on ths Me-
Kinley Bill.

WASHINGTON, May 9.—In the House,
Hitt called up the bill granting a pension of
$1200 a year to Delia T. S. Parnell, the
daughter of Admiral Charles Stewart, with
an amendment reducing the pension to $50
& month.

After a discussion the amendment was
agreed 10 by a vote of 35 to 26, and the bill
passed.

The House, after passing several private
vension bills, went into Committee of the
Whole, and Fitch took the floor on the
Tariff Biil. His speech was an arraign-
ment in general terms of the McKinley
bl”’lft JHe said it was a political * make-
shift,

Gear expressed his opposition to any
trust or combine formed to enhance the
necessaries of life. The time had come for
the American Congress to end the sugar
combine by passing the pending bill. This
bill gave the people cheap raw sugar and
cheap refined sugar and destroyed roct and
branch the greatest combine known to the
country,

Crisp argued against the protection
theory. In the opinion of many Crisp’s
speech was the strongest yet made on the
Democratic side. Without making any
new arguments Crisp’s presentation of the
Democratic view of the tariff was foreibly
and clearly expressed and received numer-
ous outbursts of applause from the floor
and galleries. He contended that while
the Ways and Means Committee had given
daily hearings to the Pittsburg iron, steel
and glass manufacturers, the Massachusetts
shoe-men, New England woolen and vari-
ous other manufacturers and great corpora-
tions the committee had almost ignored the
producers of the country. Hew many cot-
ton, corn and wheat producers had re-
ceived lLearings? Yet these miilions of
producers derived no substantial benefit
from a protective tariff, while every article
of necessity was euhanced in cost by such a
high tariff. The Republicans contended
that it gave producers a home market.
Where was it? Where was the cotton,
wheat and corn home market? Were not
the Kansas farmers burning corn for fuel ?
Were not their farms mortgaged in favor of
this boasted home market?

The speaker contended that the McKin-
ley bill fattened manufacturers and corpor-
ations at the expense of millions of pro-
ducers.

Crisp read the protest of the National
Canuers’ Association againstincreasing the
tin-plate tariff. These men represented
twenty different States, including Califor-
nia, and yet so far had been unable to get a
hearing before the Ways and Means Com-
mittee. Every family in the country used
canned goods.

Here several Republican members of the
Ways and Means Committee jumped to
their feet and annouuced their willingness
to hear the Canners’ Association.

This was received by the Demoerats with
derisive laughter.

Crisp attacked the sugar bounty and said
the principle was wrong. Why should not
the corn, wheat and cotton prodvcers re-
ceive a bounty as well. The bounty scheme
and Iree sugar was a mere deceptive, Re-
publican subterfuge to make consumers be-
lieve they were getting sugar cheaper,while
in truth the bounty paid to the sugar men
was taken from the pockets of every con-
sumer. Crisp closed his speech with the
following Shukespearean quotation: ** Be
these smuggling thieves no more believed
who halter with us in a double sense, who
hold the word of promise to our ear, and
break it to our hope.” [Applause.

Payne followed Crisp and made &n effect-
ive argument favoring the McKinley bill.

Wheeler of Alabama then spoke for thirty
minutes.

At 5 o’clock the House took a recess.

The night session was dull and uninter-
esting and the attendance small, The House
adjourned at 10:30 o’clock.

THE RAILROADS.

Meeting of the General Passenger Agents.
An Oregon Road.

CHICAGO, May 9.—The Railway Age of
Chicago will say to-morrow that from an
examination of its records from January
1st to May 1st it finds that 1100 additional
miles of main line, exclusive of sidings,
have been added to the track mileage of
the United States for that period. The
reater part of this new road has been laid
in the South, thirteen Southern States re-
orting 745 miles of new track, Georgia
eading with 170 miles and North Carolina
being second with 135 miles. Colorado has
25 and Washington 26 miles. fowa and
Kansas together have oul{ 15 miles, while
39 miles are reported from Indian Territory.

CHICAGO, May 9.—The general passen-

ger agents of the Western lines will begin
work to-morrow electing officars after sev-
eral minor rules are considered. Those
prominently mentioned for the Chairman-
ship are Eustis of the Burlington, Wilson of
the Northern, White of the Atchison, Fin-
ley of the Trans-Missouri Association and
Thompson of the old Western States Pas-
senger Association.
+ Tne sub-comuittee of the general man-
agers to-day did very little toward accom-
plishing a {easible pian to take the place of
the Interstate Commerce Railway Associa-
tion, but agreed that there must be a di-
vision of traffic to accomplish the result.

NEW Yorxk, May 9.—The Oregon frans-
continental Company has notified the Stock
Exchange that the transfer-books will close
May 20th for the annual meeting of stock-
holders. A syndicate has been formed to

ay off the compauny’s first mortgage col-
ateral trust bonds and generally prepare
for tne winding up of the concern. This
cannot be finally effected beforé November,
henclo the annual meeting will be held as
usual.

PHILADELPHIA, May 9.—The Press says:
It is stated on the best authority that
George J. Hunt will build 200 miles of rail-
road from Pendleton, Oregon, to Portland,
which will parallel the main line of the
Oregon Navigation Company. The road
will run south of the Colum bia River, a
short distance from the Oregon Naviga-
tion’s road. It is said the city of Portland
Will take $2,000,000 worth of bonds, and
work will begin at an early day .

VANCOUVER (Wash.), May 9. — The sur-
veyors in the employ of the Union Pacific
established their camp here this morning
about two miles from the city, and will im-
mediately begin a survey of a trunk line
connecting Vancouver with the Sound.

Hinckley, Spiers & Hayves have sued to
recover $3300 from J. F. Jackson and others
for an enginé manufactured for them ac-
cording to order.
