At*meeting of (lie Committee ofthe Whole of
the Almmda County Supervisors yesterday the
new license ordinance was discussed, and it was
decided to strike out the mercantile license
clause, thus reducing the amount collected for
licenses $1500 per annum. The question of
raising the amount of the liquor license fee was
al-o considered, but rather gingerly, llis evi-
dent that the members of Hie board are afraid or
the liquor men and will not raise the amount.
Ad election Is approaching, and some of the
board 11. ay desire re-election. The saloon men
are a power evidently In Alameda County
polities as well as In other localities and a loss
of tliili votes and Influence iffeared, while the
votes of those desiring higher license are not to
be feared, because they are thrown away on
prohibition tickets. One member of the board
thought the fee might be raised from (20 to $25
per quarter, but the majority was of the opinion
that lbs doubling of (lie fe« during the present
year, viz.: Horn {10 to %1!O, as was done some
mouths aluce. Is sufficient. Many of me pro-
visions ol the Oakland ordinance, with reference
to restrictions, were passed.

STATE LIBRARY.
That Political Squabble Over

Ordering Books.

At the meeting of the Board of State
Library Trustees held at the Lick House on
Wednesday evening last a resolution was
adopted ordering the return to William
Doxey of $20,000 worth of books which, it
was claimed, had been ordered by ex-State
Librarian Wallis after the adoption of a
resolution by the new Board of Trustees
prohibiting Wallis from ordering any books
for the State Library without authority
from the board.

William Doxey, who furnished a large
nuoibtr of the books ordered returned,
stated yesterday:

"The order was given me for these books
in September last. At that time the old
board was in power, and everything was
harmonious. lat once s<t about filling the
order as Ihave done in former instances,
when called upon to furnish books for this
library. Ihave filled many orders for the
State Library, and have never had any
trouble before. *.Many of the books could

:not be obtained in this country, and Iwrote
my agents in Europe to sec-ire the desired
copies at once. InFebruary a large order was
shipped from London, which was received
here in March. In the time which inter-
vened between the giving of the order and
its fulfillment, a new Board of Trustees
liaii been elected. . They went into ollica

early in March, and at their first meeting
passed a resolution forbidding ttie Librarian,

to mirchase or receive any books lor the
State Library.

"The case then looked like this: The
two boards were divided in political senti-
ments, and the new board had no idea ofre-
ceiving books ordered by the old.

-
"Ata recent meeting of the Board of

Trustees at the Lick House Iwas present
at my own request and made a statement
clearly showing the board that at the time
the books were ordered no resolution had
been passed forbidding the Librarian to re-
ceive or even .order bocks and that no
reason existed whyIshould not (illthis or-
der, as 1have filledmany others in the past.

".Notwithstanding this statement they
passed a resolution directing the Librarian
to return the books. Many of Uie volumes
furnished are catalogue iand stamped with
the State Library seal, which would pre-
clude the possibility of my soiling them- at
anything like the original cost."

That the new board may wreak a cer-
tain amount of pent-up political vengeance
against the ex-Trustees am 1 to be com-
pelled to lose several thousand dollars?
Well, not toany extensive "degree; that is
not my business. The Trustees may
pass a resolution, ora series of resolutions,
ordering the Librarian to return the books.
The Librarian may take the •books from
their shelves and pacl: them in a box, and,
marking it

'
William Doxey,' forward the

same to San Francisco, but William Doxey
willnot touch the books— not one single
one."

Mr. Doxey was asked if be intended to
contest in the courts the right of the Trus-
tees to return the books which he had fur-
nished.

He evaded the question by saying that he
knew Very little about law.

Some interesting developments may be
expected, as the books are already packed
fur shipment as directed by the Trustees at
their last ineetiu;;.

UNBALANCED MINDS.

Dr. Whitwell on the Recognition

of Insanity.

Leading Types of Lost Mental Equipoise.
Curious Freaks and Delusions.

Feigning UnscuDdcess.

Tbe las', lecture of tho popular I.ane course
which has been oue of the features of Ihe Cooper
Medical College ever since It was founded, was
delivered last evening by Dr. W. S. Wuliwell-
Tue occasion drew forth the usual large attend
auce of the friends of the Institution.

Dr. 11. Gibbous thanked those present for the
appreciation inejhad shown of me eSorti of the
medical proteuora during the year to impart
useiul and valuable knowledge in au interesting
form. He stated lhal ihe subjects lor the neu
course would be announced ivuue umu.

Dr. Whitwell chose as bis theme"! he liecog-
niiiou of Insanity." He said lhat Ihe popular
idea of insantt) is thai Of a raving, incoherent,
howlingmaniac, wbo from his vloleuce of action
aud Uagnaßa can be. easily recognized. This
lalse idea cv. d obtaius to-day, aud shows bow
hard It is to eradicate popular prejudices. Tbe
idea, however, belonged to the age when the
Ueatimnl of tht> iusaue «as ivits infaucy, aud
*ben insane asj.uui!, weie associated witu iron
bars, chains aud nallets of straw.

IN AN ASYLUM.
The lecturer illustrated what a well-regulated

iusaue asylum meant by relallug how Edmund
Burke was conducted through one, aud alter his
inspection asked, "where are tbe crazy meu aud
women?" He was told lhat he bad seen aud
talked with over oue huudred of them.
In this ulueteeuth centmy, educated people

are amazed, after golug through au asylum, to
see Ibat lbe Inmates are men and women like
themselves, wlta their jealousies and quarrels,
knowing light from wrong, obedient, well-
behaved, and iv many cases having a clear idea
of their own disease.

THK INSANE REASON COBBECTLV.
To show thai the Insane reason correctly,

though liom false premises, lbe lecturer told a
sloiy of a nan wnoasked au attend lug physicuu
to let him out. The pbysiciau letu -eu.

"1 willKillyou." said the patieul.
"You will be hanged," auswered the physi-

cian.
"Oh. no,Iwont. lam Insane, and tbe Statedon't bang in»aue men," returned the patient.
Dr. unwell stated that the great difneulty

was to givea proper definition ofinsanity. The
term has so broadened in signlticauce uutll it
comprehends the disease from the slightest aber-
ration of mind lo me violent laviugs of the
maniac. In many cases doubt will lotevene-
iUHiuaato whether the miud Is really unbal-
anced. The various cases cannot be separated
byoue line uf demarcation.

Two wittyFrenchmen have given definitions
oflu-auity. Hoileau said thai all men are In-
sane, and the only dlilerence Is the ability to
conceal It. Montesquieu held that lusaue asy-
lums were built inorder that the rest of me
world may believe Itself sane. Even lil.ickstoue's
definition, familiar lo every law studeui, would
not hold to-day. Insanity was a change from
the ordinary mode of thinking, speaking and act-
ing, which was beyoud lite control of tbe person
tochanged. Itwas Impossible tomake a defini-
tion comprising all cases.

THKKE LEADINGTYPES.
The three leading types of insanity aie mania,

melaucholia ami dementia. Tue lecturer Illus-
trated at leiiiilti by uumeious caies the leadiug
features ol each type, and the characteristics by
which they may be lecoguized. Insanity due to
the u»e of poisons, such us liquor and opium, is
called toxic in»milty.

The lecturer said that general paralysis Is tbe
ssddest of all ca-es because itstilkes'tbe victimunawares iv the lull bloom of health and oev.r
releases Its hold utitildeath ends all.

lvmost Cises Incipient Insanity is tbe most
disastious to patients' aud Iheir laiuilies. for by

leasou of ihe warped judgment propel tv was lost
and the dearest lies seveied. The earliest symp-
toms are geuerally overlooked, as Ihe liembiiug
tongue, couti acted pupiland extiavagance of de-
lusions. The ordinaty iusaue bold lo their delu-sions, but the paralytic does not know to-day me
dieains of yesteiday. lie. increases the number
of his carriages from the huudieds to the thou-
sands. Neither argument nor ridicule have tbe
slightest ellect, aud he willslili coutluue to be-
lieve the collage a palace aud Ihe housemaid anem piess.

WANTED TO GIRDLE THE GLOBE.
In order to show how lattonal the insaue some-

limes are, and capable or Imposing onothers, the
lecturer slated that he knew a patient who was
released by me order of a court of Justice. Sev-
eral days alter the doctor met him aud the pa-
lient wanted to lake him on a 2\elne l.iv tun.
"Ooveruor Stanford," he said, "bas given me
passes for a triparound the world. Come withme and bring your family." Ina short lime bewas back inibe asylum.

For years people may be Insane without the
fact ing suspected. Acase was cited where awoman had married three limes and been of un-
sound initiu all the time. She was discoveredwhen she asserted that she had an Infallible cure
for leprosy and wanted to go to the sandwich
Islands to clean the lepers.

Impulsive Insanity was not always recognized
and often passed lor a mere burst of auger. Un-governable temper, hatred and revenge often
hide themselves under its mantle. Ibe act of
violence is not the hit symptom of Insanity, nor
the last. These are very tellable cases.

The lecturer next dwelt on the feigning of In-
sanity, and citeu how Ulysses feigned to be of
unsound mind in order to escape the Trojan
war, aud also the cose of Edgar In

"L*»r." It
is sometimes most difficult to detect simulation
of insanity, especially where the motive Is
strong, as the desire to escape the consequences
of cnme. Mich K-igm.ig Isolteu fatal lo mental
Integrity.

BECOME KEALLYINSANE.
Alter beginning by feigning they end by being

really Insane. They are generally detected by
the lact that tbe actors do not know one type
from another, each being as separate as the
chamciers ola diama. A cbauge ol character
Is always seen when a man becomes Insane, a
fact which Is not always recognized by the sim-
ulator.

The lecognltlon of Insanity Is not an easy mat-ter, and requires tbe most dellcale technical
knowledge and tbe most consummate experi-
ence. Mauy things luusl be taken into Cun-
slderatlon, the expression, tongue, pulse, skin,
handwriting, pluvious character, and the exact
stale of the mtud on subjects In whlcli tbe pa-
tten is deeiest Interested.

There Is ilie sane ego aud Ihe Insane ego, and
the later is always a deterioration ol lbe lormer.

WHY HE RESIGNED.

Key. Dr. Slratton's llesisons for
Leaving Mills College.

He Was Vindicated ButCould Not Agree With

Mr*. Mills' Ideas of Callage Laws.
Other Eesigaatiom.

Atthe special meeting of the Trustees of Mills

College last Thursday President Siratton banded
In bis resignation and was succeeded by Mrs.
Mills. I'ev.Dr. Stratton assigned in a speech to

the Trustees the reason for severing his con-
nection with the college substantially as follows:

That when he accepted the place It was with the
detiuile understanding that he should be the head of
all department* uf the college and subject to the
Trustees only; that as soou as ho should bo in place
Mrs.Mills was to go away to Europe for one and a
halt or two years, and afterward leave college af-
fairs Id other hands.

A lIItOKENAOREEMF.NT.
That this agreement his never been carried out.

and. that growing out or her continuance there, a
chronic state of friction has existed ;that one ground
ol friction has been a connect of author t>-between
the laity principal and blmself as to their respective
funct-ons; that the matter was lakon inhand by tbe
Trustees a year ago aud a code or taws enacted for
the regulation of the points at issue, but the provis-
ions of the code have not been respected.

An additional source of friction lias been differ-
ences respecting principle*of teaching ami methods
ofgovernment. The principal differences related
to tbe method or governing students, h-holding so
openness aud straightforwardness, to setting duty
before all ami appealing to the higher motives, to
conscience and reason ; and his associate inure to
what he terms espionage.

OF DIFFERENT MINDS.
To the treatment of trackers. President strattnuholding that the put methods or the college liavo

been too restrictive. an 1 he has aimed to place the
teachers upon the plane of college professors else-
where.

To me composition of the faculty, be desiring to
introdnee a larger rnalo element ami sue preferring
toeliminate this element. He states lh»t after the
annual commencement last summer, when he rec-
ommended trio organization of a department of Ka-
gltsfiand the election of amale professor In charge,
Mrs. Mills expressed Inprivate to ono or the Trus-
tees, who willconfirm this statement, her opposition
and tier determination to get rid of all the male
professors, the President Included, and be herself
President of the college.

From these differences has arisen a spirit ofhostility against him which has created parties in
the faculty and factions In the school, and its In-
fluence has extended to the Trustees and rendered
the iiuehame of his duties uupleasant ami curtailed
the prosperity or the college. He calls attention
also toa prevailing spirit or Intrigue which he does
not approve, cannot abolish and will not endure.Allor these evils, under existing circumstance-, he
finds the Trustees practically powerless to correct.
Nothing but a revolution In the faculty pan effect
that, anil that until the surviving founder of thecollege chooses toretire cannot bo accomplished.

THE CALUMNIES.
He dlscnssen the calumnies recently Inquired Into

and dismissed from consideration by the board, an I
calls attention to the following facts:

That when he first became aware of their exist-ence he asked for a prompt aud full Investigation
before the entire bianl. That any measure of dlf-
ferent aim has never bad his approval. That lie
raised no objection because the Trustees had been
nominated by reason of the special regard of one
whom be had come to consider Ills relentless an-tagonist. That he Interposed no technicalities andobjected to no evidence, whether heresay or Irrele-
vant, and wblcb anybody thought should be intro-
duced. That when everything ha'! been said against
him. and before the delense Sena, a writtenpropo-
sition came from his strongest foe In the board tor a
stay of proceedings ami some terms of settlement.
That he objected to this method, and, after reflect-ingun the matter over night, wrote ti> His lawyer.
Judge Havens, saying be did not believe that to be
tbe "divineorder," and requesting him to prepare
the defense.

•FIELDED TO FRIENDS.
That his judgment in the matter was overruled by

bis friends ami he yielded. That among the pre-
liminaryconditions of the settlement were the fol-
lowing:

"The suggestion and Initiation of the movement
shall come from Koine Trustee In sympathy withtne
accusations. That the idea of Dr. Stratton resign-
ingat any time shall not be an element of the set-
tlement or a condition of the action hereinafter
Indicated."

Then follow the preamble and resolutions :
CHAKIiKS DISMISSED.

"Wue&ka-s, Growing out of serious and perplexing
misunderstanding In the college, certain charges
and counter-charges affecting the personal and pro-
fessional standing orDr.U.USiratton. and or other
members or the faculty,have oeeu brought to the
attuntlou of the board :and whereas, these charges
have. In the presence ofa fullboard, been patiently
aud raretuliy considered,

Ji'sulivii, That In our judgment itIs neither need-ful nor wise that the said charges should I
•

enter-
tained. ItIs therefore ordered that all proceeding
connected with the aforesaid matters he and the
same are hereby dismissed, and the personal and
omc!al staudlng ofallpersons connected with the
Institution shall remain as before these proceedings
were Begin. And we recommend toall parties Inanywise connected with the aforesaid differences
that they shall, as far as In them lies, lav aside all
feelings of animosity and work together Ina spirit
of harnrouy ami forbearance and or loyalty to Mills
College, remembering that ihe welfare of the col-
lege and the work connected therewith is of far
greater consequence than all possible questions ofprecedence orutlici.ildignity.

A UNANIMOUS VOTE.
This settlement ot ihe case was adopted by

unanimous vote, 13 out of l"> member! being
present. This he understood lo be a complete
vindication from the, calumnies, or ihe proceed-
ings should uot have resled there, aud that be
might If he chose continue In his place, and at
the clo«e or the year »ug!ie«t such changes Inthe
facully as would brlug iliuto barmouy with hitplans.

As far as this plan took shape in his mind It
has been dissipated by tbe sensational publica-
tions since, aud asituatiou winch beioie thai lime
he regarded as difficult, be now deems unten-
able.

TRUSTEES AND TEACHERS RKSNJX.
He coucluded with ihe statement that otherfields of usefulness and honor have opened lo

him. iv harmony with bis tastes and free from
the drawbacks of his present position; aud there-
fore asks the Trustees to accept his resignation.

Tine-? membeis ot the faculty, Miss E-tella L.
<<uppy, M.A., teacher of Greek; Atlss Kan Over-
street. I'rinclpal of the Grammar Department
and Miss Kffle M. I,ahr of the Music Depart-
ment, also resigned.

Then c me the resignations of three of tlie
Boaid of Trustees, J. U. \tjrtlie. M.D.. D.D,
OaKlaud; J. K. McLean, D.1)., Oakland, and
Gi'es H. Gray, sau Francisco. Tiiey were alsoaccepted.

YOUNG TERRORS.
Startling Adventures of Two

DirfyUrchins.

Officer W. J. Wren made a great haul last night
when he took loihe('f>iitr,il Station two of the

most despeialc and bloodthirsty youtblul des-
peradoes on the Barbary Coasr.

About 11 o'clock lie piloted a couple of snivel-
ling, ragged, dirly-faced, undersized boys into
the station aud booked them for the Industrial
hchool. The officer said he bad discovered them
on .VioDtgomeiy avenue, near Green street.
