
CASTING ABOUT.

Tho feud between the Hill Democrats
and the Cleveland Democrats in New York
is growing bitter. While the .">«/<'.« attack
upon Mr. Cleveland was not probably in-
spired by Mr.Hill it widens the breach
;.txM-en the two l>en;ocratic leaders. Henry
Waitersun has taken occasion to say that if
New Vi rk is not unanimous in 18'J2 she
cannot nominate the candidate of the
Democracy. To this the i>un replies that
New York will be unanimous for David
i!ennett Hill. The Sun admits that a few
Mugwumps may prefer Cleveland, but de-
clines to count Mugwumps as Democrats.
The implacability of the Hill faction
uf the party toward Mr. Cleveland has a
natural tendency to set Democrats in other
States to casting about for a candidate out
of Xiw York whom the two New York
factions can unite upon. There seems,
hi wever, to be a geueral admission that the
candidate most likely to carry New York
should be selected, whether a resident of
that b-tnte or not. Perhaps there has never
been a time when available Democratic as-
pirants have been so scarce as at present.
The only three whose names have been
mentioned are Cleveland, Hill ami Whit-
ney, all of New York. All New England,

-•. ivania, Ohio, Indiana and Illinois
.-ruin to be at the present time without

.:e sons. Ifany of the doubtful States
lave favorites they have suppressed in
the belief that Mr. Cleveland was certain
to be the candidate, now is a good time to
bring them into view.

THE HANDEL AND HATDJf.

Tl:e pnblic willbe pleased to hear that
tiie apprehended dissolution of the Handel
and liaydn Society is at any rate postponed
for the present. A resolution adopted at
the meeting on Thursday calls for the pay-

ment of regular though small dues from the
members; the proceeds, together with such
contributions as may bo expected from
lovers of music, will probably suffice to
i.'initiate the debts of the society and to
leave a small surplus in the treasury. Itit
Dot to be supposed that so worthy an insti-
tution willbe suffered to give up the ghost
for the want of 52113.

The society labors under the disadvantage
ofan unfortunate name. Haudel and Haydn
were great musicians in their day; but that
day is past, and itis about time that their
music, like their bones, should be allowed
to rest peacefully in the grave. Itis said
of English people that they enjoy oratorios ;
ifthey do, itis another proof of the eccen-
tricity of their taste which Americans
should not grudge them. The enlightened
lover of sweet sounds in this present day of
grace prefers a different order of music. He
grows a little tired of the ointment which
ran down Aaron's beard to every note in
the gamut; and the joy which he experi-
ences at a rendering of the "Hallelujah
Chorus" is observed toincrease as the chant
draws to a close. To speak irreverently of
"The Creation" or "The Messiah," of
Haydn's symphonies, or of Handel's "Dead
March in Saul," Is to invoke the wrath of
musicians throughout the world. But they
are all like "Paradise magnificent,
sublime, but just a trifle above the average
public taste of this degenerate age. The
Handel and Haydn Society willbest fulfill
a career of usefulness ifit follows Mr.
Stewart's advice and devotes itself to pro-
ducing new music, and music in harmony
with the fashion of the hour.

That it can easily do. It comprises
among its members a number of gentlemen
and Indies with excellent voices, which
ouly need a little training and practice to
lit tbeir owners to take part in modern
opera. We liaye no doubt but Mr. Stewart
could, after a given number of rehearsals,
(jive a fairish reuresentation of "Parsifal"
or "Lohengrin" with the material at his
command, ami iflie ever collects a manage-
able company which can perform such
works his society willnot run auy future
risk of dissolution for want of means. The
people of ban Francisco always stand ready
to pay money in large sums for good music;
in such a case they give with no grudging
hand.

Nor is there any reason why out of the
hundreds of young persons who take Dart
in the Handel and Haydn choruses a phe-
nomenal voice or two should not be devel-
oped. The great binders of the day come
from no country in particular. Tuuy «re
just as likely to be bora in San Francisco
as in Slilan. But wherever they first see
the light they can never achieve triumphs
unless they have an opportunity of thor-
ough training as soon as the voice matures.
Itis the function of such societies as the
Handel and Haydn to furnish that training,
and persons of means who desire to see the
city progress in all arts should contribute
their mite to enable the Handel and Haydn
to fulfill its object without pecuniary eni-
barra?sment

THE LOGIC <»*• ACQUITTAL,.

The verdict which acquitted George C.
Pratt of the charge of an attempt to kill
Louis L. Bromwell is in harmony with an
unwritten law which declares it to be no
crime to killthe violator of a home whether
the immediate object of the offense against
the home be wife or daughter. The jury
paid uo attention to the ii.'ea of insanity.
They disregarded the testimony of Brom-
well, who had declared his belief that Pratt
was insane at the time of making the attack,
giving as the reason for his belief the as-
sumption that a man must be insane who
attempts tokillanother man without cause.
There was a clear difference of opinion be-
tween Bromwell and the jury. The fore-
man thought the accused should be ac-
quitted on the ground olinsanity, while the
latter acquitted him on the ground of justi-
ficatiou. The testimony of BfomweU and
the verdict of the jury tend to show the
weakness of a plea of insanity in cases of
this nature. While the public will accept
this verdict as being In accord withun-
written law, itwillrequire that in all analu-

gous cases the innocence of the party be-

trayed shall either be unquestioned or be es-
tablished. The violated home must have
been what the word implies. The wife or
daughter in whose defense life is taken
must be reputable wives aud reputable
daughters to excuse tho exercise of this un-
written law. Adisreputable woman in a
home is n moral monster. The written law
cannot afford to close its eyes at murder
committed in vindication of a home thus
polluted.

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OUR STATE.

A correspondent who does not regard tho
division of California as a proper question
for discussion says that iv our*fefTort3 to
let the people of the East know what the
JState produced people livingin the north-
ern aud southern counties have made no
distinction between the productions of the
two sections. When the Arpad Iliiraszthy
Eclipse Champagne has been sent from the
north. Riverside navel oranges have been
sent from the south. How would itbe, our
correspondent asks, if these things were
sent from two different States? Would
those who have been so active in sending
l.i-i California products take a like
interest In distributing the products of
another State?

Apparently our southern friends only
look at the political side of tho division
question. The two States, they say, would
have four Senators, Instead of two, and
might gain a Representative on the principle
of one for a sufliciently large fraction. But
would the interests of the whole State
thereby be promoted? And what, perhaps,
is of more importance in the eyes of the
divisiouists

—
would not the new .State lose

by separation from the old? The north
and central counties not only possess the
greater part of the territory, but a much
greater variety oi industries. Ina showing
at the World's Fuir or other places where
a California exhibit might be made, the
cc; tral counties would present much tlie
greater number ol products. The southern
counties might pile up pyramid after pyra-
mid of oriinßes, but iftlie inquiry was mmie
ifthe new Stme had no other industry tbau
orangA-erowing, the answer mUht not be
satisfactory. As one State our showing
may be made complete; as two the effect
would be greatly impaired. The division

of the State we regard as utterly out ol the
question, but we would like to see tlie
southern counties record the admission
that they no longer desire it. We do not
like to see southern men of the caliber of
Marknam and Wnite demand political ad-
vancement on the ground tl.at they are
the representatives of counties wliicu are

agitating to divide the State.

COMPETING KAILItOADS.

Senator Culloiu'3 recent report on com-
mercial regulations with Canada contrasts
the conditions under which the Canadian
Pacific and American roads compete lor the
same traffic. The Canadian Pacific Hail-
way, which is another t«rui for the Domin-
ion Government, has received from the Gov-
ernment in the form of subsidies aud laud
grants twice as much assistance as the
United States Government lias tiven to all
the transcontinental railways combined-
Itnot onlyhas the benefit of these subsidies,
but in its efforts to secure through traffic
from this Coast it is relieved from all obli-
gation to conform to the regulations of the
American Interstate Commerce Act. The
Cnnadian law gives it authority to fix
charges nn its longor short haul of freights.
The transport privilege under bond gives it
all tl.e facilities in currying fieijht from

Francisco to an Eastern city which an
American road enjoys, with the freedom to
rut the rates cf American roads at its own
discretion. The intiifferenee manifested by
Eastern roads in the matter of completing
connection with t-an Francisco doubtless
arises mainly from the knowledge that
when they have built through roads at
their own expense they will have to com-
pete with a foreign road which Is largely
maintained by Government, and which is
free from conditions which tie the hands of
American roads. Ifthe clause in the treaty
of Washington which relates to the transit
trade were abrogated tliero nould be little
trouble about getting a competing Ameri-

can road through to this Coast. A law re-
quiriup roads which avail themselves of the
trausit-in-boiid privilege to couform to the
condition the Interstate Commerce Act im-
pises on American roads would help tun
American roads, but they would still have
to contend against a heavily subsidized
road. Thh Call favors a competing trans-
continental railroad, and as a condition of
such competing road would withhold trausit-
in-bond privileges from any foreign road.
The principle of prohibiting foreign trans-
portation companies from engaging in the
American coastwise trade requires the ab-
rogation of all treaties which confer upon
foreign land transportation companies
privileges denied by act of Congress to
water transportation companies. Foreign
vessr-ls are not allowed to transport mer-
chandise between American ports, but a
mere treaty permits a land transportation
company to do what a water transportation
company is not permitted to do.

BOASTING PKIBOXKKB ALIVE.

There appears to be an epidemic of fires
In asylums. The Longue I'ointe horror is
swiftly followed byan almost equally dread-
ful disaster inChonango Coumy, X. T. In
the first case a number of lunatics, no one
yet knows exactly how many, perished by-
fire and exposure ; in the second a dozen
wretched idiots were roasted alive in their
locked cells. Inneither case have the au-
thorities in charge been accused of such
crass negligence as would warrant their
immediate prosecution, and yet the disas-

ters were preventable, and might have been
averted by wise forethought.

Jn both instances there appears to have
been no intelligent effort tocheck the llamcs.
From the fact that a

formed at the Chenango lire itmust be in-
ferred that there were no lire engines on the
grouud. There were lire engines at Longue
Tointe, but they had never been tried, and
when the fire broke out itwas found impos-

sible to connect them with the water tank.
This proved to be the less lamentable from
the fact that when an engine did arrive
from Montreal it exhausted the water sup-
ply in ten minutes. Ata distance of half a
mile from the asylum the St. Lawrence
flowed past with an inexhaustible supply of
water, but no pipes had been laid between
the river aud the buildings. It had evi-
dently been the calculation of those who
had charge of the asylum that there was no
danger of a lire breaking out, and that it
was needless to take precautions.

Such calamities ought to direct the atten-
tion of managers of asylums and prisons to
the responsibility they assume. A peniten-
tiary warden Is required to hold the persons
of his prisoners safely, but he is nut author-
ized to roast them alive, and if they are
roasted through his negligence or careless-
ness he is guilty of homicide. So the keeper
of an insane a»ylnm or idiot asylum may
confine the unfortunates in his charge in
cells, but ifthe cells are so situate and so
constructed that in case of fire it is imuossi-
ble : liberate their inmates itis hard to see
how the keeper could escape a conviction
for manslaughter.

There are prospects of a lively contest
over the vacant Kentucky Senatorship.
Among those who dispute ex-Speaker Car-
lisle's right to promotion are ex-Chief Jus-
tice

—
now State Senator— Lindsay, ex-Gov-

ernors 3. B. McCreery and Prortpr Knott.
Governor Buckuer, who is considered a
dsrk horse, has declared that it would not
be proper for him to be a candidate. While
Lindsay is regarded as a strong candidate,
in public estimation Carlisle is nhead of
him. Still many prominent Kentuckians
claim that the Democratic leader of the
House cannot be spared at present. Then
there are prospects of his nomination for
Vice-I'resideut, an honor that might not be
given to him as a Senator.

The fate ot the River and Harbor Bill is
to a pertain extent dependent upon its early
consideration in the Senate. The bill hav-
ing been side-tracked in the House to give
the Tariff Billthe right of way the mem-
bers of the committee declare that after the
tariff iidisposed of they willaulHXonizo all
legislation until this measure Is passed.

The first election for the Fifty-second
Congress will be held in Oregon next
ujonUi, when Mr. Hermann expects to be
re-elected. The Republicans look upon
Oregon as the key-note of the Congres-

\u25a0l'-na! campaign, and intend to make a
strong fight all along the line, witha deter-

| initiation to retain the advantage of a ma-
jority in the next House, despite Demo-
cratic calculations to the contrary. The
Executive Committee of the National Ile-
publican Committee will meet in Washiug-
tou shortly, when it will confer with the
Congressional Committee regarding tbe
campaign.

The Japanese will shortly cast their
initial votes at the first Parliamentary
election. None but Japanese subjects 25
years of age and over, permanent residents
of a district and paying a land or income
tax of nt least $15 a year can exercise the
franchise. The property qualification is
considered a high one.

Ina littleover three weeks 40,000 enume-
rators will commence taking the census,
for which purpose 20,000,000 population
schedules are vow being sent to the 175 Su-
pervisors of census districts. Householders
should note the fact that a refusal to give
the desired information Is punishable as a
misdemeanor.

The Republican Senatorial caucus on the
silver question appears to be in a tair way
to reach an agreement by making the notes
issued for the purchase of bullion fulllegal
tenders.

Hew to Boil Beets.

To one who enjoys the good things of this life
ItIs a positive pleasure to walk through the mar-
kets, Itwould not lie an easy tasK to say which
display Is (liemost tempting, fur taking the stalls
in linn, each has Its own attractions. Most
housekeepers contiue their attention as a regu-
lar thing to the butcher, the vegetable man and
the lull-dealer, making the rounds with unfailing
regulailty each day. Such always welcome the
reappearance of each article Id season, and
watch anxiously for a favorite fruit or vegetable
after Us retirement for the winter. Perhaps the

greatest change from ween to week Is to be
noticed In the greengrocers' stalls, but It Is safe
to assert that the markets In San Francisco are
never so entirely without greens as those of the
Eastern Mates must be In Hie depths of whiter.
Still the change of agfepns is very marked, es-
pecially after such xjßlonged and disastrous
wet winter a; we liave fijsrpassed through. And
now how fullare the banks tv the back of stalls,
which are always devoted to

BOOT VEGETABLES.
And such plump, round turulus, standing out

with an inflated sense of their own solidity, and
the young beet?, they too are Inprime condition
and blush a dull red with the pride engendered
by tlie consciousness 11, at all the ordinary va-
rieties of table beets thrive here to perfection,
being much sweeter and without that tendency
to StrlnglDßSS so common Inibis vegetable to the
East. "And let me tell you something about
beets," Bald the greeugrocer, whose well-stocked
stalls had caught the ever-observant eye of a
Call reporter. "The beauty of this vegetable
d- pencil upon its flavor and Its color. I'eople'
who don't know how to cook vegetables will
make this mistake: la tuelr desire to prepare It
lorcooking they willeither peel itor trim on the
lung tail of a root. Tocut the root Is absolutely
fatal to Its continued success as a table vege-
table, for that seems to let all the color and (ho
taste run out. Never cut a beet befoie It Is
cooked, nor piod Itwhile It Is cooking, for with
each jab of the fork a puncture Is made which
lets the beet 'bleed' away its strength.

"Asparagus reached the lowest price last
week, and has nut ROM up at all. ItIs still from
4to 10 cent* a pound. Dune ever assort the
aspaiacu.x after Itcomes to us".' Why, certainly,
although some produce-bouses supply it already
atoned. Hut we have at least two dozen cus-
tomers who are willing to pay a bit for the se-
lected asuaiainis when it Is selling Indiscrim-
inately at 5 cents a pound.

NEW POTATOES
Are 5 cents a pound. That Is less than they
were lael week. Hut Ican assure you that in
all probability potatoes will not le as cheap as
they were last year. Why, they sold at prices
that were simply ruinous to the producer. Yousee. there was a tremendous crop, aud they sold
as low as 25 and 50 cents a sack. Thuie can be
bo profit in them at that rate for any one eon-
ccrned in handling them. Even the purchaser
sutlers In the long run, because the tamers,
warned by past experience, willnot go so deeply
lino potato- raising— that will bring the price up.
1 he best potatoes are those from the coast couu-
ll»s ana along the river bottoms, where tne soil
is rich and damp. There's lullabout cheap po-
tatoes: They are often sold cheap because they
are grown by Irrigation, aud as every one with
any potato sense knows, Irrigation make a putty
potato, which s polls after a little while.

"Bummer squash Is a little uioreiplentiful, and
sells at 15 cents a pound. 'Iheie aie no tomatoes
in the market this week. Cucumbers are larger
and with more to chouse from; their price is
about the same— 2s cents tora choice one aud a
bit for tin: smaller size. Choice green peas, the
mealiest of marrowfats, are only 4 or 5 cents a
pound.

"Kliubarb, never better than now, is bringing
from 4to C cents. The greatest ieduction in the
price ofany vegetable Is In regard to that or
string I'•;•..,•«. They took a decided tumble,and
came down to a bit a pound. If you waul to
swell out a little with

local rniDE,
Or rather with delight, with the productions of
your Stale," continued the vegetable man, "just
turn 5our attention to the suing beau. IhliiKofIt,Dearly 30,000,000 pounds are shipped Bastannually. California Is now the largest be.in-
growing stale in the Uulon, and is the only oue
which pioduces the lima bean upon a large scale.

"Artichokes are more plentiful, as well as
larger and belter tlavoied. They will continue
to Improve until tin- height of lite season is
reached, which will be about the Ist ot June,
then they willsell for 15 or 2<>C4*uts a dozen, at
piesent they bring from 30 to 40 cents a dozen.
Sumach Isalsoveiy fine at piesent, and Is sold
tintl1pounds for a quarter.

••New onions nevrr came Into this market in
so tine a condition," said the greengrocer, hi a
tone of conviction. "Just look at them, they are
twice as large as they usually are. Yon see that,
although til. wuilei held them back alittle, Itdid
not injure them. What they need Is good ground
and plenty of moisture. These are selling at 0
cents a pound. Last week 1 toldyou of a man who
made a fortune out of Honolulu unions; let me
onset that by lemarking that the large lullcrop
ol onions have played gmait with some of the
commission merchants. The old onions were
scarce, ingreat demand, and those who could
get hold of them, at 0 cents a pouud, laid out a
lot of money ou them and were selling them at 15
cents a pound, when lo and behold, 1500 sacks
