THE RAIN DOES LITTLE DAMAGE.

SAcraMENTO, May 10.—The weekly erop
of bulletins received by Signal Observer
Barwick to-day embraced reports from
Yreka, Redding, Tehama, Willows, Wood-
land, West Buatte, Marysville, Wheatland,
Nicolaus, Newecastle, Georgetown, Folsom,

Orangevale, Sutter Creek, Ledi, Gauli,
Denverton, Santa Rosa, Sonoma, Napa,
Centerville, Goleta, Livermore, Visalia,

San Bernardino, Chino and National City.
From the reports the signal officer hae
made up the following summary, which he
has telegraphed to the Signal Service Bu-
reanu at Washington: Grain and fruits of
all kinds were favorably affected in all
parts of the State. Early cherries and
strawberries, and hay that was cat, will be
slightly damaged. The outlook is good for
the largest fruit crop that California ever
had.

FARMERS HAPPY.
A Welc cme Shower of Raim Falls in the In-
terior.

St. HELENA, May 10,.—A light rain com-
menced falling Wednes day evening and
the weather since has been very disagree-
able. Last night a regular midwinter storm
set in and to-day the rain fell in torrents.
The wind blew a fierce gale this afternoon
and thunder and hail added to the unpleas-
antness of May., The rainfall for the storm
is .80 inches, making for the season 70.75
inches. Farmers and vineyardists say that
the rain is just what was needed, and if it
clears off warm and pleasant, and ten days
pass without frost, good crops are assured.
Vines are leafing out micely in the valley
and present a beautiful ap&-earance.

SACRAMENTO, May 10.—Rain fell here at
intervals during the night and
falling at 11 o’ciock to-night. Between 2
and 3 o’clock this afternoon one of the
heaviest thunder-storms ever known here
in May occurred. Hail feil thick and
fast and it is feared damage has resulited to
voung fruit. Tne total rainfall here for the
season to date is 33.35 inches as against
19.13 to the same date last vear.

MARYSVILLE, May 10.—Over half an inch
of rain fell to-day, with a little bail in the
afternoon. No damage to grain or fruit is
yvet reported, save that cherries are believed
to be hurt. The weather isthreatening this
evening. The rainfall for the season to
date is nearly thirty-eight inches.

STOCKTON, May 10.—Slight showers of
rain feil here this forenoon, but this after-
noon it cleared up. The weather still re-
mains cool, which is a good thing, as it
kzeps the snow from melting in the moun-
tains.

SANTA RosA, May 10.—This section was
visited by a heavy rain last night that
iasted five hours. The ground has been
thoroughly scaked, and late-sown grain has
been benefited immensely.

HoLLISTER, May 10. —Heavy showers
liave been falling during the day and the
ground is well saturated. A great deal of
nay has been cut, but the benefits from the
rain will many times exceed any damage
done.

Mawrirosa, May 10. —Fifty-seven hun-
dredths of an inch of rain fell Wednesday
night. The total for the late storm is 1.20
inches.

GrAss VALLEY, May 10.—There were
heavy rains and sleet to-day. The resi-
dents fear high water in the valleys.

NEVADA CiTyY, May 10.—It has been
raining fast all the forenoon. The streams
are rising rapidly. The barometer is lower
than it has been this spring.

GiLroy, May 10.—Light rain has been
falling here to-day, with a warm southwaest
wind, and there are prospects of a continu-
ance. It is just what has been needed by
the farmers to insure a good yield ot crops.
A vast amount of good has been done, while
fruit sustains no injury beyond a few ri-
pened berries.

NAPA, May 10.—Rain began falling late
lasi night and continues, with heavy show-
ers. Unless followed by a frost the rain
will be beneficial,

Nicoraus, May 10.—A terrific shower of
hail and rain fell here at 1:30 o’cloek this
afternoon, lasting twenty ininutes, The
street was white and in the gutters the
stones were three inches deep. The rain-
fall for the storm is 1.86 inches ; for the sea-
son, 38.97 inches.

SoNoMA, May 10,—Rain has been falling
at intervals all day. The sunis now shining

SAN QUENTIN PRISON.

Business Transacted at the Monthly Meeting
of the Directors.

SAN QUENTIN, May 10.—The Board of
Prison Directors beld their regular monthly
Lieeting at 1:30 o’cloek to-day, with a full
Loard present, E. Joh:sen, serving for
fifteen years, who lost sixty-seven months’
credims, had them restored on the recom-
mendation of Mr. Reddy. Warden Mec-
Comb was authorized to purchase a hay
press costing $450. Sonntag thought that
if the price of bags was fixed at 614 cents it
would give satisfaction and so moved,
without fixing the quantity until further
order. Depue seconded it and the motion
passed. Walden, the jute accountant,
stated the cost of production was about 6%
cents, excinding the cost of maintaining the
prisoners and w ag and tear of the ma-
chinary.

Sonntag also offered a resolution that
every officer and guard of the prison be
given a vacation of ten days each year,
without deduction of pay, and Reddy sec-
onded it.  Devlin said that if a man did not
1ake the vacation, he shoald be paid extra
for the time, Sonntag opposed the augges-
tion because he wanted the men to take a
rest. He finally referred it to General Mec-
Comb for his opinion. Mr, McComb did
not approve of the vacation, and the motion
was lost.

Director Devlin introdueed a modification
of the rules of the Huntington and Joliet
prisons regarding the conduct of guards as
Lo entering saloons and drinking intoxicat-
ing liquor within two miles of the prison,
aund other rules of behavior.

Depue moved that the Warden take the
vecessary steps to secure a rebate of duty
on bags exported from the State. Carried.
On motion of Mr. Reddv the salary of As-
sistant Turnkey C. N. Fish, a valuable
man, wis raised from $75 to $100. Depue
and Craig were appointed a Finance Com-
mittee, Sonntag declining,

Warden MeComb will not take his leave
of absence this month and go to Chicago, as
the Prison Wardens’ Association has in-
definitely postponed its meeting.

*A BREAK IN THE LEVEE.

Large Grain-Fields on Union Island Urder
Water.

STOCKTON, May 10.—A break in the levee
on the southern division of Union Island,
at Old River, occurred this morning, and the
ranches of William Hutchinson, . Anton
Kass and John Johnson, comprising in all
1500 acres in grain, are all under water.
The break is on the Naglee tract, and is
thirty feet wide. There is no hope of stop-
ping it to-day. The Williams and Bixler
tract is still intact, and 300 men are now pa-
trolling the levees, watching for weak
spots. There is great anxiety felt by the
islanders, whose crops are very large.

To-night the water in the San Joaquin
River is falling slowly, but it is still high
enough to threaten the levees and require
watching. No more breaks have been re-
ported, and it is probable that the remain-
der ¢f Union Island is safe.

“REMEMBER MITCHELSTOWN.”

Organizationand Object of the John Man-
deville Memorial Ciub.

The John Mandeville Memorial Club has
been organized in this city Ior the purpose
of assisting their brothers in Ireland to
raise monuments to the memory of Mande-
ville, Shinnick, Lonergan and Casey. They
have opened a subscription list, and will
hold a weeting to-night at Irish-American
Hall,

A member of the organization gives the
following history of the movement: The
watchword, ‘‘Remember Mitchelstown,”
from the foot of the Galtaesis heard in San
Francisco. The history of Mitchelstown in
the past—back in the centuries—is almost
23 famous as its more recent one of 1887,
the facts of which are known to almost
every reader of the civilized press. Her
people were then, as they are now, engaged
battling against tyrant might. The Mitch-
elstown, or Kingston estate, at that time
comprised portions of the four counties of
Cork, Limerick, Tipperary and Waterford,
and was lorded over by the Earl of Kings-
ton, *“The Wolf of the Galtae,”” as O’Con-
nell very properly styled him. His castle,
known as the Mitchelstown Castle, is one
of the most magnificent structures in Great
Britain. It bas also attached a demesne of
1400 acres of the richest and most pictur-
esque land in ali Ireland surrounded by a
wall ten feet high. This came from the
sweat of hisunfortunate tenantry. During
Kingston’s career, assisted by his faithful
lientenant, Judkin Fitzgerald, High Sheriff
of Tipperary, terrorism unheaid of reigned
and was carried out most inhumanly
against the constitutional rights of the peo-
ple, and particularly against the practices
of our religion. The head of a priest
was valued as thatof a wolf. Kingston and
all of his breed are dead and gone, but his
castle and demesune still remain, and may
yet revert back to their rightful owners.

The history of those days seems to have
repeated themselves in a measure in 1887
when the crowbar brigade manifested it-
self to the unfortunate tenantry of the
estate, mercilessly hurdling them from their
ancient hearths, the old, sick and dying,
no merey being shown to any person, no
matter in what condition, It was after
trying to prevent in a constitutional way
some of these inhnmanities that the gallant
men of Tipperary, Limerick and Cork on
their return to Mitchelstown on that mem-
orable day, thie 9th of September, 1887,
had to face the British soldiery and hire-
ling constabulary. With their national
cry, “Revenge—Remember Limerick,” and
as the Irish Brigade won the heights of
Fontenoy, so the Galtae boys won the
square of Mitchelstown, singing ** God Save
Ireland.” True there was sacrificed on the
altar of liberty on that occasion three of
our gallant men, Shionick, Lonergan and
Casey, whose names will always remain
fresh and green in the minds of all true
Irishmen antil the flag of home rule floats
over the castie of Mitchelstown and im-
mortal memorials are erected to the memory
of John Mandeville, Shinnick, Lonergan
and Casey.

John Mandeville, after whose name this
club was called, was a great-grandson of
the chief of the Commera and of the
O’Mahoneys of Farrow, who in his time
made it warm for the Earl of Kingston and
Judkin Fitzgerald.

LABOR CIRCLES.

The Story About McDonald, an
Eastern Molder.

A Quiet Day Among the Striksrs—Carpenters
‘Will Demand Full Pay—Resolutions
by Willey’s Army.

Everything was qulet in the vicinity of the
foundries and the headquarters of the striking
union molders on Second street yesterday. After
the exciting events which marked the preceding
few days it was a sort of day of rest, as if both
sldes were husbanding their energy for the com-
ing week, during which it is expected there will
be many new If not startling develspments.

Yesterday the union molders recovered some-
what from their chagrin of ihe preceding day at
losing Schueider, whio returned to work in the
Risdon shop after having been inducsd to desert
therefrom with five others by President Vaien-
tine. Mr. Valentine suid he was as well satls-
fied, and thai to lose only one man out of nine in
a week 18 not discouraging work.

Mr. Valentine farther remarked that he was
convinced that the Risdon people bhad paid
Schnelder $200 to return, and also promised to
have his wife and four children brouglht out to
this city.

SCHNEIDER'S STATEMENTS.

“Apother thing,” said Mr. Valentive, “I do
not belleve thattSchneider made the statements
attributed to him in the newspapers regarding
bis treatment by the strikers and their faiture to
keep their promises to him.”

The stutements in question were made person-
ally to two representatives of the press.

“If he did made them,” remarked the Presl-
dent, *Schneider 1s an awlul liar.”

*18 Schueider a geod molder ?" was asked.

*“Yes,” replied Mr. Valentine; “he i3 a good
light molder.” 3

An Incident in conneetlon with having men
brought out here from the East for tfié foundry-
men leaked out yesterday, it appearing that two
weeks ago three men named respectively John
McDoenald, James O’Donnell and P. Finnigan,
were shipped from New York for here.

Eacu swore that lie was not a uuion molder
and would work faithfully In San Fradcisco. At
Toledo, Ohto, it seeins that O’Donugll became
susplelous of McDonald or took a dislike to him
apd leit the train. The other two weut on aund
at Chicago Fionigan dropped off, McDounald,
however, continulng on his way.

HE BECAME CONFIDENTIAL.

At Ogden be became confidantial with a 1epre-
sentative of the Union Iron Works, not knowing,
of course, the duty of the representative. The
Iatter was Mr. Allen, in the emloy of the works,
wlo had been sent Kast to secure molders, and
10 bim McDounid admitied that he was working
In the interests of 1he unton molders, aud that
hiis real purpose had been to accompany a large
body of molders out here and endeavor to luduce
them to desert the train on the route, or as soon
as it arrivea here,

The body of molders was unet formed, and his
plan was spoilt when he was sent ahead with ooly
two others, He ;denied having caused them (o
leave the train.

““But you accepted money and your fare out
here from the foundrymen,” saild Mr. Allen,
“and you also swore you were not a union
molder.” p

“Yes, that is so.”

“And you are ilable to arrest when vou reach
California for obtaining money under talse pre-
tonsea.”

Evidently Mr. Allen’s words gave McDonald
food for thougut, for at Reno, Nev,, he quietiy
slipped out of Lhe train. He, however, kept on
his way heie, arriving at Sacramento on Lhe next
tratn. He arrived ip this ecity on the regular
train on the same evening the detachment of
twenly-lwo men came in on a special.

LIABLE TO ARREST,

On Tuesday, the following. day, McDonald ex-
hibited himselr about the strikers’ headguarters,
but did not rematn long.

O’Donnell, the mav who had dropped off at
Toledo, came through a day later and reported
for work at the Union Iron Works, He 1is now
employed at the City Foundry.

icDonald has not been seen since Tuesday,
auvd the foundrymen say that If they can locaie
him they will endeavor Lo cause his arrest. It Is
expected that twenly-five new mea wiil arrive
during the coming week to gote work for the
foundrymen. Whether they are comlug in a
body, or by what rouie, is, of course, a secret.

The first cast made since the strike began in
the Pacific Iron Works was made on Friday
evening, and it was reported that some of the
work was defective, a fact which caused the
sirikers to feel somewnat exulcant, as going to
show that the new importations could not per-
form the work requirsd.

THE CARPENTERS.

They Will Ask Full Pay for Eight Hours’
Work.

During the coming week the carpenters of
Union No, 22, who are wow working eight hours
a day, will make an effort to secure from their
employers the same pay which they formerly re-
ceived for working nine hours, Instead of the re-
duced pay of §3 20,

At thelr meeting on Fiiday night they passed
the following resolution:

Resolved, That the carpenters of Union No. 22 de-
mand the same pay for eight hours' work as was pald
to them for nine hours previous to May 1, 1890,

Beginning with to-moriow, the carpenters
thiroughout the city will make this demana ot
their employers. Considering the attitude which
some of the contractors have tiken since the
eight-hour movement began, it might seem that
this action on the part of the carpeunters would
be the forerunner of a general strike among the
wielders of the saw and plane. There is not the
least hkelihood of such an oceurrence, however,
as the Executive Committes of the Carpenters’
Union has been doing some active work among
the contractors, and it 1S announced that a
mutual good-feeling between employers and em-
ployes exists.

The cootractors and builders, it 1s asserted,
are ln the main willing to cousider the men’s de-
mands. Mr. Mahoney,who has heretofore refused
1o grant his men nine hours’ pay for eight hours’
wOors, said yesterday that he might now be dis-
posed to grant the request, if the men maxke 1t in
the proper way. Other contractors and builders
are said to entertain the same feelings in this
respect, 8o the carpeniers wili very likely se-
cuse all they desire without any Lrouble,

The union will not take a dectsive stand In the
matter, but wiil allow the men to Individually
make their demands and quit their positions if
they are not conceded. Other work wiil then be
fouud for these men by the Executive Commiitee
will builders who are in iavor of the movement,
and of these the committee claim to have a suf-
ficient number.

Auy attempt at a strike will be discouraged,
and it 1s thorough!y believed that there will be
no trouble, and that the few contractors who
bold out wiit fall into line ratber than Jose the
services of good workmen, who will be sure to
}rave them unless they receive what they ask

or.

On several bulldings now being erected there
was some trouble with men who had gone back
to work at eight hours and who did not know
that their pay was to be reduced. When they
were given §3 20 they objected and demanded
full wages, which they did not get. This matter
will be taken In hand by the Execulive Commit-
tee of the union ana adjusted.

A meetiug of the Mili Carpenters’ Protective
Assoctation was held last evening at 834 How-
ard street, J. J. Walsh presiding. Tue follow-
lng oflicers were elected: J. J. Walsh, Presi-
dent; M. G. Shove, Vic -President; C. Mean-
weil, Recording Secretary; W. Goff, Financial
Secretlri; N. Johnson, Tieasurer; 1. O'Brien,
Guard; Executive Committee— John Bennett, A,
B. Jolinson, J. H. Harrison, H. McLaughiin and
C. Meanweil.

Speeches on the beneflis of organization were
made by Messrs. Wellln, MeGlynn, Floyd and
Coundon, and the proposed constitution and by-
laws were referred to the Execuiive Committee.

WILLEY’S UNION,

The Medical Soldaler’'s Followers Pass
Startling Kesolutions.

“Dr.” “Col.” Willey’s followers, or “soldlers,”
met Iast night at Irish-American Hall and ex-
pelled the rebellious members of the “army”
who wanted to organize an assembly of the
Knights of Labor.

No other reason was given for the expulsion of
these members other than the reason that the
"IDr.d-Culuuel" did not want bLis followers di-
vided.

A resolution was passed that no member of
tie “unlon” should be allowed to take part in
apy political movement without the sanction of
two-thirds of the members, Another resoiuticn
providing that the “‘union’” should econtrol all
city work was presented, and whetlier 1t was
passed or pnol canuot bLe determlped, as the
“ Doctor” “Colonel” said that it was given to
the press prematurely.

The “*Colonel” ** Doctor” says that the follow-
ing preamble and resolutions were passed:

WHEREAS, Over 3000 citizens have indorsed the
borrowing from the United States Government of
$5,000,000; whereas, this city and county should
own and operate a system of water works to supply
its citizens with an abundant quantity of pure,
whelesome water,

Resolved, That the question of borrowing from the
Uuited States Governmeut a sufficient sam of
inouney for the construction of water works from
Lake Tahoe to this city and county be submitted to
the voters of this eity and county at the next gen-
erai election for their decision.

Resolved, That the Board of Sapervisors be re-
quested to take the proper steps to carry out the
intents and purposes of the above resolution,

Resolved, ‘That other labor organizations, im-
provement c¢iubs and all progressive societies be re-
quested to adopt similar resolutions and to send
copies to the Loard of Supervisors.

Union Musicians.

The Agitation Board of the Musicians’ Unlon
is engaged in active work every day iu pushing
the fight arainst non-union bands. The Independ-
ent Rifies, which for three years have employed
nou-union musiclans au its pienies and entertain-
ments, have informed the union that this year,
and hereafter, it will employ only musielans who
belong to the association.

Brewery Workmen.

The Brewery Workmen’s Union held a meeting
last night. at which General Secretary Fuhrman
reported that the union 1s growling rapidly

The tunnel was full of smoke and as dark as
pitel, preventicg the engineer on the special
from seeing the train of flut-cars abead, and the
cars were piled up in wild confusion by the force
of the colliston. It was discovered, on looking
for the workimen to ascertain if any of them haa
been Lurt, that the mangled form of Adolph S.
Schmidt lay ou the top of the cab of the special
eugine. 5c¥mlm. Was oun the rear car and re-
celved the full force of the blow. When his body
was found hife was extinet. Schmidt lived 1o Qak-
land, and untl] receatly was in the employ of
Wells, Fargo & Company’s Express.

OBITUARY.

LUCIEN N. HANDY.

Captain Lucien N. Handy, one of the best
known and respected captains on the city
front, died at his residence at 517 Second
street in this city yesterday morning after
a brief illness. He was a native of Marian,
Mass, and aged 61 years and 5 months.
Captain Haudy was, until recently, largely
engaged in the senlini industry, in which
he was a piobneer. n 1881 he fitted out
the schooner San Diego—the first one fitted
out here manned by white men—to hunt for
seals off the coast and follow thmem up
north. In succeeding years he fitted out
other vessels and was recognized as the
leader in the sealing enterprise. In July,
1856, his schouner, the San Diego, was
seized by the revenue cutter Corwin in the
Bebring Sea for illegal sealing. The vessel
and her cargo were confiscated, and a suit
he brought against the Government for
$22,600 for damages is still pending. After-
ward the Sylvia Handy and others of his
vessels were seized, and Captain Handy
practically impoverished himself in the at-
temnpt to ubtain redress, This preyed on
his mind and no doubt hastened his end.
The deceased leaves a widow and six chil-
dren, three sons and three daughters, and
will be buried to-morrow from the family
residence.

Mrs. Julia A. Forbes, daughter of Cap-
tain R. Montgomery of the revolution, aft-
erward Quartermaster and Corporal under
Cowmodore Chauncey of the war of 1512,
and niece to General A. Moutgomery, killed
at Quebec, died at the residence of her
daughter, Mrs. A. T. Warren, yesterday
afternoon, in this city.
