Rain I'uts a Stop to Fly-Fishing—Stock-
lug Streams.

Another lullin the tiout-flslilog season. Tele-
crams lecelved by anglers In ibis city yesterday
state that the waters of the streams resulted to

by the lovers of the sport
'have become discolored
Iby the recent freshets,

Iand mat the prospect for
ja mess of trout to-day Is
poor. The jaiulias been
general, and as a result
Ithe fishing, which lias
Ibeen exceedingly bad
tins season, willbe even

woisd now, as trout will not strike at a flyso
long as the waters they Inhabit are in an unset-
tled state. If irout-nsbiiig will be ol any ac-
count this year it willbe laic in the season.

An angler has written to IHJE Call, with a
view ul drawing the attention of the Deputy
Uaiue and Fish Commissioners to the Tayloivitle
dam. Tue writer says that tile greater body of
water at the head ut the dam runs thioimb a flume
which carries lame quantities of fish Into the
guilders below. The trout thai happen Into the
Hume 011 tlielr descent 10 the sea aie either con-
fiscated by the millemployes or meet withdeath
In some way, as tuere is no possible outlet.
Itis suggested that the owners of the mill

place a wneuelllim a; the mouth of the flume so
as to preveut the fish from entering. By so
doing tie salmon aud fry will woik their passage
over the falls and intothe nialucieik on then
way to tbe ocean.

A cie.il many people who are about taking up
tbe noble ail of irout Hillingare boiheied about
the proper rig for wading. 01 couise ItIs pos-
sible to eel along v. ,1,1 a pair of rubber boots
reaching to the Hugh, but ih.y are hot. difficult
to dry inside, .aid they are dangerously slipteiy.
The best airauuement by all odds, though a bit
clumsy. Is as follows:

Over a pair of ordinary light socks wear a pair
of wading stockings (Kuklisli preferred) that
reach to the cioch, over these a pair of old-
fashioned woolen socks, and last of all a pair of
canvas trading shoes with soli hob nails In the
soles. Atbight turn the wading stockings Inside
out to dry oil the peisplratlou, and they willlast
for several sraxous. Inwarm weather most peo-
ple can do without the rubber stockings; tin
the same shoes willdo, onlyput on an extra pair
of socks.

In an article on fishing the Fremont (Ohio)
News recently said: The fly fishermen of the
United Stales have a new pleasure before them.
Alish not I;in, to known in America willbe in-
troduced this year, and there Is every reason 10
believe it willthrive and multiply wonderfully.
The lisu Is the Kuioueau sea trout—Salmo
liutta—a fish well known aud abundant in Bit-
gland. white the sea trout Is a sun-water fish,
It luhabits laud- locked fresh waters, and thrives
there. Egcs will »oou be put into Maine
(trams noting into the ocean.

The fact that the European sea trout is about
lobe iuuoduced in the Haters of the United
titles seems to be generally eclated by
Eastern angers, who will deiive the iK-neliis
from the Introduction of this beautiful hsb. Tbe
eggs of the sea tiout have b.-en urdeied from
Scotland by bbooilug aud Fishing, aud the en-
tire expense of intoning the eggs Is borne by
that journal, which says:

This tact Is not so generally appreciated by the
newspaper* of the land, forso tar as credit is given
for inaugurating aud carrying out the idea of In-troducing this game fish to our waters one might
suppose the eggs were to take wings, Byacross tno
ocean aud alight in a flock In desirable waters.
United States Fish Commissioner McDonald has
very kindlyundertaken to batch the sea-trout eggs
and rear the fish until of a suitable age to turnInto
the streams. Wo mention this incidentally tocor-
rect the statement that the egg) are to be put ln:o
the Maine streams and forestall a possible state-
ment that they are to be "set under a hen. The*sea trout is 'a salt-water fish" to the same extent
that a salmon Is. Itruns up fresh-water rivers
early In the spring, spawns la tbe rivers aud de-
scends to the Sea again late In the fall.

There have been time and again disputes
among anglers as to tire height which salmon
can jumpon !u»lr way to their spawning grounds.
The following extract from one of the best aud
most exhaustive works ou the salmon will prove
of interest In deciding disputes ou salmon jump-
ing:

Flemingasserted that he had known a salmon leap
up over *fall of thirty feet, but probably he In-
tended to mean Ina succession of jumps lrom one
Pool or resting-place to another. iwiss ( travels In
Iceland} declared that from personal observations
he knew they were able to dart themselves nearly
fourteen feet perpendicularly out of the water. Pro-
fessor Landmark has stated (.Nature. August its,
18&5) that he hud wltaeMied their jumpingsixteen
feet perpendicularly, but continued, "Such jumps
are rare." ticrope, arter making a rnirnijerof obser-
vations, came to the conclusion mat six feet or
seven feet came nearer the truth.

Bashing for Seats on the Cars— An Admixture

CTSIWELVE years or so ago there was prob-
/ISe, ably uo city In tbe civilized world In
SjJ\ which there were fewer opportunities for"

lunocent, healthful outdoor recreation
than San Francisco. But since then tbe changes
wblcli have taken place have amounted to al-

most a complete metamorphosis.
At that lime the Uolden Gale Park existed, it

Is true, but ina comparatively embryotio condi-
tion. Nor was the primitivestate of Its attrac-
tion Us greatest drawback. Lack of transporta-
tion facilities stood as an insuperable barrier
between It aud people of quiet habits and ordi-
nary means.

Apart from horses and vehicles— which were
altogether beyond the resources of more than
two-lblrds of Ibe wage earning classes— the ouly

route lo the park was by the old Central line of
street-cars to Cemetery avenue, and from thence
by a line of buses, which ran at irregular Inter-
vals and on holidays ouly. Subsequently the
buses were displaced by the steam dummy line,

which Is how operated lv connection with tbe
Cieary-street road.

Woodward's Uardens, a private resort of
mixed chaiacter, existed then, as It does now,
but Ithardly met the requirements of healthy
outdoor recreation, and, besides, a two-bit charge
for admission somewhat mured its utility.

Warner's monkeys, at NorthBeach, HouilsheJ lv
tbose days.

On Sunday and other holidays after the com-
pletion of the lust secliou of the sea-wall, a
steady stream of humanity coul#be found prom-
enading up and down it from Warner's. Tele-
graph Hill,too, was an attraction to those who

And on days wheu labor's hand was staved its
crest was generally coveied by a multitude of
those who appreciated fresh air aud a pleasant
view.

But all tills Is changed now. The number of
outlets from Ihe ceaseless hurly-burly of the
business center of the city bas Increased to quite
respectable propoitlons. The Union-street Hue
bas, so to speak, brought the Presidio Keserva-
tlon to Montgomery street, and It cau also be
reached by both tbe Calitoruia-stieel and tbe
Suiter street lines.

Then there are no lesi than six competing
lines lo the park—the Hayes-street, the McAllis-
ter-street, and the Haigbt-street lines are the
continuation of the Market-street system; then
there also the Howard-street, the howell-street,

tbe Geaiy-street, aud by transfer wnh the Pow-
ell-stieet, the California-street. Of these the
Ueary-stieet is the oldest.

The Incidents of a trip over it, and tne scenes
at the paik, are replete with exhibitions ol na-
ture, human and otherwise, aud of the curious
angles at which the slde-lichts fall athwart the
pathway of life. The day is bright and clear—
one of several which have succeeded a long pe-
riod of atmospheric inclemency, aud, being Sun-
day, San Francisco turns out Inlarge force to
celebrate Its release from confinement.

MILITARY NOTES.
Recruiting by Itegluients—National Sa-

Inle ot ilio Army.
Some difficulty is being experienced ia

securing recruits for the army, which is
not unusual at this season of the year,
though the grade of recruits is much more
satisfactory. The average number recruited
at this period is:«0 per month, showing no
depreciable decrease over former spring re-
cruiting, while the average monthly eniist-
mentdurini; the winter rises from 500 to GOO.
An experiment with regimental recruiting
in the Eleventh and the Twenty-third In-
fantry is resulting satisfactorily, they ex-
periencing no difficultyin securing suitable
men in the neighborhood of the company
stations, aud the quality of the men being
as high as those scut from depots: The
privilege of recruiting regimentally will be
extended to the Seventh Cavalry, stationed
at posts in Kansas and Indian Territory ;"
the Second Artillery, whose batteries are
located in seven different States of the
Division of the Atlantic, and the Third In-
finitiy.stationed in Minnesota and South

Dakota. It is considered that the same
facilities fur obtaining suitable recruits
exist at the stations of these regiments as
prevail in Northern New l'ork, where the
Eleventh Infantry is distributed among
fiveposts, or at the three posts in North
Dakota and Montana, where the companies
of the Twenty-third are on duty.

An order willbe issued to the army in a
few days announcing a change in the na-
tional salute, the army now firinga gun for
every Stale in the Union and the navy a
salvo of twenty-one guns. The latter is
used by foreign nations, and it is therefore
proposed to have the army conform to a
custom in observance by other countries
and already In the navy.

San Francisco, withone hundred odd skins,
sailing direct for the Behring. Anold In-
dian chief, who was met at Ahuuaett. said
he could not understand what was the mat-
ter with the 'King George people.' Their
big ships and lighting men, he said, seemed
to be all asleep when their sealing schoon-
ers were taken by the little American fight-
ing boat.
