Ou the Hues the short-
stop ma>le plcuty of noise, but was respectful iv
Ills coaching «ud dliected his talk to the base-
runners.

The game could not properly be termed a

When
they 11ii.de fast at theli berths In the afternoon
the MallDock presented a busier scene than It
bas lor many a loug day.

Outside Ihe gales were gathered a Uree crowd
of hotel-iunuets, hack and Gurney men, express-
meu, sailor boai ding house men, friends of mem-
bers of the crews of the anivlng steamers, lonc-
sboremeu, stevedores, lumpers anxloug to get a
Job, and mauy others who were deuied entrance
to the dock.

Inside the gates on the dock were the com-
pany's officials, representatives of the press, bau-gage aveiils. railroad ticket agents. Custom-
house officers and searching force, Inspectors and
others who were entitled to cuter the sacred
confines on a Sunday.
1lie Clly of New York was the fttst to dock,

which she did about 2:30 o'clock. Instantly all
was bustle. The passengers lauded with theirbaggace and the Mexican steerajje passengers
gazed with astonishment as the Customs Olticeis

opened and made amluuia search ot ihelr trunks
and olbt 1 laics aud pennies. Deputy Surveyor
Varuey Gaskill, accotnp.uiied by "Doc" Uick-
aids and Sam Kuddell, was on hand and sub-
j cted those arriving to a close inspection.
