The Bark Pearl Dismasted in a
Terrific Gale.

Sailing of the Steamer New York Delayed—A
Hurricane Encountered by the Richard
III—The Ensemere Ashore,

The bark Fear], owned by J.F. Kennedy of
this port, sailed hence for Melbourne on Feb-
ruary 8th. She arrived out before the Zea-
landla sailed from Sydney, and the eaptain sent
up the following report of a disaster on the
passage:

“On Thursday, April 10th, while oft Cape
Wollomal, the wind began to frestien from the
southwest and rapidiy increased until it was
blowing a teiriic gale, accompanied by high
breaking sea. The bark shipped cousiderabie
water. As Llhe storm coutinued to Increase, the
bark was hove-to uuder lower topsails. On
Friday morning at 11 o'clock the wind
came with a burst of terrific force, and
almost instantaneously the mainmast went
with a crash, breaking off close to the deck and
In its fall carrying away the mizzen-topmast
close to the cap. A basty examina'fon made
showed thal besides damage done by the falling
mast, the vessel wasbadly stralned and leaking.”

The weather was hazy at Polnt Lobos yes-
terday, and the wind ail day from the northwest,
blowlag in the atteinoon tweniy-eight miles an
hour. The barometer read: 8 o'clock in the
morning, 30.33; noon, 30.32; 5 o'clock in the
evening, 80.26.

1 have always been in favor of paying
good salaries, and this road has the reputation
of paylng bigher salaries than any other corpaa-
tion in existence.

*The clerical force is well trained, well pald,
and, so far as 1 kuow, contented. No reorgani-
zation 1s needed, as far as I am advised, and
none will be made for the present. As1 have
said In a previous interview, the political hang-
ers-on will be asked to leave. We have no use
for politicians In connection with railroading,
aud do not propose to pay blg salarles to men
who are neither ornamental nor useful.

* 1 have carefully looked Into the working of
the seveial departments. I have Inspected ac-
counts and questioned methods. The result 13
that I am satlsfied with the way things are con-
ducted, and am convinced ot the efliciency of the
men and the officers of the several departinents.”

T. A. Whitcomb of Raymond & Whitcomb, the
Boston excurslon maunagers, arrived in town yes-
terday witn a party of 176 sightseers from Bos-
ton aud New York. This company proposes to
do Alaska and Californla thoroughly, returning
via Yellowstone Park, thus exteuding the trip
about four months.  Mr. Wuoltcomb reports
travel across the continent good, and says that
his company did a betier business last year
than In any previous durivg the seventeen years.

Superintendent Anderson Asks the Public
to Help Him.

will be the duty of the Marshals to obtaln the
following information:

3. The number of Inalan children who are not
under 5 or over 17,

4. The number of native-born Mongolian children
who are not under d or over 17 years of age,

5. The number of children under 5 years of age.

6. The nuwwber of children between 5 and 17
years of age who have attended the public schools
at any time since the 30th day of June, 1859.

7. The number of children between 5 and 17 years
of age who have attended private school, but no
public schools at any time since the 30th day of
June, 1889,

R, The number of children between 5 and 17 years
of age who have not attended any school since June
30, 1889.

9. The number of deaf and dumb children between
5 aud 21 years of age,

10. The number 0L blind chlildren between 5 and
21 years of age. %

11. The number of native children whose parents
are native born,

12. The number of native chlidren one of whose
parents is foreign born.

13. The number of native children both whose
parents are foreign born.

14. The number of foreign children,

15. The number of births of boys,

16. The number of virths of girls.

The object of taking the ceusus 1s mainly to
enable the State authorities to properly distrib-
u.e the school fund, and is & waitter of great im-
portance as regulating the amount of mouey the
eity will recelve from the State tor school pur-
poses. The public Is earnestly reqguested to co-
operate ln making tue census as nearly correct
as possivie. Il no Marshal call at any residence
between the 15ih and 29th of May the Superin-
tendeut will be greatly obliged if notified of that
fact.

HE SaAW THE TOWN.

A San Jose Man Has an Experience on
““ Barbary Coast.”

Charles Goeg came to this city from
Bartlett Springs Sunday and haviog $160 in
his possession started out on “Barbary
Coast” to enjoy himself. He said he
wanted to have a gocd time of it in town,
and he had all he cared for aud more. He
lives in San Jose and was returning from
Bnrltlgtt Springs, where he had been for his
health. -

He told the story of his experience, as
follows, to the police yesterday. The first
saloon visited by him was the Stoekholm
Saloon. There he met “Dutch Charley,”
who is said to be a *‘steerer” for saloons in
that vicinity. Chariey induced him to visit
the Brewer Salcon on Kearny street, where
they drank copiously and Goeg was intro-
duced to two women. Goeg says he foll
asleep in the place and was robbed in a
back room by a woman whom he subse-
guently recognized as Julia Bradley, alias
“Fog-horn Julia.” The saloon proprietor
wnsl also accused of being implicated in the
affair. e

and Caroline Hillander under arreston a
charge of grand larceny.

Wealthy, but Insane.
