FOREIGN STRIKES.

Cocfi.cts Between Hamburg* Gaa-Wcrkers acd
the Po :c°-Kinfr« ft-xit Work.

Hamburg, May 14.—The rioting gns-
wurkers made au additional demonstration
to-day. Several couilicts with tho police
occurred and many people were injured.

Madrid, May 14— Mining riots occurred
to-night at OrtuelU, Portugal, and Desirto.
At the last-named place the miners
stoned the troops, who fired in the
air. The strikers continued and the
SLldiers sent a volley into the crowd, killing
several and wounding many others, lie-
infcrcemeuis to the troops are arriving and
the whole province of Biscay Ikis beeu
placed under martial law.

STULCK AN ICEBERG.

Miraculous Escape of the Steamship Parisian
While at Sea.

Qukbec, May 14.—The Allan steamer
Parisian, which arrived here yesterday
fruin Liverpool,narrowly escaped disaster
off the Banks of Newfoundland. A thick
fug prevailed, aud the steamer was proceed-
ing cautiously. The lookout sighted huge
icebergs forty yards ahead. The engines
were reversed, but the steamer ran on an
iceberg, a distance of twelve feet. For a
time the ship shivered from the shock, aud
great excitement prevailed on board. S!ie
lay on bet broadside a fullminute, and the
captain ordered all hands on deck and the
crew to stand by the boats. The vessel,
however, soon settled back into clear water
uninjured.

WANT FIIKK COINAGE.

English Bankers Acxionsly Watching the
Fite of ths Silver 8.11.

L"_\i>ox, May 14.— At the Dankers'dinner
at the Hotel Mitropule to-night, Chanlio,
the President of the Board of Agriculture
and a member of the Cabinet, said, that
owing to the action of the United
States silver had begun to rise, but
whether it will continue in the upward
tendency or not depends upon the fate of
tbe Silver Billiu Congress. "We will watch
the progress of the bill witli Interest,
and for my part aud for my colleagues
in the gold and silver commission, Ihope it
willbecome a law. With free coinage in
the p;ist the two metals were practically
steady up to is7:s, and 1believe with free
coinage now a like result will follow."

A PAKNGLMItI VICTOKY.

Second Beading of the Irish Agricultural Bill
Aereed To.

London, May 14.— The second reading of
the Irish Agricultural Bill was agreed
to without division in Hie House
of Commons amid prolonged Irish
cheers. The defeat of the Government
is due to a blunder of the Conservative
whips, who notified the members of the
Government party that their presence
woula be required at 4 o'clock. This
became known to the Parnellite.% who
attended in all their strength at noou, and,
after short speeches, rushed the division
before the Couservatives could be mustered.

Formation of an Imh Secrtt Society in
Montreal atd Quebec.

Montreal, May 14.— 1t is rumored that
a new secret Irish association has been
formed here and at Quebec, and tnat it
already consists of 10,000 members, princi-
pally Irish and Canadians, a large number
of the latter being Frenchmen.

One object of the association is to obtain
money in Canada for Irish home rule.
Another is, tliat warfare is to be waged
against British rule, with the final object of
separation and the annexation of Canada
to the United States. -•

THEY WILL COME.
Fruitless Efforts of Customs Officers to

Check Chinese Smngglicg.

Waphinc.tox, May 14.— The reports of
Chinese Inspector Coon at San Diego, which
were transmitted to the Senate, to-day, were
dated April7th nnd 9th and related in full
all accounts relative to the capture of tho
twelve Chinese near San Diego on April

7th and of the rapture of the slcop Brnicia
Boy on April9th with a cargo of Chinese.
Tlitb is notlung new in the reports and the
Ins, ector makes no reLoiniueudHtious. He
submits a map of what he calls the Chinese
underground railway between Mexico and
the United States. In a letter dated April
21st, Coon corroborates the statement of
James Kusscll to Congressman Yandever
that the Chinese are still coming iu despite
the work of the customs authorities.

He then claims that the arrests, as noted
above, had a salutary effect on the Chinese
by way of checking the truffle of smuggling
them through the lines. He reports twenty-
six Chinese and the eapUtiu of the Benicia
Boy in jailawaiting trial,and that the latter
has made a confession. He also says Unit
he has made a thorough examination of the
roails in that section and tiuds many oppor-
tunities for Chinese to cross the line, and
that witb his present force it willbe impos-
sible to prevent them.

After the Chinese succeed in entering San
Difgo, Coon \u25a0•ay*, itit is practically impos-
sible to prove they have no right there. Ho
joins in with the statement of Russell that
the Exclusion Act is a failure so far as exe-
cution is cuueerned, and says that when the
Chinese are ruptured and returned to Mex-
ico they endeavor to get back on tho first
dark night. lie linds they cbange their ap-
parel and adopt other disguises which pre-
vent identification ou their return.

From letter* found ou the captured Cni-
nese it is learned that the traffic of smug-
gling them into the United States was not

**t»ljextensive, but had large capital inter-
ests in it, the headquarters being in San
Francisco and China For buo per capita
the contractors signed to deliver the Chi-
nese safely in the United States, and they
are brought to San Frauciaco and then
transferred by coasters to Eusennda and
other points, where they woik their way
back.

Window's order forbidding the transfer
in San FraucUco Coun believes to be a
good move, aud will check traffic tempo-
rarily, but not permanently, as hereafter
be believes they wilt come direct from
China to Mexico, us they seem determined
to enter the United States.

Coon aiso liuds that the Mexicans arc
growing jealous of the Chinese, and since
their coming that way their low wages
have been further reduced. At one lime
the Mexicans hurried out and stoued acargo of Chinese that arrived.

Iu conclusion. Coon discusses pending
legislation on tills subject before Congress,
and urges the adoption cf a treaty with
Mexico and Great Britain to preveut tho
Chinese from entering these countries. He
believes the hardest punishment to be given
to the Chinese that have entered or do en-
ter the United Mates is to return them to
China, as sendiDg them across the border

lines only makes tlieni laugh, nnd, if they
should return from China, then imprison
them for a long term of years.

Charles
Sanders, a carpenter, was crusbed to death
between the caisson and the surrouuding
scaffolding. All the others were thrown
into the river, and Joe Walton, colored,
was drawn down by the suction of the
sinkine caisson aud drowned. The others
were rescued.

RUN IN THE MUD.

Riley Beats the Favorite at
Louisville.

Isaac Murphy Again Displays His Supe-

riority As a Jockey.

The Kentucky Derby Won In the Slowest
Time Ever Recorded

—
Bill

Le'ctcr's Great Straggle,

Louisville,May 14.
—
Itwas Riley in a

walk. The slowest Kentucky Derby
ever 4 run was fiuiehed here to-aay
with Riley first, Bill Letcher second
and Robespierre third. It rained
steadily yesterday, lastnight and this morn-
ing, and the track was deep in soft, marshy
mud, which made itbad for fast time and
made the mud records of the horses a strong
consideration.

About noon the sun came out bright ami
clear, and the usual Derby crowd packed
the gran'1. stand and overrun the free field.
Fewer Indies than usual were present, but
the ladies stand blossomed with some of
Kentucky's fairest daughters.

The judges were Colonel Wheeler, Presi-
dent of the Washington Park; General
James F. Kobinson and Colonel M. Dewis
Clark. The timers were W. S. Barnes, John
Funk and Nerviu Harris.

Xever before in tho history of racine out-
side of Memphis was there witnessed such
excitement as surrounded the betting
stands prior to and during the running
of the great Keulucky Derby. The
following are the entries, jockeys
aud odds; Robespierre 118 (Francis), even
money; Bill Leteher 118 (Allen), 3>4t01;
Riiey 118 (Isaac Murphy) 4 to 1; Palisade
118 (Brittmn. 8 to1; Outlook 118 (Breckiu-
rldge), 12 to1; l'rince Fouso 118 (Overtoil),
5 to l.

Everybody bad been impatient for the
minor events to be run, that they could
back iheir favorites for the Derby. There
was a mad rush for the betting stand when
the second race was over, and the struggle
to get money on the. horses was terrific. It
looked as though all who were around the
auction pool thought, Robespierre would
win, and he was barred inall the pools sold.

Letclier sold right aloug as the choice for
second place, with Riley well thought of.
On the books Robespierre was first up
at 4 to 5, but very soon nearly all the
bookies had him even money. One ven-
turesome fellow matked up ti to 5, but took
itdown when a rush was made for it.

Riley was first out of the paddock, and
ho was escorted by a big crowd of ad-
mirers. He was loudly cheered, or
rather Murphy was. whose populxrity
is boundless, as they cantered down
the track. Prince Fonso cauie dashing
back from the lower paddock and he too
was cheered. Palisade cantered easily by
and received recognition from the start,
and then Bill Letcher followed by Robes-
pierre pranced by and were cheered to the
echo.

They eot oft the fir^t time to a good start.
nilbut Riley, who was two lengths behind.
BillLetcher was in front, Robespierre, sec-
ond. Outlook third, Fouso fourth. Palisade
fifth. Robespierre immediately went to the
front wiili a rush, aud came down the
stretch leading by a length nnd
Francis desperately tugging at his
lie;id. Before reaching tho stand
Robespierre was pulled,back and Outlcok
led by tho stand, the others all bunched
and plastering each other with mud at
every plunge.

Before reaching tho first quarter Ro-
bespierre again broke away from
his light-weight juckey, aud tak-
ing tho lead made a runaway
of itto the live-eighths pole with Riley
and Bill Letcher second and third, the
others brine already out of it. Just
before turniua iuto the stretch. Murphy
shook up Riley, who at once passed
the exhausted Robespierro aud turned
iuto the stretch- a length in the
lead. Whin straightened out for home
Bill Letclier made his run, and he
and Robespierre, under whip, began a
chase of the tireless Riley. Robespierre re-
sponded gamely, and neck and neck the
two raced down the stretch. The Corrigan
colt could not be overhauled, and, holding
a safe lead without whip or spur, he came
under the wire an easy winner by four
open lengths.

At the distance-st.ind Francis gave up on
Robespierre aud allowed Letchor to come
insecond by a length and a half. Palisade
was fourth by two lengths Prince Fonso
was liftliby six lengths and five lengths be-
fore GutlooK. Time, 2:45.

This is the slowest of all tho sixteen
Kentucky derbys, the next being the vic-
tory of Leonatus in 2:43 in ISS3. The, best
is Spokane's record last year, who beat
Proctor Knott by a dozen lengths in 2:34%.The time, however, was not bad, consider-
ing the track, which was literally kuee-
ueep inmud.

While Rlley's victory was easy he was
perfectly ridden by Murphy, and Robe-
spierre would have been second and might
have won had Kileybeen on him or Francis
been able to hold him.

Terrib'.e Bivages of the Disease in a Haiia-
ehuietts Town.

XoitTiiAMi'TON (Mass.), May 14.—East
Hampton is suffering from an epidemic of
diphtheria and red nags are put on every
house in whicha case of the disease exists.
Over a hundred enses havo been reported,
thirty of which have been fatal.

INJUNCTION GRANTED.

A Reorganization Scheme to Secnre Pos-
session of a Road.

Nkw York.May 14.— Judge O'Brien, in
the Supreme Court to-day, decided the case
of Gernsheitn vs. Olcott, Huutingtou et
al., grunting an injunction restrain-
ing the Central Trust Company
from assessing tbe stockholders of the
Houston and Texas Central Eailroad.
The litigation in the result of a reorganiza-
tion scheme of the parties controlling the
property. The road was sold on account
of non-payment of mortgages, and
the stockholders were notified that they
could repurchase their stock at 87-t a
share, though it has not sold, for over $51
for a number of years. Gernsheiui,
the owner of 710 shares, in su-
inc alleges t! at the decree of
sale was obtained by fraud
and collusion. The Judge decides that
the Trust Company, which had charge of
the liquidating, had acted in bad faith,
nnd declares that the assessment was
mad« to bar out the present stock-
holders and enable, under the plan
of the reorganization of the Southern
Paciiic Company, to secure the entire stock
on the payment, simply, of the amoimt re-
quired to be paid to the first mortgage
bondholders for the interest and bonus
and the expense of reorganization.

St. LoCIS, May 14.—At the annual elec-
tion of the St. Louis and Sin Fran-
cisco Kallway to-day, the follow-
ing Directors were chosen: George
Coppell, Walter L. Frost, Isaac E.Gate*, George J.JGould, liryce Gray,

Henry S. Monill, Horace Porler,
Jesse Seligmau and Edward F.
Winslow. Three are new members— Mc-
Harg, Morrill and Seligman— in the plane
of Patton, Buckley and O'Day.

Buckley is
going abroad and Morrill is chosen as the
result of his disagreement with O'i>av,
whirh recently caused the latter to resign
the Vice-Presideuey of the Sau Francisco
company.

Tlie Grand Trunk and Canadian Pa-
cific railways have issued a joint cir-
cular to the Corn Exchange, saying
that owing to fraud by shippers in un-
derbilling grain weights, grain iu bulk for
track delivery will be refused. All grain
must pass through the company's elevator.
Their loss amounts to $20,000 monthly.
Prominent linns are implicated.

THE AVOOIi MARKET.

California Commands the Principal Attention
in Boston.

Boston, May 14.— There is a firm tone to
the Boston wool market, which shows signs
of an advance. California wool continues
active, though the lack of new wool made
somewhat less business than last week.
Eight months Southern California with a
little seed on the skirts hut nominally, free
sold ou a basis of .'\u25a0- . Free foothill wool
sold on a basis of tioc, and a year's growth
free southern sold higher. Territory wool
is active when any decent wool can befound, but the remaining stock is poor.
Good fine wool lias sold here at 60c clean,
and tine medium in bulk sells at 58c for
clean. Five weeks ago warp wool of this
character could be had at Me to "we. Shear-
ingIms begun in Wyoming. Five hundred
thousand pounds are in Rawlins. The
usual price islßc fcr wool shrinking 30 per
cent, which is equivalent to GO clear here.
Chicago has been buying freely. Oregon
wool rules active; another large lot of No.
1valley has been taken at scoured cost of
57c. Quotations: California southern
spring free, lfic to 20c; northeru, 23<-; free
fall, 18c to 21c; southern fall, 12c to 10c ;
valley Oregon, 23c to 27c; eastern Oregon,
li>oto2oc; Territory fine. Itic to 19c ;med-
ium, 18c to 20c;coarse, 17c to 19c. Georgia
wool itno longer a feature of the market.>

CROP UKrORTS.

A General Decline Noted in the Condition of
Wheat.

CnicAoo, May 14.— The Farmers' Re-
view, in its next issue, willsay :The reports
from correspondents in thirteen States
covered by our crop bulletin indicate that
the general condition of winter wheat in
this territory is 20 per cent lower, and of
the spring wheat 10 por cent lower, than
the usual average of condition at this sea-
son. Wisconsin and Kansas reports show
some improvemout since April30th iu the
condition of winter wheat. In Michigan
and Ohio the condition of winter wheat has
not chanced since our last report. A few
of our Missouri correspondents report an
improvement in the condition of wheat, but
the general reports for the State indicate a
marked decline since our last report. Illi-
nois, Indiana and Kentucky reports also
show a decline, caused probably by cold
weather and an excess of moisture. Re-
ports from the. spring-wheat States contain
many complaints of drought which has
greatly retarded the germination and
growth of grain sown this spring. Winter
wheat— lllinois 71, Indiann G4.
