City.

Tomsk Almost Entirely Destroyed and
" Many Lives Lost

Sixteen Workmen Killed by the Burning of
a Cartridge Factory In Italy—Can-
adian Parliament Prorogued,

StT. PETEESBURG, May 16.—The city of
Tomsk, in Siberia, has been almost de-
stroyed by flood and fire. Many lives were
lost.

The city of Tomsk is the capital of a
government of that name in West Siberia
and is situated on the Tom River. Itis
mostly built of wood, but has substantial
public buildings, comprising a cathedral,
tribunals, treasury, fur magazines, bar-
racks, hospitals and an orphan asylum. It
is the residence of a bishop, a civil Gov-
ernor and of the Superintendent of the
Altai mines, and carries on a brisk trade in

eattle and furs. Its population is 25,650,

AFRICAN TERRITORY.

Germany Defines the Boundary of Her Po:-
sessions—An Objection.

LoxvoN, May 16.—The London Ckroni-
cle’s Berlin correspondent says he ean state
on good authority that Germany does not
claim Uganda and Unyoro, but she will in-
sist upon the thirtieth degree of longitude
east oI Greenwich as the western limitl of
her tecritory. The southern limit she al-
lows to be a matter for debate, and, there-
fore, that question is left open for the pres-
ent. The Government will not recognize
the activity of Dr. Peters outside of the
German sphere. Thus the northern limit
of the German sphere will run in & straight
line from Kavironds to the junction of the
thirty-second degree with the Equator and
thence westward along the Equator to the
thirtieth degree,

The Chrouicle, in an editorial, proceeding
on the basis that England has already con-
ceded the foreguing claims to Germany,
says: No wonder Germany assured the
worid that the negotiations were going on
awicably. \We would rather Lord Salisbury
bad ceded Ireland to Germany than thus
meekly to surrender our vital strategic
points in Aflrica, upon the keeping of which
our imperial position in two continents de-
pends. The cession of home rule to lre-
Jand would be a trivial matter, so far as the
Euglish race is concerned, compared with
tuis surrender.

AN ALASKAN VOLCANO.

Bogoslov in the Ccean Emits Plllars of
Fire and A<h-s.

The famous Alaskan volcano known as
Bogoslov, that arose so strangely from the
OCean Some Seven Years ago, is once more
in eruption. It is expected that some very
vivid descriptions of the island volcano,
with Its crest of flame and fire, will be
given by passengers of the Alaska Com-
pany’s steamer St. Paul, who saw the vol-
cano and will probably arrive here to-day.
Bogoslov is nearly due west from the island
of Oonalaska.

Captain Evereit Smith of the steam
whaler Orca passed near the scene soon
after the first eruption. He noted that four
new islets, each detached but near the
volcano island, had arisen from the deptis,
and the mountain itself had also risen con-
siderably. During the eruption the sky for
weeks was clouded with ashes, and these
fell in liberal showers in the town of Iliu-
link, forty-four miles away to the eastward.
To the people there who saw the eruption
it seemed that the pillar of fire and smoke
was fully fifteen miles Ligh, rising from the
horizon and losing itself in the low clouds
of the sky.

THE FIGHT ENDED.

Carlisle Nominated for United
States Senator.

Al But One of the Opposing Candidates
Withdraw.

The Mystery Surrounding the Disappearance
of a Noterious Woman—A Fatal
Duel Belween Drummers.

FranNkrort, May 16.—The Democratic
caucus which was held to-night to nomi-
nate a candidate for the United States
Senate to fill out the unexpired term of the
late Senator Beck was short, yet full of
interest and excitement. Immediatelv upon
the assembly of the caucus the withdrawal
of ex-Governor Knott and Hon. Evan T.
Settle was announced, after which a ballot
was taken, resulting in Carlisle receiving
52 votes, Lindsay 33 and MeCreary 30.

The name of ex-Governor McCreary was
then withdrawn, which left the contest be-
tween the great Democratiec Congressman
and Judge Lindsay. Then a second ballot
was taken, resulting in Carlisle’s victory,
the vote being, Carlisle 72, Lindsay 43.

A committee was then avpuinted, con-
sisting of Hon., James Mulligan, who nomi-
nated Carlisie, and Hon. Claude Thomas,
who seconded the nomination, to notify
Mr. Carlisle. They escorted Lim into the
Senate Chamber with great applaunse, where
Mr Carlisle made one of the most brilliant
speeches ever wade in the City of Hills, ae-
cepting the nomiuation and pledging his
fidelity to the party.

THE SENATE.

Sherman’s Bil! Providing for the Retirem-:nt
of National Bank Notes,

WasniN6TON, May 16.—Senator Sher-
man, by request, to-day introduced a bill
providing that the compulsory requirement
of deposits of United States bonds with the
Treasurer of the United States by national
banks is hereby limited in amount to §19,000
bonds for each and every national bank,
provided the voluntary withdrawal of bonds
for the retirement of national bank notes
shall not exceed the sum of $3,000,000 in
any one month without the approval and
consent of the Secretary of the Treasury,
and further provided that this act shall not
apply Lo deposits of bonds which may be
required by the Secretary of the Treasury
to secure deposits of public moneys in the
natioual banks. On the surrender by the
national bank of any sum of its eirculating
notes by the required deposit of lawful
money with the Treasurer for their re-
demption the eutire liability of the bank
for its said surrendered notes shall utterly
cease and they shall be redeemed by the
Treasurer and destroyed in lieu of the fund
of lawful money heretofore set apart for
the redemption of the surrendered notes of
national banks, amounting to the entire
sum unredeemed of said surrendered notes.
The Treasurer shall establish a reserve
fund of lawful money, not less than 5 per
cent nor more than 20 per cent of the entire
amount of the surrendered notes unre-
deemed.

The House amendments to the Trust Bill
were non-concurred in by the Senate, and a
conference asked,

Stewart introduced a resolution provid-
ing that the special Committee on Irriga-
tion and Arid Lands be coutinued until the
subject is disposed of.

A1 12:30 o’clock Jones’ silver bill came
up as uufinished business and debate was
procegded with on Sherman’s amendment.

They were then placed on the loeal
train leaving the mole at 9 o’clock and on
arriving at Broadway were taken to the
Alameda County Jail, whera they will re-
main until the day that the steamer sails,
unless, as is not improbable, writs of habeas
corpus are sued out in their behalf.
