Ihev are quite attiactive Inappear-
ance aud are Ingreat demand wllli people who
wish a few fruits for table dtcorailuiis.

"Now potatoes bring from 310 cents a pound.

Thf-ie aie a few sweet potatoes to he found in
maiket, but Ihey are not good. Every cabbage—
tln-y aie ail new, uo old ones are to be had— that
cone* lo the slull la weighed at two and a half
pounds, and we buy iea\es enotii;h to feed all the
rabbits in town. Il;e boys ai.d the poullrym u,
who if you nave noticed nearly all ket-n rabbits
and guinea pigs, come around Hud clean us out
two or three limes a day. Nn, they never give
us a chicKen lu recognition of th« comte-y— no,
not eveu so much as a quail when quail aie a
diugIn the market. Here is another novelty for
this year, trean tarlic; it tells al 25 centra
pouud iiuw, quite a cone down liom 75 ce:its.wblcb was Ilie piice this winter for whatever
garlic was In the market. Yes, those aie fiesb
almond^, the liist of the crop; they have come
to town you see In tlielr fur coats, and they are
eclliiiK at a hit a pound."
