Disgusted Stream Fishermen — Lake

Aungling.

Local anglers, who in former years enjoyed

many geod days’ sport whipping the country
slreams, are now turniog thelr attention to lake
= 3 fishing, which is sald to

;be first class this year.
Fe i The water compauny's
-

<=7~ 3 ofiice has been visifed by
% ithe lovers of trout and
bass fishing this monih,
who looked lor perwits
to fish on the lakes open
e ’m the public. Stream

fishing i1s a sport of the
past and will be of very little inlerest uatil the
rivers are stocked by fish from the Staie hatch-
eries.

There are a few small streams in the vicinity
of Ukiah, within easy reach of a popular springs,
which are now beiug stocked Ly a syndleate of
sportsmen for private purposes. It is hoped that
fish from the State hatcheries will ol find their
way into the preserved stieams, while the rivers
visited by the people of the State for angling
purposes are left barren of trout,

Complaints have been made of anglers of this
city who have fished the Sonoma and Paper-
mill creeks in the winter season with rod and
line for the pleasuies of salmon-catching. The
salmon, which 18 called by some supposed ex-
1 erts *saimon-trout,” run from the ocean duiing
the winter season iuto the rivers for spawning
purposes. When the season for fisitng with rod
and line opens they have left the fresh water for
their natuial elemeuni—tue ocean—and conse-
quently the angler is cut off from the sport of
hooking, playing and lauding the gamest of
fresli-water tishes.

In the upper part of Sonoma Creek the salmon
have been netied Ly the peopla engaged in
hatehing fish for the purpose of stocking streams.
It s said that the young fish—fry—are returned
to the Sonoma or Glen Ellen Creek, but singulaa
to state ihie siream appears to be growing yearly
poorer as a resort lor the angler, and now the
question 1s asked, “What has become of the fry,
which were supposed to have Leen taken [fom
the hatchery and placed in the creck 27

The idea of catching and stilppiog salmon aur-
Ing the winter mon:bs of their ova for supposed
propagation purposes seems to be not propeily
understood by anglers who believe ithat the
natural process is far ahead of apy artificial de-
vice for Lhe stoeking of streaws which the parent
fish visit.

The hatcheries on the glens adjacent to San
Frangisco are excelient for receiving the spawn
of fishes shipped from the Siate fish batelieries
for the stocking of coast streams; but the idea
of catehing anadromous fishes which visit the
Sonoma Creek for the purpose of spawnlog in
that creek and populating it with young fishes
seems to be decia-dly strange. In the fish law
there is a provision to prevent the destruction of
fish o Napa and Sonoma creeks which reads:

It shall uot be lawful for any person to use nets,
traps, welrs, poisons or seines of any description for
the purpose of catching fish in the waters of Napa
River, Sonoma Creek, in Sonoma County, or the
waters of any of the tributaries thereof; provided,
that nothing in this act shall be so construned as to
prohibit the use of geines, nets, traps or weirs in the
waters of Napa River below the mouth of Suscol
Creek and within the boundaries of Napa County,

It Is certaiuly not proper for anglers to fish at
any tume during the close season, and measures
will be taken at the meeting of the next Legis-
lature to provide against the catehing of fish at
any time during the close season, by either rod,
welr or net.

AQUATIC.

Preterson Will Row in the
Single-Scull Race.

A prominent member of the South End Club,
who has probably taken part in more sweepstake
and match races than any other member of a
rowing club, was seen the other evening and
said among other things: ‘‘Rowing has been de-
generating for some yeers and instead of enjoy-
ing a boom it is stiil on the decline and unless
something is done very soon the sport will fade
away entirely. 1t is about time the Rowing Asso-
clation stepped forward and did something to-
ward reviving the almost extinet aquatic sport.
1 would suggest that a meetlng of oarsmen be
called for the purpose of a general debate and let
the meeting be an open one.”

He begins his stroke pret-
tily and finishes it in an accomplished way, but
1w pulilug it through the movement of his long
legs gives one the idea that he is far from a fin-
ished scuiler. However, his siroke 1s all right,
and e impaits immense power foto it. 1f O'Cou-
nor defcats iym he will row Lthe hardest race of
his iife. because a more determined man never
sal in a boat than McLeaun.”

Hanlan’s opiniou, says Pringle, gives us a defi-
nite tp as to who he thinks will win between
Kemp and McLean. Toey row on the 151l 1nst.,
and If his estimate of McLean is anything like
correct, Peter Kemyp’s fate is doomed. Certainly
Kemp Is a good rower, but he is not of the class
that Hauluu speaks of when estimatiug McLean.
Tue latter, Haunlan says, is beller than Beach
wis, and ceriainly on public form Kemp was far
short of Beach.

However thls
may be, none of us can gawsay the faet that
O’Connor is a good scuiler. It is probably too
much 1o say that he is the best, because judging
bhim on bis form against Searle on the Thames,
be is vot the best by any meauns. DBut I have an
idea that he 18 a better sculler than Hauolan
would have us believe, and 1if he 1s beaten in
Australla I don’t think there’ll be a rosy chauce
for any other American or Canadlan to turn the
tables on liis victor.

Ex-Champion Hanlan also exvressed the no-
tion thal professional seulling in Epgland was
doomed never to 1ise agaiu. Hosmer held a con-
trary opinion, clanning that out of the large
number of scullers there a ¢hampion 18 sure to
blossom forth tn time. Haulan, however, agreed
that the young Britisbers, for some reason or
othier, do nol learn the modern art of rowing;
they don’t master the correct style of propelling
a boat, ana as a result much of their strength 1s
wasted. However much I would like to see
England regain its position 1o sculling, I fear
there is much truth in Hanlan’s eonteution,

But 1t is golng too far to say that sculling In
England will never reach a higher standard than
now. Ithink it will, aud just as sure as rowing
18 specdier to-day thaun it was when Han-
ian, Alexander-lice, was crying for more worias
to conquer. 1t i8S oy a short time ago since we
all laughed at Lthe scutling pretensions of Austra-
lia.

The first mateh for the *‘Hve-bird challenge
medal of 180" was shot off yesterday at the
Oakland Race Track. Shooting commeunced at
10 o’clock, and though the hour was rather carly
for a full attendance oI sporismen, outside of
those directly interesied, the number of those
present gradually lncreased as the aay wore on.

Tue medal given 1s open for competition to all
residents of the Pacific Coast, and is emblemaiic
of the Coast championship. All matches are to
be shot under the ruies of the American Shoot-
ing Association, at forty single live birds. Each
time a competitor wins the medal he will be set
back one yard in the next match in which he
may again compete for ft.

Intbe finzl mateh the medal will
constitute the first prize, the secoud piize wlll be
40 per cent, the third 30 per cent, ihe fourih 20
per cent and the lfth prize 10 per cent of the en-
trauce fees, the final winner of the medal to
claim the chammplonsbip of the I acific Coast for
1890, at itve blcds.

NOT ELIGIBLE.

A Mongolian Refused Admission
to the Bar.

Yesterday was Chinese day in the Supreme
Court. There were but two decisions handed
down and both aftected the rights of Chinese,

In the case of Hong Yen Chaung, the young
Mongolian who applied for admission to the Cal-
iforula bar, tbe court denled the application. The
declsion recites the facts of the case, quotes the
natuialization laws, which limit the right of
naturalization to aliens who are white persons
and to aliens of African nativity and to persons
of African descent, cites the cases of Ah Yup
and of Look Tui Sing, both 1u the Federal courts
and 1o both of wbichi the right of a Mongolian to
naturalization was dented, and thea conoludes:

Only those who are citizens of the United States,
or who have bona fide declared their intention to
become such in the manner provided by law (and
we hold that they sball be persous eligible to become
such as well as to have declared their intention), are
entitied to be admitted to practice as attorne {s and
counseiors of this court on presentation of license
to practice in the highest court of a sister State.
* * * Holding, as we do, that the applicant i3 not
acitizen of the United States and I8 uot eligibie to
becone such, the motion mnst be denied.

It is understood that Hong Yen Chang will ap-
peal from this decision to the Supreme Court of
the United States. He is firmiy of the opinion
that his certificate of naturalization by the Court
of Common Pleas of New York and his certifi-
caie of admission to the bar by the Supreme
Court of the State of New York are prima-facie
cvidences of a fact which a court of another
Sta'e cannot unaeirtake to question.

‘There was a stmilar case In the Supreme Court
here a short time ago, In which a man disbarred
in New York applied for admission to the courts
of this Siate. His application was denled and
he immediately went to Nevada, was admitted to
the Nevada bar, came back here at once, made
apulication to the same court, and the court in
admitting bim said tbat it had no power to iu-
quire behind the genuine certificate of the high-
est court of a sister State.

A high official in the Supreme Court expressed
the hope that the case would be appealed, so that
i vexed question might be settied by the highest
autbority.

SEA AND SHORE.

_Successful Trial Trip of the

Steamer Truckee.

Tk: Tug Sea King Goes to the Rescue of ths
Santa Maria—Four Sugar-Laden Vessels
Arrive—A Steamer From Mexico.

The Truckee Lumber Company’s new steamer
Truckee bhad a trial trlp on the bay yesterday.
The steamer left ber berth at Mission-street
Wharf at 10 o’clock in the morning, baviug on
board a large number of invited guesis. The
flags were flylng to the breeze and she was sa-
luted by all the steam craft as she passed along
the frout.

Captain Crawfora was in command and Heuary
P. Christie, Superintendent of tbe Fulton Iron
Works, which built the engines and machinery,
went along to see how everything worked. He
was perfectly satisfied. After leaving her berth
the Truckee steamed up to Huulers Point and
then took a spin over the meuasured mile, de-
veloping a speed of nlne knols. She afterward
went aown to the heads and then up into the
upper bay, returuing to bher berth at 6 o’clocK In
the evenlug.

The Truckee was built by Alex Hay, and cost,
with machinery complete, about §45,000. Her
dimensions are: Length 150 feet, beam 33,
depth of hola 12 feet. She is fitted with com-
pound engines and steel boilers, bullt by Hinck-
ley, Spiers & Hayes, and has fourteen finely
finisLed statercoms., The new steamer has a car-
rying capaeity of 350,000 feet of lumber, and
will run between here aud Tillamook Bay.
