
A QUESTION OF PROPRIETY.

With the course of the administration of
justice in the case of Arnold, who is on
tiial for murder, itis neither the right nor
the wish of Tin*; Call to interfere. But
the testimony, as thus far adduced, appears
to involve a question of propriety, and on
that it is always and at all stages the privi-
lege and the duty of a newspaper to coin-
laeut.

That Garness was shot by Arnold is ad-
mitted. The slayer justifies the act on the
plea that he was crazed by the circulation
of circulars which had a tendency to wreck
his I. me, and that he imputed the author-
ship of those circulars to the man who is
dead. This belief of his appears mainly to
have rested on what he learned from a
member of the staff of the Examiner news-
paper. This person testifies that Garness
brought him one of the circulars; that at
liis 'r.iruess'; request he mailed it to
Arnold, concealing Garness' share in the
matter by stating falsely that he had re-
ceived itby mail; that Garness afterward
brought him another of the circulars, stat-
ing that it would make very interesting
reading; that Garness asked him to find
him a reporter to write up the affair; that
when the article was written up he the

Examiner man) inclosed it in an envelope
:to the city editor of the Evening Post, and
handed it to Garness; that itdidappear, in
fall or in part, in Ute next issue of the
'Evening I'.4-.
Itis unfortunate that this story cannot be

fully substantiated, Garness is dead. IIis
the illfortuue of the Examiner man that he
cannot put his ln£ \u25a0 on tbe stand and mane
him tell the facts. And he can hardly be
surprised that incredulous people ar-_ in-
clined to reject his story; that they half be-
f^ve that Garness, whatever lie may have
done"or said elsewhere, never took any cir-
culars to the Examiner office, never tried
to have them published, never smacked
Lis lips in that office over the scandals they
disclosed, and that the grains of truth in
his testimony are his admission that one
circular was sent toArnold from the Exam-
iner office, with a note on the official office
letter-paper, and that the substance of an-
other was transmitted from the Examiner
office to the office of the Evening Post for
publication in that sheet. The case has not
progressed far enough to shed any light on
the authorship of the circulars; that may
come hereafter. Meanwhile, assuming that
the Examiner story is true, it appears to in-
dicate that Itis the practice of the-Erawiiuer
when a scandalous story is brought to it
aspersing the character of private individ-
uals, ifit does not publish the story itself.
to circulate itin the quarters where it will
do the most mischief, and to hand it over
for publication to other journals. Itcan-
not for a moment be admitted that this is
correct journalism. Ithappens every day
that persons who quarrel briug the narra-
tive of their controversies to newspaper of-
fices and try to get it published so as to in-
jure their adversaries. - In all well-con-
ducted offices such stuff finds a short cut to
the waste-paper basket. Inthe Examiner
office itseems the relish for scandal is so
keen that when it departs from its usual
practice of reproducing in its own columns
it cannot resist the temptation to give it
circulation inquarters where it will wound,
and to hand itover for publication insheets
even less careful of the proprieties than
itself.

Oil IN FORCE.

The Union League Club of New York
met the other night to indorse tlie McKin-
ley bill, but adjourned without taking
action on the bill. The reason given is that
a number of Kepublican importers who
thought their personal interests would be
injured by the bill opposed indorsement
Itis no secret that many Kepublicans in
New York City are, in fuel, pretty good
lree-trattfets. They nre Kepublicans in
other respects than the tariff, and prefer, in
a general way, to art with that party. Ihe
Mugwumps were Kepublicans of this de-
scription. Democratic journals are rejoic-
ing in the prospect that there may be
another Mugwump movement They realize
that the only election in recent years they
have carried was lost to the Republicans
through the defection of a few free-trade
Kepublicans in the pivotal State of New
York. There are doubtless as many Dem-
ocrats who are in favor of a protective
tariff a._ Kepublicans who favor free trade;
hut itIs not often ihat a fewhundred voters
elect a President. Rut ithappened in 1884
that the electoral vote of New Yorkelected

:" Mr. Cleveland, and a few hundred Mug-
wumps elected the New York electoral
ticket The political situation of 1884 can-
not, be repeated. The loss of New York in
1892 through the defection of a few Repub-
lican free-traders will not necessarily lose
the election.

KEEFTUEH Oil.

A local contemporary says: "There is
not the slightest use in strengthening the
Kestriction and Exclusion acts unless some
measure be adopted by which the Chinese
who are lawfullyin the United States can
be identified." While there is no harm in a
law authorizing the identification of Chi-
nese lawfully in the country no one conver-
sant with the history of Chinese immigra-
tion Imagines a Chinaman would ever be
deported because found without a certifi-
cate of identification. Such a result is as
improbable as a Federal court decision de-
claring the ordinance to move Chinatown
out of the city limits valid. The first Chi-
nese that might be arrested on the ground
that he had no •

certificate would take hiscase Into the Federal court. He would find
littledifficulty in finding Chinese testimony
that he had bad a certificate. Itis possible
that Chinese who desire to return homeand would rather do so at the expense of
the United States than at their own might
get themselves arrested for having no cer-tificate, and might let the charge be sub-
stantiated. .But any Chinese .laborer who
desired to remain in the country would find
littletrouble in making some showing in
court which would secure his release.

IROQUOIS TO THE FRONT.

The Hon. James V. Coleman, lor whoso
elevation to the Governorship of this State
the Iroquois Club has been brought up on
the bottle, requited the club on Friday by
assuring them that henceforth the words
"Iroquois" and "Democracy" would be
convertible terms. I'erliaps this is it little
hard ou the Democrats who trained under
Jackson nud Jefferson in the days when
Hr. Coleman was not.

The Iroquois were Indians, whom history
chiefly remembers as stubborn and bloody
foes to the settlement of this country by
white men. In battle they gave no quarter
and asked none. When they did tako a
white prisoner they handed him over to
their squaws, who chewed the nails off his
lingers aud munched tender portions of his
body withexquisite relish. In the War of
the Revolution they took the side of En-
gland, and burned farm-houses, scalped the
men and carried the girls off into slavery,
until Geueral Sullivan broke up their raid-
ing parties. Obedient to the law of the
survival of the fittest, they gradually died
out and were supposed to cumber the earth
no more, until Mr.Max Popper, Mr.James
J. Flynn and other warriors of renown de-
clared that they were the remnant of the
trine, preserved by a sort of political me-
tempsychosis. We do not suppose that
these gentlemen aro opposed to giving or
taking quarter, or that they encourage the
extirpation of finger-nails by means of tho
teeth. But if Mr. Coleman is right in say-
ing lhat henceforth a Democrat must be an
Iroquois, people who object to scalping had
better got out of the way.

STANLEY'S PIGMIES.

Stanley is quite right in saying that his
accounts of the pigmies, whose country he
traversed in his march from the Congo to
the source of the Nile, willhe the most in-
teresting portion of his new hook, "In
Darkest Africa." That there was a race of
dwarfs in Equatorial Africa was asserted
by Herodotus, but conservative anthro-
pologists were long accustomed to smile at
his credulity, and to class his dwaifs with
the men whose heads do grow beneath
their shoulders. Bleek, in his anthro-
pology, speaks of tribes among the Bantus—
under which head he comprises all native
Africans from Caffraria to the Great Lakes
—which fell far below the ordinary stand-
ard of 70 inches for adult males; and
Schweinfurth, while giving the average
stature of the negroes of the Nile region as
71 inches, mentions certain eastern tribes as
only averaging 51 to 55 inches.. Stanley's
pigmies were less than 43 inches, and they
differed from the otner natives of the
Equatorial region in that they were brown
aud not black. This again is no new dis-
covery. The Ethiopians, who inhabited
Meroe, and were constantly at war with
the Egyptians in the times of tho shepherd
kings, had olive complexions, not much
darker than those of the Spanish or Italian
peasant of the (.resent day; the prima
donna who plays the title role in the opera
of "L'Afrleaine"never blackens her face.

Still, Stanley's reports willgive the con-
sistency of fact to that which has been
largely theory. We are now bound to
ad mil that there is, and that there prob-
ably always lias been since the glacial era,
a race of people in Equatorial Africa who
rarely exceeded 4 feet in height. The fact is
interesting iv its bearing on the effect of
climate and physical geography on the
stature of mau. .Nobody adheres to the
ancient faith that there were formerly
giants in the world; the race of Anal- be-
long to the class of myths; prehistoric
man, so far as archeology reveals, was
rather under than over the present average
stature ot the race. But it is well known
that human stature varies with locality,
and that the variation is sometimes large.

Stanley speaks ofhis Soudanese soldiers as
standing li feet 4 inches, and the mean
height of the Patsgonian Indians is given
as 6 feet, while the Andaman Islanders
rarely reach 5 feet, and Stanley's pigmies
only 4. llie effect of climate on stature
was curiously demonstrated by the measure-
ments takeu by recruiting officers during
the War of the .Rebellion, llwas shown
that in two or three generations the de-
scendant of the Europeans whosettled in the
United States gained over 1inch in height
and several pounds in weight over his an-
cestors. It was demonstrated that the
native of the river valleys of the center of
the continent was, on an average, 2 inches
taller than the native of the Atlantic
Coast. It might have been added that the
latter was about as much taller than the
native of France or Germany. Hon these
results are achieved, aud by what agency,
are matters of conjecture.

Stanley says that the intelligence of his
dwarfs was superior to that of the blacks
Inhis camp. This may prove an important
discovery. The more natural intelligence
a race possesses, the more easily can itbe
brought under the influences of civiliza-
tion, and for fighting purposes height and
physical strength are not of much moment
The pigmies might serve as a nucleus for
the coming race of civilized men in Equa-
torial Africa. The Japanese are the
smallest race in Asia, but they are the most
intelligent and the most self-reliant; in
time tliey bid iair to become the dominant
power. .

DRAWBACKS.

A free-trade contemporary describes a
drawback inprotective legislation as "a de-
vice to enable manufacturers to sell goods
to foreigners for less than they charge
Americans." A protective

-
tariff man

would describe a drawback as a legislative
provision which relieves manufacturers
from whatever burdens duties on foreign
raw material impose upon tbem so far as
relates to shipments abroad. For example,
there is a duty 011 foreign wool. When a
woolen manufacturer sends his finished
goods abroad the amount he has paid for
duties on the raw wool in the goods
shipped is returned to him. In this way,
while competing upon even terms with
other manufacturers for the home market,
the drawback enables him to compete with
foreign manufacturers for foreign markets,
so far as the use of free raw material will
enable him to do so. For goods sold in the
home market lie has of course to pay what-
ever duties on raw material the law im-
poses. This is his contribution to the pro-
ducer of raw material under a protective
system which taxes alike the foreign raw
material and the foreign finished goods.
The consumer has no cause of complaint,
for in his depaitment of industry he is pro-
tected, lfthere is any Industry that is left
unprotected it is one in which we have such
natural advantages that duties on such
products would be practically inoperative.

SEX ATOX I'Alll.lsl.K.

John G. Carlisle has received the caucus
nomination of the dominant party in the
Kentucky Legislature for the vacant Sena-
torial seat. The Kentucky Legislature evi-
dently does not consider the infirmity which
for some yeats has impaired Mr. Carlisle's
usefulness a3 a disqualification for the
highest office within its gift They may
say of Mr. Carlisle that he Is a better Sena-
tor under the influence of liquor than
another man would be under his own in-
fluence. While the experiment the Demo-
crats of Kentucky have made is attended
with some danger, the Kepublicans of Ken-
tucky's northern neighbor might profit hy
it. There is no reason to believe that Mr.
Carlisle bought his seat Itcame to him
as the most capable public man his State
could find for the office. Itremains with
himself to lake a rank in the Senate as one
of the members of that body who won the
office by legitimate service. He does nt tgo
to the Senate as an attoruey for a corpora-
tion er in any way as the agent of organized
capital. He 13 a rank free-trader, but we
presume an honest one.

A MaN OF IKON.

The German Emperor describes himself
as a man of iron. Whoever attacks the se-
curity ol the country, ho says, will find him
a man of iron who can enforce peace. Dec-
larations of this nature mean

'
absolutely

nothing. What does the Emperor mean by
the security of the country How does he
know that if the security of the country,
whatever may be meant by the term, is
attacked, he will be able to enforce
peace? 'Tf Kussia or France should take a
notion to attack the security of the country,
the Emperor would hardly be able to en-
force peace. He might repel the attack and
he might not When the third Napoleon
made war on Prussia lie did not see Sedan
in the future. The young Emperor of Ger-
many would take a higher place among

statesmen if ho would do less bragging.
As yet he has done nothing but to talk,
most of the time at the top of his voice.
Whether he is a man ot iron or not Is for
the future to determine.

SUPERVISING ELECTIONS.

The Senate Committee on Privileges and
Elections and the House Committee on
Elections have reported bills to their re-
spective Houses providing for a Federal
supervision of elections. The Senate bill

requires the signatures of one hundred voters
to secure the benefits of the supervisory
system, but the House bill sets the Fed-
eral machinery in motion on a petition
signed by fiftyvoters. Among other duties
devolved upon thb supervisors is that of
inspecting all ballots as they are being can-
vassed end counted by the local election
officers and to make a separate return of
the result of the vote, being governed by
the laws of the State in the counts except
as otherwise provided Inthe act. They are
to inspect the returns for Representatives
and Delegates in Congress of local inspect-

ors of elections and note whether or not
such returns agree with their own count.
In each judicial district a canvassing board
is to be created, composed of the chief su-
pervisor, the United States District Attor-
ney and the United States -Marshal. This
board is to correct imperfect returns with
the assistance of the supervisors, to tabu-
late the returns fur Representatives nud
Delegates and to furnish a copy to the At-
torney-General and to the Clerk of the
House of Representatives. The latter offi-
cer is to examine tlinreturns, and when the
result conlllcts with the returns of the local
canvassing board to the extent of returning
a different person to Congress, then neither
of the persons so certified as elected is to
be placed upon the roll of members until
the House shall decide as to which has been
duly elected. The effect of this provision
will be to put both contesting members
upon an equality until the House has de-
cided which has a right to the contested
scat. Under the present law the Clerk of
the House of Representatives 13 required to
place on the roll persons bearing creden-
tials showing that they were elected accord-
ing to the laws of their respective States.
As under the new law there might be two
persons bearing such credentials, one
signed by tho local board and one by the
Federal Supervisory Hoard, neither will be
allowed to vote uutil the House shall have
declared which one was elected. Under the
new law the House will be organized by
members whose election is not in doubt.
It might be possible alter organization to
Beat enough members of the opposite party
to change the majority to that side, but
cases of this kind would, wo imagine, be
rare. ________________________

A BAD KIND OF PATRIOTISM.

A local contemporary says: "Itmaybe
thought a matter of local patriotism to have
as much Government money spent on San
Francisco as possible, whether any return
be received for it or Dot." There is prob-
ably considerable of that kindof patriotism
in this as well as in other cities, but the
men who make a display of it are regarded
with distrust. To a right thinking man the
selection of a site for a I'ostoffice would be
regarded as a matter from which money
could not honorably be made. It is not a
proper matter for speculation. The Gov-
eminent entrusts certain citizens of the city
to ascertain upon what condition a proper
site for a Postoffice can be secured and in a
measure leaves itto the honor of the city to
make the best possible use of the money ap-
propriated. When the sum originally ap-
propriated was declared insufficient the
amonnt v. as increased in deference to local
opinion. Under these conditions if the
Government Is imposed upon the disgrace
of it will reflect upon the city. San Fran-
cisco should have honor and pride enough
to keep speculation in such a transaction in
the background. The fact that the Teharoa-
street site is bonded to speculators is in
itself a reason why itshould not be recom-
mended by the Commissioners nor selected
by the Government. There is too much
speculation in the matter as it now stands.

EDITOtCIAL NOTES.

The location of the World's Fair at
Chicago is a problem that Is yet to be solved.
While the Committee on Buildings and
Grounds favor the lake front, where an
area of 332 acres can be filled in at an ex-
pense of three to five millions, the trian-
gular fight between the State, city and Illi-
nois Ceutral Railroad- threatens to inter,
fere with their plan. As the property would
be worth 530,000.000 after the fair, it is sug-
gested that the litigants stipulate to reim-
burse the Fair Association. The advocates
of Jacksou Park will,however, do all they

can to defeat the scheme. At this park GOO
acres can be made available for the fair,
aud the site can be reached by thirty or
more steam railroads.

Among the most important cases now
before the Land Department are the sus-
pended timber, entries of Ilumboldt and
Mendocino counties. The reports of special
agents are being daily received at the In-
terior Department, and at once prepared for
the action of the Commissioner. A good
deal of interest Is taken in the controversy
owing to the great value of the lands in-
volved.

As was expected the Supreme Court has
declined to recognize the citizenship of
Hong Yen Chang, an applicant for per-
mission to practice in the courts of this
State. The latter will now have an op-
portunity to test the matter before the
Supreme Court of the United States.

Another victory has been won by the
boys and girls over Chinese cheap labor,
300 Mongolians having been notified toquit
the strawberry fields of West Compton,
Los Angeles County;

Mackerel fishing is a new enterprise just
inaugurated on Catalina Island. Itis likely
to be followed by similar enterprises along
the Coast.
