Awmoug the ancient superstitions which cling
W us with incomprehensible tenacity Is 1hat of
the Roman peasants, who thought it uniueky to
marry in the mouth of May, says the Home
Journal. May-poles are still decorated with
ribbons, May-dew gathered for the complexion,
Scaudinavian festivais held on May-morn to
“see 1he sun qance,” but no marriages must be
solemaized in May iu Euvgland or Europe, or
€ven in this couutry it it can be avoidea.

Iu the first place, the feasis of the dead were,
from time immemorial, held in May; aud 1 the
old mytus May mariled Jauuary. She a lovely
girl anc he a Lilnd old tool of & Lombard Baron
more than 60 years of age. And so, In our
strange loss of svme things and inysterious ob-
servance of others, it comes Lo pass that here in
Awmerica we nou lopger bold festivals for the
dead, gather May-dew, or May festivals, except
Ior our Sunday-school children, but we avold
May weddings if we can possibly arrange them
for any other month. Nor do we marry our pretiy
“Mays” to the old “Junuaries,” who come a-woo-
ing, unless indeed Inthe case of soine exceptional
“Javuary,” whose excellent bauk account coim-
mands our respect. It 1s not, in sueh a case,
deemed unsuitable that they be joined in the
holy estate of matrlmony, and cousolation is
abundantly suggested Ly the allusion to the
“hitz everlasting™ with which the marriage cere-
mouy closes.

Cuurches are less decorated with flowers than

hey were a year ago. In the most distinguishead
chiurch weddings there are no flowers at all. The
ceremony is as severely simple as other religtous
ceremonies, Often there are no bridesmaids,
One or two littie malds are made happy by walk-
ng before the Dbride, thelr little serious faces
undes thelr large flower-trimmed bhats adding
mueh to.the sweetness aud lnnocence of the cere-
mony. Brides are departing sometlmes from the
custom of canying a Luge bouguet of white
fiowe:s,

Their choice now occasionally includes pink
roses. I always thought white lowers too fuue-
real for a wedding! 1t is much more elegant for
tye biide to carry her silver and lvory prayer-
booK, upon which might be engraved in the ile-
brew text the old prayer of the Apocrypha, ete.,
“Grant, O Lord, that we may grow old to-
gether!” At the present moment, however, the
bride carcies flowers as shie walks, the cynosure
of ail eyes, up the aisic of the church; and the
most elegant cholce for the Apill bouguet has
been the wuite lilae.

& Airiving at the aitar it 1s most seemly skte be
met several steps from the chancel by the Lride-
groom, and not that he staud, like a graven
Image, until she 1s ied to bis feel. Her own re-
Spouses are nsually enuunciated in a ¢lear, distinet
and low volee; while his, poor nervous feliow,
are uttesed explosively and too lond. \hen they
turn to take those first steps tn the jouruey
which we bave prayed may be loug aud happy,
we wipe our eyes and examine the biidal robe.
The most elegant are generally shmiple, of thick
white satin, relieved with lace and clouded by the
Jlong vail. The sleeves are loug and high, the
throat opening ouly a iittle. The church uas al-
ways a word to say about the attire of those who
kueel before hev aléars. Fifty years ago Bishops
refused to lay thefr hands on the heads of those
whose necks were bare, and two or three hun-
dred years ago the good priest kept a pair of
scissors to eurtail the foolishness of long flowing
cutls at the communion table! .
