SEA AND SHORE.

Arrival of the M .ster of the
Bark Corea.

The bark Bertha, which arrived in this
port on Monday evening, brought down
Captain Wheeler, also the first and second
mates and two seamen, of the bark Corea,
which was lost up in Cooks Inlet recently.
On April 234, at 3 o’clock in the morning, a
heavy flood-tide took the Corea ashore on
a sand-spit of Kulgen Island, six miles
from the mainland. AIll hands, including a
number of Chinese in transport to an
Alaskan cannery, were put at the pumps,
and succeeded in keeping the Corea afioat
and beaching her on the east shore of the
island. She proved, however, a total loss,
and her cargo was almost entirely damaged.

Yesterday was, according to what the old
water-front habitues said, the most dis-
agireeable day so far of the yvear. The dust
swept in thick elouds all over the frontand
at times it was impossible to see a foot
ahead.

The steamer Acapulco arrived yesterday
from Panama and way ports, twenty days
out. Her passenger list, which was not
very heavy, included twenty-nine Chinese
in transit to Hong-Kong.

Wrecked

The Oregon, with passengers and mer-
chaundise, forty-four and a balf hours from
Astoria, and the Willamnette, seventy-

eight hours from Seattle, with 2700 tons of
coxl, arrived yesterday.

Yesterday Point Lobos weather reports
were: 6 A. 3, northwest 20 miles; 9 A. M.,
northwest 24; same at noon; 3. P. M., north-
west 28 miles.

The United States steamer Marion came
down from Mare Island and is anchored in
the stream.

The British ship Scottish Hills left this
vort for Liverpool with a wheat cargo yes-
terday.

Suspended for One Month.

The local Inspectors of Steam Vessels
and Boilers have suspended for a period of
thirty days the licenses of Captain Charles
McMurtry of the steamer Mary Garratt, and
of Ira N. Stanley, engincer of the steamer
Ethel and Marion. The first-named case
arew out «f the collision between the Mary
Garratt and the steamer Aurora on the 15th
of April. The Aurora was lying in her
berth at the Jackson-street Wharf and was
run down and damaged to the extent of
$5000, the engineer of the Mary Garratt
mistaking a signal bell and starting the
vessel aliead instead of reversing the en-
gine. Stanley wus accused of having left
his tug on April 30th without giviug notice
and while there was a steam pressure of
sixty pounds in the boiler, and of neglect-
ing to repair the machinery. T'hese sus-
pensions of licenses are the first by the de-
partment this year.

The Delinquent Chinese.

Yesterday wmorning when Specia! Attor-
ney Schell entered the United States Dis-
trict Court room he found that two out of
the large number of bondsmen in the 107
cases of remanded Chinese answered the
order to appear that had been served upon
them. He asked and was granted by Judge
Hoffman an order forfeiting the bonds fn
all the delinquent cases. This orderis a
preliminary to a prosecution of all these
cases, which Attorney Schell says he in-
tends to vigorously push,

In the Biythe Case.

In the Blythe case yesterday morning
Atlorney Goodfellow closed his argument
for the Williams claimants. Ramon Wil-
son then argued briefly on behalf of the so-
called Pierce heirs, and in the afternoon
Attorney Bert Holladay opened for the

Judge Rix decided yesterday that Will-
fam Sullivan and Michael Dolan, charged
with the murder of Gustav Berner, a shoe-
maker, at Thirty-first and Mission streets
last March in the saloon of Henry Horst-
mann, should be tried by a jury in the Su-

erior Court on a charge of manslaughter.

e defendants were held in bonds of
$10,000 each. Their friends tried to secure
sureties to qualify on the bonds, but failed,
and the youug men remalned in prison,

“CRAZY ANTONE.

That Is What Mendoza’s Class-
mates Called Him in School.

In the trial yesterday before Judge Shafter of
Antone Mendoza, th+ barber, eharged with the
murder of his wite, Margaret, Assistant District
Attorney Southard delivered his opening state-
ment, which was brief.

The first wituess called was Josle Starkey, and
she testified that she was the keeper of the lodg-
Ing-house at 303'% Sutter street, where the
tragedy occurred. She heard the shots fired by
Mendoza and ran up to the room, and upon
opening the door saw the womah lylng upon the
floor. The accused had a pistol in his hand. The
wiiness had not asked Mrs. Mendoza zny ques-
tions when she hired a roow in the house, nor
did she know that any of her female roomers
were of questionable character.

In the afternoon George A. Knight, the at-
torney for the defendaut, made his opening state-
ment, aeclaring that Mendoza was recognized
among his friends and relatives as a weak-
minded feilow. When he came lo this city to
work in a barber-shiop he was also looked on
there as one with a weak mind, because he would
frequently ieave work for a day or so without
cause. He had hlred that room after his mar-
riage, but bis wile was leading a dissolute life,
and, on chargiog her with the same, she left him,
aud he found uer at 80314 Sutler street and
begged her to return. She said she had rather
die‘than be the wife of a barber.

Mrs. Mary Ferrer and Cristine Maderi, sisters,
testified to the weak inind of the defendant while
at home and on bis futher's farm at San Leandro.
Dr. Williams was questioned as to the conver-
sation Le had with the accused wille in prison,
and stated that he noticed at once his weak mind
and also the difficully he bad in making bim uu-
derstand,

Harry Knox sald he hed lived in San Leaudro
twenty-five years. He knew the defendant since
Le wis a small boy; was a classmate o school,
Mendoza was known at that time by all the boys
as “Crazy Antone.” Attimes he was all right,
and thea would suddenly stop In bis play and
would say some out-of-place thing, and shout,
Siug, throw up his bat, run across the yard, and
after a while return all right. The boys had the
babit of locking him up in the sehool shed and
charging a pio to see *Crazy Antone.”

William James Keed swore that he was also a
schoolmate of Mendoza, and testified to his
curious actions wuile at school,

William Hawes corroborated the above testi-
mony as to Mendoza’s actions while at school.

F. Carroll, who lives at 157 Main street, testi-
fied that Le had Kuown -Mendoza while living
next door to him. Appareutly the defendant
had a good mind. He looked wild and half-
cinzed several times when Le went out to look
for uis wife, who had left him. Frequently the
witness heard a nolse in the rooms of the Men-
dozas as if chairs were being thrown around.
Witness never saw Mendoza have a pistol.

The m#Wriage certiticate of the Mendozas was
Iniroduced also in evideuce by the prosecution,
aud the trial will be resumed to-day.
